
Texas And Oklahoma Lead As 3,721 Register In Native State Canvass

A  total of 3,721 Top O' Texans 
had registered last night In the 
native state canvass for the Polks 
Fiesta, June 12. 13 and It . More 
than 2,000 persons last week filled 
out the blank which today appears 
on page five of The News, and as 
many more are expected to fill It 
out this week. Intensive registra­
tion In surrounding towns In this 
territory will be started this week.

Texas which trailed Oklahoma for 
two weeks Jumped away ahead to a 
commanding lead, and exploded, 
temporarily at least, the oft-heard

claim that natives of Oklahoma are
more numerous In Pam pa than na­
tive Texans.

In third place was Kansas, and 
close behind was Missouri in third 
place. Arkansas, in sixth place, was 
only a few registrations behind Mis­
souri.
~ Native Oklahomans have by no 
means conceded firs-, place to Texas. 
"We are waiting for the LeFors vote 
to come in,” a Sooner said last 
night.

Six states are not represented in 
the registration, and unless natives 
of those states register they will 
not be represented in the parade 
of states and nations at the Folks 
Fiesta. The six states which are 
not represented in the registra­
tion are Nevada, New Jersey, Dela-

ware, New Hampshire, Massachu­
setts, and Rhode Island. I f  there 
are any natives of those states 
living In the Northeast Panhan­
dle they are asked tw fill owl the 
form appearing in this Issue of 
The News and bring or send It 
to The News as soon as possible.

27 New Locations Filed In Panhandle Oil Field During Week

Phillips Stakes 
Nine Locations 
In Hutchinson
The Panhandle oil field broke 

loose last week with 27 new loca­
tions, according to the latest re­
port from the Pampa office of the 
Texas Railroad commission. First 
Intentions to drill filed at the o f­
fice act a new record for any sin­
gle week In more than a year. 
New locations staked last week 

brought the number for the first 
four months of the year to 262. or 
10 more than for the same period 
last year.

Gray and Hutchinson counties 
were the hot spots for new locations, 
14 being filed for Hutchinson and 
12 for Oray. Wheeler county re­
ported one new test.

The Phillips Petroleum company, 
which has been doing considerable 
drilling, announced nine new loca­
tions last week, all in Hutchinson 
county. J. E. Pitts staked four new 
locations on the Cockrell lease in 
Hutchinson county.

Hot spot on the field continued to 
be the area east and northeast of 
Borger in Hutchinson county. Eight 
new locations were made in the big 
M-21 block In the TCRR survey east 
and northeast of Borger. Five loca­
tions were made in the small but 
prolific M-23 block In the TCRR sur- 
veq, ea. i and south of Borger to the 
Carson county line.

In Oray county the active spots 
last week were two miles south of 
Pampa, the area between Pampa 
and LeFors and the west Pampa 
field.

Ten new wells were completed 
last week, adding 2,686 barrels to 
the field potential:

British Report 11 
Nazi Planes Downed

(By The A»noefiitcd Pre.,1 
LONDON May 4— (Sunday) — 

British night fighters reported today 
they shot down 11 German raiders 
as swarms of Nazi planes battered 
Britain's east and west coasts and 
bombed Liverpool hour after hour 
for the third successive night.

As the raiders roared inland, keep­
ing London under alarm for hours 
although no bombings were report­
ed there, the RAF sent night fight­
ers screaming up to meet them from 
airfield after airfield.

Their bag of 11. the British said, 
made the night fighters' toll of 17 
German planes downed in the first- 
three nights of the month.

These victories in the darkness 
prompted1 talk anew that the Brit­
ish are finding an answer to after­
dusk raiding.

The raiders apparently were re­
peating on Liverpool the tactics of 
persistent attack they employed at 
Plymouth. Explosive and firebombs 
showered down hour after hour 
throughout the night and it was 
feared the loss of lives and destruc­
tion o f property were heavy.

'Strikes Must Cease Quickly' Says Johnson
SAN MARCOS, May 3 (/o—Op­

ening his campaign for 11. S. Sen­
ator. New Deal Congressman Lyn­
don B. Jrhnson in a grim speech 
tonight questioned the light of 
labor or capital to strike in “OiLs 
danger time,” when the Job of all 
is to save America.
The 32-year-old congressman from 

central Texas who announced for 
senator after a conference with 
President Roosevelt declared "the 
government ItselfTnust prevent both 
capital and labor from taking ad­
vantage of the national need.”

Johnson has been a close friend 
of Mr. Roosevelt since his election 
to the house of representatives in 
1937 to succeed the late Congress­
man James P. Buchanan of Bren- 
luun. In .lj)3ft,and_ 1940 he was re­
turned 6a congress without oppo­
sition.

"Tlie time has come to say: 
strikes must cease!” Johnson as­
serted. "and saying It. to mean also 
shut-downs of coal mines, manufac­
turers who will not make bombers 
for Britain, and every form of mon­
key-wrenching defense.

“ Anything less spells France. 
Anything leas spells death for 
England.
"The Issue Is: No strikes in this 

danger time! There can be but one 
answer. Roosevelt, your leader In 
peace and war, or Henry Ford and 
the hundreds of little Fords who 
want to tell their government what 
to make, for whom, at how much 
profit, or John L. Lewis and the 
hundreds of little Lewises seeking 
things now at the price of produc­
tion.

“The president will not let you 
down. . . . Depend on the great heart 
of your leader, not on the hearts 
of men who say they lead you right­
ly, when they order you to lay down 
the very tools liberty must use to 
save Itself.”

Johnson, a member of the House 
Naval Affairs committee, said "Brit­
ain Is mighty wobbly" because It

A six-inch rain sent rivers in 

Texas and Oklahoma roaring out of 
their banks yesterday (Sat.l 
threatening highway bridges, and 
livestock.
Oklahoma highway workers were 

placed In guard at the Red River 
bridge on U, S. Highway 277 near 
Burkbumett as the stream was 
three feet below flood level and still 
rising.

At Victoria in south Texas, the 
Guadalupe was slowly rising at 30 
feet. Record stage there is 31.4 feet 
reached In 1936.

Lowlands south and west of Vic­
toria were under water. The river 
was two to three miles wide.

Arterial highways were closed In 
the Austin area.

Traffic was expected to be re­
sumed on the Fort Worth and Den­
ver highway where three washouts 
were reported In northwest Texas.

The Red river washed across U. 8. 
Highway 283 In Oklahoma, disrupt­
ing interstate traffic and cutting 
deep holes In the roadbed.

The North Fork of the Red in 
Oklahoma was rising one foot per 
hour. The river was a mile wide 
west of Terrel bridge.

At Union, Okla., the Canadian 
river was falling.

For tlie fourth consecutive day, 
rain fell In Pampa Saturday and 
was still falling early this morn­
ing, pushing the precipitation total 
up to 2.95 Inches for the four days 
ending late Saturday night.

Fishermen and boating enthus­
iasts received with Joy word from 
Bert Howell, concessionaire at Lake 
McClellan In southwest Gray coun­
ty, that water In the lake had risen 
three feet up to 6 o'clock yesterday 
and that the water wa3 rising at 
the rate of one inch an hour at that 
time.

Howell said he had received no 
definite word as to when the lake 
would be open for fishing but he 
expected that date to be sometime 
between June 1 and July 1.

More rain fell In one day here 
(Friday) than for any one of the 
entire months of January, February, 
March, or April. The total precipi­
tation to date Is 7.46 Inches.

There was little chance that the 
rainy spell would be over today, 
either, as the forecast for Pampa 
and vicinity was cloudy with oc­
casional rains today, clearing, ris­
ing temperatures tomorrow.

In Pampa Thursday precipitation 
was .25-inch; 1.84 on Friday; and 
83-inches up to a late hour yester­
day. Saturday's high temperature 
was 56. low 49 degrees.

Canadian Rises Five Feet
A rumor afloat In Pampa yester­

day that the highway and railway- 
bridges over the Canadian near 
the Hemphill county capital were 
imperiled by the rising waters of 
the Canadian was checked and found 
to be unverified.

The Canadian river, however, has 
risen five feet in the past three 
days, most of the rise occurring over 
Friday night and during the day

U. S. Can Never Build As Many 
Planes As Hiller, Says Lindbergh

ST. LOUIS, May 3 DPI—Charles 
A. Lindbergh declared tonight 
America was not prepared to wage 
war abroad successfully but plead­
ed that we must and can defend 
our own nation.”
He stressed particularly, in a 

speech prepared for an America 
First committee rally, what he said 
was our Inadequacy In the air.

He said that no matter how many 
planes we built and sent to England, 
we could not make the British Isles 
stronger than Germany In military 
aviation.

“Not only Is the performance of 
some of our vital types of service 
aircraft inadequate, but our total air

force In the United States today, 
including both army and navy, both 
modem and obsolescent types, is not 
more than Germany can produce in 
a few weeks," he said. “ It is a small 
fraction of her present airforce. To 
enter a European war today with 
our air force would be almost as 
great a folly as that committed by 
France when she declared war on 
Germany In 1939."

It was Lindbergh's first speech 
since he resigned his colonel's com­
mission In the air corps reserve last 
Monday. The resignation followed 
President Roosevelt's press confer-

Willkie Says Sea 
Patrol Inadequate

WASHINGTON. May 3 (API — 

Wendell L. Willkie. saying that 
the administration's existing sea 
patrol “Is not adequate,”  declar­
ed today that “we have got to get 
the goods delivered to Great Brit­
ain.”
"The rate of sinkings is so serious 

that we should protect our cargoes 
of arms and food to England,” the 
1940 Republican presidential nomi­
nee asserted in an Interview.

It was reported authoritatively 
that Willkie had sent word to Pres­
ident Roosevelt that he would sup­
port him In any move the chief ex« 
utlve might make to assure the de­
livery of American goods to Brit­
ain. Willkie himself told reporters

" I f  my information la correct, the 
present patrol method la not ade­
quate to prevent our products from

going to the bottom of the ocean.'
Replying to reporters' questions. 

Willkie asserted that if he were 
president he would have military 
naval and air experts advise him 
regarding the best method of pro­
tecting shipments to Britain and 
then would proceed on their advice.

“ I  am absolutely In favor of de­
livering the goods," he said, “wheth­
er It be by convoy, airplane accom­
paniment or any other method 
deemed best.

A t the capital, meantime, there 
were indications that congress would 
hear Increasing demands from some 
of Its members for American con­
voys.

Vichy Claims 26 U. S. Ships Dock In Suez
Oil Still Running 
Through Pipelines, 
British Assert

(Ry The Associated Press)
British forces fighting spread­

ing war in Iraq were reparted 
early today (Son.) In Lm tes  to 
have repulsed attacking Iraq sol­
diers in the area of Basra, Per­
sian gulf port, several hours after 
Vichy, France, sources said *2 
American ships carrying war ma­
terial had arrived at the 8am 
canal.
Two contingents of British re­

inforcements have landed at Basra 
In recent days to help protect Brit­
ain's precious Mosul oil fields. Bat­
tling near Basra Indicated the small- 
scale war had bubbled over Into a 
new area. For two days moat o f 
the fighting has been west of Bagh­
dad at Harbaniya airdrome.

The Vichy reports, coming from 
usually reliable diplomatic Inform­
ants, said the American merchant­
men were accompanied by "con­
voying” United States warships.

Immediately upon receipts af 
the reports, the navy department 
in Washington, D. C„ stated blunt­
ly: "No United States navy ships 
are employed in convoy duty.”  
n iese may be ships that left the 

United States with war materials 
intended for Greece and Yugoslavia 
and were cleared for Red Sea'ports 
after President Roosevelt's recent 
suspension of the neutrality ban on 
those waters. These were under­
stood by maritime sources to have 
been Yugoslav and Greek freighters. 
Some informed sources suggested, 
however, that American vessels also 
might have sailed for Suez via the 
Cape of Good Hope.

Some British material losses In 
Greece are being offset by new 
equipment, much of it American- 
made. arriving in the middle east, 
British sources in Cairo said Friday.

The Vichy reports overshadowed 
for the moment a two-day old small- 
scale war between Iraq troops and 
British forces In the land of Aesop's 
fables.

Berlin maintained a close-mouth­
ed attitude concerning reported ap­
peals by Iraq Premier Raschid All 
A1 Gallant for Nazi military help.

But It was apparent Germany was 
not overlooking the possibilities of 
the Iraq fighting.

The Reichstag was called for a 
session tomorrow night at 6 p. m.

Needles Fly 
As U.S. Makes 
Mar Garments

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Women 
volunteers In 3.300 Red Cross chap­
ter* throughout the nation are pro­
ducing an average of 500,000 gar­
ments each month for the victim* 
of war abroad, according to Mrs. 
Dwight F. Davis, director of Ameri­
can Red Cross volunteer special 
services.

Since the women volunteers start­
ed to sew and knit early in the war. 
the chapters have shipped to the 
Red Cross warehouse at Jersey City, 
N. J , 3.200X100 garments, and 31,239.- 
000 surgical dressings. Mrs. Davis 
said, thus Insuring a steady flow of 
relief supplies to the civilian and 
hospitalized victims of warfare.

The women produced In the four 
months prior to March 1, a quantity 
in excess of the previous 12 months 
output, Mrs. Davis said, and the 
chapters have accepted additional 
large quotas of sewing and knitting 
which will run the total well over 
5.000,000 garments by June 1.

‘There were 547,021 children’s 
sweaters and jackets. 184.629 layettes, 
and 7,579 Infants' knitted suits in 
this mountain of war relief gar­
ments,” Mrs. Davis said. "Other large 
quantities were 653 528 dresses for 
women and girls of all ages arid 
sizes, 197,121 men's sweaters and 144,- 
495 women’s sweaters, 76,765 beanies, 
36,415 shawls, 54,431 operating gowns, 
and 232,775 hospital shirts, to men­
tion only some of the category of 45 
different items made to be sent 
abroad.

•‘New production quotas given out" 
To the chapters about every four 
months are likely to be maintained 
ut high levels,” Mrs. Davis .said, 
"since needs for clothing show no 
signs of abating. Garments that have 
been distributed become worn out 
and as air raids continue and war­
fare becomes Intensified more and 
more civilians are rendered homeless 
and in need. Quotas which are now 
being filled will replace the stores on 
hand and restock the shelves for the 
coming winter. Woolen garments of 
every description are still In great 
demand in Great Britain as the 
cool, damp climate makes warm 
clothing a necessity all the year 
around, especially for babies and 
young children.

“There is special emphasis at the 
present time on the need for gar­
ments for young children about six 
months to five years old. Hard 
wear and rapid growth make heavy 
demands on clothing In this age 
group. The W.VB. In Great Britain 
through which the American Red 
Cross garments are distributed, has 
Indicated that they can use sets of 
10 garments each for 200,000 of 
these little ones—making an addi­
tional total of 2,000,000 children's 
garments that will be a specially 
welcome item of chapter production 
Similar garments are badly needed 
in unoccupied Franc?, wnere relief 
is confined to children. When the 
'mercy ship,' the S.S. Cold Harbor, 
sailed from Baltimore on Feb. 1, 
with a $1.000X)00 cargo of supplies, 
of which the bulk was for unoccu­
pied France, she carried 25 tons of 
children's clothing.

“ Immense quantities of material, 
to the value of $5.195.088 have been 
requisitioned from government agen­
cies for making up in the chapters. 
Purchases charged to the government 
war relief appropriation include 12,- 
952,092 yards of surplus cotton ma­
terial, 1,310,000 pounds of knitting 
worsted, and 2,482.311 yards of the 
woolen mixture material used for 
dresses.

Standard American garment pat­
terns used In chapter production are 
much liked in England, and W.V.S. 
workers who distribute the garments 
frequently make the comment, ‘Your 
American styles are highly accept­
able'."

By ALVIN t. STBINKOPF 

BERLIN. May S <AP)—An 
tant turning point In the war ap­
peared almost at hand tonight as 
Berlin concentrated Its attention on 
the swiftly moving events In the 
middle east.

The possibility o f some declara­
tion of policy was discussed In In­
formed Quarters. and the words,
"new phase" was being heard 
events speeded up In the eastern 
Mediterranean and Asia Minor.

To date the Gentians have divid­
ed the war into sharply distinct 
phases: Poland, Norway, Prance, 
the Balkans.

Germans asked one another: Will 
a similarly distinct campaign be the 
Reich’s next move?

Authorised spokesmen were non- 
communicative save for sueh obser­
vations as “ the war doesn't stand 
still" or “coming events cast their 
shadows .before thern ”

But Germany’s Intense interest in 
the Near East was obvious and the 
cheering for Iraq, now fighting the 
British imperial forces, swelled as 
news reports told of expanding op, 
erations there.

The first semi-official comment, In 
the commentary service Deutsche 
Diplomattsch Pollttsche Korrespon­
ded*, said:

“Wherever a sense of honor still 
exists the greatest attention and 
repognltion must be paid to the cour­
ageous stand of Iraq toward the 
newest encroachment of the Brit 
Ish empire." It charged Britain with 
"flagrant disregard of treaty and 
apparent provocative intention" in 
sending new contingents of troops 
into Iraq while units originally 
landed still were present in the coun 
try.

Iraq, said Korrespondenz, now 
“knows the value of the British 
promise to Arab peoples. Britain 
. . . now is obtaining a receipt from 
a small but brave people for its pre­
sumptuous attempts to force its mas­
tery on the whole world.”

For the moment, however. Ger­
many was doing, apparently, no 
more than expressing deep sympa­
thy for Iraq. Officials would not dis 
cuss reports that. the Iraq govern, 
ment had asked Berlin fo r  help, nor 
would they indicate whether there 
was any prospect of such aid.

Attention again was engaged by 
the war on English commerce.

The high command's report that 
submarines, planes, and surface 
craft sank ships totalling 1.211,000 
tons in April gave some conception 
o f ;the intensity of this campaign 

Informed German sources esti­
mated British shipping losses since 
the beginning of the war at close to 
11000,000 tons and added: “With 
the exception of the United States 
there is no country which can re­
lieve Britain's need for shipping 
space.”

HOLLYWOOD, May 3 (AP I—A 
month In the army has taught 
James Stewart, voted the beit actor 
In the movies in 1940, “ to listen 
attentively, to obey orders and to 
keep my mouth shut.”

Representative Lyndon Johnson's

In past campaigns 
candidate for railroad commissioner 
and lieutenant goveror, said he had 
not made up his mind.

Dies spoke Saturday at Paris and 
next week was moving to Bonham, 
Monday; Sherman, Tuesday; Galns- 
vllle. Wednesday; Wichita Falls. 
Thursday: Vernon, Friday; Plain- 
view, Saturday. Hometown and 
county campaign forces were or­
ganized and plans made for a speak­
ers burqau to aid in the campaign.

Reynolds Slated To 
Become Chairman 01 
Military Committee .

WASHINGTON. May 3 OP)—Ad­
ministration supporters were report­
ed toda- to have been abandoned— 
largely because or republican op­
position—an attempt to keep the 
chairmanship of the important 
senate military affairs committee 
from Senator Reynolds (D-N. C.).

Reynolds, senior democratic mem­
ber of the committee in point of 
service has been in line for the chair­
manship since the recent death of 
Chairman Sheppard lD-Tex.).

By senate tradition, a committee 
chairmanship goes to the senior 
member of the majority party. In 
the case of Reynolds, there were 
many protests against his advance­
ment in view of his criticism of the 
administration’s program of aiding 
Britain.

Some administration men at­
tempted to lay the groundwork 
for a move within the democratic 
steering committee, which recom­
mends committee assignments, to 
pass over Reynolds and place Sen­
ator Thomas (D-Utah) in the chair­
manship.

While some believed the steering 
committee might be persuaded to 
go against precedent and sidetrack 
Reynolds, the North Carolina sena­
tor made it known that he would 
appeal any such decision to the 
senate.

A quiet check of the senate was 
said to show that practically all 
of the 28 republicans would vote 
to uphold the traditional custom.

In addition, the canvass indicated 
Reynolds would have the support

of several democrats who entertain 
views similar to his about the Brit­
ish aid program, and of some demo­
crats of opposite views who still 
were firmly against depriving any 
member of a chairmanship when 
he was entitled to it by seniority.

For this reason, Reynolds' op­

ponents were said to have conclud­
ed that the wisest thing to do was
to let matters take their course In 
the steering committee.

The schedule of expiration on

450.000—900,000, expire March 31. 
1942; renew on or after January 
1, 1942.
' 1.350.001 and up, Issued before 
September 30, 1941, expire Novem­
ber I, 1942; renew on or after July 
1, 1942.

These are for private operator’s 
licenses. Any licensee failing to 
make application for a renewal of 
his license may be required to take 
apwxamlnation. Fee for the private 
operator's license is 50 cents.

After October 1 of this year, li­
censes will be good for two years 
from date of Issue.

Chauffeurs Pay S3
For commercial operators, licenses 

are good for one year and the fee 
Is $1. chauffeur’s, $3 fee, good for 
one year. A chauffeur is defined as 
a person driving for wages or hire 
a motor vehicle transporting pas­
sengers.

A person holding - a chauffeurs' 
license may drive any commercial 
or private vehicle without any other 
license. A person holding a com­
mercial license may operate under 
.this license either as a commercial 
or private operator, but not as a 
chauffeur.

Soldiers Exempt ' ”
Persons in the service o f the 

Onited States, when operating ve­
hicles In that capacity, are exempt, 
as are operators of road machinery 
or farm Implements on the high­
way.

A non-resident of Texas, if he Is 
at least 16 years old and has a 
valid license from his own state. Is 
entitled to drive a private vehicle 
in Texas, A non-resident may drive 
as a chauffeur in Texas if he Is 
at least 18 years old and has a 
valid chauffeur's license from his 
own state. However, if he Is (Mv 
ing for a Texas person or firm, he 
must be licensed in this state.

A non-resident who is 18 years 
old and comes from a state which 
does not require drivers’ licenses 
may operate a private vehicle in 
Texas for 90 days before he Is re­
quired to obtain a Texas license.

Minimum Age Limit
No person under 14 years of age 

may legally drive any motor vehicle 
in Texas, it Is pointed out by Col 
Homer Garrison, Jr„ state police 
director.

In order for a person between 
the ages of 14 and 16 to obtain a 
license, he must secure a written 
recommendation from his county 
judge to the department of public 
safety. No person under 16 may be 
licensed either as a commercial 
operator or chauffeur.

Licenses are forbidden to all per­
sons habitually addicted to drink 
or narcotics, and to any person 
who has been adjudged insane, an 
idiot, imbecile, or feeble-minded 
and whose recovery has not been 
certified by judicial decree by the 
superintendent of the institution 
from which he has been released

Persons suffering from mental or 
physical disability or disease which 
would prevent proper control of a 
motor vehicle may-fee—refused a 
license. Nor will a license be grant­
ed to any person who falls to pass 
an examination, which includes a 
standard vision test, a written 
examination on safety laws and 
rules, and a practical driving 
demonstration. The law also for 
bids Issuance of a license to any 
person who cannot read and under­
stand highway signs In the English 
language.

The department of public safety 
is charged with the responsibility 
of denying licenses to any person 
believed to be inimical to public 
safety. The word inimical is de­
fined as being hostile, unfriendly, 
antagonistic, or opposed, and this 
clause is Interpreted to mean that 
licenses should be denied any per­
son whose attitude is one of an­
tagonism to the laws and common 
sense rules of driving.

British Take Axis Troops By Surprise
(B j  Th « Associated Press)

CAIRO. Egypt. May 3— A Brit­
ish mechunlzed force rutting be­
hind the German and Italian po­
sitions on the Egyptian frontier 
has raced across the desert plateau 
and taken hr surprise a consider­
able body of Axis troops, middle 
eastern headquarters announced 
tonight.
This bold sortie, reminiscent of the 

tactics used in routing the Italians 
last winter, was carried out in the 
8ahim sector while the Axis forces 
stabbed repeatedly at Brlttsh-held 
Tobruk, #0 miles to the west, only 
to wind up still In the southwestern 
corner of that port's outer ring of 
defenses.

The thwarted Tobruk assaults 
were declared to have cost the Axis 
forces heavy losses. These attacks 
were carried out for the most part 
by Germans using tanks with con­
siderable air support. The middle 
east command said two Stukas were 
bagged.

Military sources said the persis­
tence of the Axis attacks indicated 
fully the British hold on Tobruk was 
stalling the Axis drive across north­
ern Africa. They added that con­
tinuation of these attacks was to be 
expected.

The troeps which swept behind 
the Axis line at Salum were said 
to have cut the Bardla-Tobrek 
read for a time while they were 
round (nr up the surprised Ger­
mans and Italians. In addition to

the prisoners they brought back a 
big field gun.
This daring maneuver also gained 

useful information concerning dis­
position of the Axis troops. Mili­
tary quarters said the foray show­
ed the British still retain their old 
cunning at desert warfare and are 
not losing the initiative.

Thus the army of the Nile, out­
numbered and awaiting reinforce­
ment from the east, pursued the ha­
rassment of the German and Ital­
ian forces which rolled the British 
back from Libya to the Egyptian 
border but, so far, have been un­
able to continue their Suez-bound 
drive from that point.

Simultaneously with these land 
operations, RAF bombers pounded 
Axis shipping and an official an­
nouncement said a destroyer and c 
merchant ship were sunk In the 
Mediterranean.

Additional RAF units raided Axis 
communications In the western des­
ert and were declared to have set 
afire a number of vehicles In a con­
voy near El Aden. The RAF com­
mand announced that a German 
bomber and two fighters were down­
ed hi the Tobruk area and the 
South African air force was credit­
ed with downing one Italian craft 
and destroying another on the 
ground in Ethiopia.

May List Announced
Fresh onions have been eliminated 

from the list of surplus foods avail­
able during May to Texas families 
benefittlng from the food stamp 
plan.

This means the May list of com­
modities which can be obtained with 
blue food order stamps includes: 
Fresh grapefruit, oranges, apples, 
carrots, Irish potatoes, butter, rais­
ins. pork lard, all pork (except that 
cooked or packed In metal or glass 
containers), corn meal, shell eggs, 
dried prunes, hominy (corn) grits, 
dry edible beans, wheat flour, and 
whole wheat (graham) flour.

In announcing the May list, Sur­
plus Marketing administration of­
ficials said that the blue food order 
stamps were responsible for the mov­
ing of foods vallfcd at *335.399 In 
Texas during March. In addition, 
the 47,354 participants in the plan 
maintained their regular purchases 
of food stuffs by buying $453,010 
worth o f orange stamps during the 
month.

Pork products continued to take 
about one-third of the free blue 
stamps Issued by the government. 
Nearly a half-million pounds of 
pork lard worth $36.250 were pur­
chased with the sumps.

Jeff Davis Wins State 
Schoolboy Track Meet

AUSTIN, May 3 (AV-Iron - mus­

cled Steve Lobue. mighty man of 
the Jeff Davis (Houston» Pan­
thers. won the Texas schoolboy 
track and field championship here 
today—with a little help from 
three other fellows in the closing 
event of a thrUl-filled meet.
Lobue, ' 160-pound football star, 

scored 10 3/4 points as Jeff Davis 
staged a startling upset to bag the 
title over a highly-favored Sunset 
(Dallas) team that finished in a tie 
for fifth place.

Another one-man team, Henry 
Adame of Kingsville, had his school 
in the running until the last event 
—the mile relay. Adame had won 
both dashes and might have won 
again if he could have had three 
others to run with him.

Lobue was more fortunuate. An­
chor on the Davis baton crew, he 
was leading until the stretch when 
out of the turn shot driving Larry 
Wolf of Highland Park (Dallas). 
Running a 48.4 seconds quarter. Wolf 
passed Lobue and led him to the 
tape by four yards. But second place 
In the relay was good for three

Far down the track and out of the 
money as he came bouncing home 
all by himself were the “Mg horses 
of this race—Charley (Lucky) How­
ard’s California-owned Porter's Cap 
and Royce Martin’s Our Boots, the 
colts which they said would leave 
Whlrlaway !u the dust when lie 
committed his usual racing “sin" 
of running wide at the last turn. 
But the little standard-bearer of 
Warren Wright Just pointed his tall 
out In back like a rudder and ran 
as true as an arrow to give Chicago 
Its second straight Derby victory 
and win by as wide a margin as any 
horse ever has taken this run for 
the roses.

Only Johnstown in 1939 and Old 
Rosebud in 1914 ever made such a 
show of their field. I t  was as if the 
Derby was nm in two sections, and 
the only contest in the race found 
the tank outsider in the field, Hugh 
Nesbitt’s Staretor, driving to a neck 
decision over another long-shot, the 
New York owned Market Wisp, from 
the bam of Lou Tufano, for second 
place. Porter's Cap. leading money 
winner among the three year olds 
up to now and the colt the fart west 
was writing songs about, finished 
fourth.

Ten lengths away from "Whirly’s" 
waving tail, was Rocky Palladtno's 
Little Beans, the Invader from Bos­
ton, fifth; the Texas speed horse, 
Robert Kleberg. Jr.’s Dispose, sixth; 
Tom Bragg's Blue Pair, seventh; 
Our Boots, eighth; j .  Fred Byers' 
Robert Morris, ninth; Emerson F. 
Woodward's Valdina Paul tenth, and 
trailing all the way, Cleveland Put­
nam's mud-running swain. The 
Californian, who Just couldn’t get 
started on the lightning fast track.

Everything, crowd, betting, time, 
the money In the race, and the roar 
of the backers of the Blue Grass boy. 
made this the biggest Derby of all 
the 67 run here. By his victory, the 
flying little son of Blenheim I I  gave 
his family a Kentucky Derby 
triumph to Join his daddy’s English 
“Darby" conquest. He brought 
161.275 to owner Wright, the largest 
purse a winner ever picked up In 
the chase after this $75,000-added 
rainbow. He rewarded his backers 
a favorite's price of $7.80 for each 
$2 winning mutuel ticket held on 
him In the recqrd-breaking Derby 
handle of $654.353. And finally, he 
rewarded the brilliant-riding Arcaro 
and the wise trainer Ben Jones, 
plain Ben from out of Missouri, with 
their second Derby victory in three 
years.

That was the real story back 
o f this race. Whirlaway wasn’t 
supposed to have a chance after 
the way he “ran out’’ in the Derby 
trial Mat Tuesday. Plain Ben 
just couldn't roll up his sleeves 
and work the magic this time like 
he did with limping Lawrin when 
he trained for Herbert Woolf in 
1938.
So all Plain Ben did was Import 

the generally-ranked best Jockey of 
them all, and told him to ride 
“Whirly" Just one way—lay back 
of the pack until they straightened 
out, then uncork the drive no one 
doubted he had all the time. He 
did just that^-and it was Just as 
simple as that. For three quarters of 
a mile he was as much as 1714 
lengths back of Dispose who set 
the pace through the first mile. At 
the mile mark, he started to move 
up. Arcaro. who also rode Lawrin 
for Ben, said later, he just couuldn't

Lobue’s Kingsville finished second 
with 10 points and Highland Park 
was third with nine.

Highland Park—had Wolf lived up 
to expectations In the quarter-mile 
—would have won the meet because 
Bill Hannuni, the pole vaulter, tied 
for first.

A victory in the quarter would 
have given Highland Park 14 points 
and the championship.

But Wolf, fading badly at the 
finish, was jammed between two 
runners as they raced neck-and- 
neck in second place, and Carlos 
Salinas of Laredo fouled the High­
land Park star, Jostling against 
Wolf and knocking him flat on the 
track but seven yards from the 
finish. However, even If W olf had 
not been fouled he would have fin­
ished no higher than third. Salinas 
finished second but was ruled out 
because of the foul.

Conroe, Thomas Jefferson (San 
Antonio), Adamson (Dallas) and 
Carrizo Springs tied for fourth, 
each with seven points, while Goose 
Creek and Wooasboro tied Sunset 
for fifth; each making six points.

One state record was bettered and 
one national mark equalled. H. B. 
Pendleton. Jr., of Woodsboro hurled 
the shot 54 feet 3/8 inch to better 
the record of 53 feet 8)4 Inches, set 
In 1936, by Monte Earwood of Rock 
Springs.

Sunset failed to come through but 
did produce the outstanding mark of 
the day when Bill Hamman, blonde 
hurdler, ran the 200-yard low hurdles 
in 22.1 to equal the national scho­
lastic record set by Pollum of To­
peka, Kans., in 1938,

Woodrow Wilson (Dallas), Long­
view and Brackenrldge (San An­
tonio), tied for sixth place with 5 
points each. Other schools scored as 
follows;

Aubrey Vaughn, Laredo's highly- 
rated broad jumper, finished second 
to Lobue whose 22 feet 8*4 inches

WASHINGTON, May 3 (/P) — To 
avert a possible national shortage
of doctors, the selective service sys­
tem today ordered deferment of 
military training for medical stu­
dents who "give reasonable promise 
of becoming acceptable medical 
doctors.”

A memorandum from Brigadier 
General Lewis B. Hershey, selective 
service deputy director, instructed 
state and local boards to continue 
such deferments as long as the stu­
dents progressed satisfactorily.

Local boards were urged to make 
sure that requirements of the armed 
forces for physicians and surgeons 
were filled, without summoning to 

t military duty practicing doctors 
whose services were necessary to the 

' community. •+
Hershey cited a recent survey by 

the office of production manage­
ment estimating a present need of 
9,000 medical officers for the army, 
navy, public health service and 
veterans administration. To fill that 
need would remove about 5 per cent 
of the doctors now engaged In 
civilian practice.

'There are no replacements for 
medical students who are withdrawn 
from school,” Hershey’s memoran­
dum said.

Doctors and Internes eligible for 
military service were urged to apply 
for medical reserve corps commis 
sions. Internes thus commissioned 
would be deferred from active duty 
to complete one year’s internship. 
Those failing to seek commissions 
would remain subject to Induction.

Danube Blocked* Says 
Jugoslav Premier

Somewhere In the Middle East, 
May 3 (/P)—General Dusan Simovic 
premier of the refugee Yugoslav 
government, declared today his 
troops had so effectively blocked 
the Danube river that It would be 
at least .three months before the 
Germans could move any Rumanian 
oil into the Reich by barge.

Vichy was watching middle east­
ern developments tensely. The reg­
ular Saturday afternoon cabinet 
meeting was suddenly cancelled 
when Vice-Premier Admiral Jean 
Darlun unexpectedly departed for 
Paris amid reports in diplomatic 
circles that developments in Iraq 
and Spain had caused the change 
in plans.

The Iraq government, anti-British 
since a coup d’etat placed Raschld 
A1 Gailani in power as premier 
April 4, claimed destruction of 26 
British planes at Habbaniyah, the 
RAF base 60 miles west of Baghdad; 
and said the British had lost mech­
anized units in a vain attack on Rut- 
ban (Rusba) fort and airdrome, 250 
miles west of Baghdad. The minis­
try of information said the Rutbah 
story was untrue, but acknowledged 
destruction of Habbaniyah planes, 
mostly trainers.

A —formal British communique 1 
said Habbaniyah was entirely sur­
rounded by Iraq troops entrenched 
in the high ground overlooking the 
field and that since early Friday 
the unfortified cantonment had been 
blasted by tons of artillery shells.

Some of tha guns were smashed 
by British bombers, but the shqjling 
at point-blank range continues, and 
the Iraq air force has tried to raid 
the airdrome, the British officials 
stated.

Authoritative British sources said 
they were unable to reconcile this 
declaration with the fact that be­
fore the war the RAF was known 
to have operated several airdromes 
In Iraq and that this number pre­
sumably had been Increased rath-

Lindbergh referred to this early 
in his talk.

" I  resigned because I felt that 
the statements of the President 
left me no henormMe alternative. 
This situation areas because I, 
together with millions of Ameri­
cans, believe that our country 
should not enter the war in Eu­
rope while the President, and 
many with him, believe we should 
take part in that war."
“This is the third great nation 

that I have watched icing led into 
without adequate preparation 

and without the true facts and is­
sues of the war being placed' before 
the people,’ ’ he continued.

"In  England, in Prance and now 
In my own country, I  have listened 
to politicians and idealists calling 
upon the people for war without 
hardly a thought of how that war 
is to be fought or won.

“I  have seen France fall; I  see 
England falling, and no y  I  see Amer 
ica being led into the same morass.

“ I  knew, in 1939, that Qigland 
and France were not prepared to 
wage war successfully and I  know 
that America is not prepared today 
to wage a successful war in Europe.'

Lindbergh, who started to national 
fame as an air mail flyer in St. Louis 
15 years ago, told of his pre-war 
visits in England and the continent 
and the lack of air preparedness he 
found in the British Isles, France 
and Russia. He told of the air 
strength of Germany and how he he 
had informed the then Prime Min­
ister Baldwin of England of that 
strength.

“The prime minister was very 
courteous but he changed the sub­
ject immediately,”  said Lindbergh 
"Time and again, whenever the op 
portunlty arose, I  talked to members 
of (he British government about 
military aviation in Europe. They 
were always courteous, but seldom 
impressed."

"Why must our/ people be divided 
over this question of European war? 
he asked.

•'Here in America we are prepar 
ed to win a victory. Here, we can de 
fend a civilization as great or great­
er than any the world has ever

known. We have avet 
advantage for defense. We
limited natural resources We have 
the most highly organized industry
in the world.

And we have another advantage 
in defending our country—the most 
important of all. It is the unity of 
purpose. Every true American Is 
ready to fight to preserve our na­
tion, Everyone of us is ready to lay 
down his llfe'IT'necessary for the de­
fense of America. On questions of 
American defense, our strength is 
multiplied by the unity among us. 
It is only when we are told that our 
destiny lies in Europe, in Asia, in 
the Suez, in Singapore or in Dakar,

Without the fuel which' reaches 
British Mediterranean warships 
through a pipeline from the Mosul 
oilfields of Iraq, the fleet would 
face the choice of paralysis or
night.
Britain's additional difficulties In 

the middle-east formed the back­
ground for hints in London that the 
war must be won on the Atlantic 
and that fuller American naval co­
operation is needed to streamline 
the convoy system.

Berlin claimed that Britain had 
lost nearly 11,000,000 tons of ship­
ping since the war began, and that 
during the month of April alone 
Nazi bombers, submarines and sur­
face raiders sank 1,211.000 tons.

The British admiralty countered 
this with the announcement that 
the British withdrawal from Greece 
had been accomplished with the 
loss of only two destroyers and four 
transports. (Nazis claimed 400.000 
tons were sunk in Greek waters last 
month.) e

In. north Africa, British planes and 
troops continued to harass Italian- 
German forces, raiding trucks, tanks 
and convoy columns in the western 
desert while British defenders 
of Tobruk successfully held off Axis 
attackers. Rome, on the other band,

The German radio kept up a 
running command of sensational 
declarations concerning the Iraq 
struggle even while German o f­
ficialdom professed relative disin­
terest.
Overheard in London, these broad­

casts Included assertions that Brit­
ish planes tried to raid the Bagh­
dad residence of the premier;

That one British plane was shot 
down in two RAF raids on Iraq 
troop concentrations at Baghdad's 
Camp Rashid;

That the Iraq army had taken 
over all oil wells, pipelines, pump 
stations and fisheries;

That there was an artillery duel 
in "the southern area; and that 
Iraq artillery had set o ff big oil 
fires and ammunition explosions at 
“Cineldebane” airport. (This ap­
parently was a garbled version of 
Dhibban, the settlement on Lake 
Habbaniyah near the British air 
base.)

While British eyed the situation 
with undisguised concern, a British 
authority said the oil pipeline still 
was operating and that in any event 
the fleet had stored up "numerous 
and adequate" fuel reserves in the 
Mediterranean.

On the heels of a German broad­
cast that Sir Kinahan Cornwallis, 
British ambassador to Baghdad, had 
been chased into the embassy by a 
mob which objected to his distribut­
ing propaganda leaflets, Sir Kina­
han Informed London:

"All is quiet in Baghdad.”
A similar report came from Basra, 

the Persian gulf seaport which the 
German radio said that the British 
had “attacked.'

(German radio reports heard in 
New York by CBS said the Iraq 
premier had personally taken charge 
of his troops and that the Iraq 
disturbance "may well grow into a 
major test between British imperial­
ism and the entire Arab world.”

(This was followed by German 
broadcasts that Eigyptian students 
in Cairo demonstrated against the 
British and clashed with British 
soldiers, and that British Indian 
troops were going over to the Iraq 
side.)

Informed Britons blamed the .Ger­
mans entirely for the middle east 
explosion and speculated that the 
Nazis were trying to cause discord 
in neighboring Syria, Palestine, 
Transjordan. Saudi Arab! and Iran.

The Grand Mufti of Jerusalem, 
long a thorn in the British side, 
has received help “handsomely 
and hoavily" from Berlin, British 
sources said, so a new anti-Jewish 
outbreak by the Palestine Arabs 
would be no surprise. (Dispatches 
from Beirut to Vichy, France, said 
some blood already had been spill­
ed in Palestine and some Jewish 
leaders kidnaped by Arabs.) 1

jamln was washed out.
At Camp Hulen on the Texas 

coast a heavy wind lashed the camp 
theater Into a welter of muddy can­
vas and smashed equipment. Torren­
tial rains accompanied the twister.

The rain belt extended roughly 
over all west Texas from the Pan­
handle to the Oulf and western 
Oklahoma. Some showers fell in 
east Texas, and heavy rains fell In 
some central and north central 
points. Showers were forecast for 
east Texas today.

Wichita Falls reported clearing 
skies in that area after the torren­
tial rains sent the Pease river on a 
12-foot rise.

There were both benefits and dam­
ages from the precipitation. It was 
regarded as helpful for pasturage

FDR Plea Seen As 
Nandale For Higher 
Taxes On Incomes

WASHINGTON. May 3 (/PI — 
Some members of the House Ways 
and Means committee said today 
they viewed President Roosevelt’s 
request for a $3.500.000.000 tax bill 
that would ot “make the rich rich­
er and the poor poorer” as a man­
date for higher Income taxes rather 
than new sales taxes.

Legislators charged with the task 
of drafting the revenue measure 
said they Interpreted the chief ex- 
cutlve’s letter to the committee 
chairman. Rep. Dough ton (D-N. C.l, 
broadly as a plea for enactment of 
the treasury's tax program which 
based on stiff increases in the sur­
taxes on middle bracket incomes.

The letter was viewed in other 
quarters as in the nature of a re 
assurance that the administration 
was not out to “soak the poor.”

At the same time, republican 
house members criticized the letter 
as vague and lacking In constructive 
suggestions.

The meeting was called to ordçr 
by Mrs. E. E. Eaton, president of 
Junior High, after which Mrs. L. L. 
McColm gave the devotional and 
read two favorite poems. Mrs. W. L.

Campbell in appreciation of her 
year's work. Principal Frank Mon­
roe presented a corsage to Mrs.

Principal Doyle Osborne introduc­
ed Tom Herod, who worked with 
him on a vocational survey. He tpld 
what the survey showed from a 
business man’s standpoint and frpm 
the deans of 35 colleges. The reason 
for the survey was to provide stu­
dents with a picture of jobs avail­
able alter graduation and to show 
why so many graduates do not fit 
into the business world or college 
life.

Mr. Herod said that 90 per cent 
of the business men require high 
school graduates and a few require 
college education. The main criti­
cism of business men Is that most 
high school graduates are weak in 
English and' arithmetic; they re­
fuse to take their work seriously 
and do not accept responsibility. 
They think only of the present— 
not of the future, and Saturday 
night pay check Is all they work 
fob. Some business men stated that 
youngsters do not know how to work 
and others said they want to start 
at the top apd work up. O f course, 
there are exceptions, put the ma­
jority are classed #rith the afcove 
criticisms. Mr. Herod added that 
parents and the school must work 
together to correct the above mis- 
takes.

From 35 college deans, 34 said that 
freshmen failures are made in Eng 
lish courses with mathematics a 
close second. The reasons most deans 
gavé for freshmen failures were; 
Poor study habits, poor application,

will not take responsibility, social 
adjustments, homesick, do not have 
definite purpose In going to col­
lege, and a few lack ability and 
proper foundation. Most of the col­
lege deans said that a student should 
be In the «puer bracket of his class 
or hi the A  and B class to do well 
with college subjects.

j|lr. Osborne spoke on the Impor­
tance of studying curriculum tq 
those pupils entering Junior high 
and high school: He explained the 
dual system of graduation and an­
nounced that all parents of sopho­
more students would register with 
sophomore students next year so 
that parents may thoroughly under­
stand both graduation requirements. 
Mr. Osborne stated that statistics 
showed only one-half o f students 
entering the ninth grade stay to 
graduate.

WASHINGTON, May 3—Thomas Nelson Taxpayer

treasury estimates of what increased taxes were go­
ing to cost him. He knew It was coming and he was 
prepared to pay cash for his country's defense, but 
now that he saw the figures, he realised fully that 
he was going to have to tighten his belt and loosen 
his purse strings till It hurt. Three billion, five hun­
dred million dollars was a lot of money for the govern­
ment to be taking in increased taxes.

I t  wasn't Just the Increased income taxes (esti­
mated yield to government, $1520,000,000). He had 
expected that. And business could make out too. In 
spite of increased corporation excess profits and sur­
taxes estimated yield $934,300,0001.

Also, Increased gift taxes and increased estate taxes 
(yield, $347,200,000) were all right. The more money 
you gave your kids and your relatives, the worse It 
was for them. I f  he could cut his family off without 
»  dime and make them go to work, starting at the 
bottom, it would teach them the value of a dollar. 
Be knew It, and how.

“The dickens of it is,” mused T. N. Taxpayer, “ that 
I f  a program like this goes through. I ’ll be paying 
taxes every minute of the day. I  like my Uncle Sam, 
«11 right, but even though the old gent Is in a bad 
way. In his youth he never intended that he'd be 
leaning on me like this.”

T. N. T. pulled out a match, (Uncle Sam would get 
$7.100,000 from the new match tax.) He lit a cigaret 
($188,300,000 from increased tobacco taxes). And he was 
going to play golf that afternoon (club dues tax rise 
Would yield $2,800,000) T. N. T. picked up his clubs 
(Increased sporting goods tax would yield $8,500,000) 
and the bag he carried his golf clothes In. It was old 
and he needed a new one. (The increased luggage 
tax would yield $4500,000.)

T. N. T. walked to his car and threw the stuff 
Into the car back seat in disgust. He must get new 
tires and tubes on the back end. (Increased tire taxes 
would bring $52500.000.) He stepped on the starter, 
and the old bus coughed badly. He needed a new car 
but the taxes on new cars might be doubled, yielding 
the government $79,900.000). He flooded the carbu­
retor, wasting a lot of gas. (Gas taxes were to be 
Increased I  cent a gallon, yielding an additional 
$255,000,000)
• I t  was getting late and he had wanted to be in the 
Office early. He looked at his watch. It had stopped. 
(The 10 per cent tax on new watches and clocks was 
figured to yield $10,000,000.) He heard the suburban 
train whistle up the track, and he knew he could 
Just make It. (Tax on transportation more than 35 
cents was to yield $37,600,000.)

A t his office, Thomas N. Taxpayer put in a busy 
morning. He had a lot of telephoning to do (new 5 
per cent tax on telephone bills would yield $28,600.000.) 
He signed a lot of checks. (The new 2-cent tax on 
checks would net the government $57,000.000.) He sent 
out some telegrams. (Tax yield, $40.400,000.) Hje

$3,600.000.)

USE OR L08S
One o f the infallible laws o f nature Is that 

when any living object does not use a  member 
o f the Unit, it loses the member.

I f  a man does not use his arm, the muscles 
eventually wither away. I f  he does not use his 
reasoning faculties, his reasoning faculties are 
lost. I f  he does not use his conscience, it becomes 
hardened and not an accurate guide. The misuse 
of conscience usually starts in a small way, so 
quite often the individual misusing his conscience 
does not know he is losing i t

Just so, a nation that does not use the talents 
of its people, or does not use the natural re­
sources of the nation, eventually is obliged to 
lose the talents of its individuals and also its 
natural resources.

The Indians did not use the natural resources 
in this country. They lost them. Ethiopia did 
not use the natural resources of their country. 
I t  is claimed that Ethiopia was so backward that 
It did not even have a wheel in the whole country. 
They were so backward that everything was 
transported by human or animal labor. They lost 
their country.

When people make laws, as they are doing In 
the United States, that prevent people from using 
their talents, sooner or later, that nation com­
mits suicide. France and England have made 
laws that curtailed and prevented the geniusea 
of the country from using their talents. They are 
paying the penalty. Whether we like it or not, 
this eternal, immutable law of nature, or o f God, 
that man must use or lose, w ill work out both 
as Individuals and as nations. I t  is something 
the American people must realize.

This use or lose law goes hand in hand with 
what does not increase, decreases. When a people 
o f a continent do not constantly increase their 
living standard by the accumulated knowledge of 
all the people and do not constantly have better 
wages and more capital Invested, i f  this policy 
continues, it is only a question of time until 
some other nation that uses their talents and 
resources comes to control this nation.

A ll the signs indicate that the United States is 
gradually committing suicide. I t  is not using the 
talents because the majority has passed laws that 
prevent the talents o f the people with vision from 
being used to benefit all the people.

A  rose by any other name smells just as sweet. 

A  convoy by any other name, whether it be pro­
tection or patrols, is just as warlike.

Because the public is .aroused on the question 
o f convoys, Roosevelt and the Administration lead­
ers are now talking about patrols.

I t  is a natural way to lead us into the war in 
this manner by a man whose word has never been 
proved to be of any particular value.

The serious part about the whole matter is that 
the public continues to believe in the man. a fter 
he has broken his promises time and again. That 
is the dangerous part.

THE PRESIDENT’S LACK OF CONFIDENCE
O f course, it is natural that the President trusts 

no one. He w ill delegate no important authority 
to anyone.

W alter Lippmann, in his syndicated article, 
pointed out the absurdity o f Roosevelt trying to 
determine whether new steel mills should be built 
and what the coal wage scale should be. A ll of 
these things should be le ft to men with experience.

O f course, the fact is that the President trusts 
jno one because he cannot trust himself. He has 
-ho principles. He is governed by no eternal, ever­
lasting laws, but by wishes and emotion. He is 
like the Kaiser—he can do no wrong, in his own 
opinion.

This is the reason he has refused to give Knud- 
sen any real authority. He has appointed a double 
board, one o f which is being paid $35,000 a year 
by labor to rob their fellow-workers.

And, yet, Roosevelt seems to think this kind of 
a board can be of service in these times when we 
need more and more production and more and 
more respect for the rights of people.a a a

NOT ISOLATIONISTS, BUT INDEPENDENTS
Those who oppose entering the foreign wars 

invariably are not to be called isolationists. In­
variably they are men who do not believe in tar­
iffs and immigration laws that restrict healthy 
people from entering this country.

They are opposed to entering the European war 
because they believe Americans should be inde­
pendent of the dominating factors of Europe. They 
believe that the United States would be stronger 
in defense of its own country than it would be 
in attempting to lick and control Europe and Asia.

Colonel Lindbergh, in his Chicago speech, re­
cently set forth the beliefs of those who do not 
believe in foreign wars by saying.

“ We, of the America First Committee, ask you 
to join us in supporting an American destiny for 
this hemisphere— a destiny not of isolation but of 
independence; not of reliance upon others, but of 
strength among ourselves; a destiny that knows 
no fear of any foreign land.”

Let us strengthen America, as Colonel Lind­
bergh has suggested, and we need have no fear of 
any foreign power.

The War 
Today

Assuming that Hitler will waste 

no time in seeking to exploit his 
Balkan victories, conjecture as to 
where he wUl strike next against 
Britain runs a wide gamut.

There is little yet of a definite 
nature yet there Is growing belief 
both In London and In Washing­
ton that England itself will bear 
the brunt of new Nazl-blows—this 
despite Nazi-Fascist diversions In 
the Mediterranean and middle 
east.

Such a  conclusion is suggested 
by American moves to extend sea 
patrol protection far Into the At­
lantic and to supplement quickly 
tonnage available for British war 
uses. Both London and Washing­
ton are Increasingly apprehensive 
that a decisive shipping crisis lit 
the Atlantic might come soon, 
months earlier than heretofore an­
ticipated.

Prime Minister Churchill recently 
indicated to parliament that he 
did not expect Britain's shipping 
problem to become critical before 
1942.

There has been no official state­
ments from London on shipping 
losses since mid-April. None Is due 
before mid-May. However Berlin 
claims its air force, submarines 
and surface craft sank 15X1,000 tons 
of British merchant shipping space 
or space used by the British during 
April. Other sources tend to confirm 
some if not all German claims.

Rising uneasiness in London par­
liamentary circles over recent de­
velopments In the Atlantic Is re­
ported. I t  has induced a 'promise 
by Churchill lieutenants of an ac­
counting. probably in connection 
with the government-demanded 
confidence vote test next week.

Escape from Greece of a far 
larger part of the Imperial forces 
trapped there than could reasonably 
have been expected virtually as­
sures an emphatic approval of 
Churchill's leadership. Comulatlve 
bad news which may be coming on 
the shipping situation probably can 
be partially off-set, also by refer­
ence to the American sea patrol 
and shipping pool measures.

Those American moves, must 
have been dictated by Washington 
knowledge of actual or anticipated 
events not available to the public. 
It  may be that this Information led 
to the conclusion that, Nazi ges­
tures eastward to the contrary. 
Hitler has signaled his forces to 
turn now on England for a death 
stroke.

There is a  rising ..tempo to the 
Nazi attack on England by air and 
sea and a change In their pattern.

Of greater significance, however. 
Is the British and American official 
view that it is only by smashing 
England that Hitler can win the 
war this year as he has promised, 
or anv year.

Behind It lies the further indi­
cated conclusion In both capitals 
that If England can survive until 
winter, her ultimate victory with 
American resources to back her Is

(Br Th* AMociste«! Pmm)

ROME. May 3—Fascist Italy an­
nexed the neighboring Ljubljana 
district of Slovenia In vanquished 
Yugoslavia today as the first terri­
torial spoils of the present war, 
which she expects to bring richer 
gains than she received in the post­
war Versailles treaty.

A decree proclaimed the territory 
incorporated into the Italian king­
dom as of today. The Ljubljana dis­
trict. Its capital of the same name 
and the surrounding Italian-occu­
pied territory was brought under the 
Fascist banner, but not all of Slo­
venia.

Italy gets the part of Slovenia ad­
joining her borders at the head of 
the Adriatic while another slice, 
where German Influence predomi­
nates, will go to Germany, the au­
thoritative editorial spokesman Vir- 
ginio Oayda indicated.

Today's decree promised the new 
province some concessions, includ­
ing a semi-Autonomous administra­
tion and exemption of its inhabi­
tants from compulsory service.

Claims to additional Yugoslav ter­
ritory may soon follow.

The appointment of Italian civil 
commissioners for Dalmatia and 
Montenegro Immediately after their 
occupation by Italian troops gener­
ally was taken to mean that tfie 
Fascist regime also is planning to 
bring' these territories under its 
rule.

In addition, Italians expect their 
government to press claims for the 
Epirus district of northern Greece, 
which adjoins Albania.

On the French frontier, where the 
Italians occupied a small strip Of 
the Riviera and Savoy after ente/- 
ing the war last June, settlement qf 
territorial questions await conclu­
sion of a final peace.

As Italy lopped off Ljubljana, the 
Yugoslav minister and Yugoslav 
newspapermen departed for Lisbon 
after having been kept under Ital­
ian police surveillance nearly three 
weeks in their legation building. It 
was presumed they ultimately would 
go to England

Meager reports from the African 
warfront indicated Axis forces were 
increasing pressure on Tobruk fort­
ress in preparations for a final as­
sault on the British garrison which 
has been holding out since Axis 
forces swept on past there to the 
Egyptian frontier 80 miles away 
three weeks ago.
