Blanks To Decide 
Number Of Floats 
In Unique Parade
Top O'  Texas Folks Fiesta com­

mittee« today submitted a blank 
form, see right, to residents of 
the Top O' Texas and requested 
that, they fill them out and bring, 
mail or send them to The News in 
order to determine which states 
will be represented in the parade 
of All States and Nations at the 
Fiesta, June 12, 12 and 14. 
Information in the blanks will al­

so be used in the organization with­
in the next two weeks of state so­
cieties. and in the Top O' Texas 
special Fiesta edition of The News.

The Fiesta committees drew up 
the blanks after they had received 
messages from ttie governors of Ari­
zona. Colorado, Louisiana and Io­
wa. The governors of Arizona. Colo­
rado and Iowa also sent state flags 
which will fly from the floats of 
those states in the parades.

President Jimmy Dodge of the 
Jaycees and Greeley Warner, chair­
man of the parade committee, an­
nounced that letters requesting 
greetings to natives of the various 
states living in the Panhandle, state 
flags and picture of the governors 
were sent last Wednesday to the 
chief executives of 48 states and the 
territories of Alaska and Hawaii.

The Fiesta officials were elated 
that three of the four governors who 
had answered the letters yesterday 
had sent flags, and they predicted 
that on the basis of the replies re­
ceived that they expected to receive 
flags, pictures and greeting state­
ments from at least 30 of the 48 
governors.

The Jaycees hope that within 
two weeks every person living In 
the Top O’ Texas will have filled 
out the blank to the best of their 
ability and will have brought, 
sent or mailed it to The News. 
Then. Mr. Warner said, dates will

Senator Tom Connally 
(D-Trx.) proposed legislation to- 
dav to give the government broad 
authority to take over plants where 
s'rikes "impede or delay" defense 
production.

disturbance or other cause.”

NEW YORK. April 5 (A*)—Thomas 
Hart Benton's paintings are In mu­
seums in many states, but he says 
he would prefer they were' else­
where—including saloons and bawdy 
houses.

Here for a one-man show, in which 
he will exhibit 18 pictures at the 
newly-enlarged galleries of the As­
sociated American artists, Benton, 
In an interview spoke thusly:

“ I f  it was left to me I wouldn't 
have any museums, x x x x No­
body looks at them In museums. I'd 
like to sell mine to saloons, bawdy, 
houses. Ktwants and Rotary clubs, 
and chambers of commerce — even 
women’s clubs."

This Is his drsrription of the 
typical museum: “ A gravrrxrd run 
by a pretty boy with delicate wrists 
and a swing In his gaU.”
And then he elaborated:
"The pretty boys run the museums 

because It's a field most living men 
wouldn't take on. It's a field where 
you take care of the dead, and no­
body wants that. You've got to have 
a sort of undertaker's psychology 
to go into the museum business.
X X X . ”

Benton would hang pictures where 
anyone would look at them.

Ben­
ton believes It a bargain for any 
saloon In a busy location.

Placed behind a Mr, he’s sure It 
would keep patrons In the place.

M. A Graham and W D. Kelley 
were elected trustees of the Pampa 
Independent School district in yes­
terday's election which saw only 520 
ballots cast.

Yet only 520 votes were 
cast In yesterday's election.

PITTSBURGH, April 5 (J’l — 
The CIO steel workers organizing 
committee tonight ordered its 
members in all sleel mills of the 
giant United States Steel corpor­
ation. employing more than 260,- 
000 wage earners, to stop work at 
midnight next Tuesday.
The union disclosed negotiations 

for a wage increase and other bene­
fits have collapsed.

Philip Murray. CIO president and 
chairman of the steel workers org­
anizing committee t elevri Wip'1 in­
structions to local union units of the 
corporation to establish continuous 
picket lines at all plant gates.

The company produces more than 
one-third of Americas steel, an 
amount exceeding all of that made 
In England. It  holds millions of 
dollars in defense contracts.

It was announced in Washington 
tonight that John R. Steelman, head 
of the Federal Conciliation service, 
was assigned bv the labor depart­
ment to attempt mediation of the 
dispute.

Steelman has been working In the 
New York negotiations for a new 
contract between soft coal operators 
and the United Mine Workers (CIO>. 
It is understood that all major Is­
sues In this dispute have been settl­
ed. freeing Steelman for the new as­
signment.

William S. Knudsen. OPM direct­
or. speaking In New York, termed 
the original Allis-Chalmers .strike 
vote "fraudulent’’ and criticized 
“Uie radical leaders" In Milwaukee.

•“The labor situation during the 
last month has grown worse mostly 
due to organizational and Juris­
dictional strikes." he said. "The 
hours lost can never be made up 
and they are precious.

Hiiler Hordes 
Invade Greece, 
Yugoslavia

British Announce 
Readiness For 
Showdown

(By The Associated Press) 
The German Balkan arm* 

ies sprang early today (Sun) 
upon Greece and Yugoslavia 
— the one already a British 
ally and the other now an 
ally by the unanswerable 
logic of war— and thus was 
opened a second and great 
front certain to soften the 
pressure o f the long siege 
suffered by the British Isles.

It opened the Balkans as a field 
of destiny—a far removed field from 
the west, but a theater that might 
yet tell the story of the great com­
bat.

Hitler's men and machines of 
steel, long quartered in Rumania, 
in Bulgaria, in Hungary, struck 
as they had struck in Norway and 
in the low countries—upon Ilia 
claim that British machinations 
had made essential this latest ex­
tension of the war.
It was the German radio that at 

first hoarsely summoned the Nazis 
to another adventure. It was, mid 
the Nazi political command, not ah 
attack upon "th e 'O ltttT sa jp tt^h o t' 
upon the southeastern order but di­
rected solely at the policy of strik­
ing Britain wherever its forces ap­
peared.

It all happened with a breathless 
suddenness, for all the fact that It 
had long been foreshadowed' in 
Greece's stubborn resistance against 
the Italians and Yugoslavia’s equal­
ly stubborn refusal to submit to tho 
German-dominated Axis.

It was just at dawn that the Ger­
man legions—division upon division 
equipped with all the steel of litz- 
krieg—plunged against the Greeks 
and Yugoslavs.

The Nazi high command took 
the grave decision—one of many 
that have been made in the tradi­
tional quiet of the week-end—a feW 
hours after the Russians, their erst­
while partners however silent, had 
made a compact with the Yugoslavs 
which clearly seemed designed to 
try to dissuade away just such a 
step.

Just what this pact really meant 
remained unknown. On the face 
of it, the Russians had made a 
treaty of friendship and non-ag­
gression, presumably containing no 
promise of military assistance, bat 
certainly offering no comfort to 
those who listen quietly to  the 
thunder of martial music in 1 »  
lin.
The British, slow as always to 

comment upon such fleeting devel­
opments of the new history, cau­
tiously observed—this through the 
British Press Association—that Rus­
sia's action at the very least Indi­
cated an Intention to throw a dip­
lomatic log before the progress o f 
the German machine In the Bal­
kans.

Belgrade, the center of this new 
and curiously ghostly war—one Of 
which the outside world knew very 
little hours after It started—was cut 
off this morning from all telephone 
communication.

The situation, so fgr as could bo 
learned, was simply this: the Yu 
Slavs, a strangely assorted pet 
made a nation by Versailles and 1 
willing yet to forget it. stood rough­
ly a million strong—and more to 
count the uncounted thousands who 
seized whatever weapons war» at 
hand—to defend as beat they could 
a country of as many curious di­
versities as themselves. ^

My Pal George that the incendiaries 
were coming down fast.

My Pal George says he lost track 
of the girls alter a few minutes be­
cause those fire bombs were coming 
down hot and heavy and everyone 
was working fast. Sometimes they 
would land in the middle of the 
street and to extinguish them was 
no trick. Other times, though, a 
few would strike a warehouse and 
crasli down into tire building. That's 
whpn you had to rush inside' in a 
fast-moving effort to locate the in­
cendiary before it set inflammable 
material afire.

That's probably what happened to 
Eileen and Maggie. George says. They 
rushed into a warehouse and were 
trying to locate the incendiary when 
a high explosive struck the build­
ing.

Since early this 
morning, the German people are at 
war with the Belgrade government 
of intrigue. We shall only lay down 
arms when this band of ruffians has 
been definitely and most emphatical­
ly  eliminated. And the last Briton 

i lias left this part of the European 
continent. And x x x that these 
misled people realize that they must 
thank Britain for this situation, they 
must thank England, the greatest 
war-monger of all time. The Ger­
man people can enter into this new 
struggle with the inner satisfaction 
that its leaders have done every­
thing to bring about a peaceful set­
tlement.”

“Prays" To “God”
"We pray to God that he may 

lead our soldiers on the path and 
bless them as hitherto.

"In  accordance with the policy of 
letting others fight for her. as she 
did in the case of Poland, Britain 
again tried to involve Germany in 
the struggle in which Britain hoped 
that she would finish off the Ger­
man people once and for ail, to win 
the war and if possible to destroy 
the entire German army.

derman soldiers -on the eastern 
front, Poland, swept aside this in­
strument of British policy. On April 
9, 1940, Britain again attempted to 
reach its goal by a thrust on the 
German north flank. The thrust at 
Norway.

“In  an unforgettable struggle the 
German soldiers in Norway elimi­
nated the British within a period of 
a few weeks-

“ What the world did not deem 
possible tlie German people have 
achieved. Again, only a few weeks 
later, Churchill (Prime Minister 
Winston Churchill of Britain) 
thought tiie moment right to make 
a renewed thrust through the Brit­
ish Allies, France and Belgium, into 
the German region of the Ruhr. The 
victorious hour of our soldiers on 
the west front began.”

“ It  is already war history how the 
German armies defeated the legions 
of capitalism and plutocracy. After 
forty-five days this campaign in 
the west was equally and emphati­
cally terminated. :

“Then Churchill concentrated 
the strength of his empire against 
our ally, Italy, in Africa. Now 
the danger has also been banned 
from the African theatre of the 
war through ttz  cooperation of 
Italian and German units.
“The new aim of the British war­

mongers now consists of the realiza­
tion of a plan which they had al­
ready hatched at the outbreak of 
the war, and only postponed because 
of the gigantic victories of the Ger­
man army. - „

The memory o f the landing of 
British troops at Salonika in the 
course of the first World War also 
caught little Greece jn the spider­
web of British intrigue.

“ I  (Hitler) have repeatedly warn­
ed of the attempt by the British 
to land troops in southeastern Eur­
ope. And I  have said that this con­
stitutes a threat to the German 
Reich.

Unfortunately this warning went 
unheeded by the Yugoslav nation. 
I  have further tried, always with 
tlie same patience, to convince Yugo­
slav statesmen of the absolute neces­
sity for their cooperation with the 
German Reich for restoration of 
lasting peace and order within 
Yugoslavia.

‘After long effort we finally suc­
ceeded in securing the cooperation 
of Yugoslavia by its adherence to 
the Tri-Power Pact, without having 
demanded anything whatsoever of 
the Yugoslav nation except that it 
take its part in the reconstruction 
of a new order in Europe-

“At this point the criminal 
usurpers of the new Belgrade gov­
ernment took the power of the 
state unto themselves, which is a 
result of being in the pay of 
Churchill and Britain.
“As in the case of Poland, this 

new Belgrade government has mobil­
ized decrepit and old people into 
their inner cabinet. Under these 
circumstances I  was forced im­
mediately to recall the German na­
tional colony within Yugoslav ter­
ritory.

“Members and officers of the Ger­
man embassy, employes of our con­
sulates in Yugoslavia, were daily be­
ing subjected to the most humiliat­
ing attacks.

‘The German schools, exactly as 
in Poland, were laid in ruin by ban­
dits. Innumerable German nation­
als were kidnapped and attacked by 
Yugoslavs, and some even were kill­
ed.

In addition. Yugoslavia for 
weeks has planned a general mobili­
zation of its army in great secrecy.

“This is tlie answer to my eight- 
year-long effort to bring about clos­
er cooperation and friendship with 
the Jugoslav people, a task which I  
have pursued most fastidiously.

When British divisions were land­
ing in Greece, just as in World War 
days, the Serbs thought that the 
time was ripe for taking advantage 
of the situation, for new assassina­
tions against Germany and her al­
lies.

“Soldiers of the southeast front: 
Now your zero hour has arrived. 
You will now take the interests of 
the German Reich under your pro­
tection as your comrades did a year 
ago in Norway and on the west 
front. You will do just as well on 
the southeast front.

“ In doing this, your duty, you 
will not be less courageous than the 
men of those German divisions who 
in 1915, on the same Balkan soil, 
fought so victoriously.

•You will be humane only in those 
places where the enemy is humane 
toward you. Where the enemy con­
fronts you with utter brutality you

A threatened strike in the Boston 
repair yards of the Bethlehem Ship­
building corporation, with (1,000,- 
000.000 of defense contracts, ap­
peared averted when spokesmen for 
the state conciliation board an­
nounced that representatives of the 
company and a CIO union would 
confer again Monday in hopes of 
settling a wage dispute.

An order for a work stoppage 

at plants of the U. 8. Steel Cor­
poration went out last (Satur­
day) night to CIO steel workers,
CIO president Philip Murray said 

that effective midnight Tuesday 
there would be a “cessation of work” 
which he asserted was “caused ijy 
a lockout.”

At that time, the company's con­
tract with the CIO will expire. On 
March 30, the union asked for a 
new contract providing for an in­
crease of 10 cents an hour for 28L- 
000 workers, a union ship, check­
off collection of union dues, liber­
alized vacations with pay and senior­
ity rights. The company included 
in a counter-proposal an offer of 
a 3'4 cent an hour Increase. Nego­
tiations drifted into what was call­
ed an "absolute deadlock” on Fri­
day night,

Murray ordered “peaceful picket­
ing" at a il. U. S. Steel plants and 
said there “should be no violence."

"Big steel”  holds millions of dol­
lars in defense' contracts. As the 
threat arose of a stoppage in its 
production, another problem gave 
definite promise of settlement—that 
of the bituminous coal strike. A l­
so, management and labor laid the 
issues of the long standing Allis- 
Chalmers strike before the defense 
mediation board.

In a statement Murray declared:
“The Carnegie Illinois Steel com­

pany has either rejected entirely or 
submitted unsatisfactory counter 
proposals with respect to each of 
the points offered by the steel work­
ers organizing committee in its pro­
gram.

“The SWOC will attempt to arrive 
at an agreement with the compa­
nies involved to provide for the con­
tinuance at work of the necessary 
maintenance men during the sus­
pension of operations. Further in­
structions regarding this situation 
will be forwarded to you by wire.” 

The stoppage at the Ford plant 
in Dearborn, Mich., mlianwhile 
continued at a stalemate, although 
Gov. Murray D. Van Wagoner of 
Michigan said “ things look bright” 
for a settlement before long, 
for a settlement before long. Not 
only the Big River Rouge plant 
was shut down, but Ford assem­
bly units throughout the country 
as well.
A t the same time, a new strike 

threat arose. E. Frank Ward of the 
Federal Conciliation service said- 
about $1,000,000,000 in ship defense 
production was in danger of a stop­
page in Massachusetts, unless the 
Bethlehem Shipbuilding company 
and the CIO can work out a wage 
agreement over the week-end. The 
CIO asks wage increases.

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Senate Forces 1 H H H  
Tobey Bill Against Convoys

By W ILLIAM  a  ARDERY
WASHINGTON, April 5 <*V-An 

Informal poll Indicated today that 
Mbnlniatration forces in the senate 
have ample strength to kill propos­
als to forbid American convoy of 
shipments u> Britain.

A  ban against convoys proposed 
by Senator Tobey (R-NH) la pend­
ing before the senate foreign re­
lations committee. An administra­
tion poll, corroborated In the main 
by an Associated Press check, show 
ed that not more than eight of the 
St members of the foreign relations 
committee would support the propos­
al.

One administration supporter, 
asking not to be quoted by name, 
asserted that "we probably will Just 
■mother It to death In the commit 
tee.”

Opponents of the Tobey resolu­
tion argue that the President's hands 
should not be tied. Not all. how­
ever. favor pigeon-holing the reso­
lution In committee. Some were 
■aid to believe it might be prefer­
able to report It without recommend­
ation and have a senate showdown.

This group was reported to argue 
that holding the resolution In com­
mittee would only result In re­
peated charges in the senate of 
suppression. Senator Wheeler <D- 
Mont) and several others who op­
posed the British-aid bill have an­
nounced they would support the 
Tobey resolution, and would demand 
a senate vote.

Administration leaders said they 
could count on a two-to-one major­
ity against the ban If It came to 
a  vote. But some contended the pro­
posal would involve days of debate 
and would delay other pressing 
measures.

Many supporters of the British aid 
legislation said during the debate 
csi that measure they were opposed 
to convoys.

The lease-lend measure merely 
atated that nothing In the bill could 
be construed as giving the President 
power to order convoys. It  generally 
was argued, however, that the chief 
executive had that power as com­
mander in chief of the army and 
navy.

Air Corps To Lei 
Down Bars To Men 
Already Enlisted

WASHINGTON. April 5 (SP)—Both 
the army air corps and the navy 
were reported authoritatively today 
to be preparing to let down the bars 
to enlisted men to assure an ade­
quate number of pilots for their pros­
pective new fleets of warplanes

The air corps already has started 
a  study of steps to revise downward 
its existing strict requirements for 
filers, and the navy has approved a 
recommendation that 20 per cent 
o f It» flying force be enlisted men.

With a few exceptions, only offi­
cers now fly America I military and 
naval planes, and pilot candidates 
must have at least two years’ col­
lege education or Us equivalent.

Some officials believe, however, 
that only by following the example 
Of Germany and Great Britain In 
making pilots of enlisted men can 
the army attain Its objective or 30,000 
fliers a year.

The existing rate of 12.00 annually 
was reached only last month when 
■ class of  2.091 cadets started train­
ing The contemplated expansion 
would require monthly classes of 
some 5,000 fledglings—about half 
o f whom normally would be “washed 
out” before graduation—and advo­
cates of lower standards have ar­
gued no such number of youth meet­
ing existing qualifications can be 
obtained.

I t  was just a clear half-second 
faster than the old record estab­
lished by the University of Pitts­
burgh in 1938. Referee Lawson Rob­
ertson. famed U. S. Olympic coach 
and Pennsylvania coach, said the 
time made today would be submit­
ted for official recognition.

Capt. Morris (Red) Barefield start­
ed with a 48.7 seconds quarter-mile, 
saw sprinters Billy Seay and Fred­
die Ramsdell add 21.6 second 220- 
yard gusts and then was there at 
the finish to grab sophomore Mac

Unvtattd when he finished his fine Walters of Ba' 
1:52.1 half-mile.

Just a few minutes before the 
Texans failed in another attempt 
at a world relay record—the quar­
ter-mile event—when anchor man 
Lonnie Hill, given an outstanding 
lead over the field, pulled a muscle 
as he grabbed the baton for the 
final 110 yards, but just hopped on 
down the track to give the Long­
horns a 42-second performance. The 
world mark is 40.5 seconds, set by 
Southern California in 1938.

In all, the Texas team captured 
the quarter-mile, half-mile, mile, 
and sprint medley relay events.

I t  was a rough day on records 
—one world and nine Texas relay 
marks tumbling. One other was 
equalled.

Earle Meadows, the transplanted 
Texan who went to California and 
became one of the wdTld's greatest 
pole vaulters. cleared the bar at 14 
feet, six inches, but failed at a 15 
feet, two inch height that would 
have been a new world mark.

Big Jack Hughes. University of 
Texas discus thrower, shattered a 
relay mark with a prodigious heave 
of 165 feet. 9 'i inches, breaking 
the old mark of 163 feet, '4-inch, 
that Petty of Rice had held since 
1935.

Two long-legged lads in a rec­
ord-breaking mood — Don Boyd- 
ston of Oklahoma Aggies and Dub

relays high jump mark with stun­
ning leaps of six feet, J l, inches 
and then missed, by the flick of 
a finger, six feet, 9%-inch jumps 
that would have equalled the 
world's record.
Boyds ton, a man who seems to be 

all legs, actually did skim over at 
six feet, nine inches—but Referee 
Robertson ruled he made it on a 
fourth try.

Pete Owens, the studious looking 
chap from Howard Payne college. 
Brownwood, successfully defended 
his Texas relays 120-yard high 
hurdle title, racing over the sticks 
in 14 seconds flat and then came 
back an hour later to win an ex­
hibition event in 139 seconds.

Wiry little Carlton Terry, Uni­
versity o f Texas, came within one- 
tenth of a second of the world's 
100-yard sprint record with an 
amazing 95 second burst.

The touted two-mlle relay team 
of Oeorge Pepperdine college of 
Los Angeles', the bunch of kids who 
recently bested the University of 
Southern California, was surprised 
by a tine Drake university quartet 
which established a new relays 
record of seven minutes, 43 seconds 
— upsetting a mark of 7:47.6 set by 
another Drake team back in 1937.

Still another relays record tumbled 
when Loyola o f Chicago raced 
through the sprint medley in 3:28.2, 
besting the 3:28.6 set by Butler 
university last year.

Elongated Billy Brown of Louis­
iana State shattered, by eleven 
Inches, the old Texas Relays broad 
jump record with a leap of 25 feet, 
seven inches.

The meet closed with Texas win­
ning its fourth relay event of the 
day—the mile affair. I t  missed 
equalling'the relays mark of 3:18.4 
by one-tenth of a second, despite 
the presence in their lineup—as a 
quarter-miler—of a two mile run­
ner.

Two records fell, and one was 
equalled, in the high school divi­
sion.

Woodrow Wilson of Dallas, anch­
ored by a game little man named 
Jerry Thompson, stampeded to a 
3.40.8 time in the sprint medley re­
lay to break the old mark of 3:419 
established by San Angelo in 1930.

BELGRADE, April 5- <*>>—-Italy 
clesed the Yugoslavia border at 
Flame tonight and mined the in­
ternational bridge, shredding the 
thin thread of hope that Yugo­
slavia might escape war with the 
Axis.
The Yugoslavia consul at Flume 

departed post haste for home.
This was the first indication that 

Italy will follow the lead of Ger­
many, which recalled her diplomats 
from Belgrade two days ago.

Heretofore. Italian diplomats, 
aware of their country’s need of 
Yugoslavia products, have B o u g h t 
so*ne way to smooth out the Yugo­
slav-German break.

Yugoslavia, expecting the worst, 
called all her ships into port to­
night. having already cut most of 
her links with the world and pre­
pared her government for Instant 
removal to some spot safer than 
Belgrade.

The Yugoslavia cabinet held an­
other 5-hour meeting during the 
night, but still had not issued the 
declaration o f foreign policy which 
has been awaited slnee a coup 
d’etat on March 27 overthrew the 
government that signed a pact with 
the Axis.

Flume, at the end of a narrow 
neck o f Italian territory jutting into 
Yugoslavia, is separated from this 
country by the Fiumara river. The 
Italians mined the bridge there. 

The city wra)t taken for Italy in 
September, 1919, by the swash­
buckling Italian poet, Gabriele 
D’Annunxlo, who at that lime 
coined for himself the title II 
Duce, later appropriated by Mus­
solini.

Africa to Greece.
That Nazi hesitation has occurred 

although ports ol debarkation In 
Greece are within easy striking dis­
tance of German bombers based In 
Bulgaria.

Just how many British are now 
at or near Salonika is a matter of 
conjecture. Berlin has admitted their 
presence there. The chief explan­
ation of that British back-tracking 
from Bengasi in north Africa over 
ground so recently wrested from 
shattered Italian armies seems to be 
that the bulk of the army of the 
Nile Is now in or en route to Greece.

When the Oerman-Austrlan-Bul- - 
garian allies massed to attack val­
iant little Serbia In World War days 
(over the same routes that any Na­
zi attacks on Yugoslavia must fol­
low» the records show there werd* 
perhaps 15.000 French and British 
troops about Salonika. British stu­
dents of that war have bemoaned 
the fact that there were not 300,000. 
Had there been, they contend, the 
story of Serbia's desperate fight 
against Impossible odds might have 
been different.

There have been suggestions that 
the British now have perhaps 200,- 
000 to 300.000 men In eastern and 
central Greece, backing a Greek 
force of more than twice that size. 
Up to the time of Yugoslavia's re­
volt against Axis domination, it was 
the mission of that Anglo-Greek 
army to guard the only two mill-*- 
tary gateways to Salonika from;the 
upper Balkans, the Struma and Var- 
dar river valleys.

Yugoslavian action has changed 
that. Isolating Yugoslavia from ef-’ ’ 
fective British or Greek help as 
quickly as possible now must be the 
key to German staff planning, what­
ever else Is involved. That might 
not be easy to do.

The terrain does not lend Itself 
much better to heavy mechanized 
warfare methods than the Greek- 
Albanian border where the Italians 
met so sudden a check by the 
Greeks. It also Is probable that Brit- 
lsh-Greek supporting columns could 
move quickly up the Vardar far 
enough to aid the Yugoslavian 
m untaln defense of that flank.

Loaves In Package

AUSTIN, April 5 WP)—Sale of two 
half-pound loaves of bread in a sin­
gle package Is a violation of the 
standard weights and measures law 
regulating the product, Attorney 
General Gerald C. Mann ruled to­
day.

The opinion had been asked by 
the state department of agriculture 
in an asserted violation at Odessa: 

“Two of these loaves, one whole­
wheat and one white, were being 
wrapped in a cellophane wrapper 
and sold at retail for 10 cents,” the 
statement said. “This package is de­
cidedly deceptive and misleading to 
the public.” ,

Mann said examination o f the 
specimen loaves showed them to

tion given and it is our opinion that 
you have described a violation" of 
the standard weights and measures 
statute.

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16 NEW LOCATIONS STAKED IN PANHANDLE FIELD IN WEEK
Wells Being 
Tested For 
Allowables

Sixteen new locations for oil 
and fas wells were staked in the 
Panhandle field tost week, hiking 
the number for the year to 203. 
Phillips Petroleum company led 
the activity with six first inten­
tions to drill, hiking their new 
teats to 12 in the past three weeks.
Nine 6f the new locations were in 

Hutchinson county, five In dray 
county and two In Carson county.

Nearly all companies purchasing 
crude oil in the Panhandle have 
met the raise announced last week 
by Humble. The new s.-ale sets a 
top of $1.02 for 40 gravity and above 
In Wheeler, Carson. Gray and Hut­
chinson counties. It marks the first 
time that the four Panhandle coun­
ties have had the same crude price. 
In  the past Wheeler and Gray crude 
brought more than Carson and Hut­
chinson.

All wells in the Panhandle field 
are now being tested to determine 
whether they will make their daily 
allowable. Deadline for completing 
the test is April 15. It  is believed 
that many wells will not make their 
allowable and that need for a much 
larger well allowable wil be neces­
sary to meet demand. At the pres­
ent time demand is more than 10.- 
000 barrels daily above allowable.

T o  date this year a total of 203 
new locations have been staked In 
the Panhandle. Completions to date 
total 128. Locations have been ex­
ceeding competitions every week for 
the past two months.

Completions for the week num­
bered 10, adding 1.631 barrels to the 
field potential. Six of the new wells

were in Hutchinson and two each 
in Gray and Carson counties.

Three federal court decisions just 
made in Texas have declared that 
pumpers of stripper wells and oil 
field employees generally are cov­
ered by the Federal Wage-Hour law. 
Two oil field employees have been 
awarded a total of $1,422.00. which 
is double the amount of back wages 
and overtime due to them under the 
Wage-Hour law, plus attorney's fees. 
The Importance to these decisions 
to all employers and employees in 
the oil industry is pointed out by 
Gus C. Street, Jr., regional director 
of the Wage and Hour division, for 
Texas. Oklahoma, Arkansas, and 
New Mexico.

In the present term of court in 
Wichita Falls, U. S. District Judge 
W. H. Atwell, has twice held that 
employees engaged In producing oil 
from stripper oil leases are engag­
ed In the production of goods for 
Interstate commerce, and therefore 
subject to the provisions of the Fair 
Labor Standards act. A similar de­
cision was made by U. S. Judge 
James C. Wilson, at Fort Worth, In 
the suit of employees to recover back 
wages and overtime from R. F. St. 
John, an oil producer in Comman- 
che county, Texas. •

In the case acted upon by Judge 
Atwell at Wichita Falls. O. H. Rog­
ers, Graham, Texas, employed on 
the oil lease of Charles E. Knox In 
Young county, sued his employer 
for $450.00 back wages 'and over­
time. The court awarded him 
$1150.00. being double the back wag­
es and overtime due. plus $250.00 
attorney’s fee. In a similar suit of 
A. C. Whigham against the Tucker 
Oil company for $86.00, the court 
warded $272.00, or twice the unpaid 
compensation, and $100.00 attorney’s 
fee.

In awarding judgment to Rogers, 
Judge Atwell said the tows of our 
land are made to help Just such men 
as him. “ He worked hard,” said the 
court. "He did what he was told to 
do and he was unpaid. I  am here to 
find out the truth. I f  I  thought I  
could not do that I  would get off 
the bench . . . Rogers needs this 
tow. He worked for less than twen 
ty-flve cents per hour for many 
months. I  believe he should have 
$450.00 back pay and $450.00 as the 
penalty allowed by tow.”

The decisions In all of these oil 
cases have pointed out that crude 
oil or Its by-products usually move, 
by pipe lines or otherwise, Into In­
terstate commerce.

Two Social Security Bills 
Await House Consideration

AUSTIN. April 5 (/P) — Two bills 
designed to make state laws conform 
to federal social security regulations 
today awaited consideration In the 
house of representatives.

Both measures were reported fa­
vorably by the house state affairs 
committee last night.

One, which sponsors said was nec­
essary to assure continued federal 
matching appropriations for pay­
ment of old age pensions and for 
unemployment compensation In Tex­
as, would create a joint merit coun­
cil to govern operation of federal- 
supported state agencies.

The other would clarify provisions 
of the state law enacted in 1939 cen­
tralizing all phases of the social se­
curity program under the public wel­
fare department.

Garth Daniel, employe of the de­
partment. said the major change 
would authorize counties to appro­
priate money for child welfare pur­
poses. The attorney general, he de­
clared. had ruled the present law 
prevented counties from raising such 
funds.

The merit system ’ provided in a 
bill by Rep. Thomas Walters of Pick- 
ton is required by an act of congress 
passed since the last state legislative
session.

Claude Williams, confirmed by the 
senate this week as chairman of the 
Texas Unemployment Compensation 
commission, said temporary arrange­
ments had been made for the federal 
funds, but that unless some action 
were taken by the legislature this 
session the state would lose this 
money.

The bill by Walters would apply 
chiefly to the Unemployment Com­
pensation commission and the State 
Department of Public Welfare, but 
other state agencies receiving feder­
al aid would be subject to its provi­
sions, Williams asserted,

The federal government, he said, 
had already appropriated $20,000 for 
the program, but an additional $30,- 
000 is being held up pending action 
of the legislature.

Williams said a merit council had 
already been appointed and dates 
for the first examinations would be 
announced shortly, under the tem­
porary program.

Persons employed with the state 
department prior to Jan. 1, 1940, 
would be subjected to a qualifying 
examination, while those employed 
since that date would be required to 
take competitive tests, Williams said.

He explained a specific set of 
standards, however, would be pre­
pared by the council and was not 
included in the bill.

Agricultural 
Outlook For 
Texas Bright

By LEDGERWOOD SLOAN 
Associated Press Staff

The agricultural outlook for most 
of Texas Is the brightest in years al­
though wet weather Is keeping farm­
ers out of their fields in some sec­
tions.

Lush spring pastures are assured 
over the ranch country, often dry at 
this time of year. Livestock Is In ex­
cellent shape due to an unusually 
mild whiter. Prices are around the 
highs o f last year.

Bumper crops of wheat and oats 
are In prospect with wind damaged 
grain recovering In the north Pan­
handle.

Only a few days of sunshine is 
needed to permit planting of row 
crops in the lower coastal plains and 
parts of east and north Texas.

Goat shearing Is past the half way 
mark. At San Angelo buyers esti­
mated that half of the 8,500,000- 
pound spring mohair clip has been 
sold- Prices were around 50 cents 
a pound for the grown and 65 cents 
for the kid. Some clips sold at tops 
of 53 and 75 cents.

Sheepmen have contracted or sold 
an estimated 10 to 15 million pounds 
of a 70-million pound clip of 12 
months wool. The top is 40 cents a 
pound. Two-thirds of a 15,000,000- 
pound 8-months wool dip has gone 
at a high of 39 cents. Shearing 
starts about April 15.

Two-thirds of the lamb crop Is on 
the ground and gaining weight rap­
idly.

The finest ranges since 1928 are 
drawing heavy shipments of cattle, 
especially steers. Into the Trans-Pe­
cos where stocks usually are at their 
lowest point at this time. Many of 
the shipments are from Mexico.

Moisture conditions are exception­
ally good In the Big Bend. Highland 
pastures, normally brown until rains 
fall in June, are greening. Little if 
any feeding Is expected.

The market for choice steers and 
yearlings, strengthened by a demand 
for army beef, is firm at Port Worth. 
Plain and medium grade are down 
moderately.

The fine range conditions resulted 
In a strong market and active de­
mand for choice Stocker calves and 
yearlings.

Spring lambs at Fort Worth sold 
this week at $11 and $11.75 on a 
steady market, due partly to the 
high wool prices.

Steers of less than 1.200-pound 
averages brought 11.50 a hundred, 
which affords feeders a good mar­
gin of profit. Good fat slaughtered 
calves brought $9.25 to $10.50 with 
plain and medium sorts at $6 and $9. 
Good to choice stock steer calves 
ranged from $9 to $13 and heifer 
calves from $9 to $12.

On the range lambs for spring de­
livery out of the shearing pens are 
quoted at 7% cents a pound.

In the south plains 
IT'Wtn get Into full swing in two 
weeks.

Wheat fields are being grazed 
longer than usual because of the 
rank growth.

We Are Not At War,
And May Not Be

I t  Is not a time to assume, as some impulsively do as­
sume. that the .United states is now practically at 
war, what with the Lend-lease Act and the seizure of 
European shipping in American ports. )

We are not at war, and we may not be. though there 
is no longer any question that to support our princi­
ples We are taking a desperate risk of war. Probably 

the President himself would not disagree with .the 
statement of objectives made by the very isolationist 
President Hutchins of Chicago university: “The coun­
try wants to defend Itself, aid Britain, and stay out 
o f war.’’ There Is still a chance of doing all three 

*  *  *
We are not neutral in the sense that was under­

stood toward the end of the last and the beginning of 

this century At that time, an idea of neutrality be- 
gan to be built up which meant a rigid impartiality to 
both sides in a war amounting to indifference. The 
World War taught us the extreme difficulty of main­

taining any such position.
But Attorney General Robert H Jackson set before 

Inter-American Bar Association at Havana the man­

ner in which the concept of neutrality has changed. 
Orotius. the founder of international law, was cited 
•by Jackson as writing, In 1625: . . it is the duty of
neutrals to do nothing which may strengthen the side 
which has the worse cause, or which may impede the 
motions of him who is carrying on a just war . . . ”

Thus the original concept of neutrality was not 
one of Indifference or even of rigid impartiality. This 
legalistic idea grew up in the late 19th century, the 
Idea that once a war was started, the world was some­
how bound to pass no judgment on which side was 

right, but to treat both precisely the same.
Thè years from 1930 to 1940 were a fine demonstra­

tion of the folly of such a view of neutrality. Had the 

League been able to put effective pressure on Italy, or 
on Japan, much that has happened might not have 

happened- Had a united world insisted on saying "N o!” 
to Germany when it marched back into the demili­
tarized Rhineland, the whole tragedy enveloping the 

world today might have been avoided.
At any rate, the world has found that It cannot a f­

ford to be Indifferent when the world’s peace Is broken 
by any nation. We all feel the effects of that viola­
tion—in fact, Jackson scarcely exaggerated when he 
said that any aggressive war today is "a civil war 
against the international community.”

W W W
Today, any major war affects evdfy country in the 

world. It Is Idle and unrealistic for neutrals to pretend i 
disinterest. And until the time comes when a poten­
tial aggressor is restrained by the thought that he will 
find the whole neutral world against him. either ac­
tively or passively, there will be small chance that ag­
gressive wars will cease.

We do not approve military aggression. While neu­
tral, we propose to help victims of aggression, and help 
them effectively. It Is not war as we see it. I t  may. ad- i 
mtttedly, lead to war. Thai is the risk we take, but un- I 
less some are willing to take it, there is no road to a I 
world free of the constant overhanging fear of ag­
gression

His formal name is "Falla of Murray HUl.” I t  was 

■$pBQpriated from one of the President’s old Scottish 
ancestors' Jj’alla of Murray Hill, so the story goes, was 
an outlaw m. the days when being successful as a 
Scottish outlaw was as much an achievement as being 
elected President of the U  S. for a third term-

Falla came to live at the White House something 
less than a year ago. He was a gift from one of 
President Roosevelt’s Dutchess county relatives.

The President doesn’t say from whom and he does­
n ’t say anything about Falla’s parents, ancestry or 
kennels either. The reason is obvious. Many persons 
would pay fabulous sums and burst with pride If 
they could say: "My purp Is a sister (brother, cousin, 
nephew, niece) of the dog who lives at the White 
House.” The only thing I could dig out was that Falla 
was bom In Indianapolis, of pretty royal scottle blood. 

OTHERS COME AND OO
Aside from the squirrels that scamper around the 

White House lawn and the pigeons that bum a luxur­
ious living along the White House paths. Falla has in 
a bid for the only permanent animal resident in the 
Roosevelt administration.

Jack and Jill, two beautiful brown cocker spaniels 
that belling to Mrs. John Boettiger. daughter of the 
House o f Roosevelt, have been popular guests, but 
their tenure never was long There’was another »cot- 
tie, but he was a snappish sort and had to be packed 
off to the country before he had got to first base in 
Presidential affections.

UBINO O R D IN A R Y  TE S T IN G  M ETHODS  
ON LABOR U N IO N  QLAIM S  

Labor unionists contend, and many people be­
lieve it, that if it were not for the labor unions, 
wages would be much less than thev aTe at pres­
ent. These people invariably draw the conclusion 
that unions raise wage levels from the fact that 
wages are higher now than they were in the past 
before labor unions were so strong.

The way, however, to test anything is, to try 
omitting what is claimed to be essential and see 
if the results are different.

Let us illustrate: Suppose a man contended that 
com would grow better i f  it were cultivated by a 
red cultivator. I f  it had been cultivated with a 
red cultivator, every other condition being right, 
and the com grew rapidly, those who sold the 
red cultivator would contend the red cultivator 
was largely the reason for the growth of the com.
Then, if raising corn without the red on the culti­
vator were just as successful, would it not be logi­
cal to conclude the red on the cultivator did not 
cause it to grow?

Now let us use the same test on the claims 
made by labor unions, namely, that unions in­
crease wage levels.

Labor unionists who claim that higher wages 
are the result of labor unions would not have the 
effrontery to claim that if there were no tools 
at all. No labor unions, by restricting the learn­
ing of trades, by shorter hours, by establishing 
minimum wages, can increase .the wage levels 
one iota by so doing. They are obliged to admit 
that good tools are necessary to produce high 
wages. _____ . ' .

The defenders of the idea that labor unions are 
responsible for increasing wage levels, would 
have to admit that men could produce more and 
thus receive more wages with good tools rather 
than with no tools or poor tools.

They are forced to admit that high wages, in 
the long run. depend on large production; that 
wages cannot be more than the wealth produced^

Now, by the process of elimination, i f  wages 
can be high with good tools without labor unions, 
but cannot be high with the help of labor unions 
without good tools, it is self-evident that labor 
unions are not responsible for higher wage levels.

They do, however, have a great deal to do with 
keeping the wage rate from rising.

Man is no better, than a beast, i f  he cannot be 
fee to learn and constantly produce higher wages.

Thisj simple illustration should convince any 
person that modern labor unions are the workers’ 
worst enemies. They are destructive because 
they lead to strikes, to hate, to wars, to lower 
production, to misery, to povery and to unhappi­
ness.

R O O SE VELT’S D E T E R M IN A T IO N  TO  
LE A D  US IN T O  WAR

Some people criticize Woodrow Wilson for using 
the slogan in 1916 that he kept us out of war, and 
then getting us in war in a year’s time. I t  is 
claimed as the excuse for this, that conditions 
changed after he was elected. *

But this excuse cannot be given for Roose­
velt leading us into foreign wars. He was 
elected last fall on a pledge that he would keep 
us out of war In October, at Philadelphia, the 
President o f the United States said,

”1 give to you and to the people of this country 
this most solemn assurance. There is nc secret 
treaty, no secret obligation, no secret commit- , Lost Himself,' and within

. . . .  _ .____ I hp had sleried contracts fo:ment, no secret understanding in any shape or
form, direct or indirect, with any other govern­
ment, or any other nation in any part of the 
world—no such secrecy , that might or , could, in 
any shape, involve this nation in any war or for 
any other purpose. Is that clear? The United 
States today is at peace and is going to remain 
at peace.”

But three months later, the same President 
makes this statement: "W e are committed to the 
proposition that principles o f morality and con­
siderations for our own security w ill never per­
mit us to acquiesce in a peace dictated by ag­
gressors and sponsored by appeasers."

The people of the United States have now sud­
denly staring them in the face the fact, as the 
Saturday Evening Post points out, that the lead­
er of this country has assumed ultimate and un­
limited liability—moral, physical and financial— 
for the outcome of war on three continents, for 
the survival of the British Empire, and for the 
utter destruction of Hitler.

This certainly Is a betrayal of the American 
people. I t  stamps Roosevelt, not as President, 
but as Emperor Roosevelt.

O f coui-se, the people who voted against 
Rqose.velt knew his word meant nothing but they 
are even rather surprised at the brazeness and 
the rapidity with which he has dared to come out 
frankly and lead the American people into war.

Protests by the great mass of voters to their 
Congressmen will do much to prevent further 
entangling alliances. Roosevelt has betrayed the 
Americ»r> -«op le and led them into war, just as 
the !*• Yugoslavia have led their people

LATEST BOOKS

“KABOONA" IS BEST 
ESKIMO BOOK SINCE 
FREUCHEN’S STORY
Not since Peter Freuchen’s “Arctic 

Adventure" has there been such 
a book as Gontran de Poncin’s 
absorbing, graphic story Of the 
Eskimo. "Kaboona" (Reynal & 
Hitchcock, Inc.: $3i. “Kaboo- 
na” (Eskimo for white man" is 
the diary record of this French­
man’s Arctic winter at King 
William Land, where he learned 
to eat frozen raw fish and seal, 
sleep In an igloo but not to 
stand Eskimo smells, under­
stand Eskimo mentality. How 
the baffling Eskimo mind works 
is vividly illustrated in the fol­
lowing excerpt:

Trading at a Hudson’s Bay post 
is a struggle in which two mentali­
ties, the white and the Eskimo, 
meet and lock. In the end each is 
persuaded that he has won the 
match—the white man because in 
his barter he has got his "price.” , 
and the Eskimo because he is con­
vinced of having'got something for 
nothing . . .

Eskimos turn up with sacks of 
foxes and signify that they want to 
trade. The trading# is done at the 
store which stands some forty yards 
off from the post proper. You lead 
them out, and as they troop over 
the snow there is a good deal of 
strangled laughter.

What a great farce this Is! Once 
again they are going to do the white 
man in the eye, and once more the 
white man is not going to know 
what happened to him. All those 
wonderful things that fill the store 
are to be theirs for a few foxes. 
What can the white man want with 
foxes? In the Igloo, a fox-skin will 
do as a clout, but even to wipe 
things with, the ptarmigan makes 

better rag. It isn’t possible that 
¿he white man should have so many 
thing* that need wiping! . . .

In the end . . . when the Eskimo 
leaves the store, dragging behind 
him a wooden box filled with treas­
ures, he senses vaguely that many 
of these shining objects are of no use 
to him . . Nor is this phenome­
non peculiar to Eskimos In the 
South Sea islands I  have known 
natives to do 90 miles through the 
bush and across rivers in order 
to trade for matches they furiously 
desired because the matches had 
red heads.

Ionian Sea Battle 
Ranked With Jutland

By LARRY ALLEN
ALEXANDRIA, Egypt. April 4 (/P) 

—Italian casualties in the battle of 
the Ionian sea probably were the 
heaviest of any single naval engage­
ment since the- World War battle of 
Jutland. British naval authorities 
said today.

Thus, they asserted, the original 
British estimate of 3,000 Italians lost 
in the engagement last week-end 
may actually be considerably higher.

In' the battle of Jutland the Brit­
ish lost 6,274 officers and men and 
the Germans 2,545. However, this 
battle was on a much larger scale 
than the Jpnian sea engagement, in 
both the number of ships engaged 
and those sunk.

At Jutland German losses were 
one battleship, one battle cruiser, 
four light cruisers, and five torpedo 
craft; and the British losses wer* 
three battle cruisers, three cruisers, 
and eight torpedo craft.

In the Ionian engagement tho 
Italians lost three cruiegrs and two 
destroyers for sure and the British 
claimed they possibly sank another 
destroyer and at least heavily dam­
aged a battleship. The British ac­
knowledged only loss of one plane

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Oil Situation Working Against 
Germany, Defense Advisor Claims

By W ILLIAM  T. RIVES
HOUSTON. April 5 (iP) — While 

the United States hat an excellent 
oil supply and transportation sys­
tem ready (or use in any emergen­
cy. the German situation is such 
that “actual invasion might never 
be necessary" for Great Britain to 
win the war, Robert E. Wilson, ad­
visor on oil to the National Defense 
commission, said today.

“H ie  oil situation is working 
against" Germany “ for the long 
pull." he asserted in an address be­
fore the American Association of Pe­
troleum Geologists.

There were three reasons, he said:
1. “ Italy, due only partly to lack of 

oil, will be more of a-liability than 
an asset to Hitler from now on.

3. “Germany's long pull oil out­
look must be discouraging to her and 
requires considerable diversion of at­
tention and energy to getting more 
oil supplies which she would prefer 
to use in other ways. Also, the short­
age must interfere increasingly with 
both her Industrial production and 
her military operations.

3. “ I f  and when England can 
achieve sufficient air superiority to 
permit long range and heavy day­
light attacks on German synthetic 
plants and transportation facilities 
she will be striking at such a vital 
spot that actual invasion might nev­
er be necessary in order to win the 
war.“

Wilson said Germany and Italy 
were carrying on their war opera­
tions, “plus the Industrial, agricul­
tural and civilian activities of these 
two countries and the occupied ter­
ritory of western Europe, with an 
amount of petroleum products, in­

cluding synthetic products, equal to 
only about 5 per cent of our domes­
tic production or our consumption 
of refined products.”

Of the United States, he said. “The 
purely military demand to date has 
not offset the loss of exports due to 
the war . . . We estimate that in 
the absence of war the 1941 domes­
tic demand for petroleum will be 8 
or 9 per cent in excess of the 1940 
demand, and that in the event of 
war toward the end of the year, the 
demand for the major products 
would be increased about another S 
per cent .”

Wilson asserted “the producing 
branch of the petroleum industry is 
particularly well prepared for any 
emergency.”

He lauded states which have con­
servation statutes, saying he sup­
posed “anyone locating new refin­
eries or Industries based on petro­
leum would naturally favor such 
states.”

Then, in an interpolation into his 
prepared address, he added:

"This situation might change if 
Texas passes a processing tax."

Despite the favorable picture, W il­
son said the industry should build 
up a stock pile.

J. Edgar Pew vice president of the 
Sun Oil company, also said the in­
dustry was prepared for any emer­
gency and declared against federal
regulation.

Sumner T. Pike, securities ex­
change commissioner, asked the ge­
ologists to appoint a committee to 
maintain liaison with the SEC. as 
a cooperative effort to stamp out 
"geo-quackery.” Pike said the move 
"would foster high standards of pro­
fessional conduct."

Nay Be Secnred 
By All Workers

Every Social Security board field 
offi< has been provtd«r'a~?upply 
oi self-addressed post-cards for the 
use of any wage earner desiring to. 
secure statement of wages credited 
to his old-age and survivors insur­
ance account, according to Dewey 
Reed, manager of the Amarillo o f­
fice.

“These cards may be secured by 
interested persons calling at the field 
office or by requesting them by 
mail.” he explained. “When one of 
these cards is properly filled out 
with a one-cent stamp attached and. 
placed in a meil box. the sender 
will receive,from the Social Secur­
ity board a statement of all wages 
credited to his account."

It was pointed out by Reed that 
if the wage statement does not agree 
with the worker’s own records, he 
may call this fact to the attention 
of the Social Security board and 
efforts will be made to adjust any 
discrepancy which may exist.

“This service is extended to wage 
earners in order that they may 
keep a check on their wage credits 
as maintained by the Social Se­
curity board for tire purpose of de­
termining the amount of old-age 
and survivors insurance which even 
tually will be paid to qualified work­
ers or to their survivors.”

It was further explained that wage 
statements may be secured under 
the above plan by all workers In em­
ployment covered by the Social Se­
curity act; however, emphasis was 
placed on the fact that no wage 
statements will be furnished wage 
earners unless they make written re­
quest on the post-card provided for 
that purpose.
