Soviet Russia .the Neo. 1 riddle
of the European war, took notice
today of the reported movement
of German troops, tanks and ar-
tillery rushing north through Fin-
land and simultaneously announc-
ed that the transit of war mate-

Taken at face value, the twin ac-
tions would seem to indicate a
chilling of Russia's professed friend-
ship with Germany—already dis-
turbed by the sweep of Adolf Hit-
ler's conquering legions through the
Balkans.

In Berlin, a German spokesman
bluntly challenged President Roose-
velt’s declaration that United Sthates
warships were not prohibited from
entering combat zones, and indirect-
ly threatened that they would be
torpedoed by Nazi- U-boats.

“Whether Mr. Roosevelt goes into
the war zone or not, it does not
change our declaration nor its con-
sequences,” the Nazi spokesman
said.

He referred to a ‘“categorical de-
claration months ago that whoever
goes into the war zone (with aid
for Britain), regardless of what flag
his ship is flying, will be torpedoed.”

In his statement yesterday, Mr.
Roosevelt did not say specifically
that American warships would enter
the combat zone—merely that they
would operate anywhere deemed
necessary for American hemisphere
defense. e

Informed sources in Washington
said U. 8. warships, patrol bombers,
and in all probability carrier-based
alrcraft, were already playing a vital
role in patrolling ocean stretches
figuring in the grim “battle of the
Atlantic.”

In that life-or-death struggle it-
self, Hitler's high command report-
ed the new sinking of 35,265 tons of
British ships from “strongly-pro-
tected convoys” in attacks by Ger-
man U-boats.

In addition, the high command
sald, Nazi speedboats raided anoth-
’er convoy off the British southeast
coast yesterday and sank three mer-
chantmen totalling 9,500 tons.

Commenting on the last stages of
the battle of Greece, the German
communique said Naei motorized
columns “in sharp pursuit” of the
Allies had advanced to the southern
ports of the Grecian Peloponnesus,
cutting off the British retreat to the
sea.
In this action so far, the Ger-
mans said, 5,000 British troops in-
cluding a general, as well as “num-
erous Serbs” and 300 Serb officers,
were taken prisoner.

Authoritative quarters in Lon-
don said 45,000 British imperial
troops had been removed from
Greece “to carry on the war in
other theaters.”

Previous unofficial estimates had
placed the total strength of the B.

Explosion In Cafe

Six Soldiers Hurt
During Maneuvers

ABILENE, April 30 (#)—Three

AUSTIN, April 30 (#)—Governor

America.”

In a proclamation he designated
defense bond and saving stamp week
beginning May 1.

How it feels to be in a cafe when
the floor is pushed up, part of the
wall topples, and windows are blown
out by a gas explosion was describ-
ed today by two Pampans, Ed Weiss
and Wilbur DePauw.

The two men, with P. J. Tilson
of Plainview and Jack Kendall of
Amarillo, were seated in the second
booth from the rear of Hibler's cafe
in McLean yesterday when the ex-
plosion occurred at 12:15 p. m.

“There was fs’carcely any noise
preceding the explosion,” said Mr.
Weiss. “There was a boom, and the
next thing I knew I was on my
hands and knees crawling toward
the door. Smoke filled the cafe.
When I found there was no fire, I
came back in.

“The floor was splintered, the
roof had been raised up, windovss
blown out. There were about 20
persons in the cafe at the time of
the blast. Students from the McLean
schools had just come in for lunch.
There were more girls than boys in
the crowd.

“The girls were screaming. Doc-
tors came to the cafe and treated
the injured. Nearly every one in
there suffered bruises on their legs.”

Mr. DePauw sald he had his legs
extending back under the booth seat
and he attributed the bruise on his
leg to the fact that the floor push-
ed up by the explosion.

Blast Heard Four Miles

A farmer living about four miles
from McLean told Mr, Weiss that
he heard the explosion and thought
it was some blasting in progress on
a highway job.

Windows in one McLean house, a
block away from the cafe, was shat-
tered by the blast.

Coolest man among the cafe’'s
customers, Mr. Weiss said, was Mr.
Kendall.

“When we came back in, Mr. Ken-
dall was saying: ‘Hold steady now,
take your time.’ He came out of
the cafe with an armful of kids,”
said Mr. Weiss, in describing how
the Amarillo man prevented a panic
and kept the children from stam-
peding to the door.

Glasses Blown Off

Mr. Tilson, the Plainview man,
another one of the quartet seated
together, had his glasses blown off
his face by the explosion.

The glasses were hurled through
the broken window out into the al-
ley, where they were picked up, un-
broken, by a McLean boy, and re-
turned by him to Mr. Tilson.

A cigaret vending machine was
toppled over on two girls, a Vene-
tian blind was blown to pieces, and
the glass in the front door of the

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Astronomers Settle
100-Year Problem

PASADENA, Calif., April 30 (AP)
—Astronomers stationed on two
California mountains report solu-
tion of a problem that has baffled
science 100 years—the direction in
which spiral nebulae, huge pin-
wheel universes of stars, rotate.

Like pinwheels in a Fourth of
July display, the nebulae trail
their fiery arms as they rotate.
The direction is opposite to that
in which the spiraling arm ends
point, a discovery the astronomers
said has a bearing on how the
universe was created.

Dr. Edwin P. Hubble of Mt. Wil-
son and Dr. Nicholas U. Mayall of
the University of California Lick
observatory, made their observa-
tions on Mt. Wilton and Mt. Ham-
ilton. They did not say how their
discovery would help explain crea-
tion of the universe.

Drs. Hubble and Mayall said only
one of the 1,000 nebulae studied
was suitable for the rotation test,
but they concluded from support-
ing facts that all spiral nebulae
trail their arms.

Clean-Up Drive
Goes On Despite
Rainy Weather

The weatherman has handed the
city-wide Clean-Up campaign a bad
jolt in dishing out rainy weather
this week, but it hasn’t jarred back-
ers of the movement in their deter-
mination to see the campaign
through.

City Manager Steve Matthews to-
day said the city’s offer of furnish-
ing trucks to haul off rubbish would
be extended another week so that
a thorough job of removing trash
could be accomplished.

Attention was also directed to
whitewashing trees. Several resi-
dents of Pampa regularly have their
trees writewashed. This greatly adds
to the beautification of lawns and
is recommended as another job for
Pampans to do in observance of the
Clean-Up campaign.

Rains Over State
Delay Summer Crops

AUSTIN, April 30 (AP)—Exces-
sive rains over the state caused
delay in summer crops’ progress
during the past week, the United
States Department of Agriculture
Marketing service reported today.

Wheat, oats and barley were
damaged in the north-central area.
Full effects of heavy rains on
vegetables in South Texas and the
coastal bend area had been deter-
mined.

Light to moderate precipitation
in the north-western districts were
beneficial, particularly in the Pan-
handle, where winds and rank
growth of wheat and other vege-
tation had resulted in depletion of
surface moisture, the report said.

Some extreme eastern counties
and parts of the southern district
also profited from additional mois-
ture, the marketing service de-
clared.

Field work was halted in other
areas. Particularly significant was
the retarding of summer crops in
the central districts, including the
blacklands, much of East Texas, the
south central district and the upper
and middle coastal counties, where
the season was previously reported
as being from one to four weeks
late, it was asserted.

Bill Presenﬁl To
Expand Helium Plant

WASHINGTON, April 30 (#—The
interior department appropriation
bill introduced today in the house
contained $350,000 for expansion of
the government helium plant at Am-
arfhio, Texas.

The funds would be spent as fol-
lows:

Constructing one additional helium
unit with capacity of 12,000,000 cubic
feet annually, $185,000;

Drilling three additional wells in
Cliffside gas field and laying gath-
ering lines required for three-unit
operation, $165,000.

The proposed enlargement of the
plant will increace the total capa-
city production to 36,000,000 cubic
feet per year.

Officials of the bureau of mines,
testifying before a house appropri-
ations sub-committee in support of
the request for the funds, said that
both the army and navy had urged
that the capacity output of the plant
be stepped up.

Increased use of helium-filled bal-
loons for observation and anti-air-
craft purposes previously had been
given as reasons for the way plant
capacity should be enlarged.

New Trial Ordered
In Gas Rate Case

AUSTIN, April 30 (#—The
Texas supreme court today or-
dered a new trial in the famous
Lone Star gas rate case.

Extending over a period of ap-
proximately 10 years, the litigation
has involved the greatest gas rate
controversy in the history of the
Southwest.

It grew out of an order of the
state railroad commission reducing
the wholesale rate of the Lone Star
Gas company from 40 to 32 cents
per 1,000 cubic feet.

The order was announced Sept.
13, 1933, after a general investiga-
tion of the Lone Star properties and
a hearing which consumed ' more
than seven months. -~

In a long opinion written by As-
sociate Justice Richard Critz, the
supreme court said the order was not
invalid on its face,

O’Daniel Decides
He Likes Tax Bill

(By The Assoctated Press)

AUSTIN, April 30— Termed
“most liberal” by Governor W.
Lee O’Daniel, a $22,000,000 omni-
bus tax bill, more than doubling
old age pensions funds and in-
augurating other state social se-
curity functions, moved toward
the chief executive’'s desk today.

Heaviest tax measure ever ap-
proved by the Texas legislature,
the bill, boosting 11 old taxes and
levying six general new ones, passed
the house yesterday by vote of 146
to 1. The senate prevjpusly gave
it unanimous approval.

The legislation, most important
before the present session, cul-
minated a long and bitter fight
to provide more moneys for ex-
panded old age pensions, aid to
the needy blind, aid to dependent
children, teachers retirement and
other expenditures.

While not saying he would sign
the bill, O'Daniel late last night
asserted:

“Passage of the bill . . . should
cause much rejoicing by citizens
interested in social security. While
it does not raise the full amount

. for which I have contended,
yet it is a most liberal sum of
money. . . . It will surely be con-
sidered a great victory for the com-
mon citizens. . . . And will go a
long way in alleviating the hunger
and misery and suffering of our
needy people.”

After listing increases for social
security funds, the governor stated:

“This means an increase in the
amount of state and federal money
from the present amount of ap-
proximately $18,000,000 per year to

to reappeint Hugh 8. Johnson a
brigadier general in the army re-
serve corps.

The president’s press secretary,
Stephen Early, announced that ac-
tion today and said that persone
alities did not enter into it.

At times he has been severely
critical of the administration.

of army doctors.

Early said Johnson was eligible

The department also had recom-
mended to the president that John-
son be recommissioned. He had been
recommissioned previously for three-

| five year periods. During that time,

Women Register
At Convention

Something new in. federated club
convention programs is the “Con-
vention Ethics for, Women" topic
which this year was introduced in both
the district and state federations of
women's clubs.

This subject was treated effec-
tively and humorously at the open-
ing session of the Seventh.District,
Texas Federation of Women's Clubs
convention, Tuesday afternoon in
the First Christian church audi-
torium. The speaker, Mrs. H. H.
Cooper, said the chief “sin” of club

women is talking during convention
or regular club programs.

“The Delegate Returns,” a kindred
subject, dealing with how to sub-
mit a convention report to an in-
dividual club, was discussed impres-
sively by Mrs. Hershel Jennings of
Canyon. This also was a convention
innovation.

Yesterday's opening session also
had two other, deeper thought-pro-
voking phases. One was the panel
on “The Americas-~North and
South,’ conducted by Mrs. William G.
Dingus of Lubbock, teacher of for-
eign languages at Texas Technolog-
ical college ahd rewgniud authority
on international relations.

Mrs. Dingus presented two Puerto
Rican students of West Texas State
college—Gloria Soto and Maria Men-
endez—and . two American students
of Texas Tech college—Doris Broth-
erton and James Wood-—who were
reared in Panama., These students
discussed the importance of Ameri-
can solidarity, explained the gigan-
tic machine set up by the American
countries for effecting better rela-
tions and furthering peace, told what
the women of their countries are
doing in this regard, discussed the
student exchange movement and its

Iready noticeable influence, and then’

they told—somewhat caustically at
times—how Americans are regarded
in their countries, how Americans
can improve thé Latin American at-
titude and how they, as foreign stu-
dents, react to their fellow students
and associates here.

The Texas federation’s major pro-
gram this year, “Nutrition for Na-
tional Defense,” was exemplified by
the symposium conducted by Miss
Margaret W. Weeks, head of the
Texas Tech home economics divi-
sion.

Miss Weeks explained that health
physical fitness, and social well be-
ing constitute the second liné of de-
fense and she pointed out that lack
of correct nourishment throughout
the years had resulted in rejection of
a majority of the young men consid-
ered for selective service.

Outstanding on yesterday's pro-
gram was the music by the White
Deer chorus, directed by Glenn
¥. Davis, and introduced by Mrs. J.
E. Wagoner of Groom, chairman
of the division of folk music. This
group received a noisy ovation
from the approximately 400 club-
women in  attendance. The pro-
gram ‘of American folk music in-
cluded “Come Where My Love
Lies Dreaming,” “Night Herding,”
with James Beck singing the solo
part, “Wi-Um"” (Lieurance), with
Max Helen Pickins singing the
solo part and Mildred Warminski
playing flute accompaniment, and
“Indian Love Call.”

Although all the women in at-
tendance had not registered, it was
announced that a total of 340 club-
women had registered. This in-
cluded three state officers, 11 state
chairmen, eight members of the dis-
trict executive board, 42 district
chairmen, 94 deiegates and 182 vis-
itors.

The afternoon session was ad-
journied for high tea in the Federa-
tion club rooms. Last night was
designated as Presidents’' Evening at
the First Christian church.

Defense savings bonds and stamps
will be made available to Pampans
tomorrow. The stamps and three
““oes of bonds will be on sale at

2 postoffice and the three types of

onds will be available at the First

. adational bank and at the Citizens

Bank and Trust.
This defense savings program of-
fers everyone an opportunity to have
& part in national defense, The sup-
port of the program is voluntary. The
Jowest denomination of the defense
savings stamps is 10 cents with max-
imum $5. On the purchase of a
stamp of any denomination, a card
is given on which to place the
stamps. Later the cards can be ex-
changed for certificates or can be
used as exchange.
To meet the needs of the people
of the United States, the following
bonds have been made available:
(1) The Series E Bond preserves
the character of the savings bonds
which have proved so popular in the
past. This bond is issued to meet
e needs of the small investor, who
an buy for $18.75 a bond that will
ppreciate in value in 10 years to
'$25. Larger bonds up to $1,000 are
issued at the same rate of appreci-
ation, which gives an investment
yield of 29 per cent to maturity in
10 years after issue date.
(2) The new Series F Bond is is-
sued to meet the needs of people
who can invest up to $50,000 a year;
and it may also be bought by associ-
ations, trustees, or corporations. For
$74 they may buy a bond that will
appreciate in value in 12 yedrs to
$100. Larger bonds are issued at the
same rate, which gives an invest-
ment yleld of 253 per cent to ma-
turity in 12 years after issue date.
(3) The new Series G Bond meets
e needs of individuals, associa-
ons, and corporations that want
leurrent income checks.

AUSTIN, April 30 (#—The weat"
er and Texas fishermen's tem,
were getting no better today as t
angling season approached.

High water muddied lakes and
streams in mott sections of the
state; equally dark was the pros-
pect for the fishing season's open-
ing tomorrow.

When the waters do gclear up,
fishing was expected to be better
than it had been for several sea-
sons, said Will J. Tucker, execu~
tive secretary of the game, fish, and
oyster commission,

The game department stocked lakes
and streams with more than 7,500,
000 fingerlings last summer, Some
stream improvement work was car-
ried on.

While the general season was to
open Thursday, the game department
warned fishermen that .ome lakes.or
counties would not be opened until
later in the season. It was sugges!
that anglers contact their game wa
dens or consult a law digest befo
starting for their favorite fishing
holes. &

A large number of counties had
special bag and size limits which
varied from those set out by state
law. Under the general law it it
was illegal to take more than 15
bass, crappie, or white perch, 35
bream or goggle-eye or an aggre-
gate of more than 50 of these specles
or to possess at any time meore than
30 bass, 30 crappie, or 70 break or
goggle-eye.

Possession of bass smaller than
11 inches was a violation of the law.
The length limit on crappie was sev-
en inches. It was unlawful to sell
bass or crappie in all counties of the
state.

All residents of Texas who use,
artificial lures were required to ob-
tain a $1.10 license. Non.residents
of Texas or aliens had to purchase a
$5 license for the season or a $1.10
license good for five days. ° b

Legal methods of taking fish were
set out by state laws as follows!

Ordinary pole and line, setlines,
trotlines, artificial bait, and seines
or net of not less than three-inch
square mesh, except a seine or net
made of wire or other metallic ma~
terial or fish traps.

Minnow seines of not more than
20 feet in length for the purpose of
taking minnows for bait were per=
mitted.

. Eli Jaftee, a young Brooklyn com-
. munist who came west to ‘“get the
feel of the grass roots” was convict-
ed of criminal syndicalism today
and his punishment fixed at ten
years imprisonment and a $5,000
fine

Jaffee was the third man to be
convicted and receive the maximum
sentence possible under the law,
passed following the “green corn
rebellion” in Seminole county
against the 1917 draft.

Robert Wood and Alan Shaw,

communist organizers, have appealed
their convictions to the state Crim-
inal Court of Appeals, which has
not yet ruled.
.. In his closing syguments, County
Attorney Lewis R. Morris contended
the law under whieh Jaffee was con-
victed was designed to be “a stitch
in time.” The law, he asserted, seeks
“to prevent violence and sabotage
before they occur by making it a
felony to advocate these means, for
political and industrial change.”

Jaffee violated the act, a district
ecourt jury found, by being a mem-
ber of the communist party, which
it decided advocated overthrowing
by force the present form of govern-
ment of the United States.

The only two issues presented to
the jurors were whether Jaffee be-
Jonged to the party and whether
it advocated violence in bringing
about governmental change.

The sentence and fine were fixed
by the jury. Its decision, under |
Oklahoma law, is binding upon the
district judge, who must follow it
in passing formal senteme

New ones and estimates of
revenues a year were: Motor ve-
hicle sales $3,000,000; liguor pre-
scriptions $1540,000;, cosmetics,
radios and playing cards $300,000;

fers $250,000, and oil and gas well
servicing $825,000.

House concurrence in senate
amendments to the $25500,000 bill
it originally passed occasioned brief
speeches, applause and cheers. Rep.

O’Daniel, in his first campaign,
