A Voice Warning System for
Pumpjacks

Pump jacks in the oil patch 
are dangerous. They look 
fairly slow, going up and 
down, pumping oil form the 
ground, but you can’t react 
quick enough to get out of 
the way. Several people have 
been killed or injured by 
pumpjacks.

Dub Clinton of Big Spring, 
who has owned an oilfield 
service company, has 
invented a device that should 
reduce the number of pump 
jack accidents.

“A lot of the pump jacks 
are on a timer,” says Dub. 
“They turn on and off 
intermittently. You really 
never know when they’re 
going to come on. People 
who don’t work in the oil 
patch might walk up to a 
pump jack and assume it’s 
dormant. They might even 
climb up on it. All of a 
sudden it kicks on and the 
people are killed or hurt real 
bad.”

Dub’s system has a 30 
second message ' in English 
and Spanish that is broadcast 
from a speaker near the 
pump jack. It warns that the 
pump jack is about to

activate and to clear the area 
immediately. There is a ten- 
second countdown from ten 
to one. Right after the “one” 
is broadcast, the pump jack 
activates.

The product has been used 
on some pumping units for a 
year and Dub says there have 
been no problems. He says 
he has yet to present it to an 
oil company that didn’t think 
it was a good idea. Usually 
when he talks to oil company 
executives they relate in-, 
stances where it could have 
saved lives. They say they 
can’t believe it’s not already 
on the market. The item is 
new and sells for $695.

“They’re small enough that 
we like to put them inside 
the electric panel box near 
the pump jack, so they’re out 
of the weather. The only 
thing external is the speaker, 
which in mounted on the 
panel box. We can string 
other ' speakers if the 
customer wants them.”

Dub got the idea for the 
product after a near accident.

“We were out on location 
and one of my employees 
was cutting weeds under the 
pumping unit. Someone

asked the oil company man 
if the unit was turned off. It 
wasn’t. It was on automatic. 
It scared all of us pretty 
good. We ran and shut the 
unit off. Nothing really 
happened, but as I was 
driving away form that 
location I thought there 
ought to be a way to warn 
people before those units

come on.
Dub says his device is 

primarily aimed at pump 
jacks, but it can be used for 
any type of automated 
equipment, like a compressor 
or conveyor belt. A spin-off 
from the product ids another 
warning system for H2S gas.

“If the H2S monitors trip, 
our alarm goes off. It’s a

warning in Spanish and 
English to clear the area and 
not come back until it’s safe. 
The message is repeated 
until the monitor either 
clears or is turned off.”

The company’s website is 
protechsafety.net. Dub says 
it has a video that demon­
strates how the product 
works.

Set May 14 for New Prices
The Postal Service Gover­

nors today approved an 
increase in the prices of a 
First-Class stamp to 41 
cents, authorized the is­
suance of the Forever Stamp, 
approved shape-based pric- 

- ing and set a May 14 
implementation date for 
these changes, However, 
they delayed implementation 
of periodicals and requested 
reconsideration for some 
mail classes.

USPS proposed new rates 
May 3, 2006, and the Postal 
Regulatory Commission 
(PRC) issued its recom­
mendation Feb. 26, 2007. 
The Governors spent consi­
derable time deliberating the 
PEC’s recommendations- 
meeting six times and 
rewriting several drafts of 
their decision over the past 
22 days-before voting earlier 
today. The Governors com­
plete decision is available at:

d.

“We praise the PRC for its 
early and thoughtful recom­
mended decision,” said 
Board of Governors Chair­
man James C. Miller III, 
“and appreciate the compre­
hensive analysis the Postal 
Service staff provided in its 
rate proposal.”
Forever Stamp

The Governors approved 
the Forever Stamp, which 
will sell at the new 41-cent 
First-Class Mail one-ounce 
letter rate. The value on 
these stamps will always be 
the one-ounce letter rate and 
can be used for any future 
one-ounce letter mailing 
without extra postage.
“The Forever Stamp is a 

consumer innovation that 
delivers convenience and 
value and will help ease the 
transition for mailing letters 
when prices change,” said 
Chairman Miller.

Shape-based pricing
The new prices also reflect 

differences in the costs of 
handling letter, large enve­
lopes (flats), and packages. 
Mailers are encouraged to 
consider options available to 
reduce postage costs. For 
example, if the contents of a 
First-Class large envelope 
are folded and placed in a 
letter-sized envelope, mailers 
can reduce postage by as 
much as 39 cents per piece. 
Request for reconsider­
ation

The Governors, however, 
requested reconsideration of 
the PRC’s rate recommend- 
dations for Standard Mail 
flats (catalogs), the non- 
machinable surcharge for 
First-Class Mail letters and 
the Priority Mail Flat-Rate 
Box.

• Standard Mail 
flats-The Governors 
are concerned that 
price increases re­
commended by the 
PRC may impose an 
unnecessary degree 
of “rate shock” on 
the catalog industry, 
particularly small 
businesses. The 
recommended in­
crease for some 
catalog mailers is as 
much as 40%, which 
is more than double

what the Postal 
Service had pro­
posed.

• Non-machinable 
surcharge-The PRC 
decision on First- 
Class Mail two- 
ounce and three- 
ounce letters does 
not differentiate bet­
ween machinable 
and non-machin- 
able.the Governors 
believe this warrants 
further analysis to 
ensure there are in­
centives for mailers 
so provide letters 
that can be process- 
sed at lower cost on 
efficient sorting 
equipment.

• Priority Mail Flat 
Rate Box-The PRC
recommended a rate 
of $9.15 for the 
Priority Mail Flat- 
Rate Box, which is 
$1.05 above the cur­
rent rate and 35 
cents higher than the 
Postal Service pro­
posal of $8.80. The 
Governors believe a 
rate below $9 would 
be more appropriate 
for this popular con­
sumer and business 
product and would 
be cost-justified.

(magazines and news­
