Negotiations were broken off
last spring. The bishops previous-
ly said they were willing to  re-
sume them only if the state call-
ed off its “‘hostile campaign”’’
against the church. The bishops
statement was signed by eleven
bishops, headed by Archbishop
Josef Matocha of Olomouc, and
dn apostolic administrator.
| It was not signed by Archbishop
Josef Beran of Prague, the na-
tion’s Catholic pxjmate, who says
he has been “interned” in his
palace since June 19 when Com-
munist hecklers drove him from
his throneé in St. Vitus Cathedral.

In their statement the bishops
made it clear that they still con-
sidered the church . law, and
another law setting up a special
cabinet ministry to supervise
church affairs, to be a wvjolation
of the Czech Constitution and
‘“the freedom of the church.”

they themselves would not take
any of the salary increases offer-
ed under the church law.

When accepting the salaries,
the nation’s briefs were told to
make the following statement to
their church superiors:

“I declare that I accept the
newly arranged salary because it
is decreed under a measure which
became law.
