COMMENTS ON SPORTS

WASHINGTON, D. C. — The 
first big trade of the autumn in­
volved, as everyone knew it 
would. Rocky Colavito of the De­
troit Tigers. Charlie Dressen and 
the Detroit hierarchy swapped 
him to Kansas City, along with 
pitcher Bob Anderson, for Jerry 
Lumpe and pitchers Dave Wiek- 
ersham and Ed Rakow.

There is enthusiasm on both 
sides. The A’s led by Ed Lopat, 
desperately needed power hit­
ting. Rocky slumped a little with 
the Tigers this year but he has 
swatted as many as 45 homers 
and there is no doubt that he 
will swat plenty more, and drive 
in runs. The A’s need just this.

Lopat has built a good pitch­
ing staff, being an ex-pitcher him­
self, and thinks he can fill the 
gaps left by Wickersham and Ra­
kow, both of whom posted earn­
ed run averages of about 4 dur­
ing the season — not the best in 
the league but not the worst.

The Tigers began to hit pretty 
well under Dressen, but their 
pitching failed. Dressen is look­
ing to a number of young pitch­
ers (he has a couple of good 
outfielders and a rookie to re­
place Colavito) and the two ac­
quired from the A’s to give him 
a tight staff.

Both clubs might profit. The 
biggest question mark might be 
Bob Anderson. When Bob Schef- 
fing acquired him for the Tigers 
him. He nevfer did quite come 
up to those expectations at De­
troit. Lopat must have a hunch 
he will at Kansas City. If he does, 
the A’s have made a good trade.

If the two Kansas City pitch­
ers come through for Detroit and 
Lumpe gets the key hits the Ti­
gers think he will. Detroit will 
have received plenty for Colavito. 
If both pitchers come through,

or show any improvement, the 
trade could put the Tigers back 
in contention.

The Tigers might have a good 
outfield without Colavito. They 
have the best in the business, 
perhaps, in A1 Kaline, to start 
with. Then they have Billy Bru­
ton and Jake Wood and a young­
ster named Smith who figures to 
take up the slack, or most of it.

Colavito likes to play. If he 
doesn't start he isn’t happy. Ear­
ly this season he wasn’t produc­
ing. The Tigers broke his record 
of continuous games. Later in the 
year he seemed to come back but 
there was something — Tiger 
management felt a problem had 
opened, that Colavito would have 
to go.

The Tigers, just recently, were 
known, for great pitching. If 
Frank Lary is not off form again 
next year, with Aquirre, Bun- 
niug and Mossi, plus Dressen's 
rookies and the two Kansas City 
pitchers, the Tigers could be 
sound.

It used to be that the Yankees 
depended upon Kansas City to 
furnish key players when there 
was a need. It could be that this 
time the A’s took care of the 
Bengals.

On the other hand, if Colavito 
socks forty homers and Lopat gets 
great pitching out of Anderson, 
which he might, and the two A’s 
hurlers don't come through, Jer­
ry Lumpe can’t balance the scales 
alone, able as he is as a second 
sacker and hitter.

Cotton Burr 
Cover Best 
In History

More acres of land in the Black- 
water Valley SCS area are being 
covered with cotton burrs this 
year than ever before. Many gins 
are providing burrs on a first 
came, first served basis, while a 
few are “contract” hauling.

Burrs provide protection to the 
soil and add organic materials. 
This is especially important when 
cotton is grown continuously on 
the same land.

Fertilizer, especially nitrogen, 
should be applied to help decom­
pose the burrs, according to the 
S. C. S. office. As a rule of 
thumb, 10 lbs. of available nitro­
gen should be applied for each 
ton of burrs per acre.

In additon to providing protec­
tion and adding organic mater­
ials, burrs will increase water in­
take rate and increase efficiency 
growth.
