TOKYO —(2)— Red Koreans put up fiery resistance
today against the deep penetration of Rok forces fighting for

the port of Wonsan and the first American troops to cross

into Communist Korea North of Seoul.

On both widely separated
thrusts by the allies, officers ex-
pected the local Red opposition
to crumble quickly.

But the Reds gave no indication
that they will heed a new ‘‘last
time’* surrender demand aired by
General MacArthur.

The South Koreans (Roks) may
be preparing to turn at Wonsan
from their 90-mile northward ad-
vance on the Sea of Japan coast
and sirike west across the waist
of the peninsula for the Red
capital, Pyongyang, 95 air miles

United States, turning down a
British requegt for ‘‘free dollar"
aid to hasten her rearmament, is
insisting that U.S. help for the
present will be granted only to
buy raw materials and equip-
ment.

The British had requested they

Rejection of the request was
reported by informed officials as
Hugh Gaitskell, British minister

These officials said the State
Department has informed the
British government that Ameri-
can dollars will be allocated, for
the time being, only for pur-
chases of raw materials and
eouipment specifically needed to
boost military output,

British officials said Gaitskell's
arrival has no connection with
the rearmament talks now going
on.
