Kaiser Says Nelson 
Pledged Full Support

WASHINGTON. July 31 (AP) — 
Henry J. Kaiser, West coast ship­
builder, told a senate committee 
today that Donald Nelson, chair­
man of the war production board, 
had promised "full support” of 
his program to build giant troop 
and cargo carrying planes in his 
(hlpyards.
Nelson "wants to know, of course, 

If It is possible to get the men and 
materials" to do the Job, Kaiser 
said.

Earlier, Dr. William W. Christ­
mas, New York engineer who 
identified himself as "the highest 
authority on aeronautics," testified

concerning a design for a 564 ton 
plywood "battle plane” which he 
said could carry 3,000 men 1,200 
miles.

Dr. Christmas supported Kaiser’s 
suggestion that American shipyards 
could build huge flying boats for 
army transport service.

Dr Christmas said he had offer­
ed his ship to the navy but “they 
couldn't see it to save their lives."

Senate advocates of the giant 
cargo planes set as their immediate 
goal an expansion of production of 
smaller air freighters, such as are 
now being produced for the army 
and navy.

HEADQUARTERS. Australia. July 
31. (API—In (he biggest burst of 
aerial warfare since the Coral sea 
bailie nearly three months ago, 
American fliers in Curtiss Kilty- [ 
hawks yesterday shot down nine j 
Japanese raiders over Darwin | 
and donned one or possibly two 
Japanese over New Guinea, while 
heavy Allied bombers 100 miles 
north of New Guinea set raging 
fire to a Japanese transport and j 
shot up its drstroyer escort.
One American plane was shot 

down at Darwin but the pilot para­
chuted to safety.

The American fighters tore bito 
the attacking force of 27 heavy 
bombers and 22 escorting Zero 
fighters over Port Darwin, knocking 
down seven of the fighters and two 
bombers a t a cost of only one de­
fending plane. The Japanese for­
mations were completely broke up in 
this Allied performance, described 
by a headquarters communique as 
a piece of “brilliant interception.”

The big raid upon the northern 
port came in the afternoon after a 
light, ineffective morning attack.

In other thrusts a t the common­
wealth, nine high-flying Japanese 
bombers made the first attack of 
the war on Port, Hedland. small 
freight port southwest of Broome, 
in western Australia, causing 
slight damage and one casualty, 
and made a futile, single-plane 
night attack on Horn Island, in the 
Torres strait.

Keeping up their own offensive 
operations. Allied heavy bombers 
pounced on the destroyer-escorted 
Japanese transport 100 miles off 
Gana Mission, Papua, and scored 
five direct hits, leaving the vessel 
spouting flames visible for 30 miles.

MOSCOW, July 31 (/Pi—Armored 

trains of the Red army rolled into 
the shell-torn steppes of the Don 
bend todsy. bringing up fresh re­
inforcements f o r  t h e  defenders 
who already had reported check­
ing the German onslaught west 
of Stalingrad.
T h e  n e w  troops were rushed 

straightway into the battle which 
has raged for a week in the great 
loop of the Don, front dispatches 
said.

B u t  while t h e  Russians there 
were said to be holding the Nazi 
advance, even thrusting it back at 
some points, the situation below 
Rostov continued extremely grave, 
with the Germans admittedly still 
able to roll on at points south of 
the Don.

(The German high command said 
that its forces had crossed the Low­
er Don on a 150-mile front and that 
some of its spearheads were 112 
miles south of the river, with the 
important railway station of Kush- 
chevka captured by a Nazi division.)

The Soviet armies along the Don 
were fighting under exhortations of 
their leaders and the whole So­
viet press to "die but don't re­
treat" and live up to the tradi­
tions set by Russia's greatest war-, 
riors of the past, the latter a theme 
set yesterday by Joseph Stalin him­
self.

Dispatches from the hard-pressed 
front south of Rostov and Tslml- 
yansk said the Russians had lost 
further ground and reported a grave 
threat developing between Bataisk, 
15 miles south of Rostov, and the 
Sea of Azov.

Although there was no indication 
that the main Caucasus army of 
Lieut. Gen. D. T. Kozlov yet had 
been thrown thld the fight. Red 
Star reported that In the Don bend, 
battle-loving cavalrymen from the 
Soviet Bashkir republic on the west­
ern slopes of the Urals had dealt 
the Germans a heavy blow in a 
surprise night attack.

Led by Col. Mingaly Shaimura- 
tov, a veteran of 25 years of mili­
tary operations who lost his life 
in Ihr charge, th e  hard-riding 
descendants of the warriors of 
Ghengis Khan were said to have 
driven the Germans out of a vil­
lage with heavy losses.
Red Star said a full division of 

the Bashkir cavalry had joined the 
Don bend battle

It was there tha t the Russians 
reported repulsing the German a t­
tack in a see-saw battle south and 
southwest of Kletskaya, 80 miles 
from Stalingrad, where the Ger­
mans hurled flying wedges of troops 
walled bv tanks Into the fight.

From the Voronezh front the Rus­
sians also reported repulsing the 
Germans In fighting f o r bridge­
heads on both sides of the Don.

Field Marshal Fedor von Bock 
used the phalanx or flying-wedge 
attack to strengthen the Nazi bid 
for Stalingrad, but Russian ac­
counts said it resulted disastrously.

Fresh Soviet gains were reported 
also in the bitter battle of Voro-

Russians In 
South Routed, 
Nazis Claim

Rallying Soviet armies, fighting 
under the slogan, "Die, but Don't 
Retreat," threw back the Germans 
in some sectors of the Don river 
bend 80 miles northwest of Stalin­
grad today, but In the Caucasus the 
situation grew even more critical.

A bulletin from Adolf Hitler's 
field headquarters declared that 
German, Rumanian and Slovak 
troops driving toward the Cauca­
sus oil fields had already thrust 
spearheads 112 miles below the 
Don, and the Russians acknowl­
edged German advances in this 
theater.
The Nazi command said that 

fighting was in progress for the town 
of Salsk, a Junction on the last ma­
jor rail line from the Caucasus to 
Stalingrad 100 miles southeast of 
Rostov, and that Axis troops had 
swept across the Don on a 150-mlle 
front.

German speed troops and ad­
vanced Infantry divisions were pic­
tured by the Nazi command as 
closely pursuing the Russians and 
preventing further retreat at several 
points by outstripping the "disor­
ganized fugitives.”

Strong Soviet attacks were ac­
knowledged In the north, around 
Rzhev, 130 miles northwest of Mos­
cow, on the Volkhov front and out­
side Leningrad.

In the battle of the Don river 
bend, above Stalingrad, the Red ar­
mies reported they had turned a 
novel "flying wedge” attack of 
massed German infantry, walled by 
tanks, into a death trap for the Na­
zis.

Dispatches to Red S tar said Rus­
sian troops also wiped out three 
battalions of German infantry dis­
guised in Soviet army uniforms. Red 
Star said the deception was quick­
ly frustrated when It was discovered

FDR Upheld 
By Highest ' I  
Court In Land

Prisoners Denied 
Right To File 
Habeas Corpus

WASHINGTON, J u l y ] *  

(&)—The supreme c o u rt
unanimously upheld Presi­
dent Roosevelt’s wartime 
power today to close the civil 
courts to seven alleged Nazi 
saboteurs and to appoint a 
military commission to de­
termine their fate.

The charges preferred against the 
men—that they slipped Into Amerl 
ca armed with explosives to 
war production plants—allege 
offense which, the court said, 
president is authorized to 
tried before a military coi 

This commission, which began 
secret sessions July 8, Is now fl 
ing the case and, Attorney Oei 
Biddle, elated over the su| 
court’s ruling, said the 
before the commission would 
concluded speedily and that 
commission might be able to 
a verdict to the president 
next week.

Colonel Kenneth C. Ro.vall, one 
of the army officers assigned to 
the defense, expressed doubt that 
the proceedings would conclude So 
quickly, however, apparently Indi­
cating an intention to plead St 
length for the prisoners' Uvea.

Royall had argued to the 
that no one In America should 
denied the right to civil trial, 
the prosecution had contended 
these men ware sBsmtaa in 
practical a sense as “paraei 
or Invading armies” and had no Mb- 
stltutlonal rights.

The defense declared that MSS 
of the prisoners, a t Itast, were in 
effect refugees from Germany and 
had no Intention of actually using 
the training and tile exploatves 
with which they came equipped.

Further, the defense had contend­
ed that President Roosevelt's Order 
closing the civil courts to specified 
types of persons was “totalljl In­
valid and unconstltutlonaL"

In handing down its 
the end of an extraordinary 
day session, the cdurt observe 
it "has fully considered the ques­
tions raised."

Chief Justice Stone announced 
that the court denied the prisoners' 
motion to Idle writs of habeag cor­
pus.

Only seven of the eight aocused 
saboteurs sought the writ.

The court's opinion found: '
“1. That the charges preferred 

against petitioners on which they 
are being tried by a mllltt 
mission appointed by 
the president on July 
an offense or offenses which" the 
president is authorized to on 
before a military commission, j 

”2. That the military cQ 
was lawfully constituted.

"3. That petitioners are beM In 
lawful custody, or trial before the 
military commission, and have hot 
shown cause for being discharged 
by writ of habeas corpus^

Fantastic Tale Of 
Killer Recounted

DENVER. July 31 (AV-'Trapped 
in the tiny attic of a house that 
children believed haunled, a wis­
py, half-starved man has admit­
ted, Detective Captain James E. 
Childers said today, beating to 
death the aged owner, and then 
living furtively In a cubbyhole of 
the house for nine months.
Gaunt and clad jn old clothes tied 

together with a rope, the man said 
he was Mathew Cornish, 59, once an 
advertising salesman in Tonawan- 
da. N. Y.

He was captured yesterday In the 
small hrlck house of Philip Peters, 
73-year-old retired railroad auditor, 
who was found beaten to death In 
a blood-spattered room last Octo­
ber 17.

“I killed him because he caught

Investigating children's tales of 
a phantom, eerie sounds and ghost­
like lights in the modest home in 
a quiet North Denver residential 
section, police saw the front door 
open slowly.

Pood preservation was demon­
strated by Mrs. Julia E. Kelley, 
Gray county home demonstration 
agent, to Hopkins Home Demon­
stration club members and guests 
when they met at Phillips commu­
nity hall this week,

“Cook fruits and vegetables as 
little as possible to retain the na­
tural flavor, color, and vitamins. 
Always use hot water bath for 
fruits but pressure vegetables.

"Exhaust the food before It is 
either pressured or the hot water 
bath is used. To exhaust fruits and 
vegetables, place the filled con­
tainers on a rock In a larger con­
tainer with the boiling water at 
least two Inches below the tops of 
containers; cover to keep the steam 
in. When the steam has collected 
between top of containers and lid, 
start counting time, exhaust fruits 
10 to 20 minutes, depending on ripe­
ness of fruit; exhaust vegetables 
15 to 30 minutes. After foods are 
exhausted, pack more foods Into 
containers and cook fruits In wa­
ter bath, that is in boiling water 
with the water coming above the 
jars or containers two inches; boil 
from 15 to 30 minutes. For vege­
tables place in pressure cooker aft­
er exhausting and pressure 35 min­
utes at 12 pounds pressure.

"In drying fruits and vegetables, 
the oven or the sunlight can be 
used,” Mrs. Kelley stated. “In us­
ing the oven, be sure the oven is 
not over 150 degrees. Eight hours 
is sufficient time for drying in the 
oven.

"In drying in the open sunlight 
be sure the screens are covered to 
keep out dust and flies and from 
one to two days will be ample time. 
After fruits a n d  vegetables are 
dried, place them in small bags and 
store in a dark place where the 
air can circulate around them,” she 
concluded.

British Fighters

LONDON, July 31. 4AP>— British 
light naval forces engaged in three 
successful skirmishes with German 
boats, planes and shore guns In the 
North sea and English channel 
overnight, the admiralty announced 
today.

Today's communique disclosed 
there were two raids and a heavier 
toll of invading aircraft and added 
that one American plane was lost. 
The pilot, however, was saved.

Capt. Albert J. Baumler shot 
down two of the Japanese bombers, 
the war bulletin said, the same num­
ber as credited yesterday to Maj. 
John E. Allison of Gainesville. Fla.

All four of the bombers were 
downed in the first rafd. It was while 
returning from this engagement 
that the one American plane cas­
ualty crashed while coming in for 
a landing.

The three enemy fighters were de­
stroyed during the second attack to 
bring the score to seven, the biggest 
single day’s bag since the regular 
U. S. air force succeeded the Ameri­
can Volunteer Group on July 1.

Novikoff, who led every minor 
league in which he performed, is 
a free-swinging bad-ball hitter.

Confirmation still was lacking for 
a Vichy (French) radio broadcast 
report yesterday that German troops 
from the Crimea had crossed the 
narrow Kerch strait to thef* Cauca­
sus mainland and were Imperilling 
the Russians below Batalsk.

Front-line dispatches said the Na­
zi experiment with tank-walled 
“flying wedge" attacks ended In dis­
aster for the invaders.

Soviet gunners held their fire as 
the phalanx advanced, then wreck­
ed the forward tank wall with vol­
ley after volley of point-blank fire 
and left the Nazi infantry exposed. 
Russian troops dashed into the 
breach, dispatches said, killing many 
Germans and routing the others In 
hand-to-hand fighting.

Red Star said the Invaders fell 
back over steppes littered with bod­
ies and smashed machines.

“In one sector alone during the 
last few days, 120 enemy tanks have 
been destroyed and more than 2,- 
000 enemy fighters and men killed,” 
Soviet headquarters reported.

On the Lower Don, midway be­
tween Stalingrad and Rostov, the 
Soviet command reported that "our 
troops continued to fight with the 
object of annihilating the enemy 
group which crossed the river” near 
Tsimlyansk.

In this sector, the Russians said, 
Red army tanks ploughed Into a 
German formation and killed 1,500.

Meanwhile, the arrival in Lon­
don of four high-ranking U. S. 
army air force officers, coupled 
with the debarkation of a big new 
contingent of Canadian troops in 
the British Isles, stirred fresh 
speculation that an Allied inva­
sion of Western Europe might be 
near.

The first reported instance of the 

seizure by a German submarine of 
an American ship's captain as a 
prisoner of war was disclosed by 
tlie navy yesterday in announcing 
the sinking of another U. S. mer­
chantman In the western Atlantic.

With the loss of of the Brazilian 
freighter Tamandare, announced 
by the Brazilian government yes­
terday. the Associated Press unof­
ficial tally of submarine sinkings of 
United and neutral nations' craft 
in the area rose to 404.

"You are a prisoner of war. I 
want you to come aboard. I am 
very sorry.” survivors of the Amer­
ican vessel quoted an English- 
speaking U-boat commander as hav­
ing said to the American as his 
ship was foundering in the South 
Atlantic on July 9.

“We'll treat him well. He'll be 
aboard only about 11 days,” the 
commander replied to pleas of the 
43 survivors to let their captain ac­
company them in lifeboats.

BANS BOONDOGGLING

Civilian Service corps was creat­
ed by OCD—it was really Jonathan 
Daniels’ idea—to provide a useful 
and not a boondoggling, fan-danc­
ing, co-ordinated bowling, or simi­
larly silly outlet for the energies of 
people who wanted to do some lit­
tle something to help win the war. 
The old name of the Division of 
Voluntary Participation was simply 
too much of a mouthful to be prac­
tical, so Civilian Service corps was 
bom. It stressed “service" and it 
had the semi-military character of 
an army “corps.”

A formal order creating the corps 
was handed down about two months 
ago. Members of the corps are se­
lected from their qualifications list­
ed on the mobilization card. They’re 
hand-picked for particular jobs. 
They must agree to take orders and 
they can be fired if they don't. They 
must be fingerprinted and they 
must take an oath to support and 
defend the constitution, swearing a-1 
so that they do not and have not 
since May 27, 1941, advocated the 
overthrow of the constitutional 
form of government of the U. 8. by 
force or violence.

MAKE DEAL8 FOR JOBS

Next, OCD made deals with other 
civilian war organizations—Office of 
Price Administration, Office of De­
fense Transportation, the salvage 
and conservation committees of the 
War Production board—to use Ci­
vilian Service corps people In their 
work. For Instance, Schenectady 
wanted a rent survey. Local Civilian 
Service corps people made it and It 
didn’t cost a cent.

Some of the 
price celling educational work was 
done by CSC women. And so on.

Since I  have repeatedly used the expression 
that we should have a government with the con­
sent of all the governed and not just a bare 
majority and since I  also advocate using force 
to prevent people from doing harm to others, it 
might seem a t first thought that I  am using words 
without meaning or that I am contradicting myself.

Now let us explain what a government with 
the consent of all the governed really means.

From the beginning of time people have had 
certain inalienable rights; that there can be no 
rights without responsibilities and duties; that 
these natural rights obligate the individual to 
respect the equal, natural rights of all other 
people. This is necessary in order that each man 
may have his own rights. Every man is owner 
of himaelf but he is owner of ro  one else other 
than himself. He, therefore, h a - no right to inter­
fere with the other person’s r.pial “¡gilts.

Now where are weT Mos' every person will 
agree to the abjve statements. In man’s sober, 
raiicna; periods, he will agree that if he violates 
the rights of others, he should be restrained by 
punishment. Even the worst crook will publicly 
promise to respect the rights of others. So he 
voluntarily gives the government the right to use 
force to prevent him irom violating other people’s 
rights that he has agreed to respect. In other 
words, he voluntarily makes a contract with his 
fellowman to respect their equal rights. Now, 
when he violates this agreement voluntarily made, 
then those he is exploiting or harming have a 
right to use force or have their government use 
force to prevent him from so doing. They have 
this right because he has previously entered 
into this kind of a contract with them. Govern­
ments, in reality, are nothing but contractual 
relations. There could be no government if people 
would not carry out their contracts. There would 
be nothing but anarchy.

So there is really no conflict in saying that 
a man can be forced or coerced and, at the same 
time, have a government with the consent of ¡he 
same man who is forced and coerced.

An Illiuitratian
Let us lise prohibition of intoxicating liquors 

as an illustration. Practically every' man in his 
reflective moments will agree that he has no 
right to drive on the public highways when his 
drinking endangers the lives of his fellowman. 
He will agree th a t he shall b e  punished if H e 
does do this. He is consenting to force being used 
to prevent him.

On the other hand, many people, in their 
deliberative moments, will not agree, that is 
will nqt make a voluntary contract with their 
fellowman, that they have a right to be punished 
If he uses liquor on his own property, temperately 
or otherwise, and harms no one directly but 
himself. To have the majority use force to ore- 
vent him from doing something that he never 
agreed that he would not do is a violation of 
the principle of a true democracy—a government 
with the consent of all the governed.

A reader contends that I  have an untenable 
position in saying that a woman needs not live 
with her husband whose drinking might endanger 
her life and comfort. The reader points out that 
she had solemnly agreed to live in a marriage 
state during her life time.

Because she refuses to live with him under 
these circumstances need not be a violation of her 
contract She need not get a divorce. On the other 
hand, the public opinion and courts have quali­
fied the meaning of her promises to live with 
her husband till death do them part. They have 
come to believe that the promise was on condition 
that both parties had regard for the natural God 
given rights of the other. Marriage vows have 
changed from time to time. Most all marriages 
years ago used to require the woman to promise 
to obey. This is now usually omitted.

Yes, there is no contradiction in using force 
to compel people to live u{> to their contracts 
made in the deliberative times of their lives. Con­
sent and force thus can be harmonized when time 
is taken into account.

Red Marshal Timoshenko, while

During the first year’s fighting 
both sides suffered tremendous los­
ses in men and materiel, and in ad­
dition the Bolshevists gave up vast 
industrial and agricultural resour­
ces. Still, it was Impossible to es­
timate the potential of recovery for 
either side with any degree of cer­
tainty. We had to wait to see what 
the Nazi chief produced in the way 
of his “spring” offensive.

Even now, despite the fierceness 
of the fighting, we haven’t  got the 
answer to our question. The Red 
retirement hasn’t given us a gauge, 
because that was anticipated and 
it has been carried out in an or­
derly manner. The conflict now has 
reached a stage, however, when 
marked weakness on either side 
will begin to show up

CAN IT BE STOPPED
(New York .Sun)

If wages are to be increased by application 
of a national policy to match the increase in the 
cost of living since January 1, 1941, when and 
how are the brakes (o he applied? An important 
component of the cost of living is the cost of 
food; members of the farm bloc in Congress are 
determined that no price ceilings shall be pul over 
food prices short of parity.

Parity  is not a fixed price. It is the price which 
will give the farm er the same purchasing power 
for his products that they enjoyed in the base 
period of 1909-14 with respect to the things that 
he had to buy. An important component, of the 
cost of the things that the farmer has to buy is 
the labor cost. If the labor cost rises, then the 
formula for calculating parity will have to be 
worked out afresh and the prices of farm products, 
which represent an important part of the cost 
of living, will be forced upward.

It is obvious that this upward spiral of wages 
and the cost of living is inevitable if the War 
Labor Board's policy is applied on a nationwide 
scale and if members of Congress /and pressure 
groups keep farm products exempu from price 
control. /

Farmers and workers under Wnion contracts 
may lose temporarily in this seeijaw race, but the 
real losers will be those who are/in neither camp.
