WASHINGTON. (UPD -
House and Senate negotiators
all but wrapped up the biggest
tax reform, tax cut package in
modern history today in a 17-
hour session that ended at 3
am. EST.

The 14 conferees planned to]
meet again at noon EST. They
said they definitely planned to
finish their work today. The
whole tax package would then
go before both houses for a
final vote, probably Monday.

Otherwise during Thursday’s
busy congressional session:

—President Nixon threatened
to veto the spending bill for the
Department of Health, Educa-
tion and Welfare and related
agencies because he said it
would be inflationary.

—House-Senate compromisers
agreed to continue the war on
poverty to another two years,
with few changes—a victory for
the Nixon administration.

—The Senate passed 55 to 35
a foreign aid bill totaling just
over $2 billion, but not including
£54.5 million for a squadron of
jet fighter planes as approved
by the House in its $1.6 billion
measure.
