high cost of living that he was
opposed to suspension of the 40-
hour week law.

The presidential message is ex- |
pected to outline a program calling |
for freezing most commodity prices |
at about March 1 levels, drastic |
taxes on war profits and possibly
wage control. It is to be sent to |
congress Monday. Later, the Pres- |
ident expects to discuss the program
in a radio address to the nation. |

Mr. Roosevelt was 1('|)lc-sentod<
as taking the attitude that since
most war plants were employing |
shifts of 48 hours or longer, the
issue involved in the dispute over |
the 40-hour law was one of pay
that could be handled satisfactorily
in any directive he might make to
government agencies to keep wages |
in line with living costs. The law |
requires time and one-half pay for
work in excess of 40 hours a week

Furthermore, he was said to re- |
gard proposals to suspend or re-
peal the law as being tantamount |
to changing the rules while the |
game is in progress |

As for other labor questions, it
was such issues as strikes and the |
open and closed shop were being
worked out satisfactorily under exist- |
ing agreements

A pronouncement of this nature,
however, was not expected to quiet |
demands in congress for restrictive |
labor legislation |

Senator George (D-Ga.) said he |

WASHINGTON, April 26—So Paul
V. McNutt becomes chairman of the
War Manpower commission. It is his
third big government job, the other
two being federal security adminis-
trator and director of the Office of
Defense Health and Welfare Serv-
ices. The proper way to address him
hereafter is, “Mr. Governor-Admin-
istrator - Director - Chairman Mc -
Nutt,” and be sure you leave noth-
ing out. i

That’s the official designation.
Unofficially, the appointment makes
the silver-titched Hoosier knight
the fair-haired boy and white hope
of the organized labor movement.
Labor wanted this manpower ma-
chinery set up in the Department
of Labor, and not under Sidney Hill-
man. It is an open secret that oppo-
sition of the A. F.of L.and C. 1. O

finally “got” Hillman, head of the
labor division of the War Produc-
tion  board. Conscientious, hard-

working Hillman ran his jobs the
way he thought they should be run
for the best interests of the war ef-
fort. But he would accept no dicta-
tion from the labor leaders, though
he tried to make decisions which
would not be unpopular with them.
In the end he was damned by both
A.F. of L. and C. 1. O. leaders, and
in the reorganization of the War
Production board, the labor division
under Hillman was reduced to such
secondary importance that there
was only one step further in his ca-
reer—to be kicked upstairs to the
position of “special assistant to the
President on labor matters.”

How long McNutt will remain the
darling of the labor leaders is some-
thing to make book on. M¢Nutt is
still so politically ambijtious he would
not harm a flea—if it had a vote
He will make a sSpeech on the
slightest provocation before any as-
sembly—of voters—and you may ex-
pect to see his name waving with
the Stars and Stripes on any plat-
form where labor harmony senti-
ments are expressed. His next major
appearance will be at the joint A.-
F. of L-C. 1. O. “Buy a Bomber”
show in St. Paul, April 29.

HIS CHANCE TO TALK

There has been some speculation
in labor circles as to whether Mc-
Nutt would reveal his manpower
program at this St. Paul speech.
There isn't enough of an opportun-
ity for the McNutt brand of oratory
in a speech of that kind, and be-
sides, it is doubtful if the organiza-
tion will have been perfected by
that time.

The commission must be named,
meet, formulate its policies, decide
how it will co-ordinate the 10 gov~
ernment agencies assigned to its care
by the President’s executive order,
and what it will do with the sever-
al agencies like the Labor depart-
ment’s apprenticeship training pro-
gram, and the training functions of
Hillman’s labor division of WPB

This war labor training program
under Col. Frank J. McSherry has
of course done a tremendous job in
helping supply trained workers for
expanding war production indus-
tries. ‘Tt can go on functioning but
some of the other functions of the
labor division may be. killed off in
the manpower reshuffle.

LABOR LED HERE

The original idea was that labor
committees would sit in with com-
mittees from management and tell
how things should be done. Labor
wanted it that way, but never quite
put it over, in spite of the fact that
labor has from the outset of the de-
fense effort been about two miles
ahead of management on the prob-
lem of converting civilian industries
to war production.

There are today 24 of these labor
advisory committees, on paper, cor-
responding with 24 main industry
advisory committees which repre-
sent management and sit in with
the War Production board industry

Rarely in this war has a Hitler-
timed stroke failed to fall. on &
week-end.

Japan’s stunningly swift sweep
down the China sea to take posses-
sion of the vast oil fields of the
Dutch East Indies and now her
march into Burma has achieved
greater danger of Allied oil stran-
gulation on that front than all
Hitler's victories have accomplished
in Europe. India and China are
already feeling the oil pinch. Th&
last important producing field in
Burma is dangerously threatened.
If Allied sources best informed
as to oil resources of the Axis aret
right about it, however, both Ger-
many and Japan, to say nothing of
Italy, are  themselves approaching
oil starvation.

Crop, Wickard
;Tells Farmers

By OVID A. MARTIN

WASHINGTON, April 24. (AP)—
Although much of the world

eign trade and a record surplus of
wheat in this country soon will|
lead Secretary of Agriculture Wick- |
ard to advise American farmers
that they must reduce production
further or be content with lower
prices.

The forthcoming
crop and the carryover from pre-
vious years are expected to provide
a supply greater than this coun-
try’s transportation and storage
facilities can handle. Officials pre-
dict that the supply will be suffi-
cient to meet the normal needs of
the country for two years.

On the other hand, virtually the
whole of Europe—particularly Ger-
man-occupied Belgium, France, the
Netherlands, Greece and the Bal-
kans, as well as Italy and unoccu-
pied France, and Spain—are on
short bread rations. Germany it-
self is running short of supplies
Europe normally depends upon
overseas sources for much of its
wheat.

Because storage facilities are al-
ready crowded with surplus wheat,
corn and other grains from previous
crops, the department expects an
acute problem to develop when the
new wheat crop starts moving to

Estimates haye been made that up-
wards of 75,000,000 bushels may
have to be piled in fields or placed
in improvised bins on farms.

The agriculture department set
this year’s wheat .production goal
at the lowest point permitted under
the crop control act. - This legisla-
tion specifies that the national
planting allotment for wheat may
not be less than 55,000,000 acres, In
the past as much as 80,000,000 acres
have been seeded.
