named secretary. Mr. Boyles suc­
ceeds C. P. Buckler, retired member, 
as president of the board.

The board voted to file necessary 
papers making the bonding company

Sal­
aries of lower salaried teachers were 
increased $10 a month at the last 
meeting but the board did not raise 
the higher salaried group.

Trains will soon be passing over 
the Cuyler street underpass One 
line of track has been almost com­
pleted and the other lines will be 
laid immediately.

A huge Santa F? crane reached 
Pampa yesterday morning and by 
noon was in place to set the huge 
steel stringers in place. The great 
claws clamped tightly on the steel, 
lifted it from two flat cars and 
gently placed it on the concrete 
abutments Soon it was anchored 
and ties and rails were being placed.

T h e  crew worked until nearly 
dark last night and this morning 
continued laying rails. The track 
should be ready for use in a few 
days.

In all, three lines will be laid. Then 
temporary tracks will be torn up and 
excavating of the south approach 
to  th e  underpass will be started 
Then it won't be long until concrete 
is poured and Pampa will have its 
first underpass In .operation.

The job was started more than a 
year ago but was delayed several 
months because of inability to secure 
steel.

There was interest a-plenty In 
the movement and everybody pres­
ent acted as though each weed in 
Pampa was a dirty little Jap that 
had to be annihilated right now.

Although the talk centered on 
getting rid of the weeds, the gen­
eral idea is not weeds alone but 
tree limbs, leaves, paper—all that 
combine to create fire hazards and 
make a city an unsightly place

As the meeting progressed, the 
weed wardens, each of whom will 
have one block to supervise, were 
lined up on their territories and 
instructed on what they were to do.

It was suggested that the weed 
wardens appoint at least four dep­
uty weed wardens in the block, and 
that these wardens personally con­
tact everybody living in the block 
regarding methods of cutting weeds 
and keeping the block clean

The residents of a block have the 
power to decide what action they 
shall take regarding cutting weeds 
on vacant lots. It was suggested 
that they first contact the owner of 
the lot and ask him to have the 
weeds cut. The final course of ac­
tion, in the event other methods 
failed, would be for the residents 
of a block to be responsible for 
the weeds In that block, and they 
could either band together in cut­
ting them or hire boys to do the 
work.

The weed-cutting campaign will 
last all summer, it was emphasized.

tic wheels that wear longer and 
make less noise than steel ones.

And Mistress Mary will find her 
dolls cuddle just as coyly, filled with 
milkweed instead of kapoc, a fibre.

Musicians who used to boast about 
tliat specially imported reed for 
their clarinets (a South American 
product) can now "go out of the 
world” with a home-made plastic 
lip piece.

Comforters of sufficient warmth 
to withstand the coldest night are 
now made from plain garden variety 
vegetables. The technical name for 
the filling is cellulose, but it’s still 
just a vegetable offspring.

Pillows, like Mary's doll, are soft­
er when they contain milkweed silk 
instead of wool matting.

And, ihcfcTentalry, the t i S. Navy 
is using some life preservers filled 
with this same milkweed silk in­
stead of kapoc.

Drapes, curtains and even dress 
materials are being made of soy

After observing the market s be­
havior yesterday, the first day in 
which blanket ceilings were in ef­
fect, livestock experts expressed 
belief the anti-inflation strait- 
jacket on beef and pork prices ap­
plied with almost equal rigidity 
to the live animals

As long as wholesale meat prices 
hold near these ceilings, they said, 
this stability is likely to be trans­
mitted to the live market. In other 
words, unless there is a revision of 
the wholesale ceilings, live cattle 
and hogs can go down but not up, 
at least not much.

Ceilings on retail meat will go 
Into effect Monday. Mutton and 
lamb are exempt from restrictions 
in both the wholesale and retail 
trade.

Livestock men do not look for 
outright freezing of cattle and hog 
prices. They expect local supply 
and demand conditions to continue 
to play an Important role. Thus, 
packing Interests who find them­
selves temporarily shy of certain 
supplies to keep plants In opera­
tion may be forced to bid over 
ceilings at times to meet their re­
quirements.

On the other hand, they could 
not forecast what the markets 
would do With any material ex­
pansion in receipts, such as nor­
mally occurs in the hog trade late 
In the summer. A change In the

Gone are the happy smile and 

friendly wave of the democratic lit­
tle fellow who greeted the nation 
from his wheel chair by the side of 
the road.

In 1928 Bob. a husky 23-year-old 
truck driver, was shot by filling sta­
tion bandits.

His hips and legs were paralyzed.
Bitter at his fate, Bob sat In his 

yard bordered by a sweeping curve 
of U. S. Highway No. 40.

Some of the motorists waved as 
they slowed for the bend. Bob ans­
wered the greetings reluctantly at 
first, and then with greater anima­
tion as this simple expression of 
good fellowship became a life-sus­
taining fetish.

One man was the only survivor of 
a bomber which exploded in a forced 
landing off the New Guinea coast.

He was hurled through the wreck­
age into the water and before los­
ing consciousness managed to start 
the automatic inflation valve of his 
life Jacket.

Dazed, he floated for seven hours 
"with things sticking up like sub­
marine periscopes” about him. he 
said.

" I  guess they were sharks but I 
wasn't worried. I had too many oth­
er things to think about. And I could 
not understand why I was alive when 
all the others were killed.”

The tide finally pushed him on­
to the beach. He was within 50 yards 
of a village where a native doctor 
tended his wounds and fed him.

Later he was joined by 12 other 
airmen who had crashed In the area 
In two planes. The 13 joined in me­
morial services for five dead com­
rades.

The fliers were well cared for by 
the natives—they said they were fed 
on delicious seacow steaks—and fin­
ally set out for Port Moresby, Allied 
base on the south coast of New Gui­
nea. in a small boat.

"The trip lasted almost three days 
and was another nightmare,” said 
one of the fliers.

“Waves kept breaking over us. We 
had to hang on and keep a constant 
guard on Injured men—but some­
how we finally reached port."

Peiain's Hasty Trip
WASHINGTON. May 12 (49—Sus­

pens^ and uncertainty were injected 
Into the question of Martinique and 
other French overseas possessions to­
day by the sudden decision of Chief 
of State Marshal Petain to cut short 
a Riviera vacation and hasten back 
to Vichy

State department officials said 
they had no information which 
would shed light on Petain’s move, 
but in other quarters It was sug­
gested the Axis powers might be ex­
erting pressure on the Vichy govern­
ment to undertake some desperate 
action in retaliation for the Mada­
gascar occupation and what they 
called the American "threat” to 
French western hemisphere posses­
sions.

It was recalled that Pro-Nazi P i­
erre Laval's sudden return to power 
in Vichy a month ago was accompa­
nied by reliable reports that he was 
considering a grandiose campaign to 
"reconquer” (presumably with Ger­
man assistance) the French colonial 
possessions now in British and Free 
French hands.

There still was no official word 
of the reaction in Martinique to the 
American proposal laid before Ad­
miral Georges Robert. French high 
commissioner there, by the American 
mission last Saturday.

Nor was there any official disclo­
sure of the details of the “arrange­
ment” proposed to Admiral Robert 
whereby Martinique and other 
French Caribbean possessions would 
be safeguarded against becoming in­
volved In Axis operations against the 
United States or its Allies.

Hitler Trying To 
Open First Great 
Offensive Attack

Russia’s armies were reported today to have crushed 
a biff-scale German attack in the Crimea, frustrating a 
Nazi drive toward the great Caucasus oil fields after four 
days of heavy fighting. N

Soviet dispatches said the Germans apparently were 
trying to develop their first full-fledged 1942 offensive.

A bulletin from Adolf Hitler’s field headquarters 
said German and Rumanian troops, supported by strong 
Nazi air force units, opened the attack on the Kerch 
peninsula last Friday.

“ The battle since then has been' in full swing,” Hit­
ler’s headquarters said.

A Berlin broadcast quoted a German military spokes­
man as saying the Crimean action was “the first great 
offensive operation since the winter defensive.”

German planes is racing over the 
Bolshevik front, where Junkers 8Ts 
are carrying out dive-bombing at­
tacks.”

German sappers and infantry 
were said to have landed behind 
Russian lines under fierce fire.

Berlin military quarters acknowl­
edged the importance of the Kerch 
front but shied at describing the 
new action as the start of a Ger­
man spring offensive.”

Military advices reaching London 
said the German onslaught col­
lapsed against the Red army's 
stubborn defence and that counter­
attacking Russian troops drove the 
invaders back into their original 
lines with heavy casualties.

German infantrymen still held 
an advanced point in one sector, it 
was said, but now are being fiercely 
attacked by the Russians.

London military quarters said re­
ports that a German army of 2,- 
000,000 troops had launched an of­
fensive on the Donets river front, 
in the Ukraine, were "completely 
unfounded."

Commenting on the Kerch pen­
insula battle, a British spokes­
man said the Nazi thrust may 
have been at least the prelude to 
a major offensive because "The 
Germans realize they must clear 
the Kerch peninsula before ad­
vancing from Taganrog on to 
Rostov."
A German communique indicated 

that the Russians were attempting 
to land sea-borne reinforcements to 
check the assault, reporting that 
German planes sank two Soviet 
transports totalling 5,000 tons and 
several small vessels In attacks off 
the Kerch peninsula and off the 
southeast coast of the sea of Azov- 

A Nazi broadcast said the drive 
was marked by the Introduction of 
new, improved weapons.

In this connection, Tass, the Sov­
iet news agency, charged last week 
that the Germans had used poison 
gas shells for the first time In the 
Crimea: and British Prime Minis­
ter Winston Churchill sternly warn­
ed Hitler In his broadcast Sunday 
that Britain would attack the Reich 
with poison-gas bombs if Germany 
used gas against Russia 

The London Star today publish­
ed a Vichy news agency dispatch 
quoting Bucharest sources as de­
claring that a new type of German 
land mine had deceived the Rus­
sians into believing the Germans 
were using poison gas.

Actually, the dispatch said, the 
new-type explosive “causes a con­
siderable decrease in pressure and 
neutralizes oxygen In the air over 
a radius of 300 yards.”

A German spokesman again 
denied that Hitler's armies had 
resorted to this outlawed form of 
warfare, asserting that the com­
ing battles would prove the Ger­
mans needed no gas.
Meanwhile, a Soviet communique 

reported that a big munitions works 
In Munich, Germany, had been 
blown up and attributed it to 
mounting "resentment of the Ger­
man people to the criminal Hit­
lerite clique.”

The communique said walls and 
fences In Munich, the birthplace of 
the Nazi movement, were plastered 
with such slogans as "Down with 
the criminal war!"

On other fronts in the world­
wide conflict. Allied prospects ap­
peared on the upgrade:

Burma—Chinese military «Bar­
ters reported that Japanese col­
umns driving op the Barms road 
into China proper had been 
thrown back and had retreated 
to the Barma-China frontier 
town of Wanting. Other report«

A German broadcast said Japa­
nese vanguards had crossed the 
Indian frontier at several points 
and had seized control of the 
coastal zone between Akyab, Burma, 
and the Indian port of Chittagong.

The Paris radio said Japanese 
troops “ fighting In the Bay of Ben­
gal area” had advanced within 31 
miles of Chittagong, or about 35 
miles inside India from the Burma 
frontier.

A Chinese spokesman said the 
deepest Japanese thrust into 
China's Yunnan province reached 
a point 12 miles northwest of Lun- 
gling. which is 50 miles inside 
China, but declared the enemy had  
been driven back 30 miles by a  
Chinese counter-offensive.

The spokesman said Chinese 
troops from the north and south 
were attempting to encircle the 
Japanese, while the enemy sought 
to trap the Chinese—"and who will 
succeed remains to be seen.”

Australia—Gen. Douglas MacAr- 
thur's headquarters reported that 
Japan was still paying a heavy 
price for her defeat in the battle 
of the Coral sea.

A communique said Allied fliers 
tracking down the scattered rem­
nants of the huge enemy inva­
sion armada had damaged two, 
and probably three, more ship«, 
raising the eight-day total to 23 
or 24 Japanese 'ships crippled or 
sent to the bottom.
The communique said Allied 

bombs hit two enemy transports 
yesterday In the Solomon islands, 
in the northern Coral sea, and 
scored two hits or near misses on 
a big Japanese tanker in the De- 
boyne Islands o ff the southeast 
tip of New Guinea-

Imperial Tokyo headquarters, 
whose claims on the Coral sea bat­
tle have already been branded as 
"fantastic” by Oen. MacArthur. 
listed four Allied ships as sunk and 
lour others damaged.

Tokyo said 98 Allied planes were 
shot down, against a loss of 31 
Japanese aircraft.

German Trouble
" If we pretend that we are at war merely because 

the Japanese attacked us at Pearl Harbor we are de­
priving the greatest of human tragedies of all its 
meaning" says Herbert Agar in the current Harper’s 
Magazine “We are at war primarily because of the 
sickness of our civilization." He asks what civiliza­
tion is, and answers thus:

"Civilization is a set of rules by which most men 
abide, of promises to which most men adhere. It is 
a set of institutions, of homely customs, which ex­
press the experience of centuries. It has its roots in 
cultural disciplines, religious and humanistic, which 
give life its meaning. Man creates these disciplines 
and supports them, to foster what is good in his 
nature and control what is bad When he begins to 
break his own rules and ignore his customs, civiliza­
tion sickens.”

Barbarism, he says, derides rules and promises, de­
stroys institutions. To the rule of law, customs, 
promises and self-discipline there is no alternative 
but terror. Mr. Agar explains why Germany, his­
torically, has remained a weak spot in world civiliza­
tion and adds, “When one man is under the weather 
he has throat trouble, another has stomach trouble, 
our civilization has German trouble."

This neither excuses Germany, nor blames world 
sickness on a single people, says Mr. Agar. We must 
heal our own inner weakness, folly and injustice, as 
well as overcome the enemies outside of our nation. 
His statement is an acute diagnosis of world miseries, 
indicating means of preventing future outbreaks of 
the disease. The question is wfiether the nations 
will be willing to take the bitter medicine necessary.

~NO COMFORT FOR THE MINORITY*
A N ew  Dealer, and of course a labor unionist, 

writes, “I  can find no comfort for the minority 
in  the Constitution. It checks the majority In 
various ways but in every case it provides a 
way for the majority to administer the law  of 
the land. I  shall be mighty grateful for an 
adverse opinion hacked by equally incontestable 
authority.”

The answer to this man’s confusion is that 
nine men have the power to prevent the bare 
majority from changing the law  of the land. 
Nine men have a right to protect both the 
minority, and the majority. The Constitution was 
so set up to protect the minority as well as the 
majority. •
, But this socialist, New  Dealer and unionist,
o f  course, recognizes no rights of an individual. 
E very  socialist loves to domineer and exploit 
his fellowman. They disregard all the safeguards 
of the Constitution to protect the minority. I f  
our founding fathers wanted a bare majority 
rule, they would never have had a Constitution. 
They never wbuld have had equal senators for 
every state. They never would have required 
three-fourths of the states to ratify a change in 
the law  of the land. They never would have 
given the .President the power to veto the bare 
majority of Congress.

The fact that one-fourth of the states can 
prevent a change of the law of the land, can 
easily mean ttiat as low’ as 10 per cent of the 
population can prevent the law  of the land from  
being changed that would interfere with the 
rights of the minority or the majority.

Truly, we do not want a government that does 
not protect both' the majority and the minority.

Real democracy respects the dignity of every 
human soul, not just a bare majority. A govern­
ment that only respected a bare majority is not 
the kind of a democracy we want. Certainly it is 
not the kind our Founding Fathers tried to estab­
lish. A  bare majority government could be tyranny 
of the worst kind.

I f  I  as an individual have no right to do to 
another as I  would not have another do to me, 
then a bare majority has no right to do to the 
minority what the bare majority would not want 
the minority to do to them.

I f  the Constituion or our government does 
not try to protect the inherent right of the indi­
vidual or the minority as the New  Dealer con­
tends then it has repealed the Golden Rule. Then 
our nation is not Christian. Certainly those who 
really believe in Christianity know that this is the
reason we are in the trouble we are in.

LET DEFENDERS OF INCOME' TAX ANSWER

Those who believe that income tax is a fair 
and wise tax should explain why, if it be so, that 
all of them will admit there must be some other 
tax besides income tax.

I f  it is a fair rule and does justice to every 
one and to the state, then why not use it ex­
clusively. Take a certain percentage of what 
each man produces and pay all our bills by this 
one tax.

The minute this is proposed, the unfair situa­
tion arises where a man owns a lot of land and 
leaves it lay idle and has no income and, thus, 
pays no tax. I f  the income tax were the only 
tax, a man could own half of the United States 
and have the government defend him in the right 
to own it and he would not have to use it to 
benefit the rest of mankind.

This is the very reason why an income tax is 
not as desirable as a tax on consumption.

I f  everything consumed were taxed on the uni­
form rate, then the man who had the property 
and was, thus, occupying it and consuming it, 
would have to use this property to satisfy human 
wants in order to have enough income to pay his 
tax. If he did not so use it, the tax would eat 
It up and take it from him and put it in the hands 
of those who would use it to the public interest.

Ncf, there is absolutely no excuse for any tax 
to be put on a man for adding to our wealth, to 
our tools, to our defense, to raising our standard 
of living. The tax should be on the man who sub­
tracts from our wealth, from our defense, from  
our standard of living. W e need only one tax and 
that is a universal consumer tax. It stands every 
rational test.

The heavy German attack in 
the Crimea probably represents 
an effort to drive an entering 
wedge to enable Ilerr Hitler to 
embark on his delayed spring of­
fensive through the gateway to 
the Caucasus where lie the seas 
of oil on which he yearns to float 
to glory.
The four-day-old battle is still 

under way, but the business-like 
manner in which the Reds report­
edly have flung the enemy back in 
the early stages is a further dem­
onstration that the Muscovites are 
swinging into this critical year with 
great striking power. This is the 
third time wthln recent days that 
tW  Bolshevsts have displayed their 
readiness to deal with emergencies, 
projected German attacks in the 
Ukraine and Leningrad sectors 
having been upset at least tempor­
arily by lightning Russian thrusts.

The Reds’ persistent attacks 
against the uneasy German line 
throughout the winter, and their 
ever-ready counter blows at Nazi 
insurgency, certainly are making 
tbe going tough for Herr Hitler’s 
spring drive. The fuehrer is ready 
for the race (well, he says he is, 
anyway) but the Russians just 
won't give him time to dig in his 
spikes and get a good start.

This Is the third spring for which 
the Nazi chief has prepared often - 

and always before this he 
got into action with the first 

and the earliest birds. He 
Germany's massive weight 

Norway and Denmark on 
9 two years ago. Last year

and Greece. This year here we are
at May 12. with summer already $37,222 To Army,
trying to crowd out spring, and the | 7
fuehrer hasn’t yet fired a big gun 
in anger, so to speak.

These Red tactics of beating the 
German offensive by not letting it 
get started may have a decisive ef­
fect on the trend of the spring and 
summer fighting, and that is to 
say on the outcome of the war. If 
the Muscovites can continue to pre­
vent another blitzkrieg from get­
ting under way, they will have gone 
far towards beating the man who 
would rule the world.

Despite the terrific lacing which 
he took from the Russians last 
winter. Hitler has managed at 
heavy cost of life and material to 
hang onto his main strategic posi­
tions along the general defensive 
line which he fixed as the limit 
of his retirement

However, while Hitler hasn't yet 
got fully under way we mustn't be 
foolish enough to think that he is 
finished. He still is powerful and 
when he finally gets his strength 
into play—which he might do in 
his present drive—we likely shall 
see some of the force of former 
springs. Whether he will persist in 
trying to break the Red line, 
though is problematical.

If the Reds continue to hold him 
at bay, he may lash out in tome 
other direction while doing a de­
fensive holding operation along the 
Russian front. He might, for in­
stance, try to break into the Middle 
East by means of by-passing Tur­
key and striking through Syria.
This would Involve that great air­
force which he has been getting 
ready for many months past.

W ASHINGTON, May 12 — That 

segment of the population which 
has believed the fake hue and cry 
that the investigation of Father 
Coughlin’s Social Justice represent­
ed a threat against all “freedom of 
the press” might take into consid­
eration some of the other false ru­
mors that have been spread by like 
vermin. One lie that has been whis­
pered by such people and has been

HIGH LIFE And
low life in 
The BIG City
A New Yorker’s brother in a for 

elgn country always writes at great 
length about the cost of ordinary 
commodities. He believes that the 
advancing price of butter is a vital 
bit of news. He may be right, so 
here is New York:

Rubber tips on my heels cost me 
35 cents the other morning. Two- 
bits Is all I  ever paid in that shop 
before. 1 saw $1.19 appear on the 
cash register in a grocery store 
for a man who bought two dozen 
eggs. I  pay only 42 cents a dozen. 
Practically all can goods has ad­
vanced from 2 to 5 cents. A neigh­
bor with stomach disorders tells me 
that bicarbonate of soda is the only 
article that has not increased in 
price. But the biggest miracle of 
all to me is that sugar is still 6 
cents a pound. Nobody I  know us­
es as much as the ration allows.

Butter is 48 cents a pound. Lovely 
grapefruit are 5 cents apiece. Cu­
cumbers. when I last priced them, 
were 29 cents each. Most of us 
smell them only. Tomatoes are set 
like precious gems in boxes a n d  
used for decoration in the stores. 
I  haven’t seen anyone purchase a 
tomato in ages. They are not very 
good this time of year. Round steak 
is 40 to 54 cents a pound.

Silk stockings in the large depart­
ment stores are still plentiful, near­
ly a year since people started hoard­
ing them. They are still from 69 
cents to $1 for ordinary business 
girl service weight. Nylons are only 
to be had in very sheer and are 
$1.95. Cotton stockings, exceedingly 
clumsy looking, are from $1 to $1.95. 
There is no Inducement to buy them 
when silk are much cheaper. I  
doubt if cotton stockings will be

worn here before cold 
ever. All the the women of my 
acquaintance say they will paint 
their legs for summer.

Clothes have not advanced in 
price. The quality seems lowered. 
For anyone who grew up in the 
cotton country, $12 for a gingham 
dress seems outrageous. But $12 
and up is what you pay for a well- 
made cotton dress. Well-made silk 
and rayon can be had for $7 or $8.

One hears of increasing rents. A 
friend of mine who lives near an 
airport expected the rent to go 
down for people courageous enough 
to live on top of such a bombing 
target. On the contrary the rent is| 
being raised: she can take it or 
leave it. Defense workers will be 
glad to move in. ■

His stratospheric average, and 
his 29 home runs, didn't count, 
they said, because Nashville has a 
notoriously short rightfield fence 
and a lot of his hits down there 
would be merely long flies In the 
major leagues.

Gas Masks For 
Civilians And 
Workers Urged

Views Oi Vichy 
Government Given 
By Ambassador

WASHINGTON, May 11 (IP)—Gas­
ton Henry-Haye, French ambassa­
dor to Washington, called at the 
state department today to present 
tlie Vichy government's views on 
United States proposals to safeguard 
French Caribbean possessions and 
commented that “ this Is no time to 
pour oil on the fire."

‘“n ie  less I  say today the better," 
he told newspapermen before meet­
ing Secretary of State Hull. “Pa­
tience Is called for at the moment. 
I  am trying to avoid complications 
by refraining from commentaries 
which might Interfere with the ad­
justment of a delicate problem.”

The ambassador indicated that 
he had come to discuss, rather than 

j  to protest, the American negotia­
tions which were opened directly 
with Admiral Georges Robert, 
French high commissioner, at Mar­
tinique last Saturday.

He declined to discuss the nature 
of the American proposals or to 
disclose the attitude of the Vichy 
government. State department o f­
ficial^ likewise have declined to dis­
cuss details of the negotiations.

(The German radio today broad­
cast a Vichy dispatch saying that 
the United States had demanded 
that French warships o ff Marti­
nique be demobilized; that United 
States garrisons be permitted on the 
island, and that a number of French 
tankers be turned over to the Unit­
ed States.)

There was no definite word from 
Martinique as to Admiral Robert’s 
reaction to the American offer to 
guarantee French sovereignty over 
the Caribbean possessions of France 
in return for peacefull cooperation 
with United States defense meas­
ures in that area.

W ASH IN G TO N  May 12 (AP I—A 
possibility df imminent poison gas 
warfare In Europe prompted mem­
bers of oongress today to urge 
speedy action toward supplying 
American war workers and other 
civilians with' masks to protect 
them against any sneak gas raids 
that might be attempted on this 
country.

Congress appropriated »29,893,894 
last February for the purchase of 
gaa masks for civilians, and Senator 
Hill of Alabama, the Democratic 
whip, said he thought industrial 
workers ought to be equipped with 
them as quickly as possible.

“ I don’t anticipate any gas raids 
on this country,” Hill told report­
ers, "but we can’t afford to leave 
any stone unturned to protect our 
vital war Industries, particularly in 
the coastal areas.”

There has been speculation in 
congress that Atlantic coast cities 
might become targets for token 
raids by Axis planes launched from 
submarines, carriers or even diri­
gibles with the coming of summer 
months.

The United States Is ready to use 
gas if the enemy breaks the Geneva 
protocol of 1929 but Senator Bark­
ley of Kentucky, the Democratic 
leader, said he hoped that time 
would never come.

European sea warfare—The Ger­
man high command said Axis war­
planes sank three out of four Brit­
ish destroyers in an attack south 
of Nazi-occupied Crete.

The British reported that a 
United States-bullt Hudson bomber 
set fire to a 10.000-ton ship In an 
attack on a German convoy 200 
yards off the Norwegian coast. The 
Germans reported three Hudson 
bombers were shot down by a con­
voy escort in a futile attack off 
the Netherlands.

France-Diplomatic quarters in 
Bern predicted that France’s pro- 
German Premier Pierre Laval would 
refuse to accept American “de­
mands" on the strategic French 
Island of Martinique, In the West 
Indies, and that a break In rela­
tions with the United States would 
result.

These quarters said that with 
French-German negotiations reach­
ing a state of urgency, Relchmar- 
shal Hermann Goerlng was expect­
ed to meet tomorrow with Laval 
and 86-year-old Chief of State 
Fhillppe petain to reach “final de­
cisions."

In Washington, informed sources 
said the Axis powers might be 
exerting pressure on the Vichy gov­
ernment to undertake some des­
perate action in retaliation for the 
British occupation of Madagascar 
and what the Axis called an 
American “threat" to French pos­
sessions In the western hemisphere.
