10 Nazi Ships
Sunk In Baltic,
Russians Report

MOSCOW, June 6. (AP)—In
sudden eruption of warfare in the
Baltic. storming dive-bombers of
the. Soviet floet air ann have sunk
10 German vessels, nine of them
transports, in assaults upon three
German convoys and on a Nazi
naval base, the Moscow radio an-
nounced tonight.

Seven of the enemy vessels were
reported sent to the bottom in at-
tacks on one convoy and the naval
base, and the three others in a sec-
ond convoy while a third convoy
was declared scattered in an earlier
operation. The radio announce-
ment said further that an ammuni-
tion dump was blown up and anti-
aircraft batteries knocked out at
the undisclosed naval base

(The big scale German naval ac-
tivity in the Baltic followed Stock-
holm reports Friday that the Ger-
mans were moving flat-bottomed in-
vasion boats through the Kiel
canal to the Baltic

(These invasion craft were mass-
ed in great numbers along
Dutch, Belgian and French coasts
in the summer and fall of 1940 ap-
parently for an invasion attempt-
which never came off—against the
British Isles

(Among the possibilities suggest-
ed by their transfer to the Baltic
was that Hitler might now be plan-
[ning a sea-borne thrust to knock
|out Leningrad, Russia's second city,
which has withstood siege by his
land forces for almost a year

(There also have been suggestions
that Germany might try a 1942 in-
vasion of Sweden, particularly if
the United Nations move into Nor-
way

(The possibility of a sea attack
upon Sweden or Leningrad or both
was heightened earlier this week
by a German radio announcement
that all non-German shipping had
been ordered halted between Den-
mark and Sweden except by special

He's the man Machinist’'s Mate
Samuel Robert Logan of San An-
tonio, Texas, wants to meet again,

Logan, 23, who escaped from a
Japanese concentration camp, was
visiting today at the home of Helen
Clair Franzee, 18, they are to be

The English-speaking Japanese
admiral questioned young Logan
unremittingly, he said, while other
Japanese tortured him by sticking
rice straws under his nails, and
igniting them, and by forcing him
to walk on broken glass. They were
trying, Logan said, to learn secrets
of the American navy.

After three days in the camp
Logan and another sailor escaped
by crawling through a manhole to
sewer, thereafter depending on
friendly Chinese for aid.

Logan crossed China to an Amer-
ican base.

Chinese Hurl
Back AHacks
On Chuhsien

CHUNGKING, China, June 6

(Py—Forcing the Japanese to pay
a heavy and bitter price for their
Chekiang-Kiangsi offensive, the
Chinese announced officially to-
night that they had thrown back
repeated Japanese attacks against
the walled city of Chuhsien yes-
terday.

(The Japanese news agency Domel
reported from the Chekiang front
that Japanese soldiers had occupied
Chuhsien at 6 p. m. Saturday after
a three-day campaign.)

As the 59th month of the Chinese-
Japanese war ended, the Japanese
were driving hard against deter-
mined Chinese defenses in the east=
ern seaboard provinces; the Chinese
reported the recapture.of several
points in Anhwei province and the
Flying Tigers of the American vol-
unteer group announced their planes
had killed more than 200 Vapanese
in attacks along the west bank of
the Salween river in Yunnan prov=
ince and along the Burma road.

The main theater of the war now
is in the Chekiang-Kiangsi sector,
the war reports indicated,

The Chinese said the defenders of
Chuhsien were in “exceedingly
high spirits” and their determined
infantry and artillery attacks
crushed Japanese thrusts on Chinese
positions.

A Japanese column driving south-
ward tried in vain to cross the Chu
river and join the fight on Chuhsien,
the Chinese communique said. It
announced the column lost 1,000
men killed and wounded, making &
total of 11,000 enemy casualties in
the last three days.

It was indicated that Pearl Har-
bor would be more than avenged
before the battle is over and that
it certainly would . contribute a
greater blow to the Mikado’s fleet
than the enemy’s losses in the Al-
lied victory, of the Coral sea.

Indeed, it appeared the blow off
Midway may mark the beginning
of the end of Japanese naval super-
lority in the Western Pacific.

The heavy toll of Japanese ships
sunk and damaged, provided an ink-
ling of the size of the force which
had dared to attack the U. 8. pos-
sessions bulwarking the heart of the
vast Pacific ocean.

The presence of transports in the
enemy fleet indicated the enemy
may have planned to attempt a
landing in force to try to wrest one
of these American islands from the
defenders.

The Japanese attack on Wednes-
day against the Alaska outpost of
Dutch Harbor—far to the north—
was thus made a complete failure if
its purpose had been to divert U. S.
forces from the center of the Pa-
cific so that the Nipponese sailors
could \strike the more easily in the
direction of Midway and Hawaii.

Though Admiral Chester W.
Nimitz carefully veiled the size
and nature of U. S. surface ves-
sels involved, the very fact that
the information about the battle
was coming from the commander
in chief of the Pacific fleet indi-
cated that our great men o’ war
were engaged, or stalking the re-
treating enemy,

Further indication that the U. S.
was winning a major battle was
found in congratulations sent by the
gommander-in-chief of the U. S.
fleet, Admiral Ernest J. King, to
Admiral Nimitz:

“The navy, marine corps and coast
guard join in admiration for the
American naval, marine and army
forces, who have so gallantly and
effectively repelled the enemy ad-
vance on Midway, and are confident
that their comrades in arms will
continue to make the enemy real-
ize that war is hell.”

Whether planes or fleet were win-
ning the victory, it appeared that
the armed might of the United
States was taking frightful ven-
geance for the treachery of Pearl
Harbor which cast the United States
and the whole great Pacific area
into the global war just six months
ago.

Indeed, from the preliminary re-
ports of damage to at. least eight
major Japanese warships and prob-
bably more, it appeared that grav-
er wounds might be inflicted on
the Mikado’s fleet than on ours at
Pearl Harbor; that the destruction
might surpass that of the Coral sea
victory in a battle which might rank
as the greatest sea fight since Jut-
land might mark the beginning of
the end of Japanese naval superior-
ity in the Western Pacific.

The presence of Japanese trans-
ports and such a great array of
fighting ships suggested that
the enemy was intent upon a new
invasion, perhaps on Midway is-
land, though the force seemed too
large for such a tiny objective;
more plausibly of Pearl Harbor and
the Hawalian islands via Midway.

While its ships were engaged, Ja-
pan’s_land. forces claimed another
victory in China—the capture of
walled Chuhsien deep in Chekiang
province. The Chinese said they
were fighting furiously and had in-
flicted 11,000 casualties on the Mi-
kado’s army in three days. The Jap-
anese were attempting to join
forces with another column thrust-
ing through Kiangsi province.

Russia’s great battlefields were
relatively quiet except for a futile
German thrust in the Kalinin sec-
tor which cost the invader 500
men. Russian planes claimed to
have sunk nine German transport
ships in the Baltic sea in three
days.

The Royal Air Force ended its
most destructive week with great
daylight sweeps by perhaps 1,000
planes over the German-held Euro-
pean coast. This was after another
night of torture to the Ruhr, where
many of Hitler's death machines
are forged. More than 3,000 bombers
had left enormous waste in OCo-
logne, Essen, elsewhere in the Ruhr
and Rhineland, and in Bremen dur-
ing the week.

British aerial photographs of
Cologne showed fully eight square
miles of the city destroyed in-
cluding great steel, iron, machine,
arms and rubber plants, In view
of the pictorial evidence, the
German statement of 305 deaths
looked ridiculous.

An eighth Japanese submarine—
the one that sank a small Austra-
lian freighter—was believed destroy-
ed off the island continent. It was
a high toll for a week. A plane was
credited with the probable victory,
even as other Allied craft bombed
Rabaul in New Britain setting fires
at the docks, warehouses and coal
jetties. The Flying Tigers of the
American Volunteer Group killed 200
Japanese from the air over Yun-
nan provinge and announced they
destroyed 68 Japanese aircraft in

Half-Year Of War

For U. S. Closes

(By The Associated Press)

WASHINGTON, June 6 — A half-
yvear of war was closing for the
United States tonight much as it
began, with a major battle in the
mid-Pacific. There was, however, one
striking and important difference
which in a measure expresses what
six months of fighting have done
for America’s services and its people
as well.

The attack on Pearl Harbor
caught American forces with their
guard down. The result was disaster.
An admiral and a general were set

down because they had failed to
coordinate their efforts, because
they had not ordered their forces

to be on the alert,

But when the Japanese struck at
Midway island the other day they
met a hot reception. The alert gar-
rison there beat them off.

Between Pearl Harbor and the
battle off Midway lay nearly six
months of disheartening defeats,
illumined occasionally by brilliant
victories, and everywhere made no-
table by proof of the man-for-man
fighting superiority of American
soldiers and sailors over the Jap-
anese.

The Japanese took Malaya, Sing-
apore, the Dutch East Indies, the
Philippines, and Burma, and seized
Guam and Wake island, the latter

after an heroic resistance by a
tiny band of marines.

Meanwhile, the navy and air
forces were taking a terrific toll
of Japanese ships, and men—the

battle of Macassar straits, the bat-
tle of the ' Coral sea, submarine
forays, the exploits of the motor-
torpedo boats, made the enemy pay

Even three-day old bread makes
good candy, flavored with coffee
grounds: don't be surprised. Re-
searchers found that coffee grounds
have nutritious food value, while
coffee hasn’t

Among the other substitutes are
soy beans, which supply an albu-

men substitute for eggs; lactose,
the sugar of milk; maltose, from
malt syrup; and zylose, a sugar

produced from corn husks and gen-
eral fibers.

Candy sales hit an all-time high
last month and the biggest consum-
ers were army camps. Right now
the army supply service is asking
bids on one million pounds of hard
candy, which will make 58,000,000
pieces of official ration “D.”

Phillip Gott of Chicago, presi-
dent of the National Confectioners
association, said high grade molag-
ses, known as “open kettle” syxﬁ%
in the South; sweet potatoes an
corn syrup are the chief substitutes
for sugar.

“Our worst problem is not where
to get substitutes for sugar, but how
to make candy fast enough,” Gott
declared.

Sugar-Rationing Regulations Provide
For Canning Of Local Fruit Surpluses

the United States Department of
Agriculture:

Canned fruit will keep safely if
Jars are packed with fruit and then
filled with boiling fruit juice made
by crushing, heating and straining
the riper fruit. Canned fruit' may
be sweetened later when served. The
sweeter, juicier fruits like sweet
cherries and peaches are best for
putting up In their own juice.

Fruit may also be canned with
just enough sugar-sirup in each jar
to.give a slightly sweet flavor and
the rest of the space filled with
Juice. Cook fruit in an open kettle
to draw out the juice, and then pack
hot and cover with hot juice. .

Fruit juice may be bottled or put
up in jars with little or no sugar.
No extra sweeteniing is needed if
the juices of sweet and tart fruits
are mixed and bottled together.
Fruit for juice iIs processed at sim-
mering rather than boilihng tem-
pératures to hold the natural fresh
fruit flavor and color.

Mild-flavored sirups like honey or
corn sirup may also be used in can-
ning fruit. Honey or corn sirup may
be substituted for as much as half
the sugar jn canning, but a larger
proportion of sirup will mask the
delicate fruit flavor—as will a sirup
with a distinctive flavor, such as
maple, sorghum, or molasses.

WASHINGTON, June 5 (AP)—
The lead Texas has taken in spon-
soring conversational Spanish cour-
ses throughout its elementary
schools has been brought to the per-
sonal attention of Nelson Rocke-
feller, head of the government’s big
agency for promoting inter-American
cultural and business relations.

Thurmond Krueger, Corpus Christi
man who serves as chairman of
the Inter-American Cooperation
committee of the Texas Junior
Chamber of Commerce, spent near-
ly an entire day with Rockefeller
outlining the new but rapidly grow-
ing Spanish instruction program for
the lower grades in the public schools
in Texas.

Already familiar with the Texas
program by reason of the progress
reports previously submitted to him,
Rockefeller showed the'greatest in-
terest in the elementary school pro-
gram, said Krueger.

As vice-chairman of the Inter-
national Relations committee of the
national organization of the Junior
Chambers of Commerce, Krueger is
in charge of all Latin-American pro-
grams sponsored by the larger body.
He said efforts were being made
to get Spanish courses made avall-
able to the, public school young-
sters in all other states just as in
Texas.

Discusing the Texas educational
program, Krueger said the state De-
partment of Education, strongly sup-
ported by the Texas Junior Chamber
of Commerce, had initiated since
last February conversational Span-
ish courses in 316 school districts
throughout the state.

He said that 125,000 pupils had
been given the courses already, and
that next year there probably would
be three times that number study-
ing the language of the sister re-
public south of the Rio Grande. The
schools which gave the courses this
spring were located in 116 counties
scattered over every section of Tex-
as.

Simple textbooks, with illustrated |
matter, has fascinated the young
school children, said Krueger. He
pointed to the fact that with a knowl-
edge of Spanish comes a better
understanding of our Latin-Ameri-
can neighbors and that such an un-
derstanding was the very objective
sought by President Roosevelt in
setting up the “Office of Co-ordina-
tor.”

©ne of the principal difficulties
encountered in getting the program
under way, according to Krueger,
was to find teachers in sufficient
numbers to meet the demand for
the courses. This shortage is ex-
pected to be overcome promptly,
however, for some 22 senior colleges
and universities in Texas have agreed
to give teacher-training courses this
summer and fall.

Krueger said he discussed with
Rockefeller plans for the national
Junior Chamber of Commerce con-
vention in Houston June 16 to 20,
which the inter-American affairs
co-ordinator is to attend.

One of the plans being promoted
by the National Junior Chamber
and which he discussed with Rocke-
feller, said Krueger, proposes the
establishment of similar organiza-
tions of young business men through-
out the Latin-American republics.
The Texan declared establishment of
such groups would lay the ground-
work for a friendly and mutually
profitable business relationship in
the post-war period, as well as pro-
mote inter-American solidarity
while the war continues.

While here In Washington, he vis-
ited at the office of Representative
Richard Kleberg of Corpus Christi,
author of pending legislation which
would provide for teaching of
Spanish in public schools through-
out the country.

Farmers Asked To
Answer Questions
Ahout Rubber Tires

Gray county farmers can be of
great benefit to the county war
price and rationing board by an-
swering the questionnaires sent
them by County Farm Agent G. T
Hackney, in regard to their rubber-
tired tractors,

“The rubber situation,” said Mr.
Hackney, “is very serious and this
information will be of benefit to
our rationing bodrd in that they
would thereby be enabled to receive
bétter allotments of tires for farm
implements.

“Farmers are urged to abide by the
laws ‘of the office of production
management in the coming harvest
in that pickups or trucks are not
overloaded to the extent that tires
would be destroyed by blowouts,

“The county farm agent's office
also wants Gray county farmers to
take every precaution in prolong-
ing the use of implement tires and
car and truck tires.

“While it is true that farmers
rank high in eligibiity for tires, this
will not help if the tires are not
available. This is the case with the
rationing board. They have approv-
ed more applications than there
are tires available, so an extra ef-
fort on every farmer’s part should
be made to care for present tires.”

Under the revision, every per-
son subject to the regulation
(motor fuel sold at service sta-
tions must post the maximum
prices “iIn a manner piainly vis-
ible to, and understandable by,
each purchaser.” Such posting shall
be marked “maximum prices,” be-
neath which shall be marked each
grade of motor fuel (premium,
regular, third) offered for sale and
opposite each grade shall be stated
the maximum price for that grade
of motor fuel.

The price-posting requirements
are effective immediately. The
amendment extends to July 1, 1942,
the time limit for the filing of re-
tall dealers of maximum prices

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Vandenberg
Opposes Tax

WASHINGTON, June 6 (#»—Con-
tending that _foo drastic taxation
. might seriously handicap govern-
ment financing, Senator Vandenberg
(R-Mich.) expressed concern today
that levies in the pending new rev-
enue bill might be too high on both
individuals and business

He was convinced, he told report-
ers, that there sHould be no reduc-
tion in present individual income
tax exemptions and would fight. for
retention of existing ones when the
tax bill, now before the house ways
and means committee, reached the
senate.

Vandenberg, an influential mem-
ber of the senate finance commit
tee. said he believed congress should
place primary emphasis not on the
amount of new taxes that could be
raised, but on keeping the economi
machine functioning in such
ghat individuals and business would
have sufficient money to invest
government bonds

“It is far less important,’
“for us to raise an additional one
or two billion dollars in taxes than
it is for us to preserve functioning
economic resources out of which the
govérnment can safely borrow the
funds to close the gap in the bal-
ance sheet.”

The placing of too great a burden
of taxation on the American peo
ple, he declared, would almost cer-
tainly be followed by complete ces-
sation of private bond purchases
and the government would® have to
turn to the banks for its financing

The house ways and means com-
mittee has voted to lower individual
income tax exemptions from $1,500
to $1,200 for married and
from $750 to $500 for single persons

Commenting on this decision
Vandenberg declared:

he said

“This is chiefly a device for jn-
creasing further the burdens on
present income taxpayers.’ The
lJow income groups would be better
off under a sales tax than under
lowered exemptions.”

The sales tax question may comt
to a head in the house committec
next week, with members repoited
to be demanding a definite state

ment of the treasury’s view on such
a levy.
