 ̂After two days of rumor, mostly 
from disturbed German sources, the 
Turks confirmed that the U. 8. fliers 
had landed in their neutral coun­
try and were Interned.

Exchange Telegraph agency, also 
British, said 23 fliers were interned

and that the flight "would seem to 
be the first indication that a pow­
erful American bomber command 
exists in the Middle East.

Reuters said German fighter 
planes pursued the great four-, 
motored bombers into neutral ter­
ritory and turned back before 
Turkish fire. All details were vague 
and veiled in official silence.

The anguished cries from Berlin, 
however, suggested the Nazis might 
be building up the incident as a 
cause celebre to overawe Turkey, 
which could provide a Nazi short­
cut to the desperately needed oil 
of Iran, Iraq and the Caucasus.

Turkey has been receiving lease- 
lend aid—including planes — from 
the United States, and other equip­

ment from the British. Thus the 
planes might conoelvably fly again 
against the Germans. >

If the United States Indeed had 
Intervened directly in the crucial 
battle of Russia, the action was most 
timely because of the growing vio­
lence of Oerman attacks on the hard 
pressed Black Sea base of Sevasto­
pol and the Ukraine front below

Kharkov.
Thousands of miles to the east, 

U. 8 . army and navy fliers cease­
lessly sought out and harassed small 
Japanese invasion forces at Attu, an 
Aleutian island of the string stretch­
ed from Alaska to within 700 miles 
of Japanese soil. Others hunted 
warships reported in Kiska harbor, 
100 miles closer to Alaska but still

far west of Dutch Harbor.
The military advantages of the 

Japanese incursions against the 
bleak, rock-studded western Aleu­
tians seemed so tentative that Wash­
ington military experts suggested 
the aim was to save face in Japan 
in view of the crushing naval de-

committee, said Saturday. “It is es­
sential to our war effort. We are 
asking patriotic Americans in the 
area who have tires available to 
place them in the Gray County Har­
vest Pool for the harvest emergency.”

All persons turning in tires of this 
type, or casings available for re­
capping, will be given a warehouse 
receipt which should be delivered to 
the County Tire Rationing board.

Still in a muddle last night was 
the question of whether names of 
candidates for district attorney 
would be allowed to appear on the 
ballots in the Democratic primary 
of July 25, in Gray county.

At this meeting, the 
chairman said he "would check it 
up to the precinct chairmen as to 
whether or not we would allow oth­
er names to be put on the ballot.”

Chairman Andrews explained that 
the action of the committee would 
apply only to the office of district 
attorney and only for Gray county.

Other business at the meeting 
will be the drawing for candidates 
places on the ballot and the setting 
of expenses to be assessed each can­
didate in the election.

There was no definite decision 
reached in a conference held at Mi-

Thousands Of U. S. Troops Arrive 
In Ireland From 'Greatest Convoy'

By RICE YAHNER 
WITH THE AEF IN NORTH­

ERN IRELAND. June 13 0P| — 
Thousands of heavily armed Unit­
ed States troops, equipped with 
28-ton tanks and other offensive 
weapons, moved Into ramps In 
Northern Ireland tonight from 
the “greatest American convoy 
which ever crossed the Atlantic” 
in grim evidence of Allied hopes 
or opening a second front against 
Germany this year.
Warships flying the U. S. en­

sign shepherded the convoy through 
Nazi submarine hunting grounds 
without incident, and this fourth 
announced AEF contingent swung 
Jauntily -down the gangplanks as 
if Impatient to get along with the 
business of fighting Germans.

From at least nine states they 
came—an indication In itself of the 
diversity and size of the newest 
force Troops from Pennsylvania,

California, Georgia. Illinois, New 
Jersey, Maryland, West Virginia:, 
Indiana, and Kentucky shouted 
cheerily at uniformed women of the 
British army auxiliary forces while 
military bands piped out "Deep In 
the Heart of Texas," “Jersey 
Bounce,” and other tunes.

For the first time since the last 
war, negro troops were landed on 
B . itish soil. An army statement 
said their number was small and 
that they were intended for “serv­
ices of supply.”

Despite their growing numbers, 
the combined American and B rit­
ish invasion forces — virtually 
promised to Russia for opening a 
second front to divert Nazi strength 
from the vital eastern front—face 
grave problems before they can 
spring across the channel. Some 
500,000 or more German veterans 
await their assault in France and

Many Die In  
Cars Trying 
To Escape

Scores Injured; 
Whole Houses 
Sucked Up
OKLAHOMA CITY, June 13 UP) 

—Red Cross and other relief agen­
cies cared today for 250 homeless 
victims of a tornado that killed, 
30 persons in a residential district1 
here and roared off “whistling like 
10,000 devils.”
That description came from Pri­

vate G. J .  Prince of Will Rogers 
air field who saw the funnel dip 
down last night out of a stormy 
sky, lift a hugh truck and lay it 
down near him in a ditch where he 
had taken refuge.

The army sent soldiers from the 
air base who toiled through the 
night bringing dead and injured 
from the debris, then stayed on tire­
lessly through the day to help tend 
the survivors.

An area two blocks square in the 
southwest comer of the city was 
scoured bare of houses, and only a 
few trees, limbs and leaves wrench­
ed away by the wind, still stood.

Survivors told of a blast of hot 
wind that preceded the blow, of a 
half-dressed man who had seen the 
funnel bearing down and ran through 
the streets sounding a police whistle 
to give the alarm.

Rut there were not enough storm 
cellars, and many of the dead and 
the 25 critically injured were 
caught in their automobiles as 
they tried to escape the storm's 
wrath.
A group of soldiers, taking refuge 

in a ditch, had a ringside seat to 
disaster.

By the brilliant flashes of light­
ning they said they saw homes picked 
up and torn apart, trees snapped

Four U. 5. Bombers 
Land In Turkey

(By The Associated Press) 
LONDON, June 13 ((P)— Fflur 

mysterious United States bomb­
ers, reported by official Turkish 
sources to have landed in Turkey 
yesterday «4th American crews, 
were described in British press 
dispatches tonight as members of 
a U. S. squadron based on Egypt 
which had been bombing Axis 
bases on the German-occupied 
Black sea coast of Russia.
This, said an exchange telegraph 

agency dispatch from Ankara, 
“would seem to be the first indi­
cation that a powerful American 
bomber command exists in the Mid­
dle East.”

In Ankara, United States Am­
bassador Laurence A. Steinhardt 
declined to make any statement 
concerning the Incidents.

Not only was this the first indi­
cation that United States air for­
ces as such were in combat in the 
Middle East, but it was the first 
hint of direct action by American 
fighting services in the battle of 
Russia.

Turkish sources of information 
were most circumspect. The offi­
cial radio stated merely that four 
American planes had made forced 
landings at various villages. In­
formed sources added t h a t  t h e  
crews—estimated variously at from 
21 to 23 in all—had been interned. 
Three, it was stated, were wounded.

T h e  Reuters correspondent in 
Ankara reported, however, that he 
had seen three of the bombers at 
the Ankara airport, that they were 
Consolidated four-engined aircraft, 
and that they were believed to have 
attacked Odessa and Nikolaev, both 
Black sea ports in occupied Rus­
sian territory.

Twenty-one crew members, the 
Reuters correspondent added, were 
housed in the outskirts of Ankara.

I t  was reported, this source went 
on, that the bombers flew from 
Egypt and ran short of fuel on the 
return trip when forced from their 
course by German fighters.

The exchange telegraph corres­
pondent reported that 23 fliers in 
all had been taken into custody, 
eight of them officers. He said 
that a villa six miles from Ankara 
had been placed at their dispo­
sal and that some of them were

Lexington Sinking 
Vividly Described 
Dy Rear Admiral

SAN DIEGO. Calif, June 13 (>P>—

Sinking of the U. S. S. Lexington 
gutted by fires below decks and rock­
ed by explosion after explosion of 
burning ammunition and gasoline, 
was described vividly today by Rear 
Admiral Frederick C. Sherman, 
commander of the big aircraft car­
rier fatally crippled by Japanese 
planes In the battle of the Coral 
sea May 8.

Sherman said the "heartbreaking” 
end of the Lexington, finally sent 
under by torpedoes from an Ameri­
can destroyer, nevertheless came as 
a stirring part of a great United 
States sea victory.

At dawn May 8 our scouting 
forces went out, and located two 
Japanese aircraft carriers and sev­
eral other enemy ships hidden In a  
rain squall about 200 miles away.

“It was evident to us our forces 
and the enemy had contacted each

New Type Torpedo

WASHINGTON. June 13 UP—A 
new type torpedo bomber with a top 
speed of 270 miles an hour was dis­
closed today by the navy to have 
been “one of the surprises that met 
the Japanese a t Midway Island.” 

The new plan e Is designated offi­
cially as the T B F  but Is known as 
the Grumman “Avenger.”

Budgeting Within Fixed Income
Readjustment of family budgets to meet new re­

quirements of war bond purchases and Increased in­
come taxes Is a problem being faced in many homes 
operated on a fixed Income little above subsistence 
level.

I t  is extra earnings, rather than accustomed earn­
ings, that have brought on the threat of runaway 
Inflation, and the set-up of national policy to drain 
off surplus Is designed to prevent extravagant expen­
ditures by highly paid war-time workers rather than 
to solve the problems of persons whose wage or salary 
remains unchanged.

Reasonable expectation Is that not less than 10 
per cent of income will be Invested in war sav­
ings stamps and bonds—and this will be given top 
place In a  large majority of budgets.

But there Is also the matter of an additional 10 
per cent, or more, being required as a reserve to pay 
Income taxes—which leaves an approximate 80 per 
cent, or less, to meet all costs to which 100 per cent 
had previously been devoted.

The National Thrift committee gives some sugges­
tions which may be helpful in re-arranging budgets 
of families In which there has been no increase of 
income.

First suggestion is postponement of purchases not 
essential to family health and vigor. Next is non­
purchase of articles made of materials needed for 
war.

Necessities are to be bought only as needed, not 
In quantities to hoard, and "extra bumps and pro­
jections,” such as "habit” expenditures of nickels, 
dimes and quarters, are to be eliminated.

It  Is then suggested that accumulated savings be 
left where they are, or quickly replaced from cur­
rent earnings.

_ ^ T h e  whole list summarizes to this: Make a sensible 
plan for living simply and practically, with purchase 
of war savings bonds and reserve for income taxes 
placed first. Then live carefully and thriftily on 
what’s left.

W H A T  A P IT T , A L L  T H IS  W . \ 8TM O P W O RK
I f  we can reduce the co#t of .living—the labor 

to  get the things we need—by t  i.e simple scheme 
of establishing a  celling on price R, as the Admin­
istration has done, i t  seems a  great pity that 
th is simple method of keeping lR ’ices  down was 
not put into operation a  hundnsa' years ago. I f  
this method of keeping prices AO wn will work 
and we can get the goods, as the .Administration 
would lead us to believe, then it is a  pity that 
Roosevelt was not born' ISO years <4 jo  and started 
us out right In this nation.

Think of a ll the unnecessary wi  ̂rk the people 
of this country have been obliged A 3 do In order 
to supply their wants, if they can Ike supplied by 
the simple method of having the governm ent set 
maximum prices and we can still g f t  the goods.

B ut the facts of the m atter a r e  that when 
prices are kept down and people are n o t  rewarded 
in proportion to the labor and skill’, required to 
produce an article on which the p rice  is fixed, 
then the labor is shifted where th e  reward is 
higher.

O f course, fixing the price on sot tie  things in 
violation to the will of the people, (•» ’hich is a ll 
prices really mean) will eventually mean th at 
all prices must be regulated.

Anri when this is done and each rtian is told 
how much he can have and how mucVi he must 
exchange his services for, we have discarded 
democratic government, the cap ita listic  system. 
Then we have a  European, d ictatoria l govern­
ment.

I t  seems strange that people cannt*t reason 
this thing through and see the eventu a l results 
of price-fixing. i

As an illustration of the stupidity and the 
short-sightedness of attem pting to fix’ prices, 
especially the government, look a t the price our 
‘‘intellectual theorists” have set on sihter and 
geld. Every worker, w hether he knows it o r not, 
is compelled to pay twice the price fo r silver, 
that a  free m arket would establish. And every: 
worker is obliged to  buy this through h is goze- 
em inent instead of buying tires and sug.tr and 
other things that he wants. He does tins by 
indirect taxation and by higher prices on every­
thing else or not being able to get them at M l.

B u t when people cannot reason things out 
and see the eventual results of violating laws, o r 1 
learn from past experiences, they have to suffer. 
Our founding fathers tried price fixing daring 
the Revolutionary w ars and they could not get 
the goods on which the maximum price w as-set 
too low.

T here  seems to  be no other way of learning 
than to do a lot of suffering. Our standard of 
living w ill keep on going down, if  we perm it th e  
agents of our government to do the things th a t 
nature never intended them to do; namely, fix  
prices a t  which people must exchange their labor. 
Business Is nothing in the final analysis but 
exchange at labor. P rice fixing means , fixing the 
price on labor.

OUR G R E A T E S T  W A S T E R  W A N T S TO 
C O M P E L  P E O P L E  TO  S A V E

I t  seems rather* strange that the President, 
the greatest w aster in all times, wants to have 
the power to appoint his agents to  compel people 
to save their tires.

B u t when a  man is  given as much power a-s 
Roosevelt has been given, he loses a ll sense of 
¡proportions. He becomes a  norm of rightness 
jhimself. He is like Caesar—he can do no wronff. 
His w ill becomes law.

And now he even comes to believe th at he 
can put hundreds of thousands of government 
agents on the public payroll to force people to 
conserve their tires. T hat this will be good for 
them.

And while he is doing this, he keeps down the 
price of scrap rubber and profits from making 
a  b etter tire out of substitutes, so th a t we have 
an unnecessary scarcity of tires.

I f  there is anything in the world that is ridic­
ulous, it is for a man who has wasted as much 
wealth and destroyed the m orale of the people 
of this country as much as Roosevelt has, to be 
now obsessed with the idea that he can compel 
people to conserve and save.

A new era of administrative le­

gerdemain and red tape Is coming 
into full bloom through the device 
of what might be known as "gov­
ernment by directive." The word 
“directive" Is an old but rarely used 
one In diplomatic language. But 
now there Is a  veritable flood of 
directives floating around official 
Washington. No one can do any­
thing without a directive. By long 
odds, “directive” is the new fashion­
able, polysyllabic three-dollar word 
of 1942 In Washington.

Just how a  directive differs from 
an order or a memo or a request 
or even a  mandate Is not quite 
clear to the average vacant lot. vic­
tory garden variety of curbstone 
lawyer. Certainly, It sounds much 
more official to get a directive than 
it does to get a phone caU. and may­
be that’s the secret. I t  Is also un­
clear a t to Just who has the power 
to Msue directives. Another back 
alley barristers' guess would be that 
individuals Issue order« while boards, 
administrations, commissions and 
agencies issue directives An Im­
plied meaning Is that if Agency A 
has the authority to issue a di­
rective. it has the power of telling 
Agency B  to do the work, while 
Agency A sits back and watches for 
results. Thus, the War Manpower 
board can Issue directives to the 
Selective Service administration to 
exempt angledoaers from the draft 
Board of Economic Warfare can 
issue directives to Rubber Reserve 
company to stockpile to many tons 
of guayule goo. And to on.

CONGRESS KIDDED?
Congressmen who like to throw 

their weight around and use their 
Influence to get people Jobs have a  
secret beef against the army and 
navy for resisting congressional 
pressure to get commissions for their 
constituents. Only reason the matter 
hasn’t come out in public is that 
the congressmen can’t prove their 
case. But their suspicions center 
around a couple of seemingly harm­
less and ordinary little Initials, "C. 
I.” I t  Is the belief of some con­
gressmen that whenever they make 
a recommendation that somebody 
be appointed to a Job. the application 
Is marked “C. I.” And when those 
letters appear on any application, 
It Is doomed from the start. The 
letters are supposed to stand for 
“Congressional Interference.”
HEAR THAT HOWL?

If the congressional decision to 
kick the CCC In the head can be 
made to stick, watch for a yowl 
from veterans of World War One. 
It was right after the infamous 
bonus march on Washington that. 
In order to get the bonus marchers 
out of the capital, orders were Is­
sued that veterans who couldn’t get 
Jobs be taken care of In CCC camps. 
At peak veterans’ enrollment, there 
were 46.000 ex-soldlers taken care 
of. and there were 18.000 applicants 
on the waiting list at the bottom of 
the depression. Today there are 
15,000 veterans In CCC, assigned to 
some 75 camps. Fifteen of these 
camps have been working on War 
Department projects. 60 on forestry.

The average vet of the last war Is 
now 49 years old. Half of the vets 
now In CCC camps are unskilled. 
20 per cent are skilled. 10 per cent 
white collar workers, 10 per cent 
miscellaneous. A fourth of the CCC 
vets have two or more dependents, 
the remainder being about equally 
divided between those with no de­
pendents and those with one.

What the COC administration tried 
tq reach was th® vet who was not

getting other compensation, the un­
employable relief case. How many of 
them can be rehabilitated and fitted 
into war production Is one of the 
problems that will be worrying vet­
erans’ organizations.

One of the ironies of the situation 
Is that Paul V. McNutt, over-all 
boss o f CCC In his capacity of fed­
eral security administrator, was once 
the Legion’s national commander, 

a a a
SOLDIERS AND PAY

Think this one through and see 
where It leaves you. Congress wants 
to raise the soldiers’ pay. At the 
same time, a good many congress­
men want to have the saloons and 
the dance halls and such places 
prohibited In areas of far greater 
radius from the camps. Most of the 
soldiers drafted thus far, being in 
selective service class 1-A or B  or 
C. have no dependents and there­
fore make little or no allotment of 
pay to their folks at home.

Therefore, by raising the soldiers' 
pay. congress is merely giving the 
boys more money to travel farther 
for their wine, woman and song. 
And what could be fairer than 
that?

But this leaves the army brass 
hats In a quandary. They don’t  mind 
letting the boys have their fun and 
they’d like to see everyone make as 
much money as posible. But the 
officers have to maintain discipline, 
and they fear that the combination 
of more money and more remote 
places tp which to tin means only 
trouble. A bin that would provide for 
larger allotments to the dependents 
of family men would suit the army 
top command much better. They'd 
be able to call up more 3-C men 
under a law like that.

Whatever he may say, it Is a 
reasonable guess that Adolf Hitler 
la very far today from the Jubilant 
mood on which he trumpeted the 
opening of his great “crusade” in 
Russia Just short of a  year ago.

Twelve months later the self-ap­
pointed savior of mankind Is fully 
aware that he has caught a T ar­
tar in his march with "no prece­
dent” eastward against Russia "to 
safeguard Europe and thus save 
all.”

There was a precedent after all, 
a Napoleonic precedent. The sec­
ond “little corporal” has been peri­
lously close, by his own admission, 
within the past 12 months to the 
fate that befell Napoleon.

He Is not yet out of the woods. 
He still has the Russian bear by 
the tail In a dance of death that 
Involves millions of men. He can 
neither let go nor go forward not­
ably w i t h  his “ernsade.” The 
other end of the Russian bear, 
the business end, is snapping sav­
agely at his heels at every gyra­
tion.
That is the altuatlon on Ger­

many's eastern front a week from 
the anniversary of Hitler’s attack 
on Russia. And to match it 
storm of British-American making 
is brewing In the west of which 
German victims at home have heard 
the first ominous rumblings In 
thousand-plane British bombing of 
such cities as Cologne and Essen 
For the six months that follow the 
night of June 21-22 this year, ev­
ery night must be one of Increased 
danger for Germans as the hours 
of darkness lengthen.

Britons have known that grim 
waiting night by night where ev. 
ery added moment of darkness 
meant added peril, but never as 
Germans must now endure It. No 
German can doubt that the Cologne 
and Essen raids were but tokens of 
the horror to come. What the up­
shot of t h a t  might be for Hitler 
before the winter turns the long­
est night comer in December none 
can say with certainty.

Nor can any say when Allied 
guns as well as bombs may again 
be Joining in the dreadful chorus 
on the continent in the west. The 
ships, the planes, the men are gath­
ering within the fortress that Is 
Britain. The Nazi *warmaker can 
have no doubt of that, nor can he 
turn from his Russian front to 
meet that growing threat.

Two-front war even now Is a ter­
rible reality for Hitler. For the 
weeks since he thumbed his east­
ern army against Kerch isthmus in 
an effort to regain the Initiative In 
Russia, his troops have been flound­
ering in blood, still chained to a 
fundamentally defensive role.

The Intensified siege of Sevas 
topol In the Crimea is primarily a 
defensive operation. That long Rus­
sian-held Black sea base Is far be­
hind the Nazi front lines. I t  Is a 
galling thorn in the south flank of 
a broad-based Nazi attempt to roll 
around the Rostov corner Into the 
Caucasus. The Russian bulge driven 
Into the German front south of 
Kharkov Is an even more menac­
ing threat to the north flank.

German failure to remove both 
threats within a reasonable time 
would make a general Nazi advance 
all but Impossible. New German 
attacks below Kharkov and the tre 
mendous and sustained Nazi attack 
on Sevastopol Imply desperate ef­
forts to clear both flanks.

Prime Minister Churchill warned 
Hitler sarcastically weeks ago, be 
fore the Kerch operations reopened 
the campaign in Russia, that time 
was passing there, time Hitler 
could even less afford to lose now 
with the west girding for offensive 
action, than he could last year when 
a  few lost weeks In the Balkans 
stood between him and a possible 
decisive victory In Russia.

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Germany Hurls ■  
New Submarine 
Threat At Allies

NEW YORK, June IS. (API— j 
Germany’» answer to Allied 
threats of a second front this year 
Is to be an extension of unre­
stricted submarine warfare over 
the entire North Atlantic directly 
to the U. S. coast, the German 
radio announced tonight.
"Every ship which enters this 

■one after June 28. 1942, will expose 
Itself to destruction,” said the an­
nouncement, heard here by CBS. 

v In  outlining this unrestricted pol­
icy of U-boat preying—a policy 
Which led to the United States' en­
try Into the first World War—the 
Berlin broadcast defined the for­
bidden zone as follows:

"From the Belgian coast three de­
grees east, over 62 degrees north, 
three degrees east and 68 degrees 
north, 10 degrees west to the coast 
of Greenland along 68 degrees 
north; then along the Greenland 
coast to Cape Farewell and from 
there to Cape Harrison; thence 
along the coast of Canada, the 
United States of America to Key 
West; from there along 20 degrees 
north, 60 degrees west, 45 degrees 
north, 20 degrees west and 45 de­
grees north, five degrees west and 
then to the French coast at 37 de­
grees, 30 minutes north.”

This charted a line running north 
from the Belgian coast through the 
center of the North sea, then west­
ward to include the waters about 
Iceland and Greenland, then south 
along the Canadian and U. S. 
shores to the West Indies.

"Such an extension of the realm

of operations on the part of the 
German navy,” the broadcast add­
ed, "Is more than an announcement 
on paper. T hat has been proved 
already beyond a shadow of a doubt 
by the successes achieved by Ger­
man submarines In American wa­
ters.

“With the pact concluded in Lon­
don and the agreement said to have 
been reached In Washington be­
tween the English-speaking demo­
crats and their Bolshevik ally, It Is 
an entirely different matter. Here 
is a declaration on paper which Is 
far from being backed by any real­
ity which might have an influence 
on the actual course of the war.

“The only point which might be 
of interest when viewed from a 
strictly dispassionate and strictly 
realistic value, is the alleged de­
cision to set up a second front in 
Europe this year.

“That, of course, is a hope per­
haps not so much of the democrac- 
racles themselves as of their hard- 
pressed Bolshevik allies, a  hope 
which, paradoxical as it may seem, 
is shared by the German army, 
whose forces are itching to give a 
warm reception to any Allied ex­
peditionary force which might at­
tempt to fulfill the demand from 
Moscow.”

Tire Appraisers Te 
Receive Tires At 
County Warehouse

Tire appraisers, working 90 a fee 
basis at a  county warehouse, will 
soon be a development of the fed­
eral government’s tire rationing set­
up.

In case you know ahyone who 
can qualify for the job, the Gray 
County War Price and Rationing 
board, located in the city commis­
sion room at the city hall, would 
like to have their names.

Reason is that the board must 
submit the names to the Reconstruc­
tion Finance corporation's regional 
office in the Cotton Exchange build­
ing in Dallas.

Under the plan, announced in a 
letter received here by the board 
from Mark McGee, state rationing 
administrator, the Defense Supply 
corporation of the Reconstruction 
Finance corporation will offer to 
buy. or receive as gifts, excess tires 
of consumers.

Tires are to be turned in to ra­
tioning warehouses. There is at 
least one such warehouse in each 
county, where appraisers will be sta­
tioned.

Boards in the county seats are 
to recommend five tire appraisers, 
who are to be qualified tire grad­
ers, know present celling prices, and 
willing to appraise tires on. a  fee 
basis, at least part time.

Payment of the fees would come 
from the Defense Supply corpora­
tion.

Norris Advocates 
Continuous Bombing 
As Second Front

By JACK BELL
WASHINGTON, June 13 </P)— 

Continuous night and day bombing 
of Germany by massed American 
and British air fleets was advocat­
ed today by Senator Norris (Ind.- 
Neb.), who said he was convinced 
the Nazis might thus be brought to 
their knees without a land invasion 
of Europe. ,

Differing from those advocating 
establishment of a second land 
front as early as practicable, the 
veteran Nebraska senator said he 
cpuld see no reason why Germany 
could not be reduced to military im- 
potency by sustained, smashing aer­
ial attacks at her plane factories, 
transportation systems and indus­
trial centers while the Nazi armies 
were heavily engaged with the Rus­
sians.

A white house statement last 
Thursday said that the United 
States, Great Britain and Russia 
had reached full understanding on 
the urgent tasks of creating a sec­
ond front this year. This was fol­
lowed today by announcement of 
the landing of additional American 
troops In Ireland, fully equipped for 
offensive action.

But Norris insisted these troops 
might be held in reserve and used 
only for "mopping up” operations 
on the continent if mass aerial at­
tacks were made continuously.

“I  know that some military men 
say you can’t conquer a nation by 
bombings alone,” he told reporters, 
"but because It hasn't been done 
In the past Is no sure criterion that 
It cannot be done in the future. If 
our bombers could destroy even one 
city a week as the British destroyed 
Cologne, I  don’t believe it would be 
long before Germany collapsed.’’

While Norris saw no necessity for 
establishing a second land front. 
Senators Clark (D-Mo.) and Hill (D- 
Ala.) disagreed.

Clark, an army staff officer in 
the last war, said he thought large- 
scale bombings would affect Ger­
many's morale and production ca­
pacity greatly, but added:

‘‘I t ’* the boy with the bayonet who 
conquers territory.”

governor and former federal Judge, 
told 125 local supporters at a lunch­
eon in Junior high school cafeteria 
here yesterday.

W. Lee O’Daniel, present senator. 
Isn’t getting the Job done for Texas 
and ca n t get It done, he said.

"Texans shouldn’t  have a senator 
they have to explain to th citizen­
ship of other states,” he continued 
referring to O’Daniel. "Texans are 
tired of the citizens of other states 
poking fun at the state of Travis, 
Bonham. Fannin and Bowie.”

•• ’Deep in the Heart of Texas* ’’ Is 
the mortifying recognition that we 
do not have that kind of leader­
ship in the person of our Junior 
senator: that he does not measure 
up to the standards of his predeces­
sors or his present colleague. Senator 
Connally. By his own admission, 
Senator O’Daniel is unable to get 
things done, even things that ought 
to be done, that he has not the 
experience, the background, the per­
sonality, the tact to contribute to 
the winning of the war; that his 
lack of foresight and his isolationist 
philosophy demonstrates his utter 
inability to participate in peace pro­
posals which must be ratified by the 
senate.”

Speaks Over Radio
Mr. Allred spoke for 15 minutes 

over radio station KPDN by re­
mote control from the cafeteria. 
Later he spoke informally and with­
out notes to the assembly. Addresses 
were also made in Mr. Allred’s be­
half by CJurtla Douglass and Clifford 
Braly. who Introduced out-of-town 
delegations, including Allred sup­
porters from Borger, Panhandle, Mc­
Lean. Among those attending the 
luncheon were W. L. Boyles of Pan­
handle, democratic committeeman 
from the Panhandle.

Judge Allred expressed his pleasure 
in returning to Pampa where he 
often visited when he was gover0 »'.

He named four main objectives 
in which “a real U. S. senator from 
Texas must play a  part.” First, win 
this war; second, provide for our 
boys while they are In and when 

■ they come out of the service; 
third, provide now for readjust­
ment of our economic life when 
the war is over; fourth, write and 
enforce a  peace that shall insure 
our children against the tragedy 
of war. ,

"To win this war,” he said, " I  
propose all-out support for Pres­
ident Roosevelt’s war program which 
out junior senator has helped to 
obstruct.

He proposed free insurance for 
every rrian while in the service, gov­
ernment transportation without cost 
from the training camp to the near­
est. town or city, laundry .service 
without cost for soldier, sailor or 
marine, employment and education 
opportunities upon d i s c h a r g e ,  
amendment of the soldiers and sail­
ors relief act so as to protect against 
foreclosure the wives of men whose 
classification has been changed to 
1-A.

Judge Allred in speaking of the 
“little group of wilful men” who 
wrecked Woodrow Wilson’s peace 
plan, charged that O'Daniel had 
aligned himself with the remnants 
of that group by his first vote, and 
that he, O’Daniel, will "attempt to 
sabotage President Roosevelt's peace 
plans Just as they crucified Woodrow 
Wilson. Even now they plan to se­
cure control of congress this year, 
just as they did in the war elections 
of 1918.

"As junior United States senator 
from Texas I  want to stand side by 
side with President Roosevelt and 
help frustrate their designs. This 
time isolationists shall not deny 
America and the world the fruits 
of victory."

Judge Allred scored O’Daniel’s 
record In the senate. "The bill to ex­
tend the selective service act passed 
(he house by only one vote. If  our 
junior senator had had his way then, 
at the time of eParl Harbor we would 
have been utterly without defenders.

In concluding Allred said' “I  ,ask 
all of you who want Intelligent and 
effective representation in Washing­
ton, who want to restore respect for 
Texas, who want to win the war and 
win the peace, to help me carry to 
the people this campaign of prin­
ciple and truth. This is not my fight 
alone. It is the fight of Texas."

Allred mentioned that he served 
in the world war as a sailor. “A sen­
ator who has never been mustered 
in can’t  know the problems of the 
boys being mustered out,” he said.

In his informal speech he declar 
ed It was propaganda that O'Daniel 
can’t be beaten. He pointed out that 
O’Daniel is in the senate today by 
virtue of 31 per cent of the vote of 
the people. " If  only three votes in 
each county in Texas had been 
changed he would have been de­
feated," he said in recalling that 
O’Daniel won by only about M00 
votes.

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Army And Davy 
Noi Concerned'
By 'Invasion'

By ELTON C. PAY
WASHINGTON, June IS (/p —  

Ameilean army and navy avia­
tion striking whenever the dirty 
weather of the far north permit­
ted, were at work today to drive 
the Japanese from their finger­
tip hold on the outermost end of 
the Aleutian island chain stretch­
ing westward from Alaska.
The progress of operations, how­

ever, was obscure. The navy, for 
the time, stood on Its original an­
nouncement t h a t  attacks against 
the Japanese in the islands “are 
continuing." The Japanese, the na­
vy said, had made a small-scale 
landing at Attu, westernmost of 
the islands, and enemy ships had 
been reported In the harbor of 
Hiska. in the Rat island group.

The Japanese landing at lonely 
Attu was the only achievement from 
Nippon’s grand scale offensive at­
tempt In the North Pacific. The 
southern wing' of that offensive was 
broken and sent limping away In 
the action at Midway.

In army and navy circles, the 
Japanese landings were viewed as 
nothing to arouse concern. What­
ever Japan’s original Intentions, it 
was believed the heavy losses of 
Japanese warships off Midway had 
left the enemy in no position to 
undertake to expand and exploit 
the footholds.

Most naval men apparently In­
clined to the view that no real 
threat to Alaska was Involved. Rear 
Admiral John H. Towers, chief of 
the bureau of aemautics, told re­
porters at Baltimore that the Jap­
anese action was of “no real im­
portance" and might even become 
an enemy liability.

But there were those here Who 
pointed out that a position on At­
tu could be of definite military 
value to Japan, even If it did not 
become eventually the first step­
ping stone for an attempted full- 

tocale move on Alaska and the 
North America mainland.

It  could be a listening post along 
the route from Alaska to Japan— 
or to Siberia—relieving to some ex­
tent the necessity for Japanese re­
connaissance by submarine, surface 
ship, and aircraft.

Japan has a naval base at Para- 
mushiru Jlma, at the northern end 
of the Kurile island group and 
something less than 700 miles from 
Attu. Russia, America’s ally in the 
war with Germany (although still 
a t uneasy peace with Japan), has 
a base at Petropavlovsk o n  t h e  
Kamchatka peninsula. Should the 
time come when Russia and Japan 
fight, it would be to the interest 
of Japan to know what air and 
surface ship movements were oc­
curring between Alaska and bases 
In Russia’s maritime lands. Attu 
would be a good spot for that ob­
servation.

In Canada, there was a  dispo­
sition by at least one high of­
ficial to view the Aleutian island 
attack in grim manner. Vice-ad­
miral Perry W. Nelles, when in­
formed of the landing a t Attu, 
said “the attack has begun” and 
declined to comment further.

In congress, confidence was ex­
pressed that the enemy would be 
swept out of the Aleutians quickly.

Senator Chandler (D-Ky.), a 
member of the Senate Military Af­
fairs committee, who discussed the 
matter with army and navy offi­
cials, said he was satisfied “we 
won’t let them stay there long.’’ 

Chandler saw the landings as un­
important and dictated solely by 
psychological reasons of “face sav­
ing,” but Senator Thomas <D- 
Utah), another committee member, 
cautioned:

“I feel sure this Is no sporadic 
action and it may be followed ap 
by the landing of reserves. We 
can’t dare to underestimate the 
Japanese. They have always 
started with little baaes and they 
must be dislodged or made inef­
fective.”
Another committee member. Sen­

ator Hill (D-Ala ), said he thought 
American forces would “make it so 
hot” for thfc Japanese that they 
would soon leave.

Senator Lee (D -O kla), also a 
committeeman, thought the inva­
sion apparently was a “face saving” 
move, but Senator Holman (R-Ore.) 
expressed lively concern a t  t h e  
Japanese action. He predicted the 
Japs would attempt to construct an 
airbase there.

Senator Lucas (D-Ill.) said he be­
lieved a major engagement might 
be in the making in the Alaska area.

“O u r  victory at Midway may 
make It possible to send a strong 
force against the Japanese in the 
Aleutians,” he said. “I  hope that 
can be done speedily for I  fear 
that before we finish with that sit­
uation there It ultimately will be­
come a major engagement."

Germans Now Offer 
Pardons To Czechs

LONDON, June 13 OP)—Pull par­
don was promised today to anyone 
In Czechoslovakia who gives infor­
mation by 8 p. m„ June 18, which 
would help in the pursuit of the 
Bssasslns of Relnhard Heydrich.the 
Gestapo hangman.

The promise was broadcast by 
the German-controlled Prague ra­
dio by order of K. H. Prank, suc­
cessor to Heydrich as deputy pro­
tector of Bohemia and Moravia. 
An “appropriate" reward was prom­
ised for informants, with death as 
the alternative for withholding In­
formation.

The radio announced that 24 
more Czechs, one of them an 18- 
year-old girl, have been executed, 
nine in Prague, and 15 in Brunn, 
in further reprisal for Heydrich’s 
death.

Hits brought the total to 382, ex­
clusive of 350 estimated killed In 
the town of Lidice, which the Ger­
mans wiped off the map.

DALLAS, June 13 (XP>—Never­

theless Ray Kenny, who doesn't 
believe there is any such thing 
as a favorite, won his first golf 
tournament today and he couldn’t 
have picked a better spot.

Stewart, who last year won the 
national collegiate championship as 
a member of the Louisiana State 
university team and who was ap­
parently well on his game again, 
came from behind to square the 
match on number 15 and one-up 
on 17 during the morning round.

Kenny made it flve-up on No. 12 
with a birdie at the end of a 10- 
foot putt and shot even par on No. 
13 to close out the match while 
the jittery Stewart took a bogey.

Kenny was one of the most un­
usual young men ever to play in the 
state tournament.

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Elmer Davis To Be 
War News Czar

WASHINGTON, June 13 (JP) — 
President Roosevelt today created 
an “Office of War Information,” 
headed by E3mer Davis, the writer 
and radio commentator, who was 
given authority to handle all the in ­
formation functions of the govern­
ment.

The new agency will consolidate 
all of the functions and duties of 
the Office of Facts and Figures, now 
headed by Archibald MacLeish; the 
Office of Government Reports, head- 
ed by Lowell Mellett; the division 
of information in the office for 
emergency management, in charge 
of Robert W. Horton, and the for­
eign information service of the Of­
fice of the Coordinator of Informa­
tion, directed by William J . Don­
ovan.

Director Davis of the new office 
also will have authority, subject to 
policies laid down by the president 
himself, to “issue directives to all 
departments and agencies of the 
government with respect to their in­
formational services.”

“He will have full authority,” said 
a White House statement, “to elim­
inate all overlapping a n d  dupli­
cation and to dlsconltnue in any de­
partment any Informational activity 
which Is not necessary or useful to 
the war effort."

To Be Taught 
At City Pool

Swimmers 12 years of age and 
over will be given opportunity to 
learn new acquatlo skills under 
expert instruction here this week 
when Pampa chapter of the Amer­
ican Red cross conducts its life 
saving and water safety school a t 
the Pampa municipal pool. Classes 
will begin tomorrow morning at 9 
o’clock.

No charge will be made for this
instruction, the only 
being the necessary 
itv. which will be 
each pupil before he is eligible to 
enter the junior or senior courses.

Courses are open to boys and girls 
and men and women. Age limits 
for the junior live saving and Wa­
ter safety course are 12 to 16 years 
of age; for the senior life saving 
and water safety course, 17 and 
over Certificates will be issued 
to those In each group who suc­
cessfully complete the course.

Both groups enrolled in  t h e  
school will learn how to effect 
drowning rescues without personal 
risk, using the recently developed 
methods the Red Cross is teaching 
in its national acquatlc schools.

“Equipped with this knowledge 
and skill, both junior and senior 
life savers will be able to step Into 
the role of lifeguard and save a 
drowning person, often as effective­
ly as a guard himself,” said Jack 
Skelly. water safety instructor of 
the Pampa chapter, who will be In 
charge of the school.

“Students will be taught the use 
of the throw line, how to form 
human rescue chains extending 
out from shallow water to the per­
son in difficulty, safe use of small 
craft, and the methods of making 
a swimming rescue.

“Since statistics show that most 
chownlngs occur near the bank or 
In shallow water, It is obvious that 
these new rescue measures ulti­
mately will have their effect against 
the annual drowning rate which 
has been averaging more than 7.000 
persons per year,” he added.

Resuscitation of drowning victims 
by the Schafer prone pressure meth­
od of artificial respiration will be 
studied and practiced repeatedly 
during these courses.

Besides rescue measures, all stu­
dents enrolled In the school will 
gain a greater understanding of 
water's natural hazards. Knowing 
these conditions and how to meet 
them will add much, even for ac­
complished swimmers, to the zest 
and thrill of swimming, which has 
become one of the most popular 
of outdoor sports.

United States Army officials have 
indicated to the Red Cross that 
the ability to swim Is an Important 
part of every soldier's training. I f  
this skill can be mastered before 
enlistment or Induction Into serv­
ice. the Individual Is much better 
equipped to discharge his duties*as 
a member of the armed forces.

Elsewhere in the world at war. 
great battles of imposing Import 
seemed to be shading slightly to 
Axis favor in north Africa, China 
and Russia

The threat of an Allied second 
front in Europe to relieve Russia was 
strengthened by the arrival of thou­
sands more offensively-armed Unit­
ed States troops in Northern Ireland, 
the fourth such contingent to reach 
the Ulster stepping stone en route 
to eventual grips with Hitler’s hordes.

The battle in the furnace heat of 
the Libyan desert surged closer to 
stoutly-held Tobruk with the Ger­
mans hurling a full tank division 
vainly at the British near Acroma. 
only 10 miles west of the Mediter­
ranean port.

Another all-out assault by the 
African corps had been repulsed 
south of El Adem, 15 miles below 
Tobruk and the British asserted that 
“all our positions are intact.”

Now in its third furious week* 
the desert battle still was one of 
attrition rather than immediately 
gaining territory. Much of the battle 
was air borne, with the sky-ruling 
RAP destroying 13 Axis planes and 
scores of tanks and vehicles while 
losing nine. The grim fact remained, 
however, »hat the Germans had 
driven much nearer Tobruk, their 
primary goal. The Germans claimed 
12,000 prisoners, 600 tanks and 300 
guns and threatened to execute the 
Free French heroes of fallen Bir 
Hachelm.

The compact Sevastopol front 
where the Russians were defending 
their last bit of the Crimea was a 
critical theater where fcien were dy­
ing by the thousands. The Germans 
mid numerous outposts in the steel 
ring defending the naval base had 
fallen, but the Soviets claimed their 
stolid defense was grinding down 
the Nazi drive in a vast carnage of 
men and machines.

Fifty Gehman tanks were de­
stroyed and between 3,500 and 7,000 
men were annihilated, the Russians 
said officially.

Below Kharkov. German Units, 
planes and motorized infantry were 
baled  against a  narrow sector in 
the greatest German offensive of 
the year, but the Red army claim­
ed to have the situation in hand. 
German advances were cheeked 
and infiltrated tanks were sought 
out and destroyed. German planes 
attacked In waves, while Red ar­
tillery mowed great gaps In the 
Gom an lines.
Chinese troops continued to sell 

land gains for Japanese lives, bit­
terly contesting every enemy as­
sault to gain control of the Chekiang 
Kiangsi rail line in eastern China. 
Several hundred Invaders were re­
ported killed In a sudden Chinese 
thrust at TSungJcn in southwestern 
Chekiang province. Other severe 
fighting raged in the outskirts of 
Klnkl, 80 miles southeast of the 

r  Kiangsi province capital of Nan- 
chang. -

A vague Scandinavian-Finnlsh re­
port said the British recently “a t­
tempted" to land troops at the vital 
Russian supply port of Murmansk, 
under steady German pressure for 
weeks.

The bulk of the RAF remained

grounded again, perhaps by weather 
or perhaps by the vast tactical prob­
lems of assembling, preparing and 
mapping new 1,000- bomber raids on 
Germany. A few scattered bombs 
fell on German territory and on Eng­
land. Severel trains, gas tanks, and 
a factory in northern France were 
shot up.

The Germans boasted of sinking 27 
more ships of 148,200 tons in “ship­
ping lanes defended by the United 
States navy,” once again emphasiz­
ing the greatest hurdle to swift Al­
lied victory—a scarcity ,of shipping 
and tentotive control of the seas.

other at about the same time, how­
ever, so we prepared for attack as 
we sent two raiding squadrons out.

"We found one of the Japs—the 
Sho Kaku—about 11 a. m., and 
pounded it with heavy 1,000-pound 
bombs and hit it with five torpe­
does. Our planes left her settling 
fast, with flames and smoke rising 
nearly a thousand feet in the air.

“Thirteen minutes later they came 
at each of our carriers with 54 
planes. We were yeady for them. 
Air patrols intercepted them, and 
there was a very hot aerial fight.

‘We shot down 40 of their 108 
planes, but not before they had 
dropped bombs and torpedoes.

“No defensive force can stop a 
determined offense by air.

“We counted eleven torpedo waves 
in our direction. We avoided all but 
two. The Jap dive bombers came 
roaring down, and they got the Lex­
ington with three bombs, one of 
heavy calibre. There ware a lot of 
close misses, and many men on the 
flight deck were killed by fragments.

‘Fires were started, and the Lex­
ington took a  six degree list. We 
checked our speed, and within half 
an hour the damage control squads 
had her back on an even keel.

“Lt. Comdr. H. R. Healy, damage 
control officer, reported three of 
four fires were under control, and 
the other was only smouldering.

"But five minutes later the ship 
was shaken by a tremendous ex­
plosion from below. We lost our 
communications system as heavy 
fires broke out anew and spread rap­
idly toward the flight deck.

‘The fire mains, carrying the 
water pressure, were severed and it 
became difficult to fight the fire. 
Ammunition stored forward began 
to explode at intervals of five and 
ten minutes.

"Flames spread to the hangar 
deck. That had to be abandoned, 
but the engineering crew below stuck 
to their posts, although the intense 
heat, was blistering the paint on 
bulkheads around them.

“The fire made such headway we 
finally were forced to order the en­
gineering men on deck. Even as they 
came topside, the telephone com­
munication failed. I f  we had delay­
ed in giving the order, they nev­
er would have reached the top 
alive." *

Then what had been a residential 
district a few minutes before was a 
barren waste in the lightning play, 
swept clean in some instances even 
of the foundations on which the 
house* stood.

The hush that always falls im­
mediately after such storms was 
broken by the cries of injured, and 
the soldiers came from the ditches 
to go into action.

State police, city police, and the 
Red Cross were on the scene quick­
ly and all through the night vol­
unteers and the disaster relief pro­
fessionals poked side by side through 
the ruins of homes and buildings.

A school outside of the storm’s 
path was turned into an emergency 
shelter and here the Red Cross set 
up cots and passed out food. The 
army put an emergency field dress­
ing station on the scene.

Police lit gas flares to guide the 
rescuers until the army could bring 
up flcod lights. Every available am­
bulance was pressed into service, and 
the line of bodies lengthened in the 
funeral parlors.

Scores of residents who had been 
only cut and bruised were treated 
a t hospitals and dismissed to make 
room for the more seriously in­
jured.

In Its vortex, the tornado suck­
ed up whole houses with their 
furniture and scattered them no 
one knew where.

Soldiers scouted the country for

miles around but found little that 
could be salvaged.

A man who felt the awful suc­
tion and lived to tell about lt was 
T. Nelson, who with his wife saw the 
black funnel approach and just 
made it upder a  culvert.

“The suction was terrible," he said. 
I grabbed my wife by the ankles 

and tried to hold her as the wind 
whipped through the culvert, but 
she was torn from my grasp and 
pulled into the open. She was badly 
cut.”

Col. Earl H. Deford of Will Rog­
ers base took command of 400 sol­
diers who piled into 30 army trucks, 
ambulances and civilian buses and 
rushed to the scene when advised 
of the news. With them went wreck­
ing trucks and other army emer­
gency equipment.

In the debris somewhere, they 
found later, was the body of Cor­
poral Ernest Montgomery of Swiss, 
Mo. Three other base soldiers who 
happened to be in the area were 
injured slightly.
Base headquarters told of heroism 

and hard work among the soldier 
rescuers, of Sergeant Roy K. Snell 
of Salt Lake City who dared flying 
debris and falling branches to ad­
minister first aid to a stricken truck 
driver with compound fractures of 
both legs.

Mess Sergeant Tionl Bobola, Nanti- 
coke. Pa., who had finished a day’s 
work, stayed on for 12 more hours 
to serve coffee and sandwiches to 
rescue crews.

Pvt. Francis Bloom, military truck 
driver from St. Joseph, Mo., nar­
rowly escaped injury from falling 
debris as he searched the wreckage 
with other soldiers.

I t  was a hot, sultry night, a night 
for tornadoes, out of which flashed 
the disastrous wind.

More than an hour before it 
struck, another twister dropped down 
in the Lake Overholser area, sev­
eral miles farther west, ripped out 
small oak trees but lifted before do­
ing any great amount of damage.

This twister broke up a political 
meeting at a  rural school, where 
some of the persons who had gath­
ered there wrenched the lock from 
the door of the school storm cellar 
and found safety Inside. The build­
ing was not damaged.
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NAZIS HELD
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war almost one year old, is seeing 
some of its most bitter fighting. 
These included:

1. The valiant Sevastopol garri­
son still held its ground firmly in 
the face of mounting German at­
tacks;

2. Red army Infantry and artil­
lery killed and wounded at least 900 
German men and officers in an 
all-day battle on the Kalinin front 
northwest of Moscow;

3. A Soviet ship sank a 6,000-ton 
enemy ship in the Black sea near 
Axis-occupied Odessa;

4. The Soviet air force on Fri­
day sank an enemy motor torpedo 
boat, damaged two submarines, and

destroyed or damaged 210 motor 
trucks.

The Russians lost no time in 
reacting violently against the full 
force of German planes, tanks, 
and motorised infantry thrown 
into t h e  narrow Kharkov sector 
by the Germans, reports from the 
battlefield Indicated last night. 
These accounts said the Red ar­

my appeared to have the situation 
in hand, in fact, was pressing its 
own counter-attacks after extermi­
nating tanks which filtered through 
the lines.

Expanding i t s  manpower a t  a 
fearful rate, the German command 
was said to be sending fresh sol­
diers every hour into the Kharkov 
fighting, while on the Sevastopol 
front, 400 miles to the south, Ger­
man bodies were piling up before 
unbroken Soviet fortifications.

(Axis sources said tank battles in 
the Kharkov sector were the pre­
lude to Adolf Hitler's long-awaited 
summer offensive against Russia.

(The Germans in Berlin report­
ed their troops had wiped out a 
Russian bridgehead on the west 
banks of the Donets river. This pre­
sumably was in the vicinity of Izy- 
um, where the Red army managed 
to maintain a two-mile foothold 
after Marshal Semeon Timoshen­
ko’s last big drive.

(The Germans also said they had 
smashed across the river to its 
east bank and encircled the Rus­
sians at one point.)

The Russians said their valiant 
Sevastopol garrison was keeping up 
its grinding defense against the 
Germans. So effective was t h i s  
stand, the Russians declared, that 
the Germans were being forced to 
use more and more Rumanians as 
"cannon fodder."

A narrow strip of land Uttle 
more than a  mile wide was the 
target of 900 assaults by German 
planes in their tremendous effort 
to crack open the Sevastopol de­
fense, Russian reports said. But 
these accounts added that the 
Russians held their ground and 
Inflicted heavy losses on the ene­
my. *
The fighting in the Ukraine bid 

fair to eclipse, at least momentar­
ily. the Sevastopol siege, reports in­
dicated.

Red Star said the Germans pre­
pared for it by massing huge re 
serves after the Red army's spring 
push. The Germans hoped to catch 
the Russians by surprise.

But when the assault opened, with 
planes coming over Russian lines in 
waves and tanks attacking in col­
umns, the Russians opened up with 
their heavy artillery and anti-tank 
rifles and cut a wide swathe in the 
German masses.

Red tanks themselves went into 
action.

At one village where 100 tanks a t­
tacked, the army newspaper said, 
Russian guns and tanks wrecked 
almost all the enemy flrstllne tanks 
and repulsed repeated assaults.

spotlight in political developments 
during the week. Senator W. Lee 
O’Daniel, candidate (or the senate, 
and Hal Collins, candidate (or gov­
ernor, went to Waco Saturday (or a 
double - barreled Joint campaign 
opening.

At Dallas, Pierce Brooks, one ot 
the candidates (or railroad commis­
sioner made party to the Kilday suit, 
said he might ask Governor Steven­
son to call a special election to fill 
the vacancy.

“It  appears that Kilday proposes 
to sue (or an injunction restraining 
Democratic committe from placing 
our names on the ballot, in every« 
court where possible, notwithstand­
ing the (act that one of our highest 
courts has ruled against him. Of 
course, there is a  question regard­
ing the committee’s right to accept 
filings and certify (or this vacancy. 
Still Kilday should also ask that his 
name be excluded. But he is a t­
tempting to have his name placed 
on the ballot and all of our names 
excluded," Brooks said in a state­
ment.

Germany could not be reached (or 
comment on the suit, and members 
of the state committee had left Cor' 
pus Christi. Kilday at Fort Worth 
said he would not discuss the case 
while It is pending in court.

At Austin, C. E. McCormick of 
Cameron county, a candidate for the 
unexplred term, asserted he would 
conduct an active write-in campaign 
if the executive committee is barred 
from certifying any name but K1I- 
day’s.

The Dallas court held that Kilday 
was the only candidate who had 
filed before the June 1 deadline ac­
cording to law, but took the position 
that the other candidates were not 
parties to the case before lt, said 
Cecil A. Morgan, attorney for Kil­
day. The court suggested that Kll-

day’s remedy lay in filing action in 
a district court, Morgan added.

In the injunction application K il­
day cited the statute requiring that 
applicants for places on the ballot 
for state office must file their re­
quests with the state chairman not 
later than the first Monday in June 
preceding the election. The first 
Monday occurred this year on June 
1 with Kilday's name the only one 
filed with Germany by that date.

The petition quoted a section of 
the law prescribing that the state 
Democratic executive committee 
shall meet on the second Monday 
in June and direct the state chair­
man, by resolution, to certify the 
names to the county chairmen of 
each county. The executive commit­
tee held in Austin Monday that no 
vacancy existed at the time Kilday 
filed, and set a deadline of mid­
night Thursday for candidates for 
Sadler’s unexplred term.

The ten candidates who filed dur­
ing that period were made defen­
dants In the injunction suit before 
Judge Power. Also made parties to 
the suit were the precinct chalrr.«n 
of each county who are due to meet 
Monday to receive the names of can­
didates certified by the state chair­
man and to order them placed on 
the ballot.

The injunction suit was filed in 
order to prevent an "illegal elec­
tion” and to prevent a  later elec­
tion contest which he termed cer­
tain if unauthorized names were 
placed on the ballot, Morgan said.

At Dallas Charley Lavergne Som­

erville, head of a Pallas law school, 
said he would hold his first rally 
and make his opening speech in his 
race for governor Saturday, June 20 
at Wichita Falls.

Swinging through south Texas 
towns, U. S. senate candidate Dan 
Moody asked Senator W. Lee O’­
Daniel to drop his “sob sister line 
about home and mother and discuss 
the live issues of the campaign— 
Texas' part in the war effort.”

Moody spoke at Karnes City, Sin - 
ton and Beeville.

‘Texas is deadly in earnest about 
winning this war and this is no 
time for us to have a vacant seat 
in the senate,” he said.

“ODanlel’s seat might as well be 
vacant for all the good he is doing 
Texas and our war effort a t this 
critical time."

Red-headed Moody also took a 
Jibe at another opponent, James V.

Physical Requirements For 
Enlistment In Navy Lowered

Physical requirements for enlist­
ment in the regular navy have been 
lowered, lt was announced at the 
Amarillo sub-station yesterday.

Eye. weight, height, and teeth 
requirements have been modified to 
permit enlistment of applicants 
with minor deficiencies.

Eye requirements have been low­
ered from 30-20—15-2(1 to 15-20— 

• 6-20. Height minimum requirement 
has been lowered from 63 inches 
to 62 Inches, but maximum still is 
76 inches. Weight must be inpro- 

f  portion to the build and frame of 
the man rather than age and height 
combination

Chief C. M. Norman, in charge, 
said requirements on teeth hed 
been lowered "substantially." His 
statement follows:

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Aviation To Be 
Taught Next Tear 
In High School

A course in elementary aviation 
will be taught In Pampa High 
school next year as part of the sci­
ence course. The course will be add­
ed at the request of the government. 
Similar courses will be taught in 
all of the larger high schools, and 
some of the smaller schools, over 
the nation.

In answer to the government’s 
plea for training of high school 
teachers in elementary aviation. 
West Texas State college at Canyon 
will offer a special course beginning 
this week. Attending from Pampa 
High school will be Mrs. O. H. Al­
exander, science Instructor.

I t  will be a course with graduate 
or undergraduate credit of six se­
mester hours. Classes will meet 
three hours a  day for six weeks. 
The cost of the course will be $20, 
including fees and books. The in­
structor will be Supt. J .  W. (Ted) 
Reid of Dumas, licensed pilot who 
Was a flier in World War I.

The purpose of the course is to 
prepare high school teachers to  of­
fer pre-flight training to high 
school boys and girls next term. 
Thousands of American high schools 
will offer this work in the fall.

Phases of the special course will 
Include airplane design and struc­
ture, communications, meteorology, 
aerodynamics, aircraft engines, ele­
mentary air navigation, safety and 
civil air regulations, and specializa­
tion. These subjects will be prescrib­
ed by federal agencies.

IN THE SOUTHWESTERN PA­
CIFIC, June IS — (#) — A» 1 
a. m. our scout planes loom out 
of an overeast sky ami come 
aboard. The word quickly spreads 
through the ship that they have 
sighted an enemy aircraft carrier 
and that we ate to attack. The 
date is May 7—five months after 
Pearl Harbor.
In the room where the pilots of 

my squadron are seated with me 
around a  large table there is an a t­
mosphere of tension. It eases as we 
set to work plotting our courses and 
planning our method of attack 

Young and clear-eyed, the pilots 
are obviously excited, but no more 
than if they were going to play a 
tough game of football.

They are a little nervous as we 
take off, but once in the air they 
steady up quickly.

I  take the squadron up through 
thick weather and we bee-line for 
our objective.

Finally I see the specks which 
grow steadily into ships. We all have 
a  new feeling of tenseness which 
lasts until we are actually In action. 
TTjen It disappears. Those few min­
utes of waiting for contact are un­
doubtedly the worst.

I  take the squadron fast. I  see 
below only three enemy ships.

We get lined up on the carrier 
and head straight for it. When we 
are still about ten miles away the 
nearest cruiser opens on us. There 
a n  black puffs a mile ahead of us 
and my heart flips back into normal 
flight position.

The cruiser's second salvo is so 
close that we hear the ‘ whaps” of 
the shells. We swing out away from 
his range.

My tail gunner shouts over the 
radio that two ■•97" fighters are 
after us. They square away and dive 
an us. To shake them we dodge back 
toward the cruiser, which again 
cuts loose. We are rid of them.

We are now about four miles from 
the carrier. Both cruisers open a t 
us, firing their shells into the sea 
to throw columns of water up ahead 
of Os.

Meanwhile, the carrier has start­
ed a  fast circle to the left, running 
far its life. I t  has completed about 
a  quarter turn when our bombers 
suddenly dive on it. The next few 
seconds are indescribable. One in­
stant the carrier is intact. The next 
it is a shambles as bomb after bomb 
rips into its deck. Our bombers 
weren't aiming to miss.

A bomb smashes the carrier 
squarely Just astern of midships. 
What must have been a heavy 
anti-aircraft gun mounting lobs 
bully Into the air and plops over­
side Into the sea. Smoke streams 
out astern from this huge wound.
H ie carrier Is still swinging to 

the left. We duck into the trailing 
smoke and I  give the signal for our 
attack. We poke our noses through 
the smoke and go in for the kill. A 
single anti-aircraft gun somewhere 
near the stern is still firing, but the 
carrier is already badly wrecked, 
With smoke and flames everywhere.

I  sight on the ship and think: 
"W hat a terrible mess.” I t  never 
occurs to me that there is anybody 
aboard the carrier. In  fact I  would 
be extremely surprised if anyone 
suggested there were people on 
board. I t  is Just a target. I have the 
sensation of sitting off In one cor­
ner of the sky and watching my­
self and the other planes twisting 
and maneuvering down near the sur­
face of the water. In my mind's eye 
I  see the whole scene as from a 
great distance.

Meanwhile I  release my fish and 
pull out. My plane jumps a little 
ahead as it is freed of the weight 
of the torpedo. My No. 2 plane re­
leased, then soars out over the stern. 
We bank sharply and watch for the 
explosions.

They come almost simultaneously 
—square hits amidships. The torpe­
does throw up spouts of water like 
a  fountain. The water reaches its 
maximum height in a column then 
seems to spill over a little. A puff 
of smoke comes up from the center 
of the water column. The splashes 
are different than near misses with 
bombs, where the water spatters in 
huge, wide splashes with heavy 
smoke and exploding gas shooting 
high into the' air.

My other planes push home the 
attack. As we pull away the car­
rier already is beginning to settle 

It is still turning. It 
I three I urns before stop­

ping dead and going under.
There is no feeling of exultation. 

There is no emotional reaction ex­
cept relief. I  think that this one, at 
least. Is no longer a danger. Its 
planes can not attack our own car­
rier. I  don’t  think of Pearl Harbor 
or the Japanese or anything except 
that this impersonal enemy has been 
killed and can not kill us.

Our Job is done, so now we rendez­
vous and head for home. I  count 
the planes. All there. Everything 
okay.

Back on our carrier the pilots 
write Individual reports and we find 
that each has seen a dozen things 
the others never noticed. Our Im­
pressions are disjointed, but gradu­
ally they fit into one picture. We 
ask one fighter pilot from another 
squadron to describe the markings 
on the tall at the Japanese bombers. 
T o  his astonishment he hadn’t even 
noticed whether they were twin-tall 
o r single. But he can desclbe min­
utely the vital area In the Jap  en­
gine where his bullets were pouring.

My neck Is horribly stiff and I 
realise that I have been turning my 
head Constantly from the take-off 
to  the landing

In  the wardroom the pilots are 
chattering excitedly over sandwich­
es and coffee, comparing experienc­
es and impressions. Later they start 

ng poker.
have won the first round but 

la still

three enemy carriers and a  large 
force of other warships a consider­
able distance away. Our commanders 
decide to attack despite the distance 
and again we take off.

I  am pleased to find myself much 
calmer than yesterday and as we fly 
to our tarket I plan ways for putting 
to use the lessons we’ve learned.

The weather Is much dirtier than 
yesterday and when we find the en­
emy he is lying under a thick black 
cloud apparently attempting to hide.

Going in we fly over one cruiser 
but he fails to fire at us. apparent­
ly believing we are members of his 
own force. We duck into a cloud and 
come out Just astern of the carrier. 
It spots us and swings into a sharp 
right turning, opening with all Its 
guns. The ack ack bounces us around 
a bit but doesn't stop us. Neither 
do two fighters which get on our 
tails.

Over a ways I  see two fighters, 
one a Messerschmitt and the other 
a Zero, attacking a single plane of 
our squadron, chasing it down to 
the surface. But our pilot keeps go­
ing until he maneuvers into position 
and releases his torpedo in a quar­
tering shot.

The carrier looms up. Its planes 
are gone and we know they are 
over attacking our home carrier. 
Okay. That means we’ve got to hit 
him. We’ve got to hope we get 
him and pray his planes don't get 
us. I f  they do we won’t have any 
place to go home to.
The carrier shows signs of having 

been hit a few minutes before by our 
bombers. But it is not smoking 
much. This ship is even bigger than 
the one we sunk yesterday and both 
are of biggest, newest Jap  types. We 
cut loose our fish and they catch 
him under the stern.

The whole ship staggers and Is 
obviously bad hit. It'll be surprising 
if he gets home. Again there is a 
feeling of tremendous relief that at 
least one more source of danger to 
us has been eliminated. We didn’t 
see him go down but others of our 
planes hit him later and left him 
even more badly crippled.

We pull away through heavy ack 
ack from the cruisers and start 
wondering whether our ship is still 
afloat or has been as badly punish­
ed as the enemy vessel we have Just 
attacked. We don’t have much time 
to wonder. Almost simultaneously all 
of our rear gunners sight a flight of 
at least 10 enemy fighters—yellow 
97’s—getting ready to attack us. 

Over the radio I scream at the 
boys to tighten up behind me. Al­
so I scream at a lone fighter of 
ours which Is sitting up at about 
10,000 feet to get the hell down 
and give us a hand. 1 don't realize 
It but later the boys tell me I am 
cussing a blue streak.

The 97’s pull calmly and deliber­
ately up into positions on our quar­
ter and prepare to attack. We get 
set for the shock.

The first fighter comes In at a 
steep dive and I  see that our tracers 
are too far behind him. I  scream 
at our gunners to give a bigger lead 
with their machine guns. The Japs 
don’t come too close, not over 150 
yards.

One by one they peel off and take 
a crack a t us. Bullets whip through 
the radioman’s cockpit of my num­
ber two plane, smashing the gun 
mount and missing the radioman’s 
head by half an inch. Other planes 
are hit but not seriously. As each en­
emy fighter comes down his bullets 
puff up the water below us in a  se­
ries of little sprays.

Then our gunners steady down 
and we get the range. A 97 flies in­
to our cone of fire and suddenly 
bursts into flames. I t  reels over and 
hits the water blazing. A second 
one gets the same treatment and 
they decide they have enough and 
break off the action. They surely 
look beautiful—going away.

Now the attack has stopped I  re­
alize gas is becoming a serious prob­
lem to us. Our indicators are slip­
ping toward empty and we don’t 
know if we’ll make it.

One of us doesn’t. Only 20 minutes 
from home the pilot of one of my 
planes tells me by radio that his 
gas is gone and he has to sit down. 
We see him go down on the water 
in a perfert landing, giving him and 
the crew plenty of opportunity to get 
into their boat.

I  feel sure they’ll turn up later 
somehow, somewhere.

We simply can't let ourselves wor­
ry too much about death. I t  may be 
the turn of any of the rest of us to­
morrow.

Our engines are already beginning 
to cough when we finally sight our 
carrier. I t  shows no signs of dam­
age. We hurry aboard. Several of 
my planes are considerably shot up. 
One will never get back.

But we have won the second 
round, too. We begin preparations 
for the next one.

Wildcats came Into the picture In 
the Panhandle field last week with
announcement that Humble Oil and 
Refining company had abandoned 
its Motley county wildcat and moved
the equipment to its No. 1 A. S. 
Moss, section 119, block 1, SPRR 
survey, in Hall county; that Hagy, 
Harrington and Marsh have uncov­
ered good gas pay in their D|o. 1 
Coldwater, wildcat in Sherman coun­
ty; that the water well Is being drill­
ed for the Pure Oil company’s wild­
cat in Dallam county.

The Motley county wildcat, on 
the Matador Land and Cattle com­
pany ranch was abandoned at a to­
tal depth of 6,314 feet.

Drilling of the water well la in 
progress for the Pure Oil compel 
ny’s No. 1 Federal Land Bank, sec­
tion 17, block 7, Capital Land sur­
vey, wildcat in Dallam county near 
the New Mexico line. Rigging up Is 
expected to start this week.

Although no definite Information 
is obtainable from the Hagy, Har­
rington and Marsh wildcats In 
Sherman county, it was learned 
from reliable sources yesterday that 
the second test, located on the Cold- 
water ranch, section 21, 3B, GH&H 
survey, had topped the gas and that 
a commercial producer would be 
completed. The test is located 12 
miles south of Stratford.

Hagy, Harrington and Marsh Is 
also drilling another wildcat on the 
Bivln& ranch eight miles south of 
the Coldwater test. No-drilling report 
has been released on the test.

In  Lamb county the Stanolind Oil 
& Gas company’s wildcat test is 
drilling below 9.000 feet. Plans call 
for a 10,000-foot test.

The Phillips Petroleum company 
cleaned out an old well in Moore 
county. The pay had dropped to 40,- 
000,000 cubic feet daily. Acid treat­
ment was applied and pie well shot 
its production to 104,000.000 cubic 
feet dally.

Another huge gas well was com­
pleted in Moore county last week 
when the Phillips Petroleum com­
pany brought In its No. 1 Donelson, 
section 160, block 3-T, T ’NO sur­
vey, for an even 260,000,000 cubic

feet dally. I t  Is one of the field’s 
biggest wells.

Four new wells were completed 
and given open flow potentials last 
week, two for oil and two for gas.
The oil wells, In Hutchinson county, 
gauged 107 barrels. The two gas 
wells, one in Hutchinson county and 
the other In Moore county, tested 
272,000,000 cubic feet.

Five new locations were reported 
during the week, four In Hutchin­
son county and one In Gray coun­
ty. 4«

Canadian Summer 
Domestic Science 
Projects Mapped
Special To The NEW S

CANADIAN, June 13—Mrs. H. E. 
Hill, teacher of home economics In 
Canadian High school, h a s  been 
visiting in the home of her pupils 
this past week and has the sum­
mer project work lined up for the 
girls.

Of the 60 who took home econo­
mics the past year, many hpd had 
summer projects for the past two 
summers so were ineligible for cred­
it on such work this year, but 34 
girls will take up one or several 
of the following projects:

Gardens, canning, yard improve­
ment, including raising of flowers, 
preparation of meals for a whole 
week relieving their mother of the 
cooking, housework, child care, room 
Improvement, which may be cur­
tains or linens, and poultry raising.

Most of the girls will do some 
sewing f o r  themselves o r other 
members of the family and will re­
pair used garments.

Mrs. Hill has encouraged her 
girls to plan their time, schedule 
their work, and keep a record of 
what they have accomllshed.

Each girl who works at one or 
several projects for 100 hours this 
summer will receive one-half cred­
it in home economics.

Some studying is also required, 
with Mrs. Hill assisting the girls 
in planning their work and In selec­
tion of books and other material 
for study. She plans to visit In the 
homes to inspect and oversee the 
work.

Late In August or opening week of 
school, the home economics de­
partment will hold an “achievement 
day" at which time results if the

summer projects will be displayed.
The Homemakers club will meet 

one afternoon a week a t the school 
room from 2 to 4 o’clock. Beets and 
carrots In the garden they planted 
In early spring will be canned. A 
late garden Is to be planted for 
use after school opens In Septem­
ber. Some linens for use In their 
dining room will be made by the 
girls during these sessions.

The home economics department 
girls have been trying the past year or 
so to accumulate a fund with which 
to buy a nice set Of furniture for 
their dining room. They sold maga­
zine subscriptions, gave cooked food 
sales, which built up the amount 
In the treasury.

Before the close of school they 
decided to postpone the buying of 
furniture a n d  bought a Victory 
Bond in the name of the home eco­
nomics department. They plan to 
buy another the coming school year.

Mrs. Hill will be home economics 
teacher next school year.
