Eating Habits Of

WASHINGTON, Nov. 2 (A —Eat-
ing habits of American civilians for
the duration of the war may be de-
termined largely by the decision
President Roosevelt makes on a pro-
posal that he appoint a food ad-
ministrator to control production
and consumption.

The proposal, advanced by War
Production Board Chairman Don-
ald M. Nelson, reflects sharp and
fundamental differences within the
government over war food require-
ments and the possibility of furth-
er shortages.

At the bottom of these differ-
ences is the question of how much
manpower. machinery, transporta-
tion, and other facilities should be
devoted to food production.

On the one hand are those—in-
cluding Ssecretary of Agriculture
Wickard—who believe that food
production should be maintained at
as near present record levels as
possible in order that civilians as
well as the United Nations fight-
ing forces may have well-balanced
diets.

On the other are those—includ-
ing some war production board of-
ficials and military authorities—

With Republicans predicting
“substantial” gains and Democrats
conceding them some but not
enough to control, America’s adult
millions will pause briefly in their
drive to win the war to vote
tomorrow in the “off-year” elec-
tions which will determine the
make-up of the 78th congress and
state administrations.

In the first wartime election since
1918, when the Republicans gained |
control from a Democratic congress |
under Woodrow Wilson and held it
for 12 years, upwards of 30,000,000
voters—light corftpared with former
years—are expected to choose from
more than 1,600 candidates, 33 sen-
ators, 432 house members, 32 gov-
ernors, and a host of other state of-
ficers.

Sharp reductions in registrations
indicated a light vote despite ap-
peals from party leaders, includ-
ing President Roosevelt, that citi-
zens go to the polls to demopstirate
that one of the nation’s most cher-
ished privileges—the free ballot—
could be preserved in war and de-
mocracy kept functioning.

In an attack on “Washington Bu-

U. S. ‘Pea-Shooters’
Show Japs New Trick

WITH AMERICAN AIR FORCES
IN CHINA, Oct. 31 (Delayed) (#)—
iAmPrimn airmen flying shark-nos-
ed P-40's, known hereabouts as “pea-
| shooters,” introduced a new trick in
their air warfare with a dive-bomb-
[ing assault on Hongkong last Wed-
| nesday.
| One big merchant ship was left
{in flames by a direct hit, and near-
! misses were scored against two oth-
ers in this third raid within a
week upon the Japanese-occupied
British crown colony.
| (The Japanese radio reported sev-
en bombers raided Hongkong Wed-
nesday, but said that no damage
was inflicted and that one raider
was shot down).

This dive-bombing assault was the
first in this theater by the Curtiss
P-40’s, built originally as fighters
but now become jacks of all trades
in the hands of resourceful Amer-
icans. Out here at the end of the
U. 8. Army’s longest supply line
they make the best of what equip-
ment is at hand—and then some.

Action May Be
Major Triumph

WASHINGTON, Nov. 2 (AP)—The sinking
of seven enemy ships and the damaging of
three others, including a converted aircraft
carrier set afire, by American submarines dur-
ing recent operations in the Pacific were an-
nounced today by the Navy.

A communique reported that American submarines
operating in the western and south Pacific had sunk one
large passenger-cargo ship two large tankers, two medium-
sized and two small cargo ships, damaged and set afire
one converted carrier, and damaged one destroyer, and a

These operations brought the total
of enemy ships reported sunk or
damaged by submarines in the Pa-
cific since the outbreak of war to
133, of which 36 were sunk, 20 prob-
ably sunk and 27 damaged.

TONSBENT 70O BE GOVERNED
MEANS TO YIELD

A contributor in the Clearing House insists
that our government during the past 10 years|
has had more consent of the governed than any',
time in our history. I had previously claimed
that the government had more consent of the
governed between 1868 and 1913 than any time
in our history.

Our differences of opinion undoubtedly come
from the meaning each of us puts on the word.
*consent”.

Real consent of the governed means a yielding,

shirtsleeves. |

or a surrendering, or relinquishing to the physical
or moral control of another. With this definition
of consent, one is not consenting unless one has
some natural right to yield or relinquish. I am
not consenting when I tell one man he can give
another man a fortune, or rob another man of a
fortune and give it to me. I have nothing there to
consent to.

On the other hand, the party who contends the'
government has had more consent in the last 10
years than any time in history is using the word
“consent” to mean being pléased with the action,
of other parties over which he had no control or,
natural right. Of course, the 12,000,000 people
receiving checks extorted by the government
from others and partially from themselves with-
out them knowing it, were pleased, but giving
| the government the power to rob one group to
| give to another is not the proper use of the word
“consent”.

With the proper meaning of the word ‘“con-
| sent”, that is relinquishing a natural right to the
government, there has never been a time in our
history when we have had as much government
without the consent of the governed, as we have
had during the last 10 years.

1t is this use of the word ‘‘conzeat” with dif-
i ferent meanings, that leads to untold confusion. |
| The government, during the last 10 years, has
added more laws that took away from people their
inherent rights and did this without their consent,
1 than any time in our history. It thérefore must of
| neeessity be less of a government with the real
consent of the governed than it was before these
restrictive laws were passed. It, of course, has
done more to bribe people to get them to ac-
quiesce, not consent, because they had no power
to consent to bribery than any time in our history.
| But this kind of acquiescence, this kind of
consent, for the government to rob one group to
give to another, is a dictatorial form of govern-
ment, a government of men rather than a govern-
ment of impersonal, universal laws. It is not a
demmocratic form of government. And the repeti-
| tion of the New Dealers who are temporarily
materially benefited by this kind of bribery in no
way is evidence that the government in the last
10 years has the consent of those governed. The
government, in order to have the consent of the
governed, must get the consent of those whom
they would control, tax and limit in their physical
acts. To get the consent to control others, is not
real consent. Real consent consists in controlling
and limiting and yielding and surrendering some
natural right or property of the individual giving
the consent.

150 Japs Downed

United States naval forces today
appeared to have the run of the
waters around embattled Guadal-
canal Island as a result of the de-
vastating battle of Oct. 26 in which
the Japanese now are reported of-
ficially to have suffered damage to
séven big ships.

In what the Navy described as the
first - detailed report of the Naval
air battle east of the Stewart Is-
lands one week ago, the enemy also
was reported to have lost between
100 and 150 planes.*

Japanese warships listed as dam-
aged included two aircraft carriers,
two battleships and three cruisers.
This added one battleship and two
heavy cruisers to the score prev-
fously reported.

Announced United States losses
in the engagement were one carrier,
as yet unidentified, and the destroy-
er, Porter, with other ships report-
ing lesser damage.

As the battered Japanese armada
retired from the scene, American
warships swept into the area from
which enemy vessels had bombarded
the defenders of Guadalcanal and
let go with a two hour cannonading
of Japanese positions on the island.
Several buildings and boats and
some artillery were destroyed by the
shelling, which occurred last Friday,
(Solomon Islands -time).

At the same time seven Grum-
man ‘Wildcats” paid another call on
the enemy base at Rekata Bay,
northwest of Guadalcanal, shooting
down three “Zero” float planes and
two biplanes and sending a fuel
dump up in smoke.

Dive bombers attacked enemy de-
stroyers in the vicinity of the Rus-
sel Islands, about 30 miles northwest
of Guadalcanal, Thursday night and
again Friday morning with incon-
clusive results. One bomber failed
to return. .

As the picture of the great Oct. 26
battle began to take shape, it ap-
peared that U. S. Navy fliers had |

dealt the enemy a severe pounding.

Death Takes
Art McGovern,
Famed Athlefe

NEW YORK, Nov. 2 (#—Arthur
A. (Artie) McGovern, who cured
the world’s most publicized stomach
ache and became famous as a con-
ditioner of men, is dead.

The man who restored thousands
to health, including many of the well
known athletes of the last two de-
rades, died in Post-Grauated hospital
vesterday at the age of 51.

He had lived in Phoenix Ariz., the
past three year, but returned to New .
York to visit a month ago and was
taken to the hospital Saturday suf-
fering from a kidney ailment.

A vprize fighter in his younger
days, McGovern fractured a knuckle
in 1910. That meded his boxing
eareer-but launched him on another
enterprise which brought more
fame than he ever enjoyed in the
ring.

He opened a gymnasium whlch
prospered, but it wasn't until 1925
that his big break came. That was
the year that Babe Ruth suffered
his most disastrous season in base-
ball,

The Babe had been stricken with
a stomach ailment in the, spring. he
didn’'t appear in a major- league
game until June and finally was
fined $5000 after a dispute with
Manager Miller Huggins.

In the fall, Ruth’s friend and
advisor, Chrisiy Walsh, s
that he put himself in McGovern's
hands. After a winter in the Mc-
Govern gymnasium, the Babe re-
turned to the game 40 pounds lighter
and proceeded to slam 47 home runs
in the 1926 season.
