Packers, Retailers Here Now Are
Facing Complete Lack of Beef

A survey of packers and retail
meat sellers today indicates that
the people of Pampa and the Pan-
handle, one of the greatest beef
producing areas in the United
States, will be without meat, ex-
cept for pork, within the next week
or ten days.

The pinch already is being felt
seriously here with practically all
retailers selling only limited quanti-
ties to customers.

Dealers questioned today stated
they are getting only about 25
per cemt of their normal supply

; and that is expected to
down greatly within the
next fortnight.

There will be some pork, but even
the supply of that will be limited.

One packing company representas
tive in Pampa this forenoon called
on the public to cooperate as a
patriotic gesture, and to bear the
situation out until late in January
when the nation’s regular meat ra-
tioning program goes into effect
and beef will be rationed equitably
to all buyers.

Gets One Per Cent

“This is what you might call a
temporary rationing period,” he
saild, “and it's going to be up to
the public to aecept the patriotic
view and cooperate.”

One meat market manager in
Pampa said today his market is
getting less than one per cent of
the beef it received a year ago.
When the government instituted the
voluntary rationing by packers sev-
eral weeks ago it was stated that
retailers would receive 70 per cent
of the beef supplies they receled
in October, November and Decem-
ber a year ago.

Pork supplies are limited but most

markets here today said the supply |

There will be a fairly
good supply of turkeys, chickens,

thing which is saving the situation
is the expirdtion of the present
system of rationing on Dec. 1, with
the imposition of new restrictions.
It is hoped these new restrictions,
including the lowering of the basic
A ration from four to three gallons
in 16 eastern states, will plug the
leaks.
Experience with gasoline ration-
ing thus far has made it appear
that the success of the rationing
program in general is going to de-
pend on the ability of rationing of-
ficials to devise controls faster than
the small percentage of cheap
chiselers in th® United States can
devise ways to beat them.
Estimates of the amount of gas-
oline which the 85 million civil-
fan motor vehicles in this 17-state
area should consume under existing
rationing were placed originally at
460,000 barrels a day. Instead of
that, consumption has been at the
rate of 520,000 barrels a day. The
difference, 60,000 barrels, figures
out to the colossal leakage of 25
million gallons a day. Every trans-
portation facility available has been
used to keep deliveries from the
refineries at the 520,000 barrel per
day figure, but _since it has been
impossible to ship in that much gas
from outside the area, the net re-
sult has been a tremendous de-
crease in eastern reserve stocks of
petroleum produets.
+ » .
THE LEAK: S BOOKS
Principal source of the leakage
has been the “S” or Service cou-
pon book which goes into the dis-
card on Dec. 1, The way this has
worked out’ is that operators of
trucks, cabs and similar vehicles
entitled to S or unlimited rations,
knowing that they could get addi-
tional rations when one book was
used up, havé been profering whole
pages of coupons or even entire
S books to crooked gas station op-
erators for whatever price they
could get.
The outlaw station operator, with
this supply of reserve coupons on
hand, was then in a position to
offer his’friends or old customers
gasoline in excess of their regular
A. B. or C rations. And as each
S coupon has been good for five
gallons of gas, this business with
bootlegged coupons has been flour-
ishing, All the station operator
has had to do to get additional
gas has been to turn in coupons
to the distributor, so the procedure
has been easy and as far as the
bookkeeping is concerned, perfectly
regular.
Abolition of the 8 book “system
on Dec. 1 has served to speed up
the disposition of S book coupons
in the past few weeks. Knowing
that they could not possibly use
up all their S book coupons be-
fore that date, S book holders

have found a Teady market for
their excess rations.

THE PLUG: T BOOKS

To stop this practice in the fu-
ture, it is hoped that the new T
or Transport mileage ration system
going into effect Dec. 1 will do
the trick. To get a T book, the
operator of a commercial vehicle
must first get his Certificate of
War Necessity. In making applica-
tion for the certificate, the opera-
tor must specify how many miles
of driving are essential for the
operation of his. business for a
three-month period. He will then be
issued a T book containipg cou-
pons for only enough gas to op-
erate over this essential mileage.
The second new regulation which
it is hoped will stop the bootlegging
of coupons will come through the
requirement in effect on Nov. 21,
that all coupans must have the
car license number written on the
back.

Among the “gigantic events” was
the fact that the German Army was
literally hammering at the gates of
Moscow. A year ago the Germans
were announcing that their forces
stood just 31 miles from the Soviet
capital. Winter and the Red Army
turned back that thrust, and the
peril to Moscow was relieved.
A year ago the German press spoke
of “a determined continuance of the
campaign in the East for the com-
plete destruction of Bolshevism,” and
a real occasion was made of the
Anti-Comintern Pact anniversary.
Germany and Japan were the ori-
ginal signers, getting together Nov.
25. 1936, to bind themselves to in-
form and consult with each other
and execute cooperative action to

tivity and to take other measures in
a campaign against world commun-
ism. Out of this grew the AXkis alli-
ance of today.

Italy added her name to the part-
nership a year later; Manchukuo
{and Hungary joined in February,
1930; Spain signed up in March.
1939. Then, in one fell swoop, as the
success of German arms in the East
stood at high tide, the membership
was more than doubled on the fifth
anniversary and the pact was -re-
newed for five years. The new ad-
herents were Bulgaria, Denmark,
Finland. Croatia. Rumania. Slovakia
and- Japanese-domihated Nanking-
China

Numbers, However, have not lent
strength to the partnership.

" While the original signatories in-
sisted the pact was not a military .
instrument and was not pointed at
the Soviet Union, as distinguished
from the Third International, it has
taken military implications in a
world at war. Italy’s foreign minis-’
ter, Count Galeazzo Ciano. for in-
stance. said at last year’s Berlin
ceremony that it was not only Bol-
shevism that must be fought but
also its Allies and promoters, “es-
pecially England, which, in viola-
tion of its obligations as a member
of the civilized community, appoint-
ed itself guardian of what the Eng-
lish themselves once designated as
the most disagreeable and Barbaric
tyranny which ever existed in his-
tory.” The United States was indict-
ed with Great Britain on that oc-
casion, both being charged with hav-
ing become “assistants to world com=
munism.

Military developments of a year
have shown the strength of the Anti-
Comintern front to be exactly where
it was six years ago today. in the
halds of Germany and Japan. Italy,
by her losses in Egypt and Libya and
her vulnerable position as the Allies
drive to join ferces across the whole
of North Africa. has become ever
more clearly the weakest link of the
Big Three Axis powers,

Manchukiilo and Nanking-China
are but Japanese puppets: Slovakia
and Croatia are Axis creations; Bul«
gatia. restrained by her cultural
ties with Russia, has proved reluc-
tant so far to contribute any forces
to the battlefieds in Russia; Finland
has been playing a holding game;
Denmark, German-occupied, has no

Iseparate will; and Hungary and Ru-

mania, while they have sent troops
to pattle on the Eastern front. have
bitter differences over Transylvania
which could break out into conflict
at any time the fear of German
reaction were removed.

That leaves Spain, the arena where
the Right and Left foughty bloodily
in the ‘Civil War. and where the
German-and Italian-supported Fas«
cists won. But even there, under
the pressure of the American and
British occupation of French North
Africa, there has been a strong and

quick shift to complete neutrality.

It may well be that the Anti-Com-
intern front, non-military though it

technically is, passed the peak of its
strength when Moscow's darkest hour

“The British First Army, strong-

over enormous distances with the
[utmost possible speed . . . . greatly
lhelped in the advance by the vigor-
ous resistance which the French
of Tunisia already are
throwing heavy reinforcements into
southern Tunisia.

A Vichy broadcast said the Nazis
had landed reinforcements at both
Gabes and Sfax, south of Tunis on
the Gulf of Gabes.

Without confirmation elsewhere,
the Berlin radio asserted that the
British First Army had “suffered
a severe setback In its attempt
to gain ground in the Tunisian-
Algerian frontier area.”

The broadcast said German and
Italian tank troops ambushed Brit-
ish tank spearheads of several mo-
torized columns in the coastal
mountains, and declared German
sappers had cut off the lines of
|retréat for most of the advanced
| British forces by blowing up two
|hairpin bends in the road.

Allied dispatches pictured the
struggle as nearing a showdown
clear across Tunisia from the Al-
gerian - Tunisian frontier regjon,
with the Axis entrenched in a 30-
mile-deep zone along the northeast
coast,

A spokesman at United Nations
theadquarters in* North Africa said
U. 8. Army troops and French legi-
ons drove back a German screening
force southeast of Tunis, the capi-
tal, while British troops compelled
a similar Axis screen to retreat in
the North around Bizerte,

American parachute troops,
\guarding an airfield in the South,
were officially credited with en-
gaging an Axis mechanized column
and taking a number of prisoners.

Meanwhile, American P-38 fighter
planes ranged the skies over the
Axis-invaded colony, hunting down
German and Italian concentrations,
strafing troop columns and battling
growing numbers of Axis aireraft.

On the Russian front, Marshal
Semeon Timoshenko's spectacular
winter offensive rolled ahead on
both sides of Stalingrad, killing 18,-
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out several dozen Nazi blockhouses,
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000 more Nazis yesterday and last
night, and capturing 12,000 prison-
ers. This brought the total Axis
dead .to 44,000, and the prisoners
to 36,000 since the drive began
While the main Soviet spear-
heads raced westward, scoring a 25-
advance in one thrust yes-
A Red Army colmun drove
down along the Volga from the
North and joined Stalingrad's gar-
rison in the northside factory dis-
the Russian command an-

The break-through laid bare ‘the
upper flank of dwindling Nazi
forces still fighting inside the Volga
metropolis, and virtually eclinched
the collapse of the three-months-

Cheered by this relief, defenders
of the ruined city pushed ahead
in their own offensives, clearing

and killing 9,000 invaders.

Latest Soviet dispatches said the
Germans, who launched their as-
sault on Stalingrad on Aug. 25, aft-
er sweeping 350 miles eastward \in
two months, were now caught in
A narrow’strip running through the
Don river elbow between Kalach
and Trekhostrovskaya,

While there was no confirmation
of Stockholm reports that the Ger-
mans had ordered a general with-
drawal from Stalingrad, British
military quarters in London de-
clared the Nazi siege armies were
(iIn an “awful” position.

Both the Soviet command and
Red Star, the Russian Army news-
paper, indicated that German mo-
rale was deteriorating rapidly, with
the Nazis abandoning vast stores

of material, including tanks, auto-
mobiles and even airplanes.
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
