Cinned Goods
" Go On Ration
" InNext Month

WASHINGTON, Dee, 28. (#)—
You will need a ration book with
your can opener beginning in Feb-
ruary.

In an extraordinary broadcast
to the American people, Food Ad-
ministrator Claude R. Wickard
outlined plans last night to ra-
tien all canned, dried, and frozen
fruits and vegetables and their
Juices including soups, as soon as
the machinery can be set up.

The purpose, as Wickard explain-
ed it, is to insure an equitable dis-
tribution on the home front while
supplying the armed forces and our
fighting allies, who together will
need about 25 per cent of all the
food that we produce next year.

In a warning against hoarding,
the office of price administrator
emphasized that consumers must
list stocks on hand when register-
ing for war ration book two, the
“point” rationing book which will
be used for canned goods, and later
for meats and other commodities

Stamps will be deducted to cover
the goods on hand before the ration
book is issued.

“Heavy penalties,” said OPA, “are

provided for any applicant who
makes a false declaration of the
amount of goods he has on hand.”

Fresh fruits and
those preserved at home, will not be
affected.

Wickard, declaring that nearly
half of next year's production of
canned and dried fruits and veget-

NEW DELHI, Dec. 27 (Delayed)—
Looking back from nine months to
the black days when the sprawling
sub-continent of India was unpre-
pared to defend itself against a
Japanese invasion it's good - to be
able to report with certainty that
this great empire’'s security is mc
longer a cause of anxiety.

Of course the defense of Indis
is still a matter of concern, just as
is the defense of England, or out
own United States for t matter
There always must be an element
of danger so long as the Mikado's
barbarians are sitting just acros:
the Bay of Bengal in Burma.

However, we can say that Hin-
dustan today is so well set for mil-
itary action that it feels capable o!
dealing with any emergency. The¢
time of sleepless nights has passed

I arrived in the Indian capita
last night and the first thing I dic
was to check on the military situa-
tion to make sure it looked as gooc
at close range as it has from a dis-
tance. It seems even better herc
where we are up against actuali-
ties

India has a big army of at leas'
a million under arms here at home
apart from the hundreds of thou-
sands of men who are fighting over
seas. The training of new troops i
proceeding well. Other defensive
projects are said to be in an egual-
ly satisfactory condition.

So far as concerns the possibilit:
of a Japanese invasion, the reader
of this column will recall that fron
| the outset of the Nipponese con
que ts in Indonesia and Burma
|said that an attempt to congue
i India proper was remote despit
' this country’s political and militar
| weaknesses. This estimate was base
{on the undoubted fact that an ir
vasion would mnot be strategicall
sound except from the standpoint ¢
some emergency such as might de
velop, for example, in the Russo
German theater.

The Japs already had overrun a’
and maybe more than they coul
hope to digest. 8o why ask for trov
ble by trying to swallow giant Ir
dia. The Nipponese military leader
will steal all they can get awa
with, but the intimations have bee
that they are trying not to let' the!
eyes get bigger than their stom
achs. .

Still there always was the barr
possibility that Hitler might per
suade his allies to strike at Indi
in order to help his Caucasus driv
or that some other circumstance
might impel them to cross the Ba
of Bengal. Therefore, it is a matte
of immense satisfaction to see thes
contingencies recede into the din
shadows. .

There undoubtedly is another sor
of invasion which the Japanese ar
attempting. That is the conquest o
propaganda. Every effort is beins
made to create disaffection among
the people of India, but the average
native of this country has no de-
lusions about his fate at the hand:
of the Japs if they ever got a hold
here. The morale of the army is
said to be air-tight.

India’s presently vastly improved
position is due not only to her own
growing strength, but to the weak-
ening of Japanese resources. Thanks
for this must go to the operations
of United States forces and their
Allies in the Pacific.

Japan's heavy losses in aircraft,
warships and cargo boats have
greatly weakened her striking power
and limited the range of her activ-
ities. In order to invade India on &
big scale, the Japs must have con-
trol of the Bay of Bengal--please
get out those maps I talk so much
about—both in the air and on the
water.

They must have transport ships
with which to move their troops,
equipment and supplies.

Those requisites would appear to
be beyond their reach at this time.
Certainly the Anglo-American air
forces have superiority in the air
defensively although they lack abso-
lute ¢ontrol, as witness the raids on
Calcutta last week.

There is still another point in In-
dia’s favor which I mentioned last
week in a -dispatch from <Cairo. Ev-
ery day the Allies come nearer to
driving the Axis into the sea from
Northern Africa, so much nearver dp
we come to the time when the Med-
iterranean will be opened again for
shipping. This will mean that India
no longer will have to depend on
the long haul from Britain and the
United States around South Africa
for her war supplies. That will give

Allies Smash Last
Jap Defense At Buna

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS IN
AUSTRALIA, Dec. 28 (/) —Allied
troops storming heavily-fortified,
bunker-type defenses are steadily
smashing the last Japanese lines
at Buna in New Guinea, the Allied
command announced today in a
communique which also disclosed
that American P-38 fighters had
made their debut on that front with
a smashing victory over enemy air-
men,

Hammering ceaselessly at Japa-
nese remnants trapped in a coastal
strip in the Buna area, Allied troops
attacking from the left have driven
8 wedge into the enemy's defense
system, and on the right “impor-
tant enemy gun emplacements have
been taken,” the communique re-
ported.

Their Own Game

SOMEWHERE IN NEW GUINEA,
Dec. 28 (AP)—American troops are
learning to meet and beat the
Japanese at their own game,

They have had exceptional recent
success In the Buna Government
Station area, capped by the drive
of one unit to a neachhead east of
the station.

The forces which made the suc-
cessful push Dec. 25, after a pre-
vious effort which failed Dec. 24,
are forming a line facing Giropa
Point, hoping to hold there while
additional troops move in behind to
sweep in on Government Station
from which might be called (he
back door. To the south of the
Station at a junction of tracks
leading to Buna village and Gov-
ernment Station, the American
covering force is pinning down the
Japs in a defensive position gen-
erally known as the triangle.

The strongest concentration in the
general Buna area now is believed
to be Giropa Point and it is to
that point the enemy possibly will
withdraw if driven out of the old
strip area to the west.

The Amer:cans on Dec. 24 made
gains in the Station area itself un-
der the support of heavy artillery
fire which was almost constant from
before dawn until dark.

There are more Americans taking
to trees now in countersniping
which they have been learning and
are finding effective. The Ameri-
cans also are discovering it is best
to be more cautious. They are ex-
posing themselves less and are
learning to make their bullets
count.

From hospital patients who only
a few days ago commanded com-
panies and platoons in the front
lines T learmed one possibly en-
couraging fact—the Japs no longer
are so prodigal with their ammu-
nition. Where once they blasted
recklessly with machineguns, tom-
myguns and rifles, they now hold
their fire until pretty sure of a
target.
