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Cattle Report

Shows Decline

AUSTIN--The number of .

cattle in Texas feedlots as of
March 1 had dropped 3
percent from a year ago, but
consumers should still find
beef in adequate supply in the
coming months, Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan V.
Brown has said. :
“Reduced supplies point to
slightly higher prices, because
beef prices basically depend
on supply and demand,”
Brown said. “People want to
eat more beef, but there will
be less of it available. With
inflation also taking its bite,
prices are bound to increase.”
While movement of cattle
from pastures to slaughter has
been reduced sharply in past
months (meaning less
hamburger and higher priss),
larger supplies of grain-fed
cattle have helped make up
the difference. However,
dwindling cattle herds (in
Texas as well as other states)
are making feeder calves
increasingly scarce, and this
will cut output of steaks,
roasts and other choice cuts.
