DI’A Hikes Price
On Most Painis

. WASHINGTON—(#)—OPA raised
prices. of most paints today by 31
cents to $1.30 a gallon.

Agency officlals also said soap pri-
ces must be increased or decon-
trolied.

The increase on paints was grant-
ed beeause of higher costs of lin-
seed oi] which was freed from price
cellings Oct. 29,

Most of the products that go ipto
so,igls also have been decontrolled.

e paint increases are effective
today at the manufacturers’' level
and may be passed on by all resel-
lers until they reach consumers.

The OPA announcement said the
higher paint ceilings “‘are designed
to rémove any price impediment to
production’ of the supply of paints

ed for the veterans hcusing pro-
gram.”

OPA promised to watch market
prices on linseed oil “to determine
if further price action will be need-
ed.™

OPA announced the increases ap-
ply “on all trade sales paints—those
sold over the counter—and on the
intermediate oleoresinous liquids
used as grinding vehicles” in manu-
facture of paint.

The increases included 45 cents a
gallon for flat wall paint, 16 cents
for interior gloss paint, $1.10 cents
for -exterior house paint, 86 cents
for house paint in soft and semi-

g:. funt undercoat, and $1.30 for
colots in oil.

Hovering State---Cold, Wet, Cloudy

Texas' Sunday mixture of snow,
heat, gusty winds, dropping tem-
peratures, rains, sand storms and
floods was settling into a standard-
ized pattern tocday—cold, wet and
cloudy.

Snow flurries hit Pampa near
11:30 this morning, accompanied
by rain and sleet and 33 to 34-de-
gree thermometer readings.

One and fifty-six hundredths
of rain was ‘“‘caught” by the local
weather bureau up to shortly be-
fore noon today and little relief was
in sight.

The saying, “It's snowing in Dal-
hart and heading this way’ was
also holding true as the North
Plains city reported four inches of
snow, with six-foot drifts blocking
roads in that area

WASHINGTON - Most parents
understandably, strive to bring their
children up in a good neighborhood
But is that enough? What of tlie
kind of neighborhood other children
are being brougiht up in, children
whom this nation also is dependent

if it is to grow strong and great?

1 have these other children es-
pecially in mind, for we at the Chil-
dren’s Bureay perhaps know more
about them than do most. Jusp re-
cently one of our doctors brought
in a report of the terrible degra-
dation under which hundreds of
children are living in a migratory
labor camp, near one of the weal-
thiest communities in this country.
Being a doctor she uses medical
terms to try to impress upon us the
need to do something about the
situation.

“It's a source of infection for the
entire country,” she said, “for these
pedple do not stay put. They are
traveling with their familics up and
down this country, following the
crops and going off elsewhere for
what jobs they can get. They are
carrying deep and Dbitter hatreds
with them and they will infect oth-
ers. Their children are growing up

this world.”

Others who report to us tell us
scarcely less terrible stories about
children in our dity slums. We hear
of chidlren in jail because there is
no other place provided for their
detention, and of children for whom
foster homes need to be found, but
“there is no money.” Still another
large group for whom we are always
being urged to do something are
those children whose mothers must
earn a living away from home.

H. Bean Is a qhiet, bespectacled
economist with a fine head of gray
hair and matter who works in the
Bureau of the Budget, For nearly

Trieste—It has been agreed that
the startegic adriatic port, claimed
by both Italy and Yugoslavia, should
be placed under the United Nations
sacurity council, Yugoslavia has held
out for a lax control, presumabily
hoping to take over the port even-
tually, and has sald she would re-
fuse to sign the Itallan peace treaty
as now drawn,

A possible break in this situation
as indicated last night when Yug-
oslav depu’y Foreign Minister Alcs
Bebler said here that his country
“is, willing to do whatever she can
in order that an agreement between
the Allies be reached” on the Ita-
lian treaty.

Lanube Navigation—By the now

sia in the minority, the Paris con-
ference wrote into the Romanian,
Hungarian and Bulgarian treaties
clauses for freedom of navigation on
the Danube, whose 4,000,000-ton a
year pre-war trafie flow is now dried
up. Despite the Paris decisions Rus-
sia has a veto in thé foreign minis-
ters meeting, and Molotov's objec-
tion to the navigation clauses
against the insistence of the Wes-
tern powers could indefinitely block
the three treaties.

Bulgarian Frontier — Russia and
the other Slav states sought unsuc-
cessfully at Pdaris to have Western
Thrace taken from Greece and
awarded to Bulgaria, The border is-
sue is intensified by the fact that
the frontier lies not only between
the two Balkan states but also be-
tween the Russia and Western
spheres of influence.

In their meetings here the forc-
ign ministers can write their own
tickets on the peace treaties despite
the decisions at Paris, which were
only advisory, However, Byrnes has
said he would stand by all Paris
decisions reached by & two-thirds
vote and Molotov has said be would
reject any Paris conclusion he con-
sidered undersirable.
