food supply problem between now
and November will determine whe-
ther they or the criemy gain control
of the house, and possibly of the
senate., They know it is axiomatic
that a party which cannot provide
the fundamentais of living—jobs,
food, opportunities, good times—

In fact, some Hanneganites urge
President Truman to hand the poii-
tical ball back to his opponents by
vetoing any revised OPA measure.

MeanWhile, the administration’s
publicists are preparing a campaign
document which might be entitled
“The Story of Food.” It is designed
to demonstrate that the White
House and its agencies are in no
way responasible for the present cri-
cis.

It seeks to put the blame on cir-
cumstances beyond any politico eco-

nomic control ratiler than on OPA’s
policies during and since the war.
The mere fact of preparation so far
in advance of the off-year cam-
paign reflects their concern.

Tre present and prospective strin-
gency in bread, anned goods, meats,
ete. results from our humanitarian
effort to alleviate world starvation,
As Mr. Anderson says, the contin-
ued shipment of basic materials
abroad offers small hope for im-
provement between now and No-
vember,

GAMBLE—President Truman, ob-
viously, is gambling desperately on
his belief in the humanitarian im-
pulses and natural generosity of the
American people.

His more hard-boiled aides won-
der whether this explanation will
suffice as an answer to bread-and-
butter complaints. Mr. Wilson, they
remember, merely sought to sacrifice
some portion of American sovereign-
ty, a nonedible commodity, and see
what happened to the Cox-Roose-
velt ticket in 1920!

The apparent breaking of the
deadlock over Trieste at the Paris
conference prdctically insures that
the flare-up there is to be kept com-
pletely localized.

The French compromise to which
the Russians have agreed would give
most of the disputed territory to
Yugoslavia—the population is heav-
ily Slav—but would interrationalize
the Italian-populated city of Trieste
itself under a complicated UN, Yugo-
slav-Italian, four power control, The
future headaches involved in such
a settlement probably will be terrific,
but at least it would clear one im-
mediate road block in the way of
the peace treaties toward which
the Paris conferees are working,

Whether the proposal goes through
in its present form or not, there is
ample reason for believing that the
powers have no intention of permit-
ting the Trieste distaurbances to
spread.

You will remeémber that Tito
marched into Trieste in the spring
of 1945, and then marched out again
in response to an allied ultimatum.
That was when the Russian armies
were rushing toward the objectives
in Europe which they intended
should bound their sphere of influ-
ence, and which they have held ever
since. If Tito tried then for Rus-
sian support in his effort to present
the allies with a fait accompli in
Trieste, he didn't succeed. Now,
with growing evidence that Russia
recognizes her own limitations, and
that her own faits accompli have
brought her to the verge of a break
with her wartime allies} it is un-
likely that she will wish to aggra-
vate the situation.
