WASHINGTON, August 5—(%®)—
The preliminary search for new
billions of war-financing revenue
appeared narrowing today to two
major potentialities — increases in
Individual and corporate income
taxes, or a federal retail sales tax.

Oapitol Hill heard informal re-
ports that treasury and congression-
al tax experts in joint conferences
were leaning heavily toward income
tax increases, possibly with an ex-
cess profits levy against individuals
with swollen wartime incomes, and
were putting little if any emphash
on a Tetail sales levy.

At the same time there were in-
creaging signs that a bloc might
form within congress favoring a sales
tax up to 10 per cent to avold fur-
ther drastic direct deductions from
income,

Chairman Doughton (D-N.C.) of
the House Ways and Means com-
mittee declared he would battle for
protection of millions of persons in
the “fixed-income” class — those
whose earnings have been jacked up
but little if at all by the booming
wartime economy.

Doughton conferred with Treas-
ury Secretary Morgenthau and is-
sued a statement saying recognition
must be given “that in any income
group there may he people who need
to be protected against the full im-
pact of tax increases.”

The statement was accepted In
some congressional circles as indi-
cating increases in individual in-
come taxes might embrace an ex-
cess-profits formula as now applied
to corporations.

Fighting 45th’
Spurs Quickly

By HAROLD V. BOYLE

WITH THE AMERICAN SEVEN-
TH ARMY IN SICILY, Aug. 1-
(Delayed — (#) — America’s newest
combat division “The Fighting
Forty-Fifth”"—Has won its battle
spurs storming beaches the Italian
defenders thought couldn’t be taken
and conquering a 1,000-square-mile
hunk of sunny Siclly In three weeks

“We have been shelling and deal-
ing it out ever since we landed”
laughed Lt. Col. Francis J. Reich-
man, former Oklahoma City, den-
tist.

The thorough training it received
before sailing enabled this rugged
new outfit, commanded by Maj. Gen
Troy M. Middleton, Baton Rouge,
La., to more than hold its own,
fighting side-by-side with Maj
Gen. Terry Allen’s veteran first in-
fantry division which won fame in
the Tunisian campaign

Sailing from the Uniled States,
the 45th spent less than a week in
Africa which it made a practice
landing and then pushed on to force
a way across the sand bags along an
18-mile strip of coast east of Gela
Since then, the division has achiev-
ed these things:

Captured more than 6,000 Ger-
man and Italian prisoners;
Marched 140 miles in

fighting continuously;

Knocked out eight giant Mark VI
Tiger tanks, a number of German
and Italian medium tanks and cap-
tured huge stores of enemy ammu-
nition, field pieces, food, clothing
and medical supplies;

Captured the Comisi and Biscari
airports, Vittoria and Caltanissetta
—the latter town the keystone of
the central Sicilian defenses and
the center of the German army’s
communications;

Won the race to the northern
coast, cutting the island in half, and
sent advance elements inte Palermo,
the Sicilian capital, before the ar-
rival of an armored division which
was supposed to take the city from
another drection;

Broke the backbone of the
man defenses.

| 158 Merchant Ships
Completed in July

WASHINGTON, August 5—(#)—
American merchant shipyards deliv-
|ered 158 vessels with an aggregate
deadweight tonnage of 1,670,700 in
July, bringing the total for the first
seven months of the year to 1,046
new ships, the maritime commis-
sion said.

The aggregate of seven months’
production was announced as 10,-
485,500 deadweight tons, equal to
the ocean-going tonnage of the
whole American merchant marine
prior to Pearl Harbor.

Nine fewer vessels were delivered
in July than in June, but the ton-
nage for the two months was about
the same, due to the construction of
larger units,

Merchant ship production has
reached mear peak capacity, the
commission said, with the tonnage
delivered in the first seven months
of 1943 totaling more than one half
of the goal .for the year.

Of the ships delivered in July,
109 were Liberty ships, mass pro-
duction freighter, 16 were standard
C-types, five were coastal cargo
ships 16 were tankers, two were of
unspecified “special types,” five were
sea-going tugs, three were ore car-
riers, and two concrete barges.

Santa Fe Releases _

Those people who believe that collective bar
gaining - is beneficial to workers have - little coh-
ception as to what it means. They do not realize
how far it goes in taking away from individuals
their God-given rights.

In arbitrating the matter, the chief justice of
the Rhode Island Supreme Court, appointed
Father William C. Meehan of Providence Univer-
sity faculty as the impartial member of the arbi-
trating committee. The Reverend ruled that the
publisher had no right to pay above the scale.
The publisher had contended that it was optional
with the employer as to whether or not he would
pay extra wages for extra work. The fifth arbi-
trator, Father Meehan, in reply to this contention,
said.

“The publisher’s claim that its right to deter-
mine pay policy above the scale considered as a
minimum is absolute. This contention does vio-
lence to well recognized and well-settled principles
of collective bargaining.”

And so, arbitrators are ruling that the em-
ployer cannot pay any union man wages above
what the union specifies without their consent.
The efficient man is absolutely at the mercy of
the majority of the union. He cannot receive
higher reward for greater production without
their consent. If he produces more than the mini-
mum and receives the same total pay, his reward
per unit of production will be less than the slow
producers. It is hard to conceive how this can

| be justice unless an individual believes that al!

people should receive the same reward, no matter
how much difference in their production. This is
pure communism. It does not stimulate produc-
tion. It is a violation of God's law that men shall
live by the sweat of their brow. It means less
total production. It means a lower standard of
living for all workers. It means eventually mass
starvation. But the whole philosophv of lahhe
unions has always been in the past a philosophy
of scarcity—making things scarce.

It is for this reason that this column has been
unalterably opposed to the practices of collective
bargaining which are all based on scarcity and
protecting some people or giving them more than
they produce by taking from others part of what
they produce. That is the European method, as
contrasted to the American way—free enterprise
way—the truly Christian way of life

Baruch, the southpaw adviser to

the White House on rubber, gaso-
line, food and many other matters,
has submitted to Mr. Roosevelt a
new program for controlling infla-
tion. He is not certain that it will
be acepted by F. D. R. but he thinks
that his scheme is making headway.
Immediately after Pearl Harbor,
the New York financier proposed
that living costs and employes' en-
velopes should be frozen and a ceil-
ing clamped on goods. The Presi-
ednt refused to follow this sugges-
tion and advanced his “hold the
line” formula, which has not operat-
ed to the satisfaction of union labor
for consumers. 5

He and War Mobilization Direc-
tor James F. Byrnes are now seeking
an arrangement which will please
everybody Frankly, they want to
appease both the producing and the
buying groups.

In his new measure Baruch con-
templates a flexible rise in wages
and prices. Failure to approve his
original counsel brought these fac-
tors out of balance, but he thinks
that they can be readjusted in ac-
cord with present pay scales. He
would hike the income for the
white-collard class, Government and
state workers and other groups
which have not profited from sal-
ary increases. After taking care of
these inequalities, Mr. Baruch would
apply a complete “freeze” to the
whole economic structure.

These two operations, while wide-
ly separated and seemingly having
little relation to each other, are
parts of offensives which in. reality
are acting as a pair of mighty pin-
cers on the German front in Russia,
This is so because (1) .if the Rus-
sians have the reserve power Wwith
which to follow up their notable
capture of Orel, it will endangef Hit-
ler’s entire right wing, and because
(2) victory in Sicily brings the Al-
lies nearer to possible invasion of
the Balkans, which. would further
jeopardize that Nazi right wing.

In short, Hitler is being pushed
steadily towards that day when he
will have to pull back his entire vast
line of more than a thousand  miles
in Russia in order to reach new
positions which will afford greater
security.

While this is a historic movement
for the Allies, we should remember
that these two captures are parts of
continuing operations. Fierce fight-
ing lies ahead in both theaters.
