Cook, Consulting Engineer 
with Gordon Herkenhoff 
and Associates, Inc., of Al­
buquerque, New Mexico. 
Cook gave a full, completed 
report on expected costs, 
funds available, actual con­
struction and approximate 
dates and the methods of 
obtaining the ultimate goal 
of the new proposed airport 
facility for the Muleshoe 
area.

In September, 1982, the 
City of Muleshoe received 
notification from the Fed­
eral Aviation Administra­
tion (FAA), that $411,949 
had been ear-marked as a 
grant for the City o f Mule- 
shoe’ s proposed new air­
port. The city had received 
additional verbal commit­
tments, according to Dave 
Marr, City Manager, of 
$413,352 from the FAA and 
$90,000 grant from Texas 
Aeronautics Commission. 
"The TAC committment 
will be formalized in a 
meeting with them to be 
held in Austin on October 
19,”  Marr said.

"Assuming that the total 
1983 proposed TAC and 
FAA funds in the amount 
o f $503,352 are formally of­
fered to the City of Mule­
shoe, it will allow $915,300

with which to begin the 
new airport construction,”  
Marr explained.

The total estimated pro­
ject cost is $1,056,000, of 
which the City of Mule- 
shoe’ s part will be 
$140,700. This amount is 
proposed by the City Coun­
cil to be raised from the 
eventual sale o f existing 
airport properties.

The Airport Master Plan 
Study for Muleshoe was 
completed in July, 1981, 
and shows the initial de­
velopment stage for the 
new airport to include a 
runway 6/24 (60’ x 5100’ ), 
partial parallel taxiway, 
medium intensity runway 
lights, aircraft apron and 
connecting taxiway, access 
road and perimeter fencing. 
On September 2, 1982, the 
FAA offered the City of 
Muleshoe an Airport Im­
provement Program grant 
in the amount of $411,948 
to construct and mark run­
way 6/24 with turnarounds 
(60’ x4100’ ) and connecting 
taxiway. That grant was ac- 
cepteu by the City and with 
the assistance of the TAC 
is proceeding to acquire the 
land required for the air­
port.

City Council Session 
Will Be Lengthy

The Muleshoe City Coun­
cil will hold a regular meet­
ing on Tuesday, October 19 
beginning at 8:30 a.m., in 
the City Hall.

The main items on the 
agenda will be a public 
hearing on the Community 
Development Block Grant 
Program.

There will also be a 
council discussion and con­
sideration of a resolution to 
adopt a formal citizen par­
ticipation plan pursuant to 
the regulations of the 
CDBG program of the U.S. 
Department of Housing and 
Urban Development; and 
authorizing a citizens ad­
visory committee to conduct 
public hearings as authori­
zed under the plan.

Other discussion will cen­
ter upon a resolution of the 
Council to authorize the 
filing of a Community De­
velopment Block Grant Pro­
gram application to the 
U.S. Department of Hous­
ing and Urban Develop­
ment; and authorizing the 
Mayor to act as the City’ s 
chief executive officer and 
authorized reoresentative in

all matters pertaining to 
the city’ s participation in 
this program.

Council discussion will 
also take place on an or­
dinance declaring the policy 
of the City of Muleshoe, 
defining terms; prohibiting 
discrimination in the sale 
or rental o f housing; pro­
hibiting discrimination in 
the financing of housing;

age services; providing for

Kirchhoff Disagrees With 
Crop Insurance Proposal

John E. Kirchoff, candi­
date for the Texas Senate 
from District 31, said today 
that he is in complete disa­
greement with the federal 
crop insurance subsidy plan 
proposed by Bill Sarpalius. 
Kirchoff said the idea a- 
mounted to perfroming 
"bandaid surgery”  on ag­
riculture and did nothing to 
solve the inherent problems 
within the federal crop in­
surance program itself.

Sarpalius proposed the 
use o f Texas tax dollars to 
match federal subsidies of 
Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation (F.C.I.C.) pre­
miums. It is estimated the 
program could cost Texas 
tax payers $6 to $8 million 
in its first year.

" I  feel Mr. Sarpalius is 
well intentioned in this 
proposal,”  Kirchoff said. 
"But I can tell you from 
first hand experience that 
the fedreal crop insurance 
program simply doesn’t 
work in its present form. 
Having the Texas taxpayers 
subsidize a virtually worth­
less federal program a- 
mounts to throwing good 
money after bad. And it

would provide no real solu­
tion to the farm problem.”  

It is estimated that less 
than 1 in 5 farmers now 
participates in the crop in­
surance program. Kirchoff 
said, "Our farmers are 
smart businessmen. If they 
won’t waste money on a 
federal program which is a 
failure, then why should 
the State of Texas?”  

Kirchoff participated in 
the crop disaster meetings 
in Lubbock earlier this year 
after much o f this area’ s 
cotton crop was hailed out. 
" I f  Mr. Sarpalius had at­
tended those meetings, he 
would have heard the dis­
cussions about the inad­
equacy of the crop insur­
ance program,”  Kirchoff 
said. "Even those farmes 
with federal crop insurance 
needed to receive disaster 
payments because their in­
surance was simply too in­
adequate to cover the 
weather-related losses.”  

Kirchoff added, “ I would 
also wonder which state 
agency is going to admin­
ister this proposed pro-

Amidst failing farm pri­
ces in an extremely hard 
hit area, a survey o f eight 
area banks show an in­
crease in both deposits and 
loans over the past year 
ending September 30, 1982. 
While four of the banks 
actually showed a decrease 
in loans, only one bank 
showed a decrease in de­
posits.

Of eight area banks sur­
veyed on bank calls of 
September 30, 1982, overall 
deposits for the eight 
showed $189,053,349, up 
$21,135,093 from the 1981 
September bank call total 
of $167,918,256. Total loans 
for the eight banks on 
9 /30/82 reflected $96,- 
726,085 and when compar­
ed to the 9/30/81 figure of 
$86,157,310, indicated a 
$10,568,775 increase in 
loans for the period from 
September 30,1981 to Sep­
tember 30, 1982.

Total deposits of the two 
banks in Muleshoe show an 
increase of $6,551,611 in 
deposits over the year’ s 
time. September, 1981 total 
deposits for the two were 
$58,193,762 and for 1982 
total deposits reached 
$64,745,373. Totals of loans 
for the two banks were up; 
however, the First National 
did show a decrease of 
$427,805 in loans. The ov­
erall loan increase for both 
banks at the end of bus­
iness September 30, 1982 
was $3,643,195.

PlowPans ’ Rob Farmers 
O f Stored Moisture

An unusually high incid­
ence of plow pans is being 
discovered on the High 
Plains, apparently more 
widespread than expected. 
The pans are robbing 
farmers of valuable oppor­
tunities to store moisture 
contributing to excessive 
runoff and soil erosion, ex­
tra irrigations and possibly 
even lower yields.

"It ’ s not obvious, but it's 
there, a sneak-thief,”  says 
Mike Risinger, Soil Con­
servation Service soil sci­
entist. "The top of the 
field will usually look 
pretty; soft, fluffy, no 
weeds, and the trash plow­
ed under. But hard packed 
just below the surface, 
about three to six inches 
down, is the top of a hard- 
pan layer two to four 
inches thick that defies

penetration by water, plant 
roots, and in some cases 
even the shovel.”

Mike and Shorty Lancas­
ter, High Plains Under­
ground Water District field 
technician, have found 
hardpans all too often this 
year as they randomly cut 
the dirt across 15 counties 
to bury tubes and establish 
neutron moisture monitor­
ing sites for the 
SCS/HPUWCD cooperative 
annual soil moisture survey 
and moisture deficit map­
ping program. The data 
they collected showed that 
60 to 80 percent of the 
heavy rainfall received be­
tween March and July was 
lost to runoff. This was 
partially due to plowpans 
which decreased infiltra­
tion.

Comparing soil moisture 
measurements at 39 sites

At the Muleshoe State 
Bank, total deposits for the 
period ending September 
30, 1982 were $34,200,000, 
up $4,937,000 from the 
September 81 total o f $29,- 
263,000. Loan amounts for 
1982 were $22,354,000, as 
compared with 1981 loans 
in the amount of $18,283,- 
000 - an increase of $4,- 
071,000 for the call period 
o f September 30, 1982 for 
Muleshoe State.

Total deposits in the 
First National bank of 
Muleshoe for the period 
ending 9 /30/82 were $30,- 
545,373; an increase of 
$1,614,611 over the 1981 
same call date figure’s of 
$28,930,762. Loans at FNB 
for September 30, 1982 to­
taled $16,726,713, down by 
$427,805 from the 1981 
loan totals of $17,154,518 
in September.

In Morton, the First 
State Bank recorded $23,- 
599,340 in deposits for the 
period ended on September 
30, 1982. In the same per­
iod last year, Morton’ s 
bank totaled $20,563,443, 
which against the 1982 de­
posits reflects an increase 
of $3,035,897 in deposits 
for 1982.

Loans at the First State 
Bank in Morton on Sep­
tember 30, 1982 totaled
$5,120,709 and reflected a 
downward trend in the a- 
mount o f $973,602 from the 
$6,094,311 in September 
1981.

Farwell’ s Security State 
Bank at the end of busi­
ness on 9/30/82 reflected 
deposits in the total am­
ount of $30,958,567, up by 
$8,776,973 over the 
9/30/81 total deposits of 
$22,181,594. Loans at the 
Farwell Institution were

installed in March and re­
measured in July, Mike 
and Shorty found only five 
had picked up more than 
two and a half inches of 
moisture. The rest showed 
less than one and a half 
inches of new moisture. 
The increase was sur­
prisingly low after the eight 
to twenty inches of rain 
received during the moni­
toring period this spring. 
Twenty-three of the 39sites 
had serious hardpans.

The problem is not iso­
lated. SC5 soil experts in 
Lubbock and Amarillo think 
it is much worse than ex­
pected. Fred Pringle, SCS 
S'. 11 scientist in Amarillo 
believes the plow pans are 
widespread. He says, "they 
exist to some degree over 
25 to 30 percent of most 
fields at some time during 
Cont.

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Kirchoff MULES 21-CATS 14
gram. What
would oversee payments 
and where does the money 
to run that administration 
coma from? Or is my op­
ponent proposing to create 
a new beauracracy? As far 
as 1 know, we aren’t set up 
for such an undertaking 
and to do so costs even 
more money.”

“ Until the farmer is 
making profit in the first 
place a poorly operated and 
costly federal insurance 
program is just another lia­
bility,”  said Kirchhoff. 
“ You can’t borrow your 
way out of debt.”

Kirchhoff said that the 
problem should be tackled 
at its real root - higher 
prices for farm commodi­
ties. He further stated that 
the subsidy plan does no­
thing for agriculture - re­
lated businesses which are 
also affected by crop disas­
ters, but receive no federal 
support.

As an alternative to an 
$8 million subsidy plan, 
Kirchhoff said, “ The state 
of Texas could sponsor 
commodity trade teams 
composed of independent 
producers of food and fi­
ber, who would go to 
foreign countries and pro­
mote the sale of Texas 
farm commodities. “ We 
need to invest our tax 
dollars in programs which 
will give us an expected 
rate of return,”  he said. 
“ By assisting the Texas ag­
riculture industry to market 
their own products as they 
best know how to do, the 
state of Texas can help 
farm profitability. 1 believe 
the sponsorship of commo­
dity trade teams would be 
much greater benefit to not 
only agriculture but to all 
Texans,”  he said.

“ I take *he attitude that 
spending by the State gov­
ernment should be an in­
vestment in our future. For 
example, spending money 
to insure a quality edu­
cation for Texas youth will 
prepare them for better 
jobs. Keeping tax rates low 
attracts businesses and new 
industries to Texas and as­
sures us of having plentiful 
employment and more tax­
payers. And investing in a 
comprehensive state water 
plan is a must for the fu-

the year; but in some fields 
they are present all the 
time, especially under disc- 
type operations.”

Hardpans or plowpans 
are caused by compaction.
It destroys the natural soil 
structure and closes off the 
small pores and channels 
which normally carry soil 
water. The most frequent 
cause is tire traffic from 
cultivation equipment or by 
the downward pressure 
from the cutting edge of a 
plow or disc. Tillage pans 
and plowsoles have devel­
oped on many of the fine 
sandy loams and silt loam 
soils in our area as the 
result of management sys­
tems that destroy the or­
ganic matter in the soil. 
Running tillage equipment 
over wet ground also 
causes severe compaction. 
Tandum and one-way disc 
plowed fields are most sus­
ceptible to pans because 
these operation only plow 
up the top six inches of the 
soil. A deep chiseling op­
eration will break up the 
pan and allow water to en­
ter at a much faster rate.

“ This was a particularly 
bad year for pans,”  says 
Mike Risinger. "W e  had 
unusually heavy rains, wet 
fields, and lots o f trips to 
fight sand. But we are not 
suggesting everyone go out 
and deep chisel. The first 
thing they need to do is to 
go dig some holes and find 
out how bad a problem 
they have. It may not be 
cost effective or even ne­
cessary for an operator to 
chisel an entire field. Poss­
ibly only the traffic rows 
need to be chiseled.”

Mike suggests pushing a 
thin metal rod or electric 
fence post at least 18 
inches into the soil at ran­
dom sites over the field. If 
the rod cannot penetrate 
this deep, either conditions 
are extremely dry or a 
hardpan exists. Where 
more than half of the rows 
in a field are affected, the 
problem is sever.

A deep chisel operation 
may only be necessary once 
every few years over most 
of the field. It may be 
needed more often in rows 
traveled by equipment. But 
a deep chisel operation can 
pay for itself in increased 
stored moisture which re­
duces runoff and erosion

A non-fatal virus disease 
affecting cattle, horses, and 
swine, has been reported in 
New Mexico and three 
other states, and Texas’ 
livestock producers should 
be on thfc alert for possible 
outbreaks, according to Dr. 
James Armstrong, veterina­
rian for the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, 
Texas A&M University Sys­
tem.

The disease -- Vesicular 
Stomatitis -  have not yet 
been reported in Texas, but 
it could occur, Armstrong 
said. Symptoms include in­
creased temperature and 
blisters in the mouth and 
soles o f feet. Animals be­
come dehydrated and lose 
weight, he said.

“ Human infection can 
occur in areas where the 
disease is prevalent,”  Arm­
strong said. “ A veterin­
arian should be contacted 
immediately if the disease 
is suspected.”

A laboratory diagnosis is 
required to accurately i- 
dentify the disease. The 
symptoms are similiar to 
foot and mouth disease, 
Armstrong said.

Vesicular Stomatitis was 
first reported to federal of­
ficials in June. The major­
ity of infected animals are 
in Colorado, but Arizona 
and Utah have also re­
ported the disease.

“ Reports from New

Mexico indicate thousands 
o f horses and hundreds of 
cattle have been affected,”  
Armstrong said. “ Canada 
has requested the U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture not 
to certify cattle, horses, 
sheep, goats or pigs from 
states with the reported 
disease.”

C O L L E G E  STATIO N  —  
The sagging economy, which 
has forced thousands o f  Ameri­
can fanners out o f  business and 
resulted in declining enroll­
ments in the nation's colleges o f 
agricu lture, will ultimately 
create good opportunities for 
future farmers, says the dean o f 
agriculture at Texas A6tM Uni­
versity.

"Although the current de­
pressed economic condition dis­
courages students from looking 
at agriculture as a career op­
tion,’’ says Dr. H. O. Kunkel, 
“ the situation should create sub­
stantially increased needs for 
agriculturalists within the next 
decade.”

Kunkel said a national man­
power assessment study con­
ducted by the U.S. Department 
o f Agriculture’s Office o f High­
er Education indicates a short­
age o f trained professionals in 
agriculture will occur by 1985. 
He said if agriculture enroll­
ment continues to decrease, 
serious manpower shortages 
could be acute by 1990.

down for the year by 
$184,958 when 1982’ s fig. 
ure of $5,843,7% was com­
pared to 1981 ’s figures of 
$6,028,754. A spokesman 
for the bank reported that 
a number of agricultural 
loans had been moved to 
the FmHA, but that the 
Farwell bank had handled a 
lot o f suboridnation loans 
for farmers.

Most bank officials con­
sulted during the compila­
tion of the eight bank re­
port, indicated from fair to 
no crops and expressed 
doubts as to the ability of 
farmers to repay farm 
loans. While some will be 
paid in part, some will 
have little or nothing with 
which to repay this year. 
Several bankers indicated 
that the general outlook, 
however, was better this 
year and felt that a ‘ turn­
around’ would be forth­
coming within the next two 
years. One banker particul­
arly commented that farm 
prices would have to be­
come more desirable before 
any change could occur. 
Most of the area towns 
surveyed depend upon ag­
riculture and related busi­
nesses for their economic 
mainstay.

Total deposits for the 
Citizen’ s Bank at Earth for 
the period ending 9/30/82 
reached $10,789,473, which 
was up by $1,326,473 from 
the $9,463,000 o f Septem-
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ber 30, 1981. Loans at the 
Earth bank were down by 
$828,247 at the close of 
business 9 /30/82 with the 
total loans resting at $8,- 
060,247 for 1982, in com­
parison to $7,232,000 in 
September, 1981.

Deposits at the Friona 
State Bank, which were the 
larges of the eight banks, 
showed $37,779,312 at 
close of business Septem­
ber 30, 1982. Comparing 
the 1982 figure to 1981 ’ s of 
$35,026,000, Friona State is 
up in deposits by $2,753,- 
312. Loans for 9/30/82 in 
Friona amounted to $26,- 
699,486 up by $5,780,486 
from the $20,919,000 of 
September 30, 1981.

The First State Bank of 
Bovina, at the close of 
business 9/30/82 reported 
$12,857,284 up by $949,927 
in deposits from the $11,- 
907,357 reported for the 
same period in 1981. Loans 
at the Bovina bank for 
9/30/82 were $9,515,134, 
as compared to $8,147,366 
in 1981 at the same time. 
This shows an increase of 
$1,367,768 for the year’s 
period at the Bovina bank.

In the last of the eight 
banks surveyed, the Sudan 
First National Bank report­
ed a decrease in deposits 
of $2,259,100. At close of 
business on September 30, 
1982 total deposits were 
$8,324,000 and when com- 
pared to the 1981 deposit

figures of $10,583,100, re­
flected the deposit de­
crease. Loans at the bank, 
however were up, showing 
$2,406,000 for 9/30/82 as 
compared to $2,298,361 in 
1981-an  increase of $107.- 
639.

The items of develop­
ment contained in the first 
FAA grant offer do not 
constitute a functional air­
port system. The following 
additional items of develop­
ment are required as a 
minimum to render the fa­
cility operational under the 
staged requirements set out 
in the master plan:

Aircraft apron, access 
road, perimeter fencing, 
and medium intensity light­
ing system including run­
way edge and threshold 
lights, lighted wind cone, 
airport beacon and related 
vault equipment and pri­
mary service. All of these 
are set forth in the Engin­
eer’ s report by Mr. Cook.

According to records, the 
City of Muleshoe began 
looking at improvements to 
the present Edward Warren 
Field in the early 1970’s, 
which were opposed to 
mainly because of en­
croachment of residential 
and commercial areas of 
development.

COLLEGE STATION —  A 
return to the architectural stan­
dards of the pre- 1940s would lie 
a step forward in energy effi­
ciency, says a Texas A&M Uni­
versity architecture expert.

In the days when cool air 
came with a change o f the 
seasons rather than with a flip 
of a switch, architects knew how 
to design buildings that stayed 
relatively cool on their own, 
said R. D. Reed, a professor of 
architecture and a member of 
the American Institute o f Ar­
chitects (ALA) national energy 
committee.

trial Education.

Scientists seek cure 
for oak tree blight

COLLEGE STATION —  A 
team o f federal, state and uni­
versity scientists has joined 
forces against the blight that is 
killing thousands of beautiful 
oak trees throughout Central 
Texas.

Pathologists and entomolo­
gists from the Texas Forest 
Service, Texas A&M University 
and the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture Forest Service, are 
collaborating in an effort to find 
a cause and, they hope, a cure 
for the oak problem.

The scientists say it is unclear 
w hat disease or set o f diseases is 
causing the problem. Two po­
tential culprits which are 
caused by a fungus, oak wilt and 
oak decline, have lieen im­
plicated.

“ No doubt other diseases are 
involved in this complex prob­
lem, said project coordinator 
Dr. Konald F. Killings of the 
Texas Forest Service.
