In Richmond, Va., the party
|office went out of business about
| asyear ago. Local FBI agents say
the party in Virginia seems
frightered, in bad financial straits
and their activity “‘much. sub-
dued.”

There has been no known list-
ing of a party headquarters in
Florida for the past year.

In Washington, D. C.,, the
party still has a telephone listed,
but it has® gone unanswered for
weeks. Roy Wood, District of Co-
lumbia chairman, is in jail in
Baltimore on conspiracy charges.

In Maryland, there still is an
office at Baltimore, but repeat-
ed checks found it unoccupied. An
adjacent tenant said the office
has “been empty for some time."

Of the southern situation, a
Communist national headquarters
spokesman said: ‘“Things have
been very tough* in the South,
and they're getting tougher."

In other regions, similar con-
ditions prevailed.

Connecticut offices at Bridge-
port have been shut down for
scme time, with files reportedly
moved to Boston. There, the re-
gional office recently moved from
an expensive downtown office
building to a low-rent area, dis-
connected its telephone and closed
a party bookshop.

The remaining office, said State
Rep. Philip G. Bowker is ‘“‘just a
front.”” He added:

‘“We have reason to believe
they keep no records or any
other data there. The Commu-
nists have -definitely gong under-
ground in' ‘Massachusetts. They
have - dispersed . themselves so
there ‘are no. more than three
people at any one of their secret
meetings."’

The Massachusetts legislature
is considering a bill to outlaw the
party and make membership a
criminal offense.

Turkey Sels
Defenses Says
Congressman

WASHINGTON — » Just
back from Turkey, where he at-
tended a meeting of the Inter-
parliamentary uniop, Rep. Poage
(D-Texas) said Wednesday that
country apparently doesn't feel
that waris imminent but never-
theless hase built up defenses
against possible attack from So-
viet satellite Bulgaria.

During his week's stay in Tur-
key, Poage took time out from
the Istanbul conference to take
a 400-mile tour by automohile
about the ecountry,

Although interested primarily
in “viewing the agricultural re-
sources of Turkey, the Texan
said he found that all the
bridges within 100 miles the
Bulgarian border were guarded
by soldiers.

“Demolition bombs have been
carefully planted to destroy each
of ‘these bridges if an enemy ap-
proaches them,’” Poage continued.
“Foxholes have been dug near
them to provide safety for the
soldiers while they are actually
detonating the bombs. Likewise
charges of dynamite have been
placed in holes drilled into the
trunks of giant cottonwood trees
which line the roads. They fig-
ure these would fall across the
roadways to serve as barriers.”
Near the Bulgarian border, the
continually
encounters refugees of Turkish
descent who have lived in Bul-
garia for generations but are
now being coerced into selling
their property and returning to
Turkey.

Apparently the hespital nyrsery
for newborns was. developed to

make the eare of infanis betier
and easier. The milllons of babies
who have bheen successfully cared
for in this way during the first
few days of life show that it wasn't
such & bad idea, Most of those
who have had experience with the
rooming-in program in hospitals,
however, are loud in its praise and
it has certainly worked well in a
pumber of high-class institutions.
The principal advantages of
rooming-in, aceording to its advo-
cates, are the lessened danger of
infections spreading from infant to
infant, the increase in the number
of babios whe become breast fed
and hetter satisfied mothers,
Perhaps incidentally, the fathers
