At the
same time, I doubted whether
Catholics or Lutherans or others
who support private schools could
ethically he WILLING to support
a system they believed to be wrong
or immoral. In fact, I heartily
supported all groups and churches
which advocate private education
-—including Adventists. The only
point of debate was over whether
or not they should be WILLING to
be FORCED to pay for services
they neither desired nor used, and
whether or not. they should pay
TWICE for school service, once for
the service they use and again for
service they do NOT use, I raised
the question of it being a violation
of principle for people who think
public school training to be immor-
al to at the same time be WILL-
ING TO BE FORCED TO PAY
FOR IT, By way of illustration, I
think Communist Workers schools
whose teachers instruct children in
atheism, are wrong—immoral, if
you like. I might pay taxes for
their support if the government
forced me to by threatening to
confiscate my property if I refus-
ed, but I certainly wouldn’t be a
WILLING taxpayer. That was the
point I was trying to get over.

However, the mere fact that the

many timesg by both happy and un-
happy results,

A true story (with the cireum-
stances changed so that there is no
possibility of identification) shows
what can go wrong unless adoption
is carefully worked out in advance,
Mr. angd Mrs. A, with limited in-
come, already had three children
and were expecting another.
~ They decided that when the ex-
pected_child “was born they would
place it immediately for adoption
and tell their relatives and f{riends
that the child had died at birth,
They carried out their  plan
through an attorney, but three
monthg later the same attorney
phoned them to say that they must
take back the child because the
adopting parents had just taken
the child to a pediatrician who had
found that the child was feeble-
minded.

In this case, too hasty and in-
considered action caused great dif-
ficulty and pain of mind to both
the natural and adopting parents,
and the chlild was not helped be-
cause it had 1o be placed in an in-
stitution anyway, where it should
have gone in the first place.

Many other examples of unde-
sirable adoptions are in the files of
wellate agencies throughout the
country., Griel and physical col-
lapse resulting from undesirable
adoptions have been by no means
rare. - One can only guess at the
humbers of innocent children who
have guiffered through being placed
in the wrong families where con-
flict and differences have brought
an unhappy childhood. '

The increased tempo of the
Cominform’s border ~pressure -
particularly in the last 10 days
—has  raised the’ question: do
Russia and her puppet states
mean business this time? Are
the new incidents a prelude to
invasion?

No one knows the answer for
certain except the Kremlin, and
it isn't talking.

Yugoslavia and the Cominform
countriess appeared only a short
step from actual war as they
gathered in late fall crops—bring-
ing to mind the old Balkan
adage that *“Wars begin when
crops are ‘in.”

Trade between Yugoslavia and
her eastern neighbors ended com-
pletely more than a year and a

a4go.

Dxplomatic relations have been
reduced to exchanges of insults,
accusations and formal notes
protésting various incidents. These
notes usually are rejected, de-
nied _or . calmly 'ignored.

Diplomatic staffs — both those
maintained by the = Cominform
countries here and those pepre-
senting  Yugoslavia in the Com-
inform capitals - have been re-
duced to skeletoi size. They are
junder constant surveillance by
the security police in each coun-
try. Their chief function now is
to gather what information they
can about the political, economic
and military affairs in the coun-
try. Their source of information
is limited largely ‘to what they
can read in newspapers.

All' along' Yugoslavia's twisting
eastern and  southern frontiers,
both sides have posted countless
thousands of border guards.

In the danger spots, such as
the major travél routes across
{the frontiers, barbed wire en-
unnemenu pillboxes, Tecently
|dug ‘trenches and outlook towers
Iem hasize the border tension.
| Behind border outposts are
|concentrated heavy units of sea-
soned troops.

'Marshal Tito’ls Harvestm

BELGRADE, Yugoslavia -—(A’)— Premier Marshal Tito
is harvesting a new crop of worries this fall in the form
of sharply increased border hostility, frontier shootings
and spy activities by his pro-Russian neighbors.

In the past seven months there have been 837 border

frontiers with Albania, Bul-

garia, Romania and Hungary. This is nearly one-third of
the total for the entire period since Tito’s break with the

1 Cominform in June, 1948.

These reports
wholesale evacuation of civilians
from an area 20 miles deep in
Bulghria and Romania to wide-
spread activity by Russians di-
recting military training and the
censtruction of military estab-
lishments, such as a new air
base near Sofia.

Despite controls, a two - way
traffic of refugees and spies
flows across the border. Yugo-
slavia naturally asserts a top-
heavy - percentage of that traffic
has been coming in her direction.
Comijnform propaganda says just
the ‘contrary.

Yet hardly a day goes by
without a new report in Yugo-
salvia's official press of addition-
al refugees making good their
escape from Russian. domination,
citing ndmes and addresses and
quoting the refugees as saying
they fled hunger and persecution
in their homelands.

Hardly a week p s without
a new- spy trial. The Hccused are
generally charged with "seeking
information about the _strength
and disposition' of Yugeslavia's
troops, economic situation and
the extent of aid from the West,

They have become so0 common-
place here that they attract Ilit-
tle attention. The Yugoslav peo-
ple have been living so long
under the gun now- that they
have either adopted the attitude
of accepting the inevitable or
the role of townfolk in the fable
of the' young sheepherder who
cried wolf too often,

That isn't the case with Yugo-
slav officials charged with main-
taining the country’s defenses.
In recent weeks they have
noted that the character of bor-
der ineidents has changed from
clasheg belween indiyidual bor-
der guards to scouting expedi-
tions by strong parties of Comin-
form soldiers.

The outcome may well depend
on these three factors:

1 — The Kremlin's decision
on whether an invasion of Yugo-
slavia would touch off World
War IIIL

2 — How soon and how much
military aid Yugoslavia can get
from the West.

Steel Indusiry
On The Carpet

NEW YORK — (®» — The
steel industry is op the carpet
again. Washington - wantg it to
build new steel mills faster and
thus shorten ‘the . period of steel
shortages plaguing the defense
program and civilian industry.

This demand that the steel
industry complete its huge ex-
pansion program six months ear-
lier than it planned follows by
a few days an order by the De-
fense Prodiction Administration.
This order cut almost in half
the amount of structural steel
the steel industry had asked for
the next three months.

The steel companies wanted to
be allowed to use this structural
steel to build new steel mills to
keep their expansion program on
schedule and thus be able to
turn out more steel for defense
and civilian goods.

Washington's demand on the
steel industry to speed up and
produce one million extra tons
the first three months of 1052
also follows by a few days a
British request that American
steel mills be directed to send
Britain 800,000 tons of steel.

The government is deadly se-
rious abgut its. worry over the
shortage in steel. It wants new
steel mills, and it wants steel
scrap collections stepped up ev-
erywhere — in the factory, on
the farm, and there. has even
been talk of urging housewives
to save tin cans (which are
mostly steel) to help mdke up
a scrap shogtage which the in-
dustry calls critical.

The steel shortage is such that
the government has cut back the
amount that can be used to build
pipelines for oil and gas, to
build freight cars, to build autos
and other civilian goods, to build
highway bridges, to build school-
houses. To save alloy steel and
scarce aluminum the government
is setting a limit to the making
of automatic transmissions for
the family auto.

The government has  some
charges to throw at the steel
industry, too. Defense Mobilizer
Wilson charges that some steel-
men are planning to cut back
steel production the first part of
next year by several hundred
thousand tons while they reline
furnaces and equipment, He is
calling steelmen to Washington
next week to tell them they can-
not cutback but must speeg up
