I would like to continue to quote
from "Consclence on the Battle-
field” written by Leonard E. Read,
president of the Foundation for
Economic Education. In this book-
let Mr. Read presents an imagin-
ary conversation between a soldier,
who is dying on a Korean battle-
field, and his Conscience.

Ray Morrison, the master of
offensive football, is going to
throw a “new’” formation at

you in San Antonio Saturday.

Morrison, coach of Austin Col-
lege, names it the F-formation,
If you saw it you'd understand
why it's called that.

There is a split line. The
halfbacks and fullbacks liné up
in single file behind one of the
tackles. The quarterback is be-
hind center.

Morrison unveiled

the forma-

tion in the game with Howard
Payne last week. It gained 78
yards on the ground and 23 in

the air of the 186-yard Austin
College - total. Forty-three yards
of a 50-yard touchdown drive
came off the formation, with
two plays totaling 41 vards,
TACKLE BACK PLAY

Morrison calls It a variation

of the old ‘“tackle back’ forma-
tion which has been renamed the
glamorous “‘I'" of Notre Ddme
this year.

The tackle back, true T or
tandem-T was used in the days

of power football — before the
forward pass.

Morrison vrecalls that the
‘“tackle back’ was used when the

varsity. needed a few yards. In
those days 11 man played
there were no platoons. The
team captain, whether he was
quarterback or not, called the
plays. So the captain would call
a big tackle back and the dis-
placed back would fill the
tackle's place in the line,

The backs would line up in
file with “the tackle in the rear.
The ball would be snapped to
the quarterback who would hand
it off to the tackle as he rammed
the line. The tackle usually
made a few yards each tinfe he
carried. He was big and had' two

backs ramming ahead of him,
Everyone knew what the' play
was going to be but it was

difficult to stop.
The quarterback could give
the ball to any one of the backs
that rammed into the line or
keep it and sweep end after the
backs had cleared his position.
