Collegiate Grid Telecasts

CINCINNATI () — Live tel-
ecasts of college football games
are almost certain Jo be restricted
again next fall, despite the gov-
ernment anti-trust suit against the
National Football League,

A spokesman for the NCAA tele-
vision committee said today the
college program will not be in-
fluenced by the action of .a fed-
eral judge ‘in Philadelphia yester-
day ordering the suit to trial.

Federal Judge Alan Grim denied
a NFL motion ior dismissal of the
government case attacking the
league’s restriction of television
and radio broadcasts. He ordered
a full trial on the issues.

“Our case and that of the pro-
fessiongls are entirely diferent
and® this action won't sway our
think{fig .on the matter,” said-Bob
Hall, Yale University athletic di-
rector and the lawyer-member of
the NCAA committee. :

The size of the servings of
this standard congressional main-
stay in the House of Represen-
tatives restaurant has been cut
down drastically, Two bits for-
merly brought a brimming bowl of
the nourishing stuff; a boy's size
oatmeal bowl would be a roomy
fit for an order today.

Rep. Tom Steed, a Democratic
bean soup gourmet from Shaw-
nee, Okla., uncovered this new-
est evidence of inflation almost
immediately upon his return 'to
the capital. His reaction was re-
signed but embittered..

Stirring a 10-cent cup of coffee,
which was only a nickel when
he went back to Oklahoma last
October, Steed invited his col-
leagues, the press and the world
at large to consider Capitol bean|
soup in historical perspective.
