In applying for an absentee bal­
lot due to illness a doctor's cer­
tificate must also he enclosed with 
the application as well as the poll 
tax receipt, exemption certificate 
oi other voting qualification.

If the ill voter is unable to use 
his hands he may direct a witness 
to mark his ballot for him This 
type ol voting must be done in se­
cret in the presence of a notary 
public, or any other person quali­
fied by law to taki acknowledge­
ments, and the affidac signed by 
the witness.

The ballot is then sent through 
tfie mails to the county clerk

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Sti I Will Take A Long Timt To Catch Up:

U. S. Breaking Bottlenecks 
In Jet And Tank Production

WASHINGTON — (in  — The
United State* Is breaking hot- 
tignsck* in jet fighter and tank 
production but Defense Secretary: 
Robert ;toveT ‘ estimate* it will 
take a long time to catch up 
on' the schedules set for b i g  
scale deliveries.

The defense chiefs statement, 
taken together with unofficial es­
timates of American and Russian

Production, pointed up President 
ruman's report to Congress on 

Wednesday that the Soviet Un­
ion "is  still producing m o t e  
war planes than the free na­
tions."

The most recent unofficial es­
timate here is that Russia is 
pioducing about 18,000 planes a 
year. Of these about 12,000 are 
first-line combat aircraft w i t h  
about 70 percent of them j e't 
fighters.

Against this is the recent es­
timate of Adml. Dewitt C. Kam- 
key (ret l, president of Aircraft 
Industries Assn . that total pro­
duction of American planes of all) 
types mav reach about 1500 per 
month by ’ late 1952. That would 

“ be at the rate of l*,oeo a  year 
and some industry men believe 
this figure may be a little too 
high.

The industry blames the lag 
in plane production first on what 
it say* is the attempt to impose 
a multi-billion dollar armament 
program on a booming civilian 
economy, industry leaders s a y  
the primary reason for lagging 

. production has been a shortage 
of engines and component parts 
traced to scarcities of machine 
tools and alloy metals needed in 
jet engine manufacture.

The Army is producing an un­
disclosed number of light, medi­
um and heavy tanks. j.

But it has run into production 
troubles in at least one type, the 
T-41 light. It had accepted, up 
tp a month ago. about one-third 
o f the light tanks which had 
been completed. The others • were 
being held back until c h a n g e s  
could be made in the mechanism 
which turns the tank turret.

This defert. which the Army 
in ists is of minor naUire, and 
can be corrected without sending 
the tanks back through the pro­
duction lines, apparently was a 
"bug" developing out of the at­
tempt to speed a weapon into 
pioductioa without the usual 
prolonged service testing.

The Army's move into t h e
field— of__heavy tank production
appeared to be a , reversal of 
policy which existed as recently 
as a year ago. At that time the 
army said it would continue ex­
perimenting „with s heavy tank 
prototype but that "w e are not 
going to spent money on heavy 
tanks simply because the other 
fellow 5a* them."

That referred to Russia’s tank 
program, including the Stalin III 
tank.

Repreaentativea ot the 11 Pan­
handle and South Plains cities, 
now considered a part of the 
water users group, will be asked 
to give reasonable fair estimates 
ot how much . water each would 
use from the dam; the degree of 
dependence on the water supply 
by each interested city; and form 
of legal organization to be formed; 
and whether terminal stations 
will be set up and where, and 
how much water could be stored 
in each station.

The three-page letter calling 
the meeting, wqs sent to the • 11 
cities by Mayor Clarence White- 
aide, Lubbock, chairman of the 
Canadian R iver Project commit 
tee.

One of the highlights of the 
meeting will be a detailed report 
of the study made by the Bureau 
of Business Research of the Uni­
versity of Texas on the indus­
trial potential of the Panhandle. 
The report will be made by Dr. 
Jchn R. Stockton, director of the 

' bureau.
Also on the agenda will be dis­

cussions by engineers o f the Bu­
reau of Reclamation on results 
of the bureau's studies during 
the past year and the mechanics 
o f getting further action from 
the federal government through 
the reclamation bureau.

The Canadian River dam proj­

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Bumper Crop 
Of Rumors,
On Invasion

By I.ARRY ALLEN
§AIGON, Indochina — (IP)

There’s a constant bumper crop 
of rumors and reports flying 
about in Indochina that the Chi­
nese Communists are planning to 
invade but hardly anyone in this 
country seems worried.

French and foreign intellgence 
officers freely confirm there ap­
pears to be a steady build-UP 
of Red China forces along the 
Indochina border but none of 
them will say they think an in­
vasion might be imminent.

Instead, they say* t h e r «  is 
“ nothing to indicate” the Chinese 
Communists - led Vietminh who 
in soon to help the ha^d-piessed 
communist - led Vietniinh who 
have been battling the French 
and Viet Namese for the last 
five years.

These same sources, however, 
coneede the picture in this comer 
of Southeast Asia could suddenly! 
undergo a radical change once the j 
conflict in Korea is ended.

Invasion “ dates” for Indochina 
have ranged all the way from 
sometime in January to June of 
1952. Meanwhile, French army 
spokesmen say, the Chinese Com­
munists have steadily been in­
creasing their war material aid 
to the forces of Ho Chi Minh.

Solidification of forces into 

a legalized group to deal

' near Sanford will be attemp­
ted Jan. 31 at a meeting in 
the Herring Hotel, Amaril­
lo ,of the Canadian River 
Water Users’ Assn.

Representative« ot the 11 Pan­
handle and South Plains cities,1 
now considered a part of the 
water users group, will be asked 
to give reasonable fair estimates 
of how much water each would 
use from the dam; the degree of 
dependence on the water supply 
by each interested city; and form 
of legal organisation to be formed; 
and whether terminal stations 
will be set up and where, and 
how much water could be stored 
in each station.

The three-page letter calling 
the meeting, was sent to the 11 
cities by Mayor Clarence White- 
side, Lubbock, chairman of the 
Canadian R iver Project commit­
tee.

One of the highlights of the 
mceUng will be a detailed report 
of the study made by the Bureau 
of Business Research of the Uni­
versity of Texas on the indus­
trial potential of the Panhandle. 
The report will be made by Dr. 
Jchn R. Stockton, director of the 
bureau.

Also on the agenda will be dis­
cussions by engineers o f the Bu­
reau of Reclamation on results 
of the bureau’s studies during 
the past year and the mechanics; 
of getUng further action from 
the federal government through 
the reclamation bureau.

The Canadian River dam proj­
ect is designed to furnish ground1 
water for 11 municipalities and 
to increase the area’s potential 
industrial water supply; set up 
a certain amount of flood con­
trol; and provide recreational fa­
cilities

To date the dam has received 
authorization by both houses of 
Congress, but has received no ap­
propriation

Sliding Scale 
Vexes Farmers

WASHINGTON — OP) — Farm 
leaders are puzzled over a state­
ment by President Truman that a 
sliding scale in the price support 
law should not be allowed to pe­
nalize farmers who increase pro­
duction for defense needs.

They pointed out such a system 
is not being used now. Consequent­
ly, they said they saw no danger 
to the farmer unless the adminis­
tration, which has been against 
the sliding scale, changes its pol­
icies.

Some saw In the comment, made 
in the President's state of the

Mr. Truman's reference to the 
scale was in connection with an 
appeal for a stronger farm price 
support system.

Present farm law sets up maxi-i 
mum and minimum levels at 
which the department may sup­
port farm prices. For all crops 
and products, the maximum is 
90 percent of parity, except inj 
case of national emergency. Then 
it may be set higher if greater! 
incentives to production are deem-| 
ed necessary.

For most major crops, the min­
imum support level is 75 percent I 
of parity.'
