He may install the commit-
tee as a provisionary German gov-
ernment and the men around Sey-
dlitz as an interim high command.
His intention in this would be to

ABOARD THE U. S. 8. TEXAS,
off Southern France (Delayed)—
The Allies, did it-in broad daylight
this time. Backed up by Anglo-
French-American sea and air pow-
er, thousands of picked American
and French units hit the beach
promptly on H-hour—8 o'clock—

this morning. i

Thanks to an unprecedented con-
centration of naval gunfire and aer-
ial bombardment preceding H-hour,
many- of the first units landed with-
out opposition. Others, faced with
mortar and small-arm fire and scat-
tered blasts from mobile ‘88's, were
aided by close<in destroyers and
landing craft bearing field artillery.
They took their beachheads quickly,
raced inland,

A famous American division (the
45th, reinforcéd) spearheaded the In-
vasion in our secter ¢f the gulf of
St Tropez. Tough, American-eguip+
ped French divislons are. following.

The powerful guns of three ancient
but mighty U. 8. battleships were an
important factor in the initial suc-
cesses Of the Invasion—the Texas,
the Nevada, and the Arkansas. Their
job was: to knock out the big guns
of  German coastal batteries before
the army moved in. They did it.

This flagship, wearing the flag of
Rear Admiral Carleton F. Bryant,
of Searsport, Maine, and command-
ed by Captain Charles A. Baker, of
Lynchburg, Va., and of Washington,
D. C.. moved into position for its
third historic H-hour of the summer
(Normandy, Cherbourg, southern
France) in the dark hours of,early
morning.

At 6:50, on schedule, the Texas
opened up with a two-gun salvo for
range. Unobserved by the spotter
plane—too much haze and smoke.

At 8 o'clock the troops landed, at
many points without opposition, at
others with harrassing small-arms,
mortar and field-gun fire to tackle
Destroyers raced in to sweep such
spots with the rfast and deadly fire
of their 50 mm and rapid-firing
five<inchers
