To Be Buried Today

LONDON, July 14—(#)—Brig. Gen.

Theodore Roosevelt, Jr 56, adventur-

ous son of the former president, died

Wednesday night of a heart attack

as he rested in a captured German
truck on the Normandy battlefield.
His death came at 11:45 pm. in
his office-bedroom in the converted
truck at the conclusion of an ardu-
ous day of carrying encouragement
and guidance to the troops of the
Fourth Infantry division, of which
he was assistant commanding gen-
eral.
He will be buried today im France
the soil of the country where his
ther Quentin was killed in the
first World War.
Gen, Roosevelt’s only surviving
brother, Lieut. Col. Archibald Roose-
velt, was wounded in the left leg by
shrapnel in the fighting on Biak
Island June 20. His wife said at
New York he had written that the
wound was not serious but that
bfoncho-pneumonia and other com-
Pplcations had developed.
(Another brother, Major Kermit
Roosevelt, died in active service with
the armed forces in Alaska June 4,
1943.)
Roosevelt, whose cheerful grin was

a familiar sight during this war in
many an advanced observation post
in North Africa, Sicily, Italy and
France, was stricken with a slight
heart attack five days ago, but he
insisted on continuing his strenuous
daily tours.
Returning late Wednesday, he ad-
mitted he felt tired and told his

son, Capt. Quentin Roosevelt, that
‘the old machine is pretty well
vorn down.” Quentin, an officer in
the First Infantry Division, returned
to his post only two hours before
the general died.

In the last war he fought in
France with the First Infantry Di-
/ision—the division always closest to
his heart. Starting as a major, he
finished as a colonel and was wound-
ed three times.

In this war, as the first divisions
deputy commanding general, he rode
in the forefront of its amphibious as-
sault landings in Algeria and Sicily.
Later he served in Sardinia, Corsica
and Italy as liaison officerwith the
French.

Returned to Britain last March by
plane, suffering from pneumonia, the
general constantly fretted that he
might miss thebiggest show of all—
the invasion of Europe. But once
again—this time as deputy com-
mander of the Fourth Division—he
was on hand for the start of battle—
and landed with the first wave.

“General Roosevelt really was a
battle casualty,” said Maj. Gen. R.
O. Barton, the Fourth Division com-
mander. “All day long he rode the
lines. He spared himself nothing.
In fact, he had been out at com-
mand posts cieering the men, help-
ing commanders and helping me.”

WASHINGTON, July 14 — (®) -
The War Department announced
today that Lt. Gen. Ben Lear has
been assigned to command of the
army ground forces, relieving Lt.
Gen. Lesley J. McNair who has
been given ‘“‘an important overseas
assignment.”

McNair has

Withdrawals -on the eastern
front included the evacuation eof
Pinsk. outflanked bastion in the
Pripyat swamplands 200 miles east
of Warsaw. Yesterday the Rus-
sians captured Wilne (pop. 207~
750), gateway city to the Baltic
republics. The Germans also dis-
closed a retreat to new positions
west of luck in the southern
Plains of Old Poland and said
that the Russians had broken
twice into Gordno, 20 miles from
the Suwalki triangle of East Prus-
cia.

In Negro Paper

The Communists Invariably play
up to people who have, or believe
they have, a grievance. They thus
hope to enlist the support of the
aggrieved, knowing they are dis-
satisfied and more inclined to join
their forces that. they hope will
relieve thelr lot, They often fail
to see that the rordé that proposes
to improve their lot would only

further enslave them.

The Communist Political Asgso-
ciation recently placed an adver-
tisement of practically three-

quarters of a page in the largest
paper catering to colored people in
the United States, The Pittsburgh
Courier, seeking funds.

It is not very complimentary to
the readers of gny newspaper to
have the Communists advertising
in an effort to gain their contri-
outions and support.

I have seen no advertisements
of the Communist Political Associ-
ation, headed by Earl Browder, in
any daily paper not catering to
colored subscribers. The Com-
munists evidently believe the col-
ored people are very easily fooled
and misled. They make state-
ments in the ad that any experi-
enced, analytical reader would see
through.

This ad is aimed to make peo-
ple enemies of each other while it
‘laims to seek the exact opposite.

Veteran Says Nazis
Don't Quit Easily

LONGVIEW, Texas, July 14—(P)—
Veteran Nazi fighters will undergo
losses up to 70 or 80 per cent of
their personnel before their pic'sad
units will conclude they are withoyt
hope of success, declared Capt. War-
ren A. Lafevers of Ponca Oity, Okla.,
thrice-decorated veteran of the An-
zio beachhead, the Salerno and the
Sicillan fighting with a record of
257 days in the front lines.

One of the patients flown in from
Charleston, S. C,, to Harmon Gen-
eral hosiptal, Captain Lafevers ex-

Having taken over a disorganized
company ahout two nights before the
big German counterattack at Angzio,
Captail Lefevers stationed his men
ina stream bed or arroyo about 20
feet deep in a position to enfilade
the waves of oncoming Nazis.

“We mowed them down like
wheat,” the Oklahoman said simply.
“We had seven machine guns which
we fired steadily for five hours. I
was also directing the fire of three
or four battalions of artilery, and
after the two days and nights of
the battle, the German litter-bear-
ers carried of dead for an equi
length of time. We could see our
tracer bullets plewing right down the
ranks as the Germans moved up. We
fired 40000 rounds in one day with
our seven guns.”

Asked if the Germans made an ef-
fort to clean out his position, La-
fevers admitted that they had.

‘They poured oil and gasoline on
the creek we were taking cover in
and set the stuff afire,” he said. “The
smoke and heat drove us several
hundred yards along the course of
the stream to where the banks wid-
ened out and we could get some air,
but we stopped them cold then,
hardly losing a man as we cut them
down from protected tions.”

DALLAS, July 14—(#—Export of
the raw product is the lifeblood of
the cotton idnustry, declared Ma jor
Burris C. Jackson of Hillesboro, in
opening the fifth annual Cotton
Research Congress here Thursday

is no hope of maintaining cotton as
one of the nation's major industries.
Jackson is chairman of the state-
wide cotton committee of Texas

The program for the three half-
day sessions is keyed to the general
theme, “How cotton can meet to-
day's challenge.” Bach session will
deal with an individual phase

James D. Prewit, acting director

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Henry, I had no knowledge of any
deposit of money in Escrow to be
paid to an attorney when clemency
was granted. I am now informed
that such deposit had been made
and that the sum deposited was
$2,000. T am further informed that
Claud Henry had knowledge of the
transaction and his failure to dis-
close the arrangements amounts to
the concealment of a material fact.

“TI have made considerable investi- ’

| gation of the matter. There is no

evidence that the money was im-
properly used or that it had any in-
fluence whatever on the board ofi
pardons and paroles in recommend- |
ing clemency The sum involved,
however, is a very considerable one |
and is sufficient to furnish a basis |
for rumors which undermine the in- |
tegrity of the parole system. These |
rumors are current among other |
convicts in the penitentiary. The |
effect of such rumors is to cause |
many convicts to believe that ilL
to have money in or- |
der to be considered for clemency. |
I desire to dispel such belief in
the most emphatic terms.

“Our parole system is based on
the merit of the individual. Credit |
for good be-
havior and for good work. Fair
and impartial investigations are
made by the board of pardons and |
paroles and a record is kept of ev- |
ery individual case which discloses
the progress made in earning clem-
ency. When the time arrives, each
case is given thorough consldt’rn-f
tion. When clemency is extended, |
the recipient is required to ropnrt“
to the parole board in some county, |
which said board is composed 0(1
good men who are serving without
pay and because of a desire to lend
every assistance to the parole in
effort to rehabilitate him and
make him a good member of
society

“When 1t 15 discovered—that-—a
large fee has been paid in an ef-
| fort to secure the benefits of clemn-
| ency, it is demoralizing to the en-
tire parole system. It is evidence
| to my mind that the convict who
|attempts to .secure benefits by
 money, which would not otherwise
{ be extended to him. is not rehab-
[ llitated sufficiently to be turned
loose on society. His viewpoint in
that respect is all wrqng. He sets

A" Berlin broad-
cast said the Russians had pene-
trated twice in Gordno, which is
45 miles from East Frussia, but had
been driven out. The Russians said
they were 18 miles from the rail
center.
In Italy, American forces captur-
ed Pastina, 13 miles southeast of
Livorno and drove on two miles
through San Luce. almost due east
of the port city. On the American
right wing French troops, in a two
and one-half miles advance, captur-
ed San Gimignanoand La Casette,
Britain-based bombers renewed
assaults on the continent and Ber-
lin reported another big attack from
the south.

Japanese driving down the Han-
kow-Canton railway again encircled
Hengyang, resuming the siege three
days after the Chinese broke it
July 7. The bombed, blasted city
still held out lwu the enemy appar-
ently was putting increased aerial
pressure into the offensive to slice
China in two.

Tokyo radio said its fliers were
using airfields at Changsha and
Hengyang, forcing U. S. alrmen to
withdraw to bases 600 miles away.
The Japanese broadcast that its
planes destroyed 89 aircraft in a
raid on a U. S. base at Kweilin 180
miles southwest of Hengyang. The
14th U. S. air force countered these
