Rep. Dies Raps New Deal For Insincerity'
DALLAS, Sept. 30—(>F)—Rep. Mar­

tin Dies (D-Tex) told members of 
the Southern Democratic club of 
Dallas at a dinner tonight: "The 
simple truth is thaf the new dealers 
themselves do not believe in our 
form of government.”

“They have been doing all with­
in their power to subvert and un­
dermine It by Intrigue, deception, 
and un-American propaganda," the 
Texas congressman asserted In a 
prepared address in which he said 
he felt it his duty “to join thase 
fearless and unterrified democrats 
of Texas who dare to fight for 
the restoration of our party to demo­
cratic principles and the American 
concept of government."

Dies charged that the “new deal 
has opposed, harassed, and obstruct­
ed,’’ the investigations by the house 
committee on nn-American activi­
ties which was created, with Dies 
as chairman, in 1938.

"In a rather heated conference 
between the’ President and me at 
the White House he insisted that 
the committee confine Its work to 
the Nazis and Fascists and lify off 
the C IO  ," Dies said.

"This I refused to do, knowing at 
the time that my decision would 
bring down upon my head the wrnlh 
of the President and thase who 
blindly follow his leadership."

Dies said that in 14 years as a 
congressman, the American federa­
tion of labor had endorsed his can­
didacy each election year as "the 
unfailing friend of labor."-

Dies did not seek renomination in 
the July primaries, gave ill health 
as n reason for retiring from con­
gress at the end of hLs current term.

existing 50« war production board 
orders.

"No attempt should be made to 
curtail individual initiative! n the 
search tor and purchase of mater­
ials and components that will re­
main in short supply for only a 
brief period." Krug said in out­
lining the bulky blueprint for re­
laxing war controls upon the rol- 
lapse-of Germany.

Krug did not reveal specifically 
which orders will be revoked, 
staling the program will not be

complete until Ihe draft has been 
circulated among other agencies 
“to assure its work ability and 
soundness."

The announcement was Krug’s 
first official act as chairman re­
placing Donald M. Nelson, whose 
resignation was accepted by Presi­
dent Roosevelt today. The plan was 
pushed to completion by Krug as 
acting chairman In Nelson's absence.

The following seven pro|>osals are 
the essense of the l-eport:

1. Replacement of present priori­
ties with the single M. M. rating, 
which will include military lend- 
lease orders as well as direct mili­
tary Work.

4 A shift to the new priority

5. The revocation of about 100 or 
the 200 orders applying to chemi­
cals. textiles . and forest products:

maining 300 orders The remaining 
150 regulations will lie "greatly 
simplified.” Thase controlling me­
tal products will be practically eli­
minated

6. Maintenance of "a full kit ol 
tools" for emergency use. WPB will

HOW ROOSEVELT DIDN’T  
YRM FOB WAR

Meaning of General

Most advocates of New Deallsm 
tike to use the “general welfare" 
clause in the Preamble and taxa­
tion part of the ConstUutioo as 
a sanction for most any legislation 
which takes from one to g h * to 
another. »

These people of course could not 
«•rite a rule by which one could 
determine what would promote the 
general welfare. It would all be a 
matter of individual opinion. There 
could be no prohibitions or limita­
tions on government. If collective 
stealing was, in their opinion, bene­
ficial to the general welfare, it 
should be lawful, if  using force or 
a form of slavery to make people 
6e charitable was regarded as pro­
moting t h e  general weliare, It 
would be justified.

5k) the general welfare clause 
without being reduced to rules Is 
a mighty poor guide for govern­
ment action.

The general welfare always re­
mits from people ol.ying imper­
sonal rules such as the Command­
ments, “Thou shalt not s t e a I," 
“Thou shalt not kill,” “Thou shalt 
not covet.” T^-ese shalt-nots include 
everybody : thus are impersonal, 
eternal principles or rules.

Whenever you hear somebody 
advocating a certain law as being 
beneficial because in his opinion 
it would promote the general wel­
fare. tell him that unless he can 
reduce the general welfare clause 
to impersonal rules, his knowledge, 
as l-nod Kelvin said, is meager and 
of litub value.

The general welfare cU*lse with­
out the limitations of a constitution 
would result in a government of 
force, whether it be by majority 
rule or a dictator seizing force by 
killing his opponents.

wages, or public education, or the 
New Deal is, “You can't put words 
in my mouth.”

On Oct. 5, 1937, in th e  speech 
dedicating the Outer bridge in 
Chicago, Mr. Roosevelt said:

“How happy we are that tha 
circumstances of the moment per­
mit us to put our money into
bridges and boulevards, dams and 
reforestation, the conservation of 
our soil, and many other kinds of 
usefbl works rather than into 
huge standing armies and .vast 
supplies of implements, of war.”

On Jan. 3, 1941), Mr. Roosevelt 
submitted a budget message call­
ing for the expenditure of $1,800,- 
000,000 for national defense. He 
said;

"This is an increase, of course, 
over the current year, but It is far 
less than many experts on national 
defense think should be spent, 
though It is in my judgment a 
sufficient amount for the coming 
year.

Rep. Engle's statements, the fig­
ures, and the P r e s i d e n t ' s  own 
word- ail tell the same story. The 
President’s press a g e n t s  have 
sought to persaude the country 
that he foresaw everything and 
prepared the country for the war 
that was coming. The t.uth Is 
that he steadily pushed this coun­
try toward war while promising 
peace and at the same time whit­
tled military appropriations. He 
told the country its preparations 
for defense were adequate.

There was no political profit In 
spending money lor defense, so 
Mr. Roosevelt spent ai* billions

Secretary’s program for keeping the 
Reich in subjection infuriates such 
economic realists as Cordell Hull and 
Henry L. Stlmson.

Mr. Morgenthau suggests that the 
enemy country be transformed into a 
purely agricultural state. It would 
be deprived of all its Industries and 
forced into the slave status of an ag­
ricultural bread basket lor theoODn- 
tinent. Such a sxcheme. in his opin­
ion, would prevent the Teutonic race 
and setatelite powers from ever again 
threatening the peace of the world.

It probably would. But Messrs. 
Hull and Stlmson are working on 
more practical arrangements for the 
same end. Their criticism of the 
Treasury Secretary’s proposal rests 
on the belief that Germany cannot 
be turned into an economic vacuum 
without disastrous effects on the 
system of international trade, in­
dustry and finance..

The loss of rich markets in the 
Reich, they contend, would result in 
unemployment In numerous other 
countries, including the United 
States. It would, perhaps, produce 
postwar unrest and a distinct trend 
toward communism. Under such 
rigid reorganization the Germans 
would become ripe for Russian pene­
tration and conversion to the Soviet 
philosophy. • * •

TRADE—Even a casual study ol 
world trade balances from 1939 to 
the pre-Munich year of 1937 con­
vinces the Hull-Stimson school that 
the Morgenthau proposition is un­
sound. The Secretary of State is 
particularly upset for several rea­
sons.

In the first place, he docs not Un­
derstand why Mr. Morgenthau. who

Her 
purchases from us in the year 1937 
were one hundred eighty-two mil* 
lion, as against only eighty-four u  11- 
lion which we bought from her.

In short, the world—and this 
country particularly — has always 
profited from an exchange of goods 
with our present foe.

No one wants the Reich to reoc- 
cupy a position which will enable tier 
to plunge the globe Into war in an­
other twenty-five years.

Hitler's V-3, as described from 

France. Is just another rocket, and 
like only new things about It are 
Its huge size and 1U substitution of 
alcohol for gasoline fuel, and even 
the latter Is not altogether new.

Sixty feet long, five feet in dia­
meter Is the description. Divided by 
three, It wounds like the meteoro­
logical rocket which Dr. Robert God­
dard was firing In New Mexico 
years before 1939. Ills was a long 
cylindrical lube, an air torpedo in 
looks.

The engine which drove the b u a- 
bombs to London evidently has been 
abandoned for the V-3. The buzz- 
bomb draws its oxygen from the air 
outside. That would not be possible 
for V-3 as described. The buzz-bomb 
files low. V-3 is said to start almost 
straight up, like a long-range ar­
tillery shell.

The expected Altitude of a V-3 
trajectory would carry It to a point 
where It could not efficiently sock 
oxygen from the air. Hence it seems 
to be designed as a true rocket, 
which carries Its oxygen In its fuel.

The French reports give no-idea 
of the amount of explosive In V-3 
Take-off weight is 14 tons. Much of 
this may ' be fuel, but how much 
would depend on the range.

Tike only information about the 
weapon’s power Is th a t it has “an 
explosive radius of three kilomet­
er*,” or almost two miles.

But the words explosive radius do 
not neces8arlly mean very ’ wide 
destructive power. The absorbing 
power of air Is tremendous. At a 
distance the air waves are able to 
do considerable damage te struct­
ures which happen to be situated 
just right, but the lethal power Is 
long gone. ’
. I f  the V-3 is a short range wea­

pon, 50 miles or less, the radio con­
trol is easy to understand. I f  It is 
long range, the efficiency of radio 
control is not so easy. A huge rock­
et of this type would travel much 
faster than any airplane, although 
maybe the unknown but highly tout­
ed speeds of Oerman rocket planes 
might be a help in keeping track 
of one.

I~kNE of the reasons why General 

Groener had insisted that Ger­
many accept the Versailles Treaty 
in 1919 rather than risk another 
■war was the fear of the French 
wish to split Germany into small 
states.

But as month after month of 
inAation aggravated the suffering 
of the people, the country seemed 
almost ready to disintegrate of it­
self, without any pressure from 
outside. I f  the people were to And 
unity again, it must be the magic 
unity of facing a common foe.

Why not, the secret circle won­
dered, entice France into doing 
something to the Germafl people 
that would make her appear their 
common national enemy? England 
and the United States were al­
ready following the German prop­
aganda red herring: that France 
waa insisting on unreasonable de­
mands to crush poor, helpless 
Germany. Reliable witnesses have 
since stated that German indus­
trialists deliberately curtailed 
tLeir reparations deliveries of coal 
and wood to France, precisely in 
order to goad the French to action.

Like so many German ruses, 
this one worked to perfection. 
The exasperated French and Bel­
gians marched into the Ruhr. 
Their Allies grew cool, the Ger 
man factional frictions dissolved 
in the need for a solid front. With 
the Socialists and the Natio«alists 
pulling together on the same teem, 
the Free Corps achieved the dig­
nity of open recruitment and of

to point the men for active com­
bat with the French. Then came 
the compromise.

The German militarists found 
themselves, howevsr, with trained 
troops on their hands at the peak 
of a well-cultivated patriotic 
frenzy. What to do with them?

To some of the leaders it seemed 
like a Ane time to get rid of the 
hated Republic, especially to the 
Black Reichswehr groups in B a­
varia (which was then run by a 
reactionary government anyway), 
to General LudendorfT, and to his 
pupil, Adolf Hitler.

TV'EITHER LudendorfT nor Hitler 

realized at the time, however, 
that the Ruhr crisis had strength­
ened thf Republican government, 
not weakened it. General von 
Seeckt had seen how zealously 
the Republican leaders had la­
bored for German unity. T h e re sa s  
henceforth no reason why he and 
his* associates could not work with 
the Republicans. So when Hitler 
and. the lesser Munich plotters 
sought support from army head­
quarters in Berlin, they ]got cold- 
shouldered.

This rejection made General 
LudendorfT and his protege, Adolf 
Hitler, all the more, frantic to act. 
Under the pretense of organizing 
“Aeld exercises,” they summoned 
their soldiery to Munich for Nov,

Albert coat, brandishing a pistol, 
proclaimed the revolution to the 
3000 astonished burghers, and 
took State Commissioner von 
Kahr, General von Lossow, and 
the police chief, von Seisser into 
an anteroom. There, while Goer- 
ing soothed the crowd in the main 
hall, Hitler outlined the form ol 
the new government in which each 
of them was to have a fat jpb un­
der his orders. They remained 
impassive. Then he started to 
plead with them for their co­
operation and ended, to their dis­
gust, with an hysterical threat to 
commit sqicide if he failed,

TN the meantime, General Luden-

dorff, who hadn’t  known of 
the change in schedule, was hastily 
summoned from his villa in near­
by Ludwigshoehe. And while he 
tried to persuade Commissioner 
von Kahr and General von Los­
sow to join forces with Hitler, 
Reichswehr officers on duty in 
Munich heard about what they 
called the "Wild West scene” in 
the Huergerbraeukeller. T h e y  
promptly reported to General von 
Seeckt in Berlin.

General von Seeckt informed 
the Munich Reichswehr officers 
that he couid not tolerate insub­
ordination of any kind.

The Nazi chiefs determined to 
go ahead and take over the gov­
ernment buildings. General Lu- 
dendorff volunteered to lead the 
Storm Troopers. His popularity 
with the Reichswehr men and 
with the police, he felt, would

Plane Mechanics 
Play Big Part io 
Keep 'Em Flying

“Busier than a one-armed paper 
hanger" doesn't even approach a 
description of the furious but pre­
cise activity of an airplane me­
chanic at Hampa army air field, 
a survey reveals.
- There are few jobs in the air 
foroes as essential as that of air­
plane and engine mechanic, and the 
men who fly the planes aré first 
to testify to this. The extremely 
low record In mechanical failures 
at the local air base, and overseas, 
testifies to the high rate of ef­
ficiency of the men who keep 'em 
flying.

Here is a brief job description of 
an airplane and engine mechanic.

He assists In performing prescrib­
ed Inspections and maintenance of 
aircraft, examines portions of air­
planes such as wings, fuselage, sta­
bilizers, flight control surfaces, pro­
peller and landing gear for evi 
dence of damage or wear, such as 
cracks, bent or broken members and 
looseness which might cause danger 
ous vibration.

The soldier airplane mechanic 
corrects such defects by appropri­
ate maintenance, minor repairs, ad­
justments, or unit replacement. If 
he can’t do the Job, he refers spec­
ialized repairs of propellers, Instru­
ments, hydraulic and electrical sys­
tems to an appropriate specialist. 
He cleans all accessible structures 
and parts with appropriate clean­
ing agents. In pre-fUghting he 
manipulates controls in cockpits to 
Insure proper operation and align­
ment of flight control system, then 
makes required adjustments by cor­
recting tension of control cables or 
replacing badly worn control cab­
les.

A job on the flight line as a 
mechanic also demands that he be 
able to assist in inspection and 
maintenance of the engine and In 
changing of engines. I f  necessary 
a mechanic may at stipulated In­
tervals and with the assistance of 
other mechanics be called on to dis­
connect an engine from its mount­
ing, remove It from the airplane 
and make replacement, using me­
chanics tools and equipment and 
technical orders as a guide to army 
procedures. He may also be called 
on to assist in preparing engines 
and other units for shipment.

The “grease monkey”, as he is 
sometimes affectionately tagged by 
his buddies, places all essential items 
of miscellaneous equipment, such as 
forms and technical orders In their 
proper storage places aboard the 
airplane. He must naturally have 
a knowledge of AAP forms and 
technical orders, and weight and 
balance procedures.

Playing .on the varsity squad In 
the world's biggest game Is an op­
portunity still open to young men 
ot 17 who will enlist In the army air 
forces under the enlisted reserve 
corps program, Colonel Charles B. 
Harvin, Pampa army air field's com­
manding officer said Saturday.

Urging the youths to consider the 
opportunity to become air crew 
members and prepare themselves 
for key positions in the battle” for 
democracy, Colonel Harvin pointed 
out that the. young men will not be 
called to active duty until they reach 
the age of 18 and may, If necessary, 
complete the term In school they 
are attending when they reach 18.

Seventeen year-old men may also 
enlist in the. Sir corps enlisted re­
serve program for army specialized 
training reserve program, which Is 
academic training given at colleges 
and universities at government ex 
pense to eligible young men before 
they are called to active duty. The 
young men may either apply for 
specialized training under the en­
listed reserve corps program or un­
der enlisted reserve corps unasslgn- 
ed, ■ provided they qualify for such 
training If they enlist In either 
oategory. they may apply for a ir  
combat crew training at a  later date 
and be translerred to the ACER for 
training provided they qualify men­
tally and physically..This step must 
be taken before the applicant reach­
ed 18. Applifcants who wish to re­
main in the enlisted reserve corps 
Tinder the army specialized training 
program or the ERC unassigned, 
when called to active duty .’are subject 
to assignment to any branch of the 
army.

GI Training Will 
Help PAAF Men 
When War Is Won

When Pampa army air field per­
sonnel go home after this war they 
will carry with them plenty of train­
ing other than disciplinary that may 
be put to use as a result of the army, 
training program used at the local 
air base. f

Directed first toward the winning 
of the war, and stripped of all non- 
eseenlials. the training program is 
practically certain to prove useful 
to the soldier when he steps Into ci­
vilian clothes.

At Pampa army air field, where 
the accent, of course, is on flying, 
GI Joe Is an all-around man, well- 
versed in a wide variety of subjects 
that may come in handy when the 
war planes long have been cleared 
from the skies. Getting acquainted 
as h? does with skills and subjects 
that were strangers to him before he 
donned a khaki uniform, today's 
soldier may take a fling at a new 
career when he goes home again, 
with the assurance that he ha» bet­
ter than, the average chance to suc­
ceed.

The training program at Pampa 
army air field covers, a wide variety 
of military subjects, ranging from 
personal adjustment to chemical 
warfare. Instructors for these phas­
es of training all have been equip­
ped by the army for their jobs.

Every man at Pampa army air 
field has completed or will get a 20- 
hour course in sanitation during 
which lie learns the do's and don'ts 
of setting up a camp In a bivouac 
area. When he goes' on a camping 
jaunt after the war. he will know 
how to keep it hygienically safe, be­
cause he learned all the rules of safe 
and healthy camping In the army. 
The pebple who go with him on that 
post-war camping expedition won’t 
have to worry about germs from 
their drinking water either. As an 
ex-GI he will know what to do about 
purifying the water, for sanitation 
is a “must” In his course.

The man In civilian life who was 
•a total loss with a cut finger won’t 
be when he returns to.civilian life. 
Ten hours of first aid are given 
every enlisted man at Pampa army 
air field. When the course Is finish­
ed the students are expected to 
know what to do in emergencies in­
volving everything from a scratch to 
a broken leg. Expert first aid in­
structors direct the course, which 
Includes making emergency splints, 
correct methods of carrying an in­
jured person and prevention of loss 
of blood-in severe cuts---------,____

In addition to comprehensive bas­
ic (raining in defensive chemical 
warfare, Pampa army air field OIs 
arc required to lake n five-hour fe- 
fresher course every year. One day 
each week Is devoted to wearing the 
gas mask. As a ;result. they can spot 
a distinctive tx jjr ip a split second

urn! are fast men at donning a  gas 
mask.

As a soldier has an extreme per­
sonal interest 111 the progress of »he 
War, he is kept abreast on devekip- 
'.nepts on all fronts by weekly orien­
tation sessions. There are no sleep­
ers in the orientation classes. And 
back In civilian life he will be able 
to spot errors In a history of World 
War IT in nothing flat as a result 
of these lectures. «

GI Joe. will be healthy, too, and 
know how to stay.healthy when he 
severs relationship with the Army 
air forces. Each soldier at the local 
air base is required to take three 
hours of physical training each 
week, which includes such health 
and muscle building stints as cales- 
thenics, obstacle course, and compe­
titive athletics.

Gun-shvness is an unknown mol­
ti dy. All enlisted men must qualify 
with the carbine and pistol and 
familiarize themselves with the 
Thompson sub machine gun.

To top it off. G I Joe Is a good 
housekeeper. His barracks and army 
belongings must pass inspection each 
day He sews. too. and—by the way. 
girls, he can wash dishes or peel 
potatoes.
