Dewey Turns To 
Doubtful Stales

ALBANY. N. Y„ Oct. 14—(An- 
Pressing his campaign in the doubt­
ful states, Gov. Thomas E. Dewey, 
on the eve of his departure for St. 
Louis, arranged to make a major 
campaign address in Pittsburgh the 
night of Oct. 20.

The republican presidential nomi­
l-nee, who will leave tomorrow after- 
t*xm for a speech in St. Louis Mon­
day night, dealing with what he has 
cailed "the urgent need for honesty 
and competence in our national gov­
ernment," did not announce his 
Pittsburgh subject.

Judge B. H. Powell, Texas chair­
man of National War Fund, Inc., 
in a letter to J. W. Oarman, chair­
man of the executive committee of 
Gray county war chest fund, has 
refused Gray county's petition to 
lower its war chest quota, it was re­
vealed Saturday.

The county executive committee 
has called a meeting to be held 
Monday mornlngi At which time lt 
Is expected the state officials may 
see tlfe resignation of the entire 
Gray county group.

Headed by Chairman Garman, a 
delegation met with state officials 
of the National War Fund. Inc., last 
month to lower the 1944 War Chest 
quota of $18,432, which had been al­
lotted Gray county.
• H ie  obmmtttee. composed of K. J. 
Dunlgan. Jr., Jack Hanna, Garnet 
Reeves, and Arthur M. Teed, met the 
state officials at the Amarillo air 
field where they were refused low­
ering of the figure. The Gray repre­
sentatives refused the allotted quota 
and objected strenuously to the al­
leged practice of allowing a few of 
the larger communities from not 
being figured in with the smaller 
counties, due to the fact that the 
largest community chest cities have 
a separate-quota, some of which has 
been reduced as much as 15 percent.

The Pampa delegation objected 
further to the method of arriving at 
quotas and advocated that war cheat 
quotas be based on tire formula

America's superfortresses of the 
air threw heavy bomb loads into 
the battle o[ Formosa Saturday,' 
blasting a vital war target on the 
heels of sustained attacks in that 
region by great waves of carrier- 
based planes.

An army communique disclosed 
that the B-29's, flying in greater 
force than ever before, took off 
from bases in China and bombed 
the important Japanese airplane 
repair and supply base at Okay­
ama. southwestern Formosa,

Early reports from the super- 
lortress crewmen indicated the 
attack was ghccessful. The 201 h 
alrforcr reported four of the super­
fortresses “are unreported at this 
time.” The communique added 
that some of the planes were ex- 
neeted to turn up later at friendly 
bases.

Okayama was described by the 
Twentieth bomber command as 
"the most important air target 
south of Japan proper." Indica­
tions arc that the Japanese were 
using the Okayama depot tor the 
repair of planes, as an air supply 
base and an arsenal for work on 
big naval guns. The depot has 
great storage facilities.

Tokyo, fearing that the western 
Pacific acrid smashes are the pre­
lude to a Philippines lnraajflfi and

after two morning raids by 450 car­
rier planes. There was no American 
confirmation of these two carrier 
plane raids.

Pacific fleet headquarters report­
ed, however, thnt the carrier raids 
of Wednesday and Thursday on 
Formosa alone cost the Japanese

“That President Roosevelt Is and 
always has been sympathetic to­
ward the common man is undoub­
tedly true. But lt Is a common and 
fateful error of public thinking that 
accepts such sympathy for the peo­
ple as absolute evidence of democra­
tic concept and policy. President 
Roosevelt has abounding sympathy 
for the people, but he does not trust 
them. Who. even among his most 
ardent supporters, will say that he 
has not depended upon showman­
ship and political artifice rather 
than candor for his political sup­
port ?

“Admittedly. President Roosevelt's 
greater claim to a fourth term Is 
on his record In foreign affairs, 
xxx but what point will there be In 
establishing democratic world or­
ganizations and losing a democratic 
homeland? XXX.

“Governor Dewey might not make 
what we choose to call a 'great' 
president. But be has demonstrated 
that he has courage, that lie is 
honest, that he Is a man of decision 
and action and one of good sense.”

American infantrymen slowly battled from Hire« di­
rections toward the center of burning Aachen last night, 
and elsewhere on the western front fighting flared violent­
ly. Meanwhile, British and Greek troops occupied Athens, 
the ancient capital of Greece, after being put ashore b|f 
the British navy and planes of the U. S. 15th air force in 
new londinas.

The taking of Athens wo* announced in a special 
Allied communique which also disclosed the fall of the ad­
jacent port of Piraeus. There was no mention of resist­
ance.

At Aachen, as the men of Lt Gen Courtney H. Hodges' 
U. S First army routed the German defenders from houses 
and cellars in the flaming city, long lines of civilians stream­
ed out into American lines Back of the U S positions were 
badly-beaten Nozi infantry and tank columns mustered from 
the Arnhem area in a fruitless attempt to relieve the 
dwindling Aachen garrison

Heavy Aerial Support Is Given
Allied planes supported the doughboys drive into Aoch- 

en's center where it was estimated 2,000 Nazi soldiers still 
fought on. The escape corridor was reported by .an American 
officer to be virtually closed.

In Holland, strong German forces attacked Canadian 
troops astride the south Beveland causeway in an attempt to 
open on escape gap for German garrisons on the islands of 
the Schelde river estuary. Other Conadian troops pushed a  
mile toward the Leopold canal where their comrades hold a 
bridgehead. ‘ ... i

On the southern end of the western front, a German 
communique said the U S Seventh army had swung over to 
the attack in strong force on a broad front east of Remire- 
mont, -30 miles north of the Belfort gap leading into Ger­
many

British-bosed bombers numbering 2,200 ond escorted by 
1,100 fighters poured more than §,500 tons of explosives 
down on German rail ond canal communications behind thé 
Nazis' western defenses Duisburg, communications city 35 
miles north of Cologne, was hit by 5,600 tons of bombs in the 
daylight raid.

Cologne, 36 miles east of Aochen, was blasted by 1,000 
Liberators and Flying Fortresses in a heavy aerial punch Ot 
German supply lines. Other bombers stfuék at Soarbrucken
and Kaiserslautern.

In the Balkans, the Ankara radio 
broadcast u report unconfirmed 
elsewhere that Hungary had sent a 
delegation to Moscow to sue for 
peace.

Liberation of Belgrade, capital of 
Yugoslavia, appeared imminent with 
a Berlin broadcast saying that 
strong Russian motorized units 
reached the city Saturday morning 
and Marshal Tito's statement that 
Soviet troops and Yugoslav parti­
sans were "fighting the enemy in 
the streets" of Belgrade.

On the northern end of the eas­
tern front, two powerful Russian 
armies that captured Riga. Latvian 
capital, were poised for a large- 
scale thrust southward into east 
Prussia.

In Italy, American and British 
troops pushed stubbornly fighting 
Germans back along virtually the 
entire front.

LONDON. Oct. 14—(4V-The air 

ministry announced tonight that the 
RAF has been breaking dams, sea­
walls, and submarine pens recently 
with a new-type. 12.000-p o u n d 
earthquake bomb which lt described 
as "undoubtedly the most destruc­
tive air weapon ever used."

The big weapon combines great 
penetrative power with a tertiflc 
blast effect, the air ministry said, 
adding: "No other bomb used in 
this war. either tay ourselves or by 
the enemy, has had these two ad­
vantages."

• “Even the old-type, 13,000-pound 
factory buster detonated on the sur­
face and destroyed its target by the 
blast alone," the ministry observed.

The blast of cither one makes 
that of the nazl flying bomb look 
like a toy.

It is streamlined so that it will 
penetrate the earth even from mo­
derate altitudes- It carries a de­
layed action fuse, so that the bomb 
does not explode until it is inside 
or under Its target. The head con­
tains the heaviest possible charge 
of "a very powerful explosive."

Its extraordinary penetrative pow­
er was shown in recent, attacks on 
the submarine pens at Brest. They 
were among the strongest shelters 
ever built by man, with concrete 
roofs 12 feet thick.

The new bombs also have been 
used with gm fk success in knocking 
out formidable German long-range 
weapon sites. One of them dropped 
on a hillside In France buried hun­
dreds of flying bombs the G.-rmans 
had stored In limestone caves.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 14-idV 
President Roosevelt may carry hi. 
fourth term campaign personally In­
to Pennsylvania. Ohio and Illinois 
in addition to his home state of Mew 
York, where an aggregate of MB’ 
electoral votes is at stake.

It was said authoritatively today 
that these states are high on tAe 
Presidential Itinerary now under 
consideration, although the White 
House said no dates or places are 
ready for announcement.

Coincident with an announoMMOt 
by Presidential Secretary Stephen 
Early that Mr. Roosevelt had de­
clined an invitation to speak next 
Wednesday night on the New York 
Herald-Tribune forum, democratic 
spokesmen said the chances are good 
that he will speak in Philadelphia, 
Cleveland and Chicago, probably 
after his address in New York City 
next Saturday night.

Early's statement that the Presi­
dent is "talking about" other speech­
es came after publication by the 
White House of a letter to the Presi­
dent from Adolf A. Berle. Jr., assis­
tant secretary of sta^e, which accus­
ed Governor Thomas E. Dewey, re­
publican presidential nominee, oi 
making a “surprisingly dishonest ef­
fort" in his Charleston. W. V»„ 
speerh to make lt appear that the 
present administration secretly 
hopes to “set up a communist sys­
tem."

The White House also made avail­
able to reporters, although not as S 
White House document, a compila­
tion of some of Dewey's quotations 
from admiinstration speeches, testi­
mony or documenU. Each quotation 
was followed by a fuller quotation 
from the same record, speech or 
document in obvious design to de­
velop the contention that Dewey 
had distorted the meaning.

Mr. Roosevelt's campaign consti­
tuents, lt was learned, have talked 
of speeches at Detroit, St. louts, 
Buffalo and the twin cities of Min­
nesota. but the likelihood of their 
being included In a swing Is regard­
ed by them as slim compared With 
others higher on the tentative list.

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Comrade Browder 
Rant« Against Dewey

When Earl Browder was com­
munist candidate for president he 
spake as a communist. But no more. 
He has packed the party in camphor 
for the duration. So when he made 
a speech the other night in New 
York it sounded, in tone and spirit. 
Uke a lot of other campaign speeches 
this election year. •

It was on the wild and extrav­
agant side, which is in the bes.* 
political tradition. It predicted 
everything just short of the end of 
the world if Mr. Dewey should be 
elected.

Mr. Browder's logic was no more 
flattered by close examination than 
that of most campaigners. His thesis 
seemed to be that since Mr. Dewey 
objects to communism in America, 
his election would wreck all hope of 
world peace, and would invite every 
country in Europe to plunge into im­
mediate civil war.

But the thing that impressed us 
was that Mr. Browser's thought, 
once the sulphurous smoke had 
drifted away, was basically similar 
to  that of Harland H. Allen's book­
let, “The Businessman's Stake in 
America-Soviet Friendship."

Mr. Alien doesn't sound like a 
communist. He is a consulting econ­
omist with his own investment man­
agement business in Chicago. His 
main interest, judging from the 
booklet, is in private enterprise and 
the interests of businessmen and in­
vestors. And for the sake of those 
interests he feels any post-war fric­
tion with Russia might be ruinous.

The war’s end, says Mr. Allen, 
will find this country and Russia in 
possession of most of the world’s 
military and industrial power. He 

sts the possibility of their flght- 
■ it out, as Rome and Cathage did 

2,000 years ago. or collaborating, as 
the United States and Russia have 
in the matter of sea power during 
the past century.

Mr. Allen makes other sound and 
obvious points: that Russia offers 
an excellent post-war market; that 
we aren’t the only country she can 
trade with: that Russia has licked 
tough enemies like transportation 
bottlenecks, food shortages and in­
dustrial disruption, as well as the 
Nazis; tliat this took resourcefulness 
and character that can work won­
ders in peace as well as war; that 
American-Soviet harmony 1s about 
the best guarantee of world security.

These may have been some of the 
things that Mr. Browder was driving 
gt, though certainly for different 
reasons. But the point is that the 
considerations favoring good rela­
tions with Russia must be apparent 
to most thinking Americans- inclu *- 
tag Mr. Roosevelt, Mr. tJewey, Mr. 
Browder grid the National Associa­
tion of Manufacturers.

.We shall probably get along with 
the Russians an'd do business with 
them so long as businessmen have 
enough voice to be heard in’ the 
White Houe, whoever is living there.

What they say won’t please Mr. 
Browder, or speed the revolution. 
For what business will bo urging is 
0 relationship which, oddly enough. 
Should do a lot toward keeping 
American capitalism a healthy, pros­
perous, going concern.

Con a Communist 
Be a  Gentleman?

Every Communist or state plan­
ner or Henry George Single Tax­
er I have ever met likes to leave 
the impression that he is a gen­
tleman and that he only wonts to 
discuss His proposals with those 
who will do so in a gentlemanly 
fashion, f r e e  from name-calllhg 
and personal charges and-counter 
charges.

It is hard to conceive how any 
Communist c o u l d  expect to be 
treated in a gentlemanly fashion 
when he is the most ungentle of 
persons. He proposes to use force 
to rob and exploit his fellowman, 
and when his statements prove his 
tactics to be plain robbery and 
exploitation, he pleads that hts op­
ponent,' defending free enterprise 
and the capitalistic system, must 
not draw the logical conclusion 
that he is a robber. He himself 
is the ungentlemanly person, but 
he seeks to wear a thin veneer of 
being a gentleman.

Communists like to discuss their 
theories with those who are half- 
Communlsts and do not know It; 
with people who do not understand 
the American way of life, the cap­
italistic system or free enterprise. 
They like to talk to them because 
they can worst them in the argu­
ment. But they will not go up 
against a real defender of free 
enterprise unless they can first 
limit his conclusions and restrict 
him in his deductions.

The Communist’s only way of- 
saving himself from being em­
barrassed or proved to be either 
dishonest or uninformed is to claim 
that his opponent is using ungen­
tlemanly tactics.

Of course it is ungentlemanly 
to call a man a name that re­
flects on his intelligence or hon­
esty without first having the evi­
dence to prove the name properly 
and briefly describes him. The 
Communist's own statements al­
ways furnish this evidence. The 
only proposal the Communist has 
Is that the ends justify the means 
of force. If things that are equal 
to the same thing cannot be used 
In logic or a debate there can be 
no real investigation of the truth.

Why should any honest man ob­
ject to a logical conclusion? The 
truth, however, always hurts the 
man who Is trying to appear to 
be something he is not. It always 
hurts the man who pretends to 
be a gentleman but knows no law 
but force. Any man who is seek­
ing fhe truth cannot be offended 
or insulted no matter what name 
V,o to  r u J le r l  Tf h e  1« n ro v o c t In  
error he is under great obligation 
to his opponent. Not so with a 
Communist who has never yet sub­
mitted any principle except force 
to back his proposals.

The only purpose of investigat­
ing a controversial question is to 
prove that one of the parties is 
either confused—that is, bewil­
dered or ignorant—or that he is 
dishonest.

So the only defense the, Com­
munist, has for refusing to defend 
publicly his declarations with an 
Informed person is that his oppon­
ent must.not draw logical conclu­
sions from the things the Com­
munist says. The opposition must 
not reason to the end result and 
prove the errors or the wickedness 
oi the Communist.

The man who cannot defend his 
claims against all comers without 
restriction should admit that his 
case Is very weak, being only 
wishful thinking or deliberate dis­
honesty. The fact that he wants 
to limit the discussion should be 
proof to any rational man that 
he should cease advocating what 
he cannot defend to the end of 
logic.

DONATIONS, NOT LOANS
(The Wall Street Journal)

As was reported in this news­
paper’s Washington dispatches, the 
Administration contemplates ask 
ing Congress to Increase the loan 
capacity of the Export-Import 

-Bank from its present S700 mil­
lion to $5 billion. Its intention is 
to make that Government agency 
the financial powerhouse for in­
dustrial rehabilitation in Europe 
and the expansion of American 
exports.

Part of the justification offered 
for such a project is that Lend- 
Lease supplies will cease to move 
to countries not aiding in the war 
against Japan, once the war in 
Europe is over and that a “gap”* 
will occur between such ending of 
Lend-Lease and the opening of 
the International Bank of Recon­
struction and Development plan­
ned in the Bretton Woods confer­
ence.

Palpably, such a scheme wotlld 
put the Government of the United 
States in the business of lending 
lo other governments or to na­
tionals of life latter, for peacetime 
purposes. It is true tha) our own 
Government, through the .Export- 
Import Bank, is already in that 
business, so far only on a com­
paratively small scale. But we 
should have learned- since World 
War 1 that Inter-government debts 
are easily repudiated, most easily 
those made for war purposes. Is 
there not reason lo expect that 
this assumption against repay­
ment, which in respect to war 
loans between co-belligerents can 
be justified, will be spread over 
inter-government loans foh the re­
pair of war’s ravages? War effort 
and post-war rehabilitation are 
alike war costs: so it will be argu­
ed. not altogether illogically.

We believe that if the people of 
the United States wish lo rehab­
ilitate Europe or any part thereof 
with • taxpayers' funds they had 
belter donate the funds and not 
delude themselves with the idea 

•of repayment by any of the peo­
ples victimized by Germany or en­
gaged in the war as belligerents. 
As lor support of our export 
trades, that should not be a t­
tempted by means which rail up­
on the general public to foot the 
bill.

NEW YORK CITY—Several over­
night sharp shifts of strategy have 
been planned by White House aides 
here in a last-minute effort to make 
sure that New York’s forty-seven 
electoral votes do not slide ijito the 
Dewey column.

The fantastically su­
perior Third fleet—a virtual moving 
fortressh—ad been bold, we thought, 
when It ventured within 500 miles 
of the Japanese mainland and 
mauled the Japanese with its planes 
to a fare-you-well.

Militarily this city U q f  
great importance to both sides: For 
the allies it’s the gateway in the 
condor leading fihni Belgium into 
Germany—"a vital railway and high­
way center. For the Germans it’s a 
powerful defensive anchor in their 
Siegfried line.

Undoubtedly Aachen remains one 
of the notable possibilities for a  
break-through to the Rhine and 
thence Into the heart of Gertnany. 
The crossing of the Rhine, which 
may prove even a greater barrier 
than the Siegfried line, is likely to 
be a major problem and one over 
which speculation is futile pending 
developments.

We can say, however, that one of 
the great prizes for which Elsen­
hower presumably is headed 1» the 
big Rhenish city of Dusseldorf, 
which lies on the river about 24 
miles north of Cologne, another 
goal. Dusseldorf is among the great­
est industrial cities of Germany. I t’s 
also one of the principal transporta­
tion centers of the country, with 
trunk railways and highways run­
ning direct lo Berlin.

In four days of cottier aerial 
strikes. ’ from Monday through 
Thursday, the Yank naval tilers 
visited the Ryuk'u*. Formosa, the 
Pescadores and the Philippines. In, 
all. tlirlr bombs destroyed between 
520 nnd 525 planes, sank or damaged 
143 ships, not including 87 small sur­
face craft.

The navy said not a single Ameri­
can surface ship was damaged. 
Forty-five U. 8. planes were lost. 
The Japanese claimed the sinking 
of a half dozen carriers and four 
r>*b<*r warships and destruction of 
160 planes.

The Japanese continued to win 
their only successes In embattled 
China. The Chinese high command 
announced the fall of KWeiping to 
the Invaders after bitter street fight­
ing during which every soldier of 
the defending ttqjrlson met death. 
Kweiping ts on important southern 
town in Kwangsi province.

Kweiping. a key river town, is 70 
miles south southeast of LichoW, to­
ward which the Japanese are driv­
ing In an effort to outflank Kweilin, 
Chinese defense hub.

Gen. Pal Chung-sl. deputy chief of 
the Chinese general staff, predicted 
Kweilin would be China’s Stalingrad.

Discussed ai P.T.A.

Therefore, the American Red Cross 
lias requested the International com­
mittee to arrange for each United., 
States citizen held in the Far East 
to dispatch, collect, one 10-word ca­
blegram a year.

Pending iinal approval of neces­
sary appropriations by government 
departments to meet the expense of 
the collect messages, the American 
Red Cross will underwrite the plan.

Military authorities declare that
the comfort kit is. second in impor- ' 
tance to the surgical dressing; it is a 
"must” item. Recently the produc­
tion department of the Pampa chap­
ter accepted a quota of 500 comfort 
kits, to be returned unfilled. This is 
a rush order, and Mrs. C. N. Ochil­
tree. sewing chairman, eniphasizes 
the urgency of getting them made 
at the earliest date possible.

The 
mother of this service man came to 
the Red Cross and said she wanted 
to give 81 each month from her al­
lotment so that some other mothers’ 
sons might also have a kit.

'If every mother of a serviceman 
in the Pampa community would 
make one of these comfort kits, the 
good work can go on. The Red Cross 
furnishes the material, and workers 
in the production department do the 
cutting. All that remains to be done 
is the sewing, which is really quite 
simple,” Mrs. Ochiltree explained.

QIAK ISLAND. Dutch New-Qui­

ne«,—(A”l—Outposts guarding an A- 
merican infantry bivouac in Bi.-ik's 
Interior plateau were amazed one 
morning recently to see a column of 
eight unarmed Japanese marching 
briskly toward them across the 

• grass-covered plateau.
The enemy soldiers obviously were 

in poor condition, starving and weak, 
but they held themselves erect and 
In close order, keeping step unfail­
ingly. Their leader, a second lieuten­
ant, saw to that. Discipline to the 
last.

Lt. Hans Jensen, commander of 
the forward Americas element, re­
counted the Incident. "When the col­
umn reached our outpost," lie said, 
"the Jap Officer saluted smartly and 
ordered his men to left face Then 
he Indicated he wanted to surren­
der."

During this procedure, one of Hie 
outpost guards offered a cigarette 
to one of the Japanese soldiers, who 
reached for lt. Gratefully, relaxing

necessarily from strict attention to
do so.

"The ol fleer marched down the 
line until he came to the Jap GI,” 
Jensen said, "and slapped him 
sharply across the face.”

Then the procession moved on In 
to camp, the enemy officer holding' 
his men as closely in hand as be- 
tore.

“We Issued the Japs a batch of 
canned food and let them divide it 
among themselves,” Jensen related. 
“One Jap apparently got hold of an

regimental headquarters said the of- j 
ficer kept his men in 'step  every j 
Inch of the way and. on their ar- \ 
rival, reported in each one individ- j 
uaUy.

Sinatra Is Cause 
Of Small Riot

NEW YORK, Oct. 14—(/P>—Heavy 
police reinforcements were dis­
patched to Times Square Thursday 
as a police-estimated crowd of 
25.600 teen-age Frank Sinatra fans 
stwrmed the Paramount theater 
where the singer Is appearing on 
the stage.

The shrieking, shouting crowd 
rushed police lines about the the­
ater, ripped the ahirt of one pa­
trolman and smashed the window 
of the ticket booth. Several per­
sons fainted in the street.

Police said the Columbus day 
holiday was responsible for the ex­
tra-large crowd of school-age b<Jy$ 
and girls.*

More tnan 200 policemen were 
stationed In the area shortly before 
noon after several outbreaks of 
disorder in the early morning. An 
estimated 2.000 girls ip . sweaters, 
bobby socks and saddle 'shoes and 
boys In polka-dotted bow ties-were 
a t the theater at 7 a. nr, 'police 
said. * ,

Acting Assistant Chief of Police 
Inspector John W. Conway esti­
mated the crowds at .21.000 a t 11 
a. m. In addition to about 5.000 
inside the theater. •

When Sinatra made his first ap­
pearance on the stage, the audience 
stamped their feet, screamed and 
ran up and down the aisles.

The outbursts were too much 
even for Sinatra, who several times 
asked for quiet and threatened to 
forget about the show unless the
