The United States may be faced 
with the main burden of feeding 
most of occupied Germany.

This was reported authoritatively 
today by officials who point to the 
great destruction by air and land 
bombardment, the movement of 
millions of German refugees from 
battle zones and Russia’s, unknown 
plans for the area she 4#1 occupy.

While these officials say there 
Is no intention o f pampering the 
Germans, neither is it planned to 
let them starve.

The southern part of Germany, 
which United States forces will oc­
cupy, normally has been self-suf­
ficient. However, the flood of ref­
ugees pouring south from both 
west and east is estimated at 10.- 
000,000. This number constitutes 
a terrific drain on food supplies 
which will be short anyway because 
of war dislocations.

Northwestern Germany and the 
Rhineland, to be divided into Brit­
ish and French zones, is an indus­
trial area which always has had to 
import food.

The whole Western Front was 
becoming fluid as Gen. Elsenhow­
er’s offensive turned into a power­
ful floodtlde. The humblest Infan­
tryman sensed complete victory over 
Germany, because the Russians also 
were pushing in from the east 
in massive power.

With troops already 136 miles 
deep In the heart of Germany and 
the Rhine crossed at seven places, 
the Third army threw yet another 
bridgehead across the Upper Rhine 
at an undisclosed place where the 
river rapidly rum through a gorge.

Gen. Eisenhower, smiling broad­
ly from a Jeep crossing a pontoon 
bridge across the Rhine, visited the 
First army front where sweeping 
news gains were made eastward.

“I  expect them (the First army) 
to lick everybody they come up 
against.” Eisenhower said. "They did 
it all the way across France and 
I  see no reason why they should 
stop on the road to Berlin.”

More than 80 miles of the east 
Rhine banks were firmly in Allied 
hands. The final campaign to crush

Montgomery's artillery from the 
west were pouring thousands of 
shells over our heads into German 
positions. But the nazis had not 
yet tried to overrun our position. 

After nightfall an eight-man 
patrol went out to raid a German 
ack-ack emplacement. Two came 
back. Only the terrific roar of 
artillery and planes broke the 
suspense for the next few hours. 
Then it came.
At 2 a. m. the tremendous roar 

of a nazl field gun shook the farm­
house in which we were huddled. A 
machinegun opened fire and rifles 
began cracking. I  was shaking all 
over and could hardly write as I  
tried to takt notes.

Fourth Russian

LONDON. March 36 — <*■) —  A 
fourth Russian offensive has been 
launched toward Germany’s south­
ern mountain redboubt. Berlin an­
nounced today, and Moscow dis­
patches said the enemy had shifted 
divisions from Italy and the sag­
ging Western Front to defend Vien­
na against a not distant attack.

Two Russian armies already had 
overrun four-fifths of Hungary be­
low tlic Danube and their spear­
head was within 36 miles of the 
Austrian border and 77 miles south­
east of Vienna.

Berlin broadcasts said a new as­
sault had been sprung north of 
the Danube in Slovakia, while M ar­
shal Ivan Konev’s First Ukrainian 
army group continued to grind 
through the Moravian mountains 
north of Vienna.

The newest attack, described hi 
Berlin as an “ all-out offensive” 
was started on the lower reach«* 
of the Hron river in Slovakia gt 
4 am., yesterday, a Oerman broad­
cast said, and a bridgehead over 
the Hron was gained at Leva, 8* 
miles northwest of Budapest and 
87 miles northeast of Kama run, 
the Danube river key to Brati­
slava.

sistent problem. And while com­
promises are never very idealistic, 
this one carries a particularly stiff 
dose of realism.

By giving a major power the right 
'  opposition to its own 

the agreement admits 
if  a major power is determin- 

I. to go to war, the world is pow- 
to stop it by any means 

i o f another and certainly more 
war than this one.

The agreement makes it clear 
that the world organization could 
take steps to stop, let us say, Bol­
ivia from pushing Chile around, 

it  could do nothing to stop 
by the United States 

gentina, for example, or 
against Egypt or Russia 

against Poland unless the United 
States or Britain or Russia voted 
themselves the aggressor, which 
they certainly would never do.

It  became known after the Dum­
barton Oaks meeting that Russia 
was holding out for the veto )x>wer 
against American and British op­
position. In the major points of 
the compromise Russia was the 
Winner. But perhaps by this very 
Victory Russia has given American 
senators o f isolationist tendency 
their strongest reason for support­
ing our participation in the in­
ternational peace organization.

That seems incongruous until one 
notes that the veto power applies, 
among other things, to “ approval 
of agreements for supply of armed 
forces.” And if there is anything 
about international cooperation that 
"nationalists" seem particularly to 
abhor It is the prospect of sending 
American troops to guarantee or 
defend some European boundary.

This veto power would offer an 
out from this obligation, if they 
c o u ld  muster strength to put 
through a provision making our 
representative on the security coun­
cil accountable tu tile senate in 
all major decisions. And so these 
senators might support the organ­
ization in the hope of making our 
participation in it purely advisory.

Why then the general mild re­
joicing? Because, it seems to us 
that people realize that this voting 
arrangement is another step toward 
unity among the great nations.

It  may be an Imperfect step, but 
it takes us that much farther away 
from the deadly opposition of what 
the President has called “ |>erfoc- 
t ioniant. ”

But it has reaffirmed what has 
always been abundantly clear- that 
no rules, laws or leagues can 
achieve international peace without 
each government's sincere desire forT ie  Ration’s Press

"GOD —  A  JESTER” 
(Truth, London, England)

A  great cynic once said “The 
good God is a great jester." His 
cynicism seems to be justified by 
th « decision to call the latest con­
ference o f The Big Three “The 
Crimea Conference." The Crimea, 
in British, French and Russian 
history, is synonymous with a war 
waged without sound cause, a cam­
paign without adequate prepara­
tion or organisation, and a victory 
attained at maximum loss for a 
minimum recompense.

What chiefly emerges from the 
statement given to the British 
people at midnight on Monday 
last is that Poland, for whose ter­
ritorial integrity we went to war, 
U to be dismembered; that a post­
peace conference at San Fran­
cisco is to perpetuate the unrati- 
fied work done at Dumbarton 
Oaks; that German industry is to 
be either eliminated or controlled 
under a four-Power gaulieter sys­
tem, and that liberated Europe is 
to do as it may be told. There is 
the further boon that three For­
eign Secretaries, instead of stay­
ing in their offices and doing their 
jobs, are to have a jaunt at month­
ly intervals to discuss matters 
better left to professional ambas­
sadors.

The Arm y's Educational
Program (Continued)

When one reads the educational
manuals on Government in Action 
at issued by the United States 
Armed Forces Institute, it is not 
so difficult to see why the army 
lias let down the bars in admitting 
communists into the army.

These books with which the 
army is indoctrinating the soldiers 
are known as W ar Department 
educational manuals, EM214, 215 
and 216. They completely discard 
the theories on which this govern, 
ment was formed. They adopt the 
European theory, that the govern­
ment knows best.

There seems to be nothing more 
terrible than the army, which lias 
its soldiers under complete regi­
mentation, to be attempting to in­
doctrinate them when the soldiers 
do not have the right to disobey 
tbeir superior officers. It is a 
cowardly trick, to say the least, to 
Impose collectivist doctrination on 

‘the soldiers.
I  quoted from these books in 

th* last issue. I  want to quote 
further. Here is a statement that 
is believed only by collectivists: 
“Those who are entrusted with the 
conduct o f government must at­
tempt to reconcile all these con­
flicting interests in such a way as 
to result in the greatest good for 
the greatest number.”

They repeat the same fallacious 
statement in the following words: 
“The greatest task o f our democ­
racy today is the adjustment o f 
group conflicts peaceably in ac­
cordance with the general wel­
fare.”

How can there be any conflicts 
o f Interests or groups unless the 
government believes it lias a right 
to talm from one to give to an­
other? I f  the government only ad­
ministers justice, only attempts to 
make all men free, there can be 
no conflict b e t w e e n  different 
groups. The success of one man 
is not the harm of another as the 
authors o f the book and the col­
lectivists believe. The success of 
one man is the gain of all.

It  is only because our govern­
ment has departed from principles 
and adopted the role of being a 
benevolent government that there 
are conflicting interests. There is 
no government that ever existed 
that can be both just and benevo-* 
lent. There is no government that 
ever existed that can reconcile the 
conflicting interests that r e s u l t  
from the government attempting 
to be benevolent. The whole the­
ory is a collectivist European doc­
trine. *

Here is another statement that 
proves that the authors, and there­
fore the army, and therefore the 
administration backing the army, 
are promoting a collectivist or u 
European form of government. I  
quote: ,

“A  law which limits freedom 
may actually increase the sum 
total of individual liberty.” This 
statement is given in a true and 
false test in this book and the 
answer is that the statement is 
true.

Of course the authors of the 
book are misusing the meaning 
o f the word freedom or liberty. 
They regard freedom and liberty 
as license, not as self-control, no 
more, no less. A  good govern­
ment, a government in harmony 
with the Declaration of Independ­
ence, never limits any man’s free­
dom. Freedom does not give on 
individual the right to injure an­
other. It only gives him the right 
to control himself and no one 
else.

But the W ar Department is pro­
moting the idea that the govern­
ment has a right to restrict a 
man’s initiative and to control him, 
instead o f limiting its action to 
restraining fraud and violence.

O f course when the government 
starts to limit freedom we have a 
government of the whims of men 
rather than a government o f God’s 
eternal laws. The result is we 
have unemployment, unnecessary 
misery and poverty and wars.

Here is another question in a 
true and false test: "Practically 
all government services could be 
provided just as well by individuals 
for themselves or through volun­
tary cooperation.” The authors of 
this collectivist book say that this 
statement is false. They are abso- I 
lutely repudiating Jefferson, Madi­
son, Tom Paine, Thoreau, Emer- i 
son, Lincoln, B a s t i a t, and the 
greatest t e a c h e r  o f all, Jesus| 
Christ.

When people believe the above 
statement is false, there is no 
limit to what the government can 
do to an individual. It  is because 
too many people have believed 
Ihese fallacious doctrines that we 
have had the worst and longest 
depression in our history—that we 
have had a declining standard of 
'iving instead of a constantly in­
creasing standard which we had 
before we so thoroughly adopted 
the collectivist theories as advocat­
ed by the War Department, by 
the present administration and by 
the presidential candidates on the 
Republican ticket during the last 
three campaigns.

Since I  haye quoted from only 
one o f the three books, I  will have 
to follow this up with some other 
quotations in a later issue.

WORKERS—Apostles of private 
enterprise and advocates of federal 
control over the nation’s working 
force have deliberately utilized the 
labor controversy in New Bedford 
as a proving ground for their con­
flicting ideologies. Had it not been 
for this attempt to outmaneuver 
one another in the New England 
manufacturing center, the squabble 
might have been settled some time 
ago.

New Bedford became a battle­
ground when Manpower Commis­
sioner Paul V. McNutt ordered— 
or asked—certain employes in a fine 
textile goods plant to shift to a 
factory engaged in making tire 
fabrics. The army's grave need 
for cords was cited as justification, 
and the man in Washington ap­
parently expected immediate com­
pliance. "*

The workers objected, however, 
and they had the support of the 
local people, fellow-employes and 
their bosses. The old Yankee spirit 
of independence asserted itself 
against Washington’s attempt to 
shove folks around.

Lacking any real authority, Mr. 
McNutt had to rely on voluntary 
action. But he behaved in rather 
a hard-boiled manner, and an­
tagonized the citizenry and the au­
thorities. He made very little e f­
fort to compose the difficulty by 
compromise and arbitration.

The explanation lies in that the 
administration sought to capitalize 
on the dispute. With the work-or- 
fight bill pending before the con­
gress, Mr. McNutt wanted to stage 
a spectacular demonstration that 
he needed drastic and far-reaching 
controls. In short, the Massach­
usetts city was used as a guinea 
pig by the contending groups.

* • •

TEST — The labor-management 
factions bucked and stalled Com­
missioner McNutt at every meeting 
o f their joint advisory commit­
tee in the capital. Whenever he 
proposed a solution, they countered 
with another.

These two groups were fully as 
obstinate as the federal set in their 
attempt to demonstrate that there 
was no need for the severe provi­
sions and penalties contained in 
the May bill passed by the house. 
The unions and the manufacturers 
preferred the far milder senate ver­
sion.

Mr. McNutt called the committee 
together early this week for what 
was scheduled as a showdown ses­
sion on the test case in New Bed­
ford. The powwow came at a cri­

t ic a l moment for both sides. House- 
senate conferees on the work-or- 
fight program were to convene that 
same day, and a decision in the 
Massachusetts case, one way or the

other, might affect their action.
*  *  *

COUP—Night before the McNutt 
and the congressional get-togeth­
ers, the manufacturers’ representa­
tives here tried a coup. They phon­
ed a certain influential industrial­
ist who has close association with 
the tire factory involved in the 
dispute. They asked him to urge 
the owners of tne cord plant to 
declare an immediate increase of 
seven cents an hour for workers 
in the third or night shift.

An important reason why em­
ployes of the fine goods firm would 
not transfer to the more essential 
factory was that they might have 
to quit daylight work for the after' 
dark grind. They did not want 
their ordered living routine disrupt­
ed by government fiat.

Thus, by making the third shift 
more attractive through higher 
hourly pay, the labor-management 
element hoped to facilitate an 
agreement by the voluntary method. 
Then they could submit to Mr. 
McNutt a settlement reached along 
their lines.

Union spokesmen were urged to 
impress this on the workers con­
cerned. and to contribute to the 
scheme for outsmarting Mr. Mc­
Nutt. ' It  was a sensational case 
of ganging up against the govern­
ment. So far their strategy hasn’t 
worked.

CURFEW — Not until James F. 
Byrnes imposes heavy sanctions on 
New York night clubs violating 
his curfew request will many Wash­
ington observers believe that 'a  
gentle conspiracy does not .exist be­
tween the war mobilizer and Mayor 
La Guardia to modify the original 
closing program.

Peter Fdson's Column:'ASST. PRESIDENT' JAMES F. BYRNES

WASHINGTON, March 26—When 
’Assistant President” James P. Byr­
nes cracked down on race tracks, 
night clubs, conventions and other 
unneccessities of life, patrons and 
purveyors of these costly pleasures 
began to ask, "W ho’s Jimmy Byr­
nes?" witl\, the added implication of 
“How does he get that way?”

The questions are more ol a con­
fession of ignorance on the part 
of the night clubbers and the race 
track touts than they are a slur on 
the record of the official who since 
last November has been known by 
act of congress as director of the 
office of war mobilization and re­
conversion. Justice Byrnes has been 
around Washington for 28 of his 64 
years. In the last five yean, the war 
yean, he has been given more 
thankless jobs, and in the same 
breath he has been given many hon­
ors and some of the wont breaks 
ever handed any man in publie life.

Byrnes was fin t  elected to con­
gress from South Carolina in 1910. 
Hr was in the house for 1< ¿ cuts, 
then out o f it for si*' !;c.'v*e going to 
the senate. JTç l_ui been a senator 
for 10 years when the war broke 
out. In the national defense era be­
fore Pearl Harbor he had the tough 
Job of pushing through the big ap­
propriation bills for army and navy, 
against the isolationist, let's-keep- 
out-of-thls-one sentiment.

SACRIFICED VICE 
PRESIDENTIAL CHANCES 

When President Roosevelt came 
out for the third term in 1940, it 
was Senator Byrnes who was his 
floor manager at the Chicago con­
vention, though Harry Hopkins pull­
ed the wires backstage. Byrnes 
might have had second place on the 
ticket. He withdrew his name so as 
not to weaken Roosevelt's chances 
for re-election when some of the 
democratic bosses revived an old 
story that had been used against 
Byrnes in South Carolina. Jimmy 
Byrnes’ father had been an Irish 
Catholic. He died before Jimmy Byr­
nes was bom, and the boy was 
rought up an Episcopalian.
The feat that Byrnes had been 

born a Catholic was used by the 
Ku Klux Klan element in South Ca­
rolina to defeat him when he first 
ran for the senate in 1924. But now, 
in national politics, the fact that 
he had been brought up as an Epis­
copalian was used with a reverse 
twist by the pollitcal bosses who 
were afraid his selection as vice 
presidential candidate would alien­
ate the Catholic vote and spoil the 
President's chances for a third 
term. . ,

Byrnes got his reward for his ad­
mittedly great personal sacrifice and 
for his recognized political ability 
in June, 1941, when be was named 
to the supreme court. But he waa 
allowed to keep this secure and 
honored position for only 16 mon 
In October, 1942,
