inflated tires can add up to five

percent ot gasoline mileage
because they roll easier on the

road. ''The average motorist
could save about $30 annually
on gasoline simply by keeping
the correct amount of air in his
tires,"" he said.

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Air Control Board Monitoring In State

AUSTIN--October 19, 1977--
The Texas Air Control Board
(TACB) recently completed the
final phase of a major project
when they placed the twenty-
third Continuous Air Monitoring
Station (CAMS) on site in
Arlington.

The CAMS network, begun in
1971, enables the State's air
pollufion control agency to con-
tinuously measure air pollution
in the ambient air in all of

Texas" major pollution centers.
The 24-foot by 10-foot shelters
are designed to TACB specifi-
cations, using special construc-
tion that helps to maintain
stable temperature and hum-
idity conditions inside the sta-
tions. The constant climate en-
sures the accuracy of the air
quality measurements which are
made with highly sophisticated
electronic analyzers,

Data collection is carried out at

five-minute intervals, 24 hours a
day, seven days a week utilizing
instruments that measure the
record concentrations of  air
pollutants in various  ways.
These methods include  gas
chromatography, flame ioniza-
tion, flame photometry, and
chemiluminescence.

Air enters an intake funnel
located 11 feet above the roof of
the shelter. The ambient air at
the station is tested for sulfur

also record the wind direction,
wind speed, and ambient tem-
perature at all times. The TACB
is currently testing dichotomous
samplers that scparate micron-
sized particles into those that
can be inhaled and those that
cannot. The usc of  these
samplers may cnable  the
Agency to determine the pre-
valence of respirable particles in
the atmosphere.

Agency spokesmen estimate

Of ‘Silent Killer’

Hhic average Amernican knows
next 1o nothing about diabetes.
Ihat's  dangerous, because
600,000 average Americans will
develop it this - year,”  said
Surcndra K. Varma speaking to
the Greater Lubbock Chapter,

‘bveryone  scems o know
something  about cancer  and
heart discase, the symptoms,
proventive measures, and so on,
But diabetes is a mystery to
most people,”™ he  continued.
“I'm frustrated, bul, more im-
portant, I'm deeply concerned.”

Dr. Surendra K. Varma, MD,
Diabetes Board Member sees
dozens  of paticnts with
diabetes, both in his practice
and through his work with the
Greater Lubbock Chapter. His
frustration and concern  are
founded on some rather start-
ling facts which were revealed
by the National Congressional
Commission on Diabetes.

““The Commissioner  deter-
mincd that diabetes ranks third
on our list of killer diseases,
when considered together with
its complications,”” he siad. "It
is our Icading causc of blind-
ness. An estimated ten million
Amecricans have it, and as many
as four milion don’t even know
e

“The average person, is not
only unawarc of how many
people have diabetes,”” said Dr.
Varma, ""but also of how serious
a discasce it is. Though it can be
controlled, It can’t be cured. A
person with diabetes can live
a reasonable normal life, but he
or she is more apt to develop
blindness, gangrene, heart
disease, damage to the blood
vessels, and kidney disease.
You can never forget to have
diabetes, because it affects
every part of your life.”’

Diabetes results when  the
pancreas produces insufficient
insulin, or no insulin at all.
Without insulin, glucose, the
body's chief energy source,
cannot c¢nter most body cells
and remains trapped in the
bloodstream.  Eventually, this
sugar is moved to the kidneys
and is cxcreted in the urine.
Deprived of glucose,  their
normal fucl, the cells begin to
break down fat instead, releas-
ing acid ketone bodies into the
bloodstream. These eventually
produce diabetic coma  and
dcath

There are two  types of
diabctes. The most severe is
juvenile-onset diabetes which
appears abruptly in childhood,
adolescence, or in young adut-
hood. An estimated 80,000
children under the age of 18
have it. Such children wil have
to have insulin injections for the
rest of their lives.

The most common, and less
severc  form, maturity-onset
diabetes, generally apears after
the age of 40. Only 10 to 15
percent of maturity-onset dia-
betics must use insulin, others
must take oral medication, but
all must striclty balance diet,
exercise, and rest.

Rescarch investigators  are
working constantly to find a cure
for diabetes, but at the moment
early dctection, prompt treat-
ment, and life-long control are
the only ways to save lives. Dr.
Varma concluded, A firm dia-
gnosis of diabetes cannot be
made without a  glucose toler-
ance test. Butit's only playing it
smart (o know the symptoms of
diabetes.  particularly when
vou're forty or overweight
because one’s chances of deve-
loping the discase double with
every  decade  of  life, and

Tower Blasts
Presidents’

Energy Plans

WASHINGTON--Reaction  to
the President’s comments at his
morning press conference today
was immediate from Senator
John Tower (R-Tex).

“When the Administration’s
own FEA study concludes that
oil company profits are not out
ofline, it is difficult to under-
stand the President’s accusation
that we face the potential *‘for
the biggest ripoff'” in history. It
is also incomprehensible that,
when as late as February, the
President indicated his support
for natural gas deregulation that
would now consider those who
are its proponents as pawns of
the special interest oil lobby,"
Tower Declared.

The senior Senator from Texas
expressed considerable concern
that Mr. Carter would use
national television to deliver
such a blanket indictment of the
oil companies, implying that
they are engaged in war
profiteering at the expense of
the American people.
Regarding Senate action on the
Carter energy plan, Tower said,
“The Carter plan is not
foundering in the Senate be-
cause of any special interest oil
lobbying. or because of even
White House lobbying. The
plaipfact is that the Carter plan
was a shambles when it was
sent to the Congress, and the
Senate will not be stampeded
into putting its stamp  of
approval on an inept energy
golicy just for the sake of saying
that we now have one.”

Tower also said that Carter's
assumption that the Congress
would complete action on his
energy package by the end of
October is very premature,
“The conference committees
have to resolve many very
difficult problems, and although
some of the bills may get
through conference before ad-
journment, completion of the
entire package is highly un-
likelv,”” Tower concluded.

“The Carter plan is incon-
sistent, inadequate, and inequi-
table. that is not only my view,
that is also the conslusion of the
General Accounting Office, the
Congressional Research
Service, and the Congressinal
Office of Technology Assess-
ment,”” Tower added.

selected metropolitan areas,’
said Dr. Webb. Last year's
surveilance program was ex-

tremely successful. Through a
physician in San Antonio, a new
strain of influcnza was isolated
and designated as A/Texas/-
76."

Even though free influenza
shots will not be given this year,
the Department does recom-
ment that certain groups be
immunized.

“‘Each year in Texas we have
had an excess illness and death

from influenza among older
persons,”’ says Linda L.
Chandler, R.N., director of Sur-
veillance, Control, and Infor-
mation Activities. "*We support
the Center for Disease Control
recommendation that those over
65 years of age receive influenza
immunization. We also recom-

conditions  such as heart
disease, bronchitis or dia-
betes.’

Influenza, or flu, is an acute
respiratory iliness whose symp-
toms include fever, cough. sore

throat, a ‘“‘runny’’ nose, and
gencral aches. Most patients
recover completely within - a
weck, although many continue
to feel unusually tired for some
time. To the aged or chronically
ill, however, flu may be a
life-threatening illness.

Puring the last century alone,
there have been seven instances
of global spread, known as
pandemics, and numerous ep-
idemics, when the occurance of
influenza is more or less restret-
ed to onc region.

Outbreaks of flu usually occur
abruptly. The disease spreads
through communities, peaking
in about threc weeks and sub-
siding after another three to
four weeks. Twenty to S0 per-
cent of susceptible members of
the population may be affected,
with the highest incidence in
children ages five to 14,

The most frequent complica-
tion of flu is a secondary
bacterial infection in the lower
respiratory tract. Usually these
bacterial infections can be suc-

cessfully trcated with antibio-
tics. In recent years, however,
drug-resistant-pneumonias, es-
pecially among hosptal pat-
ients, have been on the in-
crease.

Developmental research s
concerned with determining the
best method of giving influenza
vaccine. The exact mechanism
of spread by the influenza virus
is not completely understood,
but it is beleived that the agent
enters the body through the
upper respiratory tract. Anti-

bodies produced in that area,
therefore should be more pro-
tective than those induced in the
circulating blood.

Consequently, nose drops and
sprays arc being compared with
the more conventional injec-
tions. Vaccines are, of course,
only preventive. They are of no
value after the disease is
underway.Physicians  usually
advise patients with flu to go to
bed, drink plenty of fluids, and
to take aspirins to control fever
and aches.

potential local outbreaks of in-
fluenza.

Unlike last year, no influenza
vaccine will be provided by
federal and state governments
and no influenza immunizations
will be offered in state-operated
public health clinics.

*“This policy, however, shou-
ldn't detract from the impor-
tance of an effective influenza
surveillance program, says Dr.
Charles Webb, Jr., chief of the
Bureau of Communicable Dis-
eases Services of the Texas
Department of Health. *‘Only
through such a program can
influenza viruses be isolated,
characterized and a determina-
tion be made of emerging
strains."’

Dr. Webb said that in order to
have enough lead time to pro-
duce the right vaccines for the
next year, vaccines are pro-
duced from strains of the
current year.

The three types of influenza
virus that have been identified
are called types A, B and C. It
has been shown that influenza A
and B virses change their gen-
etic make-up slightly each year.
These annual changes are
known as ‘‘drifts.”" A major
shift which occurs at approx-
imately 10-year intervals has
been observed only for influenza
A.

These genetic changes have
posed a special problem for
developers of vaccnes. As the
virus changes or ‘‘drifts,"”
immunity created by previous
infection or vaccines becomes
less effective. When a com-
pletely new virus strain
appears, there has not been
sufficient time to produce the
quantities of vaccine needed.

“‘New'" strains of influenza A
virus may cause major outbreak
about every 10 years. For exam-
ple, in 1957, it was the Asian
flu and in 1968, the Hong Kong.
Influenza caused by type B virus
may have widespread occur-
rence, but the disease s
ggnerally milder. Type C
viruses never have been con-
nected with a larger epidemic.

Use Safety

Measures For
Chain Saws

Inside Safe chain saw operation
Individuals planning to use
lightweight chain saws for
trimming trees, cutting fire-
wood, or learing storm damage
should recognize a number of
hazards associated with their
use, says Dr. Gary S. Nelson, a
safety engineer with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.
First, avoid cutting during
windy periods that could cause a,
tree to fall in the  wrong
direction, cautions the engineer.
During dry weather, leaves and
grass, as well as gasoline,
become excellent fuel for a fire
started by a hot muffler. Nelson
advises refueling the chain saw
on bare ground and gradually
releasing pressure in the fuel
tank before removing the cap
completely. Also, move at least

10 feet away from fuel sources
before starting the saw.

Noise and vibration from ex-
tended use of chain saws can
cause hearing loss, fatigue and
swelling of the hands. The
engineer recommends wearing
ear protection, taking periodic
rest breaks, and selecting a saw
with low noise and vibration
characteristics to reduce these
potentially harmful effects.

Nelson also warns that a chain
saw must be properly maintain-
ed to be free form unreasonable
risk. This includes sharp saw
teeth, correct chain tension,
proper lubrication and a prop-
erly tuned engine.

Whe starting a chain saw, pull
the rope straight up and never
allow a second person to help,
cautions the engineer.

When cutting trees, the major
hazard is ‘‘kickback''.  This
occurs when something touches
the top of the chain saw blade
and causes the saw to jump
back. Kickback may also occur
when the chain is misfiled or
loose, a cut is started too slowly,
or the blade nosc strikes another
object.

Nelson adviscd opcrators to
stand to the side of the chain
saw while cutting wood to aviod
being cut by a sudden kickback.
He further suggests making
sure the bumper at the rear end
of the bladc is against the tree
while sawing, or the chain
riding across the tree may jerk
the saw out of your hands
