Texas® holiday week - end
violent death toll rose to 21
Saturday with traffic acci-
dents claiming the most lives.

Eight deaths were blamed
on traffic mishaps. Five died
in shootings, three drowned,
two were stabbed. Others fell
in the miscellaneous cate-

gory.

Homer Garrison, Jr., director of
the State Department of Public
Baféty, had predicted in advance
that 42 Texans would die in
traffic accidents over the week
end.

At Mexia, two men were shot
to death Friday night. Dead were
George Foley, about 50, and his
son, R. Q. Foley, about 30. Neal
Ookes, about 55, shot in the arm,
was charged with murder. Mexia
Police Chief A. B. McKenzie said
young Foley was the estranged
husband of Oakes’ stepdaughter.

Violent . deaths of the July
Fourth holiday period ushed
grimly toward {Re 400 mark Sat-
urday. The timetable of traffic
fatalities was ahead of the Na-
tional Safety Council's forecast.

With the crush of homeward-
bound motorists still to come,
auto mishaps already had claimed
at least 226 lives. The council
predicted a toll of 430 for the
period from 6 p.m. Thursday to
midnight Sunuay.

The highway death rate was at
& much faster clip than the three-
4ay 152 Memorial Dey week end
when 363 persons were killed—an
all - time record for a Memorial
PDay holiday.

In addition to the mounting
highway toll, 101 persons had
drowned, and 42 had died from
a varjety of other causes.

They were elected to carry on
the campaigns of those two pr‘tsn-{
dential nominees, to conduct, gen- '
eral party business for four years|
and then to arrange for the 1952
conventions. |

They'll find out almost as soon|
#s the conventions open whether
the arrangements they have made1
are satisfactory to the present|
convention delegates.

Their selections for keynoters,
temporary chairmen and perma-
nent chairmen are subject to ap-

roval by the delegdtes. There

ve been at least two occasions|
in recent Democratic party his-
tory, in 1912 and 1932, when dele-

tes turned down some of the

lections of the committee, made
nominations from the floor and
staged a full-scale scrap right at
the outset.

A LIST OF DESIRES

“At least this can be said about
the above declarations: They con-
stitute almost the entire list of
what might be called, ‘The Desires
of Mankind." But desires are never
rights, nor are they in any sense
essential freedoms. Food, clothing,
and shelter were not demanded by
our ancestors as grants of the uni-
verse nor as rights they could
claim from their Creator. The only
right they had was the right to be
free. The only grant they received
| was the knowled;e of reality. With
only the possession of this right
and this grant, men and women be-
gan the struggle of survival and of
development, rising and falling in
the strange alchemy of human life
in the changing periods of history,
but growing strong and creative in
spirit in those eras when life was
relatively unshackled and free.
Now, in the middle. of the twen-
tieth century, we are confronted
with the astounding proposition
that the ‘States Parties to the
Covenant’ somehow = believe  that
the simple device of voting for this
Covenant can relieve the individual
of the responsibility for his survivs
sires.” .

One of the most pressing prob-
lems of today is the prevention of
accidents. Thousands of deaths are |
caused each year by unnecessary
and avoidable accidents, and our
hospitals offer constant testimony
to the other thousands who are in-
Jured. .

There are many of us who might
now be lying injured in a hospital
who have escaped accidents as a
result of precautions taken in nu-
merous industries, safety measures
on the highways and other steps.
Much more remaing to be done.

One problem ig to identify those
people who are particularly likely
to be involved in accidents. In
recent years such persons have
been called “accident-prone.”

In the state of Connecticut, a
six-year study showed that about
4 per cent of drivers of automo-
biles involved in traffic accidents
are involved in more than one-
third of all slich accidents, )

The same thing applies in in-
dustry. For examiple, a large
trucking company has reduced its
accident rate to one-fifth of its
previous record merely by dicov-
ering those drivers who were ac-
cident prone and transferring them
to other duties,

All this may mean life or death
to the rest of ug because at any
time we may get tangled up at a
stop light with someone who just
cannot stay out of trouble.
~ This was only too well shown
in the tragic death of Margaret
Mitchell, the author of “Gone With
the Wind,” who was hit by an au-
tomobile driven by a man who had
a record of many, many traffic
yiolations.

Part of the answer to this ques~
tion is to rule off the street those
Jikely to produce the most acci-
dents. Part of it is to identify in-
dividuals in industries who are
likely to cause accidents to them-
selves or to others.

Besides a record of violating the
jaw (which offers a good clue)
there are other ways of picking out
these dangerous persons.

Over the past few months prices
of certain raw materials have gone
down by 20 per cent or more. Un-
employment is rising in some
places, and retail sales are running
behind last year when prices were
higher than now. In one line after
another producers claim that they
are again faced with the problem
of “excess capacity,” or a “buyers’
strike.”

Does all of this mean that we
are about to see a nation-wide, or
world-wide, collapse of prices and
of business like that of 1930-32, or
1937-387 Ministers of the Gospel
and political candidates are as
much concerned in the answer as
factory hands and business men.

Government economists at the
moment are talking both inflation
and deflation. They note signs of a
slump and say these, call for more
government spending to stave off
a depression. And they add, “Think
of how bad business would be if it
were not for the spending govern-
ment is already doing!”

At the same time, they warn
that increasing spending’ for arma-
ments in the year ahead may again
boom prices and employment,
Therefore, they say, government
must keep its controls ready for in-
stant use so that it may slap them
on the moment signs of inflation
again appear.

INCREASING DIFFICULTY
OF FORECASTING

What are the rest of us to think
in a case like this? Does anyone
really know whether prices and
business volume are going up or
down in the weeks or months
ahead?

As I see it, the business outlook
has seldom been more uncertain or
confusing, The vast expansion of
debt in almost every country, the
rise in taxes, and the barriers to
enterprise are reasons enough for
a collapse more severe than any
this nation or the world has yet ex-
perienced. -

On the other hand, the fiat paper
money we now have permits gov-
ernments to engage in any amount
of borrowing and spending up. to
the poing at which their currencies
become completely worthless.
Therefore, the only limit to the
rise in prices and the money vol-
ume of business is political, not
{ economic; and the would-be fore-
| caster must first of all try to guess
what governments are going to do.
‘ The records of other inflationary
periods, howevér; show that the
:‘upwar(l course of prices is never
| smooth and steady, Instead, there
| are intermediate downswings of in-

| creasing violence. Therefore, the
[longer inflation continues the
| greater is the difficulty of fore-

| casting and planning.

Furil no one can tell
| how will go or when
J it will end; and the longer it lasts,
| the greater and more widespread
| are thé economic and moral losses
it entails.
