Calcimine, whitewash and cold 
water paint must' be completely 
removed before painting wth an 
oil - base paint. This can usually 
ue done by .liberal applications of 
hot water and vigorous brushing. 
If a non - oil • base paint is to 
be applied, it is not necessary to 
remove the old finish.

Before applying oil paint to 
plaster or concrete, the free lime 
should bs neutralized by spread­
ing a solution of sine sulphate 
and water over the surface, in 
proportion of 3 pounds of zinc 
sulphate to one gallon of water. 
The solution should be applied 
freely, and allowed several days 
to soak ln and dry before paint­
ing. If the plaster or concrete 
has already been painted with an 
oil paint, this treatment is not 
necessary unless tha paint is 
badly peeled. I f  the paint is peel­
ed. it indicates that the lime was 
not neutralized before the old 
paint was applied. Therefore, the

Motorists Must 
Make A Choice

Looking for the cause © f-326 traffic fatalities in thqj 
nation during the Fourth of July weekend, a new rec­
ord for a three-day holiday on that date, speed must 
rank high.

Combined with overcrowded highways, a comparative­
ly large number of inexperienced drivers out for a holi­
day, hot weather qnd short tempers, speed can and 
does rank high on the list of traffic killers.

This point is given weight by what happened the 
first day of the long weekend on two of the country s 
best-known speedways, the New Jersey Turnpike end the 
Pennsylvania Turnpike

v. On the eight-month-old New Jersey super-highway, 
where the speed limit is (SO miles per hour, o heavy 
trailer-truck rammed into three automobiles parked at 
the side of the road Five persons, including a three-year- 
old boy, were burned to death in the flaming wreckage.

Later in the day another crash on the turnpike cost 
two mare lives They raised to 25 the number of deaths 
on the 118-mile highway since it, was opened last Janu­
ary. *

But the speedways weren't yet through for the day. 
On the Pennsylvania Turnpike five persons were killed 
in a two-car crash

The New Jersey Turnpike is a modern miracle of wind­
ing concrete —  wide, sweeping curves, no cross traffic, 
no towns to go through, no nothing much except sit 
there and hold onto the wheel and zoom along at 60.

This sounds fine and it is, for a while. Then the whole 
thing gets to be a little monotonous. And that's where 
a lot of the turnpike trouble apparently comes from.

The senses lose some of their edge, lulled by the 
steady smooth pace and the motor s hum. The reactions 

' seem to miss the frequent test of dealing with cross traf­
fic, turns, starts and stops.

Also the driver is inclined to- lose sight of the fact 
that he is traveling fast. So when an emergency does 
arise, when a car cuts sharply in front of him, or :ome- 
one ahead brakes to a sudden stop, his senses often are 
not up to coping with the swiftness with which things 

; • happen, and -accidents result-.
At high speed such accidents can be bigger killers than 

ordinarily ■—  five killed in the Pennsylvania crash, five 
dead in the New Jersey one.

By engineering standards, the turnpikes are marvels. 
But they don't, they can't, take into full account human 
behavior. The relationship of man and his machine con 
be a satisfying and productive one up to o point, but 
the machine steadily becomes the stronger and faster 
and there comes a point beyond which man cannot fol­
low it and remain the master in control.

So some time along about now, man, the American 
automobile driver, is going to hove to make up his mind 
whether he's going to sacrifice speed, or sacrifice him­
self. ________________________________

A short time ago the Associated Press asked the 

president of the New York Stock Exchange to comryient 
on the intense activity in the Canadian securities market, 
including that of so-called ''moose pasture ' salesmen 
who dispose of worthless stocks to the unwary.

In answer,"he said, "Canada is a rich country in the 
process of developing her resources . . . Speculation is a 
natural, an inevitable part of that development, just as 
necessary to tap Canada's vast resources as it is to the 
further growth of the United States.
- " I am not against speculation as such. But I am against 

•hose "moose-pasture" salesmen who are riding the coat­
tails of legitimate business expansion in Canada and sell­
ing millions of dollars worth of worthless, or highly 
speculative, securities to United States citizens."

He went on to paint but that there are good Canadian 
stocks and bad ones, and praised the efforts of Canadian 
authorities and reputable securities dealers to rid the 
business of the "moose-pasture" crooks. Then he said, 
"W hen you get a phone call or a persuasive letter or 
telegram from an unkown person in Canada offering 
to make you a fortune —  beware. If you want to put )Our 
money in a speculative enterprise, go to it —  but, first 
utable brokerage firm —  in this country or in Canada —  
get the facts. You can get information from any rep- 
and at no charge."

That is first class advice to ony prospective stock 
buyer —  whether he is considering purchasing foreign 

• or domestic issues. The full facts are available to all—  
get them before you act.

Twin Enemies

What It Protpsrity?
The American people will be 

hearing a lot about prosperity 
during the coming campaign. It 
will be argued pro and con.

I recently read an editorial in 
the Commercial and Financial 
Chronicle on thig subject It was 
interesting to me, and since it is a 
subject that needs much under­
standing, 1 want to discuss the 
matter.

There are of course several ways 
of trying to measure or determine 
whether or not we have prosper­
ity. Some contend that prosperity 
exists when everyone is employed. 
That certainly is not a rational 
way of determining whether or 
not a people are prosperous. If 
that were true, everyone in a pov­
erty stricken country would be 
prosperous. In India and China the 
people work long hours in order 
to try to sustain life. So the num­
ber of hours worked is not the 
proper way to tell whether we 
have prosperity.

Another test commonly -used is 
what is known as the gross nation­
al production, measured in dollars 
or pounds or yards. It-ia-pretty 
difficult to measure in pounds or 
yards because some pounds of 
some material have much more to 
do with the well being of mankind 
than others. So we cannot meas­
ure prosperity by the physical pro­
duction.

It is difficult to detex-mine our 
prosperity by the number of dol­
lar’s worth of material that is pro­
duced. This is difficult for two 
reasons. First, the dollar varies 
greatly in the amount of different 
things it will produce. Another ob­
jection to this way of measuring 
prosperity is whether what is pro­
duced is produced for human con­
sumption or for destructive pur­
poses. If a third or a fourth of a 
people's production is used for 
war, lliat amount certainly does 
not increase Iheir prosperity. Nor 
does it add to the prosperity of a 
people to have a large fraction of 
the people doing non-productive 
work for ihe government.

Of course, in attempting to 
measure prosperity in dollars one 
must allow for the shrinkage In 
the purchasing power of the dollar 
and the increase in population 
must also he considered when the 

| dollar is used as a measuring stick 
of prosperity.

One must also take into consid­
eration that under free enterprise 
there is a normal increase in pros­
perity. For 150 years the ¿^crease 
in real wages or real prosperity 
was about 3% a year. So in con­
sidering whether or not a nation is 
prosperous we must take all these 
things into consideration and ai- j 
low for what is a normal increase. 
Unless we are Increasing faster 
than the normal 3% per year 
compound we are not as properous 
as we should be.

Our increase in prosperity comes 
from the amount of freedom—the
amount of res{)ect for human In­
itiative—that results in better 
tools and belter ideas as to how 
Iwealth is produced. The purpose 
of all business is simply to save 
the labor required to sa'isfy a 
human want. And anything that in­
terferes with increasing the 
amount of tools that save the la­
bor to satisfy a human want or In­
terferes with free exchanges of 
goods and services retards the in­
crease in prosperity.

There have been man" fictitious 
statements as to the dollar pros­
perity we are having. The profits 
of corporations are not really 
what the statements show because 
the government will not allow in­
dustries to charge depreciation 
enough to replace tools when they 
are worn out. So the extra costs to 
replace tools has to be subtracted 
from the profits stated in order 
to get the real profits and arrive 
at the dollar prosperity.

It is undoubtedly a fact that for 
the last 20 years we have not 
added to the real value of toils as 
rapidly as we did in percentages 
for the 120 years prior to that 
time.

And when some people are pros­
perous because of laws that im­
poverish others that is not real 
prosperity. Certainly the man who 
has a life Insurance policy or his 
savings in bonds or credits is any­
thing but prosperous. The changing 
of the value of the dollar seems to 
temporarily benefit some, but it 
impoverishes others. But this is 
not real prosperity, because under 
free enterprise the loss of one is 
the loss of all. And if one believes 
in Jewish and Christian principles; 
then it is impossible to believe 
that we are really prosperous 
when we are collectively violating 
the essence of the Jewish and 
Christian religions—namely the 
Golden Rule.

When the state does things that 
are immoral for an individual to 
do it is. not rational for a Christian 
or a Jew to believe that we can be 
prosperous under such conditions.

Our prosperity as measured in 
dollars is a phony prosperity, as 
time will certainly tell if the pres­
ent policies are continued.

It isn’t always' eSsy to identify 
polio early and yet this is one of 
the most important things lo do if 
treatment is to be as effective as 
present methods permit.

One reason for this is that the 
early signs of polio are almost 
exactly the same a* those of many 
other acute infectious or virus dis­
eases.

Actually it is staled, probably 
correctly, (hat when Ihe nervous 
signs of polio become evident, Ihe 
disease has already existed for 
several days.

Furthermore, no two patients 
with the disease show exactly the 
same symptoms. As a result, even 
when a definite diagnosis has been 
made, skilled Judgment and ex­
perience are necessary in order to 
choose those methods of treatment 
best suited to that particular pa­
tient.

It should be said also that good 
care by the physician is not the 
only important aspect of treat­
ment. There are f*.w diseases in 
which good nursing and physical 
therapy are as important in get­
ting good results as in polio.

The muscular paralysis which 
comes on after the first few days 
of the disease is accompanied by 
painful muscle spasms. These can’ 
be greatly relieved by hot wet 
packs, properly applied, and by 
nursing care. The skin tenderness 
which is so common is also helped 
by such treatment.

At the time when the disease 
is acute every effort has to be 
made to keep the muscles in the 
best possible condition so that they 
will respond to the later treat­
ments and training. Bed rest is, 
needless to say, important as are 
the other measures like plenty of 
fluids, which are used for any in­
fectious disease.

CHICAGO — In the United 

States, as in Great Britian, the 
two-party system 
is rotting into 
a c o r r u p t i o n  
which may serve 
as fertilizer for 
the growth of 
something b e t ­
t e r .  However, 
the tendency aug- 
g e ■ t s adapta­
tions of national 

socialism. It is a fascinating irony 
that this new thing is nowhere 
more popular .than in the City of 
New York where the foulest epi­
thet is “ Nazi-minded.”  But to be 
"Nazi-minded” is merely to be­
lieve that national socialism is a 
desirable system and socialism 
certainly is very popular in New 
York.

It is difficult to distinguish be­
tween national socialism and in­
ternational socialism, but N e w  
York obviously prefers the inter­
national kind. The entire eastern 
campaign against Senator T a f t  
was based on the ¿-harge that he 
was an "isolationist,”  meaning a 
patriot. It was so effective that 
he had to deny that he was an 
unconditional isolationist, or pa­
triot. He was moderately inter­
national.

The Churchill government of 
Britain will not live out its 
term because it regained the 
mandate on promises to de-na- 
tionalize the trucking industry, 
which the socialists had converted 
into a government monopoly with 
a great bureaucracy on the public 
payroll, and clean up the states 
medical service, among o t h e r  
changes. But Churchill has been 
afraid to de • nationalize nation­
alized or socialized industries be 
cause nobody wants to buy back 
institutions whose employees have 
been made lazy, impudent and 
careless by the truckling treat­
ment that they received from an
apple - shining administration
which wanted thetr favor.

(alalistic. Religion and morality 
are way down.

British medicine never w a * 
much above the pill-doctor ver­
sion and the people are not edu­
cated up to the bedside sweet« 
ness that we are used to. Doc- 
tors always have sold their pa­
tients as a promoter sells a suck- 
erllst. Under Socialism the medi­
cal service has got worse, but 
the people don’t mind becaause 
they can put themselvea away in 
hospitals for rest cures on the 
pretext of hangover, hang-nail 
or acute galloping fatigue. The

It was too true for tfas comfort 
of tha eastern, lnten Uonal so* 
ctsltst. Old Doc Edward Rumely, 
who run* s' small pro -  Ameri­
can propaganda bureau, actually
