Transylvania 
Is Returned 
To Romania

PAR IS  T. - The foreign minis­
ters council agreed today to re­
store Transylvania to Romania and 
•o list for di icussion Romania's oth­
er boundary changes since 1938. but 
broke up the morning session m dis­
agreement over other issues involv­
ing the Black Sea country, a British 
informant said.

The decision ol tlie foreign m in­
isters of Russia Britain. France 
and the United States to restore 
Transylvania to Romania annulled 
the 1940 dictate ol Hitler and Mus­
solini at Vienna which awarded 
most el that territory to Hungary.

Earlier British sources said the 
foreign ministers had agreed to re­
store Romania to all her 1938 boun- 
da nes.

This would include the return to 
her of Dobrudya. which she hand­
ed over to Bulgaria m )940. and 
Bessarabia which was occupied by 
Russia m 1940 and annexed m 1944.

Bessarabia was not specifically 
mentioned, however, and the minis­
ters referred the matter to their 
deputies lor precise wording.

Hungary, by the terms of her 
surrender to ihe allies? already had 
agreed to return Transylvania to 
Romania.

The ministers scheduled a meet­
ing at live p. m. ' 10 a. m. C. S. T o . 
to start discussion of the Bulgarian 
treaty, which involves that coun­
try's request for cession of western 
Thrace by Greece and Bulgarian 
access to the Aegean Sea.

What was described as i bitter 
argument arose between British For­
eign Secretary Ernest Bevin and U. 
S Secretary of State James F 
Byrnes on the one side and For­
eign Minister Molotov of Russia on 
the other when Britain and Am er­
ica insisted on freedom of naviga­
tion of the Danube, vital commercial 
artery of southeastern Europe, and 
on freedom of trade for all nations 
in Romania.

Molotov said the Soviet delegation 
was» "not interested ' in discussing 
the matters and that the ministers 
should pass on to the next item.

The meeting began with the min­
isters' voting null ind void the 
Vienna award of 1940 m which H it­
ler and Mussolini gave to Hungary

Bonus, Subsidy 
Payments Listed

Means of collecting the 30-cent 
bonus for wheat were announced 
yesterday by Miss Evelyn Mason, 
secietarv of the Gray county Agri­
cultural Conservation agency along 
with an increase in subsidy pay­
ment for butterfat content of" milk 
and cream.

Tile increase in subsidy payment 
is from 10 to 15 cents a pound for 
butterfat in cream and from 35 to 55 
cents a bundled weight for milk, as 
announced by the Commodity Credit 
Corp Payment for April remains 
the same. 17 cents for cream, VO 
cents for milk.

In order to collect the 30-cent 
bonus wlieat must be delivered to 
the CCC through an elevator by 
May 25, 1946.

Producers may . collect on the 
wheat delivered unytime between 
now and May 31, 1946. At the time 
the wheat is delivered the producer 
will be given a receipt and when 
Hady to collect, the receipt is to be 
turnet] over to the ACA office. The 
payment will be made through the 
ACA.

Any effort that serves to offer 
the people of Pajnpa more good
music is praiseworthy and a concert 
given last night by the Pampa Civic 
chorus and piano ensemble deserves 
a special commendation.

For'the crowd of over 750 at the 
Junior high auditorium, me group 
directed by Mrs. Mae Foreman Carr, 
presented a new type or entertain­
ment which was thoroughly enjoy-' 
able.

The 30-voice chorus, made up 
entirely of those who wholehearted­
ly give their time and efforts to the 
advancement of music, renaered 
four numbers and a triple trio add­
ed another.
-  The concert began with the per­
formance of the overture to "Cal­
iph of Bagdad” by the piano ensem­
ble, composed of 18 persons at nine 
pianos.

This composition by Boiledeaux 
Is made up o f  a series of simple 
to hear, yet difficult to perform, 
melodies which set the audience in 
the right mood for the entire per­
formance.

Throughout the composition, the 
18 pianists showed fine timing and 
ability to play as one which exem­
plified the entire concert.

Gounod’s difficult “Sanctus” Was 
the first number by the chorus atod 
Mrs. J. W. Garman’s soprano solo 
was of the highest calibre.

The triple trio blended perfectly 
in Mendelssohn’s “Lift Thine Eyes”. 
The members were Mrs. Garman, 
Mrs. Lynn Boyd. Mrs. R. R. Jone3, 
Mrs. B. A. Norris, Mrs. E. J. Has- 
lam, Mrs. Edgar riensiiaw, Miss 
Elizabeth Sewell, Mrs. Herman 
Jones and Mrs. Orl Smith.

With 10 pianists at the keyboards, 
Saint Saens’ “Danse Macabre" was 
next on the program. This work 
is filled with many clashes of 
chords but throughout the entire 
number, the note of eeriness typical 
of the composition was retained" 
very effectively.

The chorus followed with two 
more numbers. The first. "Listen 
to the Lambs", incluaeu a tine solo 
by Mrs. R. R. Jones.

M. E. Berg's excellent baritone 
solo highlighted the performance 
o f “ List and Chertiblc Host”, by 
Gaul. Mr. Berg’s clear voice was 
heard distinctly over the auditorium 
and he possessed an unusually wide 
range for a baritone.

Eeethoven, should a nation-wide 
poll be taken, would probably be 
Judged the best of all of his con­
temporaries and the finale to his 
Fifth Symphony is ample reason 
why. The piano ensemble skillful­
ly played this stirring selection, 
which is typical of all of the mas­
ter's work.

Following a short intermission. 
,he chorus presented Mozarts 
“Gloria”, one of the more jxipular 
anthems of Protestant churches. 
Each section of the chorus was re­
quired tt> come in just as the right 
moment and they never once fal­
tered.

A work that will never die is Ross­
ini's overture to “William Tell" and 
it was a fitting finale to the con­
cert. Full justice, perhaps, could 
not be done to the individual

members of the ensemble except to 
say that all of them were outstand­
ing.

The ensemble played the entire 
overture, wh’ich, in itself, was ad­
mirable, as only the second fiart is 
usually heard. The latter part, in­
cidentally, seemed to electrify the 
audience as the the opening notes 
of this crashing movement sound­
ed.

Members of the audience, in ad­
dition to their applause contributed 
generously to a free-will offering 
made to offset a small part of the 
group's expenses.

Pampa needs more people like the 
musicians who performed last night 
Efforts like that are certain to bring 
the greatest of all arts closer to 
everyone.—S. R.

On the other hand, if 
a deflationary period Is ahead and 
prices are forced downward by com­
petition in an aggressive selling 
market, the retention of price con­
trols can do no harm. As prices 
fall below the celling, the controls 
will become unnecessary. They can 
then be removed painlessly, and 
that will be that.

PRAGUE—./Pi—This picturesque

capital oil Czechoslovakia is making 
a spirited bid to succeed Vienna as 
the focal point of Eastern Europe.

An old world city of towers and 
statues. Prague is working hard to 
become a center for commerce, cul­
ture. air travel, tourists, recreation 
and sports.

Prague came out of the war with 
much less physical damage than 
was suffered by the shell-torn Aus­
trian city 125 miles to the south.

Culturally, Prague lost no time in 
returning to prewar standards. The 
opera season" lasts the whole year 
round and tickets must be purchas­
ed weeks in advance. Museums, es­
caping war damage for the most 
part, are back in operation. Book­
stores. magazines and newspapers 
flourish.

Despite shortages of food, housing 
and clothing, life is gay in Prague.

Scarcely a night passes that 
there is not a ball in one or an­
other of the city’s hotels.

Night clubs, though legal, usually 
are located in hideaway spots down 
dark side streets with inconspicuous 
doorways in the style of American 
speakeasies of a bygone era.

To the tourist. Prague offers 
scenery ranging fr< m impressive 
Hradcany castle and towering St. 
Vit cathedral, overlooking the Vlta- 
vr river and statue-lined Charles 
bridge, .to crooked little streets in 
th e '"o ld  city."

Within a ’ few hours drive of 
Prague are both winter and sum­
mer resorts—but the tourist may 
have difficulty in recognizing their 
names for the Czechs with fervid 
nationalism, erased German words 
from their part of the map. The 
world-renowned spas of Karlsbad 
and Marienbad. for instance, now 
are Karlovy Vary and Marianske 
Lazne.

In the midst of these Interests
the Czechoslovakians are devoting 
their chief attention to postwar re­
covery and nationalization of their 
industry.

Leaders at Prague, with guarded 
optimism, have reported that food 
supplies seem secure until the next 
harvest; that during the winter 
the nations' experts began to ex­
ceed imports, that coal production 
has surpassed the prewar average.
