LAWMAKERS AIM FOR LABOR LAW  BY APRIL
Truman Hunting for 
Strike-Averting Plan

W ASHINGTON— (A 1) —  President Truman turned 
today to Clark M. O il ford, his youthful special '•oun- 
sel in a search for labor law revisions aimed at forestall­
ing future econom y-strangling strikes.

Specifically, the chief executive is said to' want writ­
ten into law “a clear concept of labor’s responsibility to 
the people and the governm ent.”

Mr. Truman assigned Clifford to the task of coordi­
nating information and recommendations coming into the 
W hite House from virtually every federal agency as well 
as from wide segm ents of industry and labor.

Clifford, a tall, handsome former St. Louis lawyer, 
played a key role in the administration’s coal strike strat­
egy which brought John L. Lewis to his knees last Sat-

; u rd a y .
j Clifford would not discuss 
\ his work, but other officials  
i familiar with his assignm ent 
: said he is carrying the maj- 
I or load of the preliminary 

work on Mr. Truman’s 
“state of the union” mes­
sage to be submitted to the  
new republican - controlled 
congress.

These officials, asking not to be 
quoted by name, said the President's 
labor proposals are yet to be for­
mulated and that speculation as to 
their nature would be "premature."

One highly-placed friend told a 
reporter'

"The President is making a com­
plete survey* and study now. When 
it. is completed, he will, as usual, 
call in all government officials who 
would l>e concerned with the admin­
istration of any phase of the labor 
program and discuss it -ith them 
as well as with congressional peo­
ple.

“He doesn't want unitive legisla­
tion. What he would like to have 
written in the la v is a clear concept 
of labor's responsibility to the peo­
ple and the government."

Clifford's work on labor legisla- 
lation is only a part of the over all 
study dealing with all phases of the 
legislative recommendations which 
will go to Congress about Jan. 6.

In view of the epidemic of strikes 
during the past year, however, 
widespread interest has been arous­
ed in what new approach to the 
problem the White House may pro­
pose.

Clifford was hardly known in poli­
tics last June 27. when ,at 39. he 
was picked by Mr. Truman to suc­
ceed Samuel I. Rosenman in the 
$12,900-a-year speech writing and 
advisory job.

The onetime attorney had been 
serving as the President's naval aide 
with the rank of Captain. Since that 
time he has played a steadily-in­
creasing part in inner circle confer­
ences.

Parker said that an investigation 
showed last nights escapade by the 
hunters was certainly not the first.

“It is believed that they have 
been out shooting up the country 
side almost every night for the past

GOP Charged With 
Violating Spirit 
Of Congress Law

WASHINGTON—- (/P) — Senator 
Carl Hatch iD-NM) charged today 
that Republicans are violating the 
sp;rit of the congressional reorgani­
zation law by dealing themselves ex­
tra seats on four important Senate 
committees.

But with the Republicans' 51-to- 
45 edge in the new Senate, there 
is not much that Hatch or any other 
Democrat can do about the decision 
reached yesterday by the Republi­
can committee on committees.

“The intent of the reoraginza- 
tion act." the Ne e Mexico Senator 
told reporters, "was to provide for 
n lairer distribution of committee 
places without too much regard for 
party politic;.

The commitee on committees de­
cided to demand a 12 to 9 edge on 
the 21-member appropriations com­
mittee. and 8 to 5 ratio on labor, 
mlsjt and public lands and 7 to 6 
cm the other 11 committees.

In the last Congress—-not bound 
by the reorganization bill it passed 
—the Democrats held a 15 to 10 
margin on the larger appropriations 
group, and could outvote their Re­
publican colleages by these ratios 
on the other three committees at 
Issue: Labor It to 7. public lands, 
9 to 6 and rules 7 to 5.

SAN FRANCISCO — UP) — The 
American way of life—a relatively 
free economy in which private en­
terprise has wide scope for devel­
opment—is on trial before the other 
nations of the world. Edward A.
O'Neal, president of the American 
Farm Bureau Federation, said here 
today.

In his annual address, prepared 
for delivery at the 28th annual | 
convention of the Farm Bureau J 
Federation, he noted that with the j 
trend of Great Britain toward 
state-controlled economy, the United |
States is "pretty much alone" as 
proponents of the free economy j 
principle.

"If our economic philosophy and 
institutions of democracy are to 
command the respects of other na­
tions." he told the 12.000 deleagtes 
who have registered from 45 states 
and Puerto Rico, “it must be dem­
onstrated beyond doubt that their 
application does produce for the 
great masses of people a high level 
of economy and social well being.!

“That can be done only by fol-1 
lowing domestic policies that will ] 
maintain economic balance among 
groups and lead to Abundant pro- | 
duction and consumption of goods j 
and services and constantly rising] 
standards of living.”

O'Neal agreed with previous 
speakers at a war-time farm price 
bonanza is near an end. and after 
tracing the inflationary rise and 
crash of agricultural prices in the 
first World War period, added:

'"There is every likelihood that 
farm prices will slump this time, 
too "

'However, he pointed out that the 
90 percent parity bill passed by 
Congress furnished a stop-less 
cushion which would give farmers 
a chance to adjust themselves to 
peacetime operations.

Texas Tops Nation in Many Fields, 
Bui Is Close io Bottom in Health

' WASHINGTON—t/P)—Texas tops 
the nation In many fields, but it's 
close to the bottom In public health 
matters.

Dr. Oeorge Cox, director of the 
Texas State Health Department, 
readily acknowledges this — and 
hones to do something about It.

He and Ve M. Ehlers, Texas State 
Sanitation Engineer, participated In 
a National conference of State 
Health officials here last week.

They joined In discussions of vari­
ous problems in the administration 
of general health, tubercular and 
venereal disease control work, pub­
lic sanitation, and mental and in­
dustrial hygiene.. The mental and 
Industrial hygiene program is com­
ps rati veiv new with the tJ. 8. Public 
Health Service. It will ‘become in­
creasingly more important in tlie 
Texas health picture.

There may be two or three states 
which now rank below Texas from 
tlie standpoint of public health 
work," Dr. Oox rold a reporter.

Secretary Would . 
End Speculation

WASHINGTON— .7P) —Secretary 
of Agriculture Anderson pressed to­
day for action on a proposal to cur­
tail speculation in cotton futures.

He outlined for a public hearing 
by the Commodity Exchange Com­
mission suggested restrictions on 
trading at the nation's three cot­
ton exchanges in New York. Chicago 
and New Orleans. The commission 
is the government’s commodity mar­
ket policing agency.

Anderson's proposal grew out of 
a sharp break In cotton prices in 
October, when quotations dropped 
nearly 10 cents a pound from a post 
war peak of nearly 39 cents.

Specifically. Anderson wants the 
cemmisrion to limit daily trading 
and holdings of speculators to 30.000 
bales in all futures contracts com­
bined in any one of the three mar­
kets.

Under existing regulations, trad­
ers may buv and hold 30.000 bales 
ir. any one future.

At present trading is ebing car­
ried on in six futures. Thus a trader 
could buv and hold 180.000 bales in 
each of the three markets.

Some representatives of the cot­
ton exchanges, brokers and traders 
invited to the hearing todav have 
indicated they will oppose the An­
derson plan.

That distinction belonged today to 
Oklahoma A. and M. College, which 
hurled 252 forward passes during 
the 1946 season, more than any 
other collegiate eleven.

Statistics reelased by the Nation­
al Collegiate Athletic Bureau also 
disclosed that Nevada compiled the 
best yardage average on passes, 
that Pennsylvania’s passers were 
the most accurate and that the Ians 
who saw the most passing were 
those who followed the all-vlctori- 
ous Georgia Bulldogs.

The bureau’s figures included 
these passing “firsts" for 1946:

Highest average yardage per 
game—Nevada. 198.1. »

Best percentage of completions— 
Pennsylvania, .552.

Most passes attempted *- Okla­
homa A. and M., 252.

Most passes completed—Georgia,
112.

Greatest total yardage—Georgia, 
1,737.

Most touchdown passes—Georgia, 
23.

Most passes intercepted—Georgia, 
9.

Oklahoma A. and M. replaced

Southern Methodist, the “passing- 
est” team of 1945 with 263 attempts,
which failed to finish among the 
leaders this year.

In fact, the 15 leaders included 
only one team this year from the 
Southwest Conference.. That was 
Texas, which finished third be­
hind Nevada and Georgia In the 
bureau rankings, based on the aver­
age yardage gained by passes rath­
er than the number or percentage 
of completions.

Texas Mines took the punting 
title, averaging 41.2 yards on 64 
kicks In nine games.

Survey Shows Ypars 
Hove Been Added to 
American Life Span

NEW YORK, N. Y. — More than 
eighteen years have been added to 
the average of life among American, 
wage-earners and their families in 
the past 35 years.

The expectation of life at birth 
has risen from 46 2-3 years to 65 
years between 1911 and 1945 among 
the millions of industrial policy­
holders of the Metropolitan Life 
Insurance Company, according to a 
study by the company’s statisticians. 
At the same time, the age-adjusted 
death rate (excluding war deaths) 
was cut by more than half.

All age groups have benefited 
materially from the lowering of the 
death rate, according to the report, 
but the improvement has been most 
striking at the young ages.

“For every child that dies at ages 
1 to 4 now, more than five would 
die if the mortality conditions of 35 
years,ago still prevailed," the report 
continues. “Up to age 45 the de­
cline in mortality is well above 50 
percent in each age group, and even 
at ages 65 to 74 the decline is large 
—almost 30 percent among white

males and 37 percent among white 
females.”

At virtually every age period the 
Insured females have recorded great­
er improvement In i mortality than 
the males, with the effect of further 
increasing the advant ge In longev­
ity which females ha\ enjoyed over 
males.

Credit for the outstanding im­
provement over the *!> year period 
is due in large meat .re, the stat­
isticians state, to the success that 
has been achieved in controlling the 
infectious diseases, especially tuber­
culosis, pneumonia, dipththeria, di-

NAVAL HERO CHARTS
A PATH TO PEACE

NEW YORK—<>P>—An American 

fleet commander who has organiz­
ed more amphibious landings than 
»ny man in history sees no immed­
iate possibility of war because "the 
offensive power of each big nation 
Is far ahead of its defensive ]>ow- 
er."

“And that is no more paradoxi­
cal,’' said Vice Admiral Daniel E 
Barbey, “than to say that two men 
with revolvers aren't likely to start 
shooting if each knows in advance 
that he is going to be badlv hurt 
or killed. ’

This 56-year-old veteran of 63 
landings in the Pacific has no il­
lusions about the price of another 
large-scale war. He thinks that 
“until there is established some 
central world authority that can 
safeguard our security'' military 
muscle is our best guarantee against 
any sudden overwhelming knockout 
blow.

“A World War of the future will 
be far more calamitous than those 
in the past," said Burbe.v, com­
mander of the Fourth Fleet, in an 
Interview aboard the battleship 
North Carolina “The victor will 
suffer but slightly less titan the 
defeated. War must be eliminat­
ed."

He thinks the keystone to more 
war or permanent peace lies in 
“the desire of all nations for two 
things: To maintain their own way 
of life—that includes their politi­
cal systems—and to safeguard their 
security from foreign menace.''

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EXPENSIVE LESSON
W e can’t bring ourselves to gloat over the fate of 

Prof. Harold Laski, who must pay jin estimated $60,000  
in court costs and counsel fees for both sides as the price 
of losing his libel suit against a  British Newspaper. 
That’s a pretty hard slap at the le.arned Socialist. But 
it may tend to make other academ ic revolutionaries a 
trifle more wary.

The defendant paper stated that Professor Laski 
had advocated revolution by violence in one o f his pub­
lic speeches. Professor Laski said that he hadn’t. The 
jury, after a brief deliberation, decided that that was 
what he’d said.

Now Professor .Laski doesn’t look like one who 
would be in the front line of bomb-throwers, come the 
revolution. H e’s obviously thef bookish type. W e should­
n’t  be surprised if “revolution by violence” were pretty  
much of an academic concept to him. But to some of his 
more impulsive followers, those are fighting words.

In the mild words o f the presiding judge at his 
trial: “When one used ‘violence’ and ‘revolution’ at a 
public m eeting, is was very desirable that the context 
in which they were used should be made abundantly 
clear, as they were highly explosive m aterials.”

By the time Professor Laski has dug up $60,000, he 
will surely need no further reminder to look and see if 
his words are loaded before he fires them. W e hope that 
other fire-eating theorists will profit by his expensive 
example.

INNOCENT BYSTANDERS
In the diplomatic storm, over the shooting of a U k­

rainian delegate to the UN in a New York delicatessen  
holdup (now fortunately subsided) there is little reason 
to  question Ukrainian Foreign Minister M anuilsky’s sin­
cerity in charging that the attack was motivated by poli­
tics.

Probably it is inconceivable to a Soviet official that 
a politcal figure might just happen to be shot because 
he walked into a store and interrupted bush-league 
stick up. In fact, Mr. Manuilskv may have been as m ysti­
fied  w d inary  American politician would be to
find that, in the Soviet Union, a comrade m ight just hap­
pen to be shot for voicing the wrong political opinions.

Still, it’s worthy 
of note that romance is one of the 
fine things of life which our vert 
mischievous world hasn’t  been able 
to stifle.

There hits been no announcement 
of an engagement. On the'eontrar) 
qpckingham Palace stands pat on
its ,nnom)cement of last September 
that "Princess Elizabeth is not en- 
gr.i-cd." However, the palace hasn’t 
said she wouldn't become engaged 
or wasn't in love, and moreover 
there has been a “mysteriously” in­
spired flood of favorable publicity 
for the Prince running in the Brit­
ish press the part few days. Also, 
it is said that Philip has applied 
for British naturalization, which 
would be a requisite to marriage 
with the heiress to the world's 
greatest throne.

to voice Its opinion In all these dis­
puted matters, it can and may pass 
new laws forcing Mr. Truman to
take action one way or anotiier, as 
did an A nti-White House coalition 
on term ination  of OPA at the last
session.

In view of the O. G P. majority's 
determination to invade the execu­
tive domain, the President and his 
aides are quite willing to let them 
assume the responsibility and pos­
sible blame for what may turn out 
to be ill advised and politically dan­
gerous legislation.

Reconstruction
Finance Corporation's refusal to ad­
vance funds for a $36,000.000 veter­
ans housing project stems directly 
from this let-the-Republicans-do-it 
program. It is significant that the 
oiflcial handling this question for 
the R. F. C. is George E Allen, Mr. 
Truman’s personal friend, confidant 
nnd adviser. “Georgia" would not 
turn around without White House 
sanction.

The RFC has held up the money 
because it claims that the borrow­
ing firm means to spend only $36,- 
000 of its own funds. Although the 
lending agency handled its cash 
generously during the wat emer­
gency, the directors now feel that 
such a transaction In peace time, 
even though for so worthy a cause, 
would furnish a field day for the 
Homer Fergusons. Owen Brewsters 
and Robert Tafts.

In this connection, it is .signifi­
cant that Jesse H . J o iip s , long-time 
bead of R. F. C., has privately em­
ployed accountants and writers to 
prepare detailed and bulky docu­
ments defending his administration 
of the world's greatest bank.

Mr. Truman nas backed the R. F. 
C. so vigorously on this question 
that Wilson Wyatt, Housing Expe­
diter was forced to resign. As a con­

sequence of this and other differ­
ences on which the O. O. P. might 
capitalize, the program for providing
homes for ex-G. I.'s has broken 
down completely.

PIPELINES—Final disposition of 
the "Big Inch" and “Little Inch" 
pipelines is another subject that 
has been caught in the interim 
fighting. Although the question has 
been under consideration for fif­
teen months, War Assets is no near­
er a decision than on V-J Day plus 
one.

Sale or lease of these facilities to 
the oil or natural gas interests 
would antagonize John L- Lewis's 
coal miners and allied union work­
ers. the coal operators, the railroads 
and public utility interests. All 
have protested against such a dis­
position publicly and privately. Tp 
re: tiret their use to oil or gas. on 
the other hand, will alienate pow­
erful financial and |»litlcal inter­
ests in Democratic Texas, Louisiana 
and Oklahoma.

Any decision by W. A. A. will have 
to be approved or disapproved by 
Congress before it goes Into effect. 
So. delay will place final respon­
sibility—and possible blame—on a 
G. O. P. Congress.

HOT—The protracted political 
and judicial sparring with John L. 
Lewis also enables the Administra­
tion to avoid n showdown—or 
knockdown. It ts generally admit­
ted that the conviction and sen­
tencing of the U. M. W. leader has 
not provided any basic solution of 
the labor problem confronting the 
country.

The Seventy-ninth Congress, 
which upheld the.Truman veto of 
the Case Bill by only five votes in 
the House, would pass without seri­
ous opposition almost any measure 
imposing serious curbs on the key 
unions. But White House advisers 
point out that it would be prefer­
able from their standpoint to “let 
tilt other guys handle (his hot po­
tato."

the proporatlon its productive 
acreage bears to the- total produc­
tive acreage of the field as a whole. 
The amount of acreage to be as­
signed to the well for allocation 
purposes to depend upon the spac­
ing pattern and proration unit as­
signed fer the particular field.

"The factors involved In any pro­
ration program include potentials, 
acreage, deliverability, rock-pres­
sure. reservoir pressure and volum­
etric withdrawal.

"It is believed therefor- that 
proper factors can be chosen which, 
in proper combination, will furnish 
a sound allocation formula. It is 
my opinion that no single factor can 
be used in allocating allowables 
within pools because no single fac­
tor can prevent waste and give 
equity; each pool must be consid­
ered upon the facts found therein. 
The most important factor in any 
gas proration formula is acreage. 
More weight should be given to it 
than any other factor In order to 
minimize drainage across property 
lines and to discourage unnecessary 
drilling.”

Bnumel said "the technique for 
statewide gas proration, when feas­
ible. should follow substantially the 
same plan adopted for oil propra-
tlon.”

"The reasons for limiting the 
production of oil to a statewide 
production control cannot. In dll 
cases, be applied to gas proration,’’ 
he added. "Its fugacious charac­
teristics are such that waseful stor­
age, losses from evaporation and 
leakage due to above ground stor­
age, do not apply to gas. The mar­
ket for gas is limited by the capac­
ities of the lines, seasonable peak 
loads, and consumers’ demand at 
the end of the line."
