PRMC best in panhandle 
in preventing surgical infections

Pampa Regional Medical ranks 
the best at preventing surgical 
infections among the three highest 
volume hospitals in the Panhandle, 
according to a new Consumers 
Union report.

At least 100,000 patients were 
at risk of developing an infection 
after surgery because they did not 
receive the appropriate prevention 
interventions, according to the 
report. Cutting Surgical Infections 
published on their website www. 
stophospitalinfections.org/infec-

tionjtrevention/. The data cover 
surgeries between July 1,2007 and 
June 30, 2008.

The consumer advocacy group 
studied hospital performance on 
three process measures—as report­
ed by the Centers for Medicare 
& Medicaid Services through its 
Hospital Compare web site. The 
report said that performance stan­
dards are judged by the following 
three categories; patients are given 
an antibiotic one hour before sur­
gery, the right drug is used, and the 
antibiotic is discontinued within 
24 hours after surgery.

According to medical profes­
sionals. giving patients antibiotics 
right before surgery helps to boost 
the patient’s ability to fight off 
contamination during surgery that 
could lead to infection. Studies 
show that patients given antibi­
otics either more than one hour 
before or after the first surgical 
incision is made experience high­
er rates of infection compared to 
those who are given antibiotics 
within one hour betbre surgery 
begins. Pampa Regional Medical 
Center successfully performed 
this procedure 99 percent of the

time according to the report. Two 
Amarillo hospitals performed at 
85 percent and 87 percent compli­
ance. The national average is 90.8 
percent.

PRMC ranked in the 97 per­
cent for compliance in the area of 
using an appropriate antibiotic to 
fight protection during surgery. 
Choosing the appropriate antibi­
otic is critical because it must 
be effective in preventing infec­
tions caused by bacteria likely 
to be present around the surgi­
cal site. Antibiotic selection var-

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Cheney at center stage attacking Obama
WASHINGTON (AP)
To the chagrin, perhaps, 

of Republicans looking to 
rebuild the tattered party, 
Dick Cheney has grabbed 
the spotlight.

The recurring theme 
of the once-reclusive and 
largely unpopular former 
vice president: President 
Barack Obama has put 
Americans in danger of 
a new terror attack by 
promising to close the 
Guantanamo Bay prison 
and banning torture of ter­
ror suspects.

When Obama took 
office, former President 
George W. Bush went qui­
etly to his new house in 
Texas, slipped intentional­
ly into anonymity, honored 
protocol by staying silent 
about his successor.

But Cheney, widely 
remembered for heading 
to undisclosed secure loca­
tions at times of nation­
al crisis and for working 
invisibly behind the scenes, 
has done just the opposite.

Most recently he took 
a shot at Colin Powell, 
Bush’s first-term secretary 
of state, a retired Army 
general, former chairman 
of the Joint Chiefs of Staff 
and lifelong Republican 
who endorsed Obama’s 
candidacy.

Through a spokes­
man, Republican National 
Committee chairman 
Michael Steele declined 
to discuss Cheney or his 
remarks, which have domi­

nated cable news political 
debate and talk radio since 
the former vice president 
spoke out most recently on 
Sunday.

In the CBS television 
interview, Cheney reprised 
his charges that Americans 
were less safe because of 
Obama’s actions.

“I think to the extent that 
those (Bush administra­
tion) policies were respon­
sible for saving lives, that 
the administration is now 
trying to cancel those poli­
cies or end them, terminate 
them, then 1 think it’s fair 
to argue — and I do argue 
— that that means in the 
future we’re not going to 
have the same safeguards 
we’ve had for the last eight 
years,” Cheney said on 
CBS.

White House spokes­
man Robert Gibbs on 
Tuesday dismissed 
Cheney’s comments, say­
ing there has been “agree­
ment across party lines that 
Guantanamo Bay has not 
made us a safer country.”

And, Gibbs said, Obama 
had decided long ago 
that the real danger to the 
United States was from 
the Taliban and al-Qaida 
operations in Pakistan and 
Afghanistan. “The best 
way to keep this country 
safe is to go at the terror­
ist threat, something that 
the previous administration 
didn’t do,” he said.

What’s up?
“This is not the same

level of control and disci­
pline Cheney’s exercised 
over the last 40 years," 
said John Baick, profes­
sor of history at Western 
New England College in 
Springfield, Massachusetts. 
“1 think it grows out of 
a deep sense of hurt and 
betrayal.”

Cheney seemed even 
more exercised after 
Obama released memos 
detailing how “enhanced 
interrogation” became a 
tactic used during the Bush 
administration.

Some contend Cheney 
has gone public because 
the Obama White House 
has cast so much blame 
toward the Bush admin­
istration for difficulties 
“inherited” both at home 
and abroad. That, the the­
ory goes, gave Cheney the 
right, in his mind, to fight 
back, and very publicly.

“But it could be that 
Cheney really sees a threat 
out there, believes the poli­
cies were right and feels 
he would be negligent in 
remaining silent,” said Paul 
Sracic, political science 
professor at Youngstown 
State University in Ohio.

Others believe Cheney 
is trying to protect his rep­
utation when the history of 
the Bush administration is 
written.

“He sees himself in a 
position where his legacy 
is called into question, and 
he wants to get his story 
out before history gels,”

said Jim Riddlesperger, 
professor of political sci­
ence at Texas Christian 
University.

While Cheney’s public 
assault on Obama breaches 
Washington etiquette, his 
remarks about Powell were 
particularly unusual.

When asked on CBS 
if ultraconservative talk 
radio personality Rush 
Limbaugh had been right 
in saying the Republican 
party would be better ofl 
without Powell, Cheney 
responded:

“Well, if I had to 
choose in terms of being 
a Republican, I’d go with 
Rush Limbaugh, I think. 
I think my take on it was 
Colin had already left the 
party. 1 didn’t know he was 
still a Republican.”

As Republicans seek to 
broaden their appeal by 
creating a proverbial “big 
tent” after dismal show­
ings in the past two nation­
al elections, siding with 
Limbaugh shows Cheney 
is “not an institution build­
er,” Baick said. “He’s nol 
erecting tent poles. He’s 
knocking them down. In 
terms of building the party, 
the remarks about Powell 
were over the top.”

Perhaps.
There is a certainty: 

Glee among Democrats 
who are only too happy to 
see Cheney and Limbaugh. 
given their narrow appeal, 
flood into the Republican 
leadership vacuum.

Analysis: Pope faced high bar to please Israelis
JERUSALEM (AP) — 

Even if he had said all 
the right things about the 
Nazi genocide of 6 million 
Jews, the German-bom 
Pope Benedict XVI would 
have had a hard time win­
ning over Israelis on his 
visit to the Jewish state.

His background as a 
(ierman who served under 
the Nazis, the Roman 
Catholic Church’s history 
of anti-Semitism, his pre­
decessor’s extraordinary 
outreach to Jews and a 
series of public relations 
gaffes — not to mention 
a long-standing dispute 
over the conduct of the 
Holocaust-era pope — cre­
ated formidable obstacles 
for Benedict to overcome 
in his relations with the 
Jews.

So, it was not surprising 
that Israelis criticized the 
pope for failing to apolo­
gize for Catholic wrong­
doings during a speech 
Monday at the country’s 
national Holocaust memo­
rial.

“The thorough prepara­
tions for his visit to Israel, 
the complex traffic and 
security arrangements, and 
the millions of shekels that 
were earmarked for his 
hospitality evaporated as 
if they did not exist thanks 
to a speech that was miss­
ing one word — ‘sorry,’” 
said the lead editorial of

the Israeli daily Haaretz on 
Wednesday.

Regardless of whether 
Benedict deserves the criti­
cism, it’s clear he miscal­
culated the impact of what 
he chose to say and not say 
at the memorial.

The apology Israeli 
critics said was so sorely 
missing from Benedict’s 
speech Monday at Israel’s 
Yad Vashem memorial has 
actually been made by the 
pontiff in the past.

In an audience with 
Jewish leaders at the 
Vatican earlier this year, 
Benedict recalled a prayer 
by his predecessor. Pope 
John Paul II, at the Western 
Wall in Jerusalem ask­
ing for God’s forgiveness 
for the treatment of Jews 
and said “I now make his 
prayer my own.”

Benedict’s speech at 
Yad Vashem contained a 
powerful pledge to never

forget the victims’ names 
and a poignant allusion to 
the “joyful expectation” of 
victims’ parents anxiously 
awaiting the birth of their 
children.

“What name shall we 
give this child? What is 
to become of him or her? 
Who could have imagined 
that they would be con­
demned to such a horrible 
fate,” the pope said.

Shortly after he said all 
this, however, the top two 
officials at Yad Vashem 
said they found the speech 
lacking because it failed 
to specifically mention the 
words “murder” or “Nazis” 
and left out the exact figure 
of 6 million Jews killed — 
in addition to the absence 
of a John Paul-like apol­
ogy-

The speaker of Israel’s 
parliament, Reuven Rivlin, 
criticized Benedict for 
coming off as detached.

“as somebody observing 
from the sidelines.” Tom 
Segev, a prominent col­
umnist and Holocaust his­
torian, characterized the 
pope as “restrained, almost 
cold.”

Even Rabbi Arthur 
Schneier, a Holocaust 
survivor and a leader in 
interfaith relations, saw 
the speech as problematic 
despite his overall praise 
for Benedict.

“We should not be 
focusing just on an omis­
sion that took place at Yad 
Vashem, as painful as it 
might be,” said Schneier, 
who joined the pope on his 
visit to the Western Wall 
on Tuesday.

Benedict has been 
warmly welcomed at 
every stop in Israel and the 
Palestinian territories and 
has been praised for his 
unequivocal calls for unity 
among religions.

Judges say volunteers make a 
difference in children’s lives
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A new survey states 
that judges rely heav­
ily on the opinions of 
Court Appointed Special 
Advocates™ (CASA) 
when hearing cases about 
abused and neglected chil­
dren.

“1 am gratified but not 
surprised at the results, 
said Janet Watts, Executive 
Director of CASA of the 
High Plains.

“CASA volunteers repre­
sent the best interest of fos­
ter children in court, added 
Watts.” CASA volunteers 
are everyday people that 
step forward to help judg­
es make the very difficult 
decisions and speak up for 
the best interest of the child 
in court. The volunteers 
get to know the child and 
talk to everyone involved 
in that child’s life from

doctors to teachers to par­
ents.”

The survey, conducted 
by the University of Texas 
at Austin, showed 94®/o of 
all the judges surveyed said 
when CASA is involved; 
the odds of a positive out­
come for these children go 
up. 97®/o of the judges said 
the personal knowledge 
that CASA brings to the 
legal processing helps their 
decision making.

Judge Phil Vanderpool, 
who hears child abuse and 
neglect cases in 8 judicial 
districts and 21 counties 
in the Panhandle, added, 
“CASA volunteers are the 
most independent persons 
in child abuse and neglect 
cases. They are invalu­
able in keeping the focus 
in the best interests of the 
children for which they

advocate. Their focus on 
the child is invaluable and 
enables judges to make 
better decisions which lead 
to better outcomes for the 
child. CASA of the High 
Plains provides excellent 
support for volunteers. 
1 urge any person who 
desires to make a positive 
difference in the life of a 
child to contact CASA of 
the High Plains.”

Last year, CASA of the 
High Plains served 149 
children in the eastern 
Texas Panhandle.

“A CASA volunteer is 
the child’ voice and hope in 
the courtroom”, said Watts, 
“we urge any citizen inter­
ested in making a differ­
ence in a foster child’s life 
to visit becomeacasa.org.”

AUSTIN, Texas — In 
2008, 61 boaters died on 
Texas waters. It was the 
highest number in more 
than a decade, tying the 
tragic 2002 boating season. 
Even more alarming, in 
2002 there were more than 
620,000 registered vessels 
in the state; six years later 
that number had fallen to 
just slightly more than 
591,000.

It’s a trend that troubles 
state, federal and local 
officials, and one they’re 
sure to be talking about 
in a series of National 
Safe Boating Week events 
beginning May 16 at 
Lewisville Lake.

“Clearly the accident 
trend in Texas is going in 
the wrong direction,” said 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department Game Warden 
Maj. Alfonso Campos, the 
state’s marine safety chief. 
“The real tragedy here is 
that almost every one of 
the fatalities we saw last 
year could have been pre­
vented.”

Campos pointed out that 
59 of the 61 fatality acci­
dents in 2008 were single­
vessel accidents. In other 
words, those deaths result­
ed from boats capsizing, 
colliding with something, 
or passengers falling over­
board.

“There are three things 
we encourage boaters to do 
to prevent serious injuries 
and fatalities on the water,”

Campos said. “First, wear 
a life jacket. The new 
inflatable life jackets are 
lightweight and comfort­
able, and they save lives. 
Second, don’t drink and 
boat. If you do have alco­
hol on the boat, designate 
a sober driver, just as you 
would for your automobile. 
Third, take a boater educa­
tion course. Studies show 
that boater ed can cut acci­
dent rates in half and even 
seasoned boaters can ben­
efit from the 6-hour basic' 
course.”

Over Memorial Day 
Weekend, a Montgomery 
County-wide “no-refusal” 
weekend will focus on 
Lake Conroe. “No refusal” 
weekends employ on-site 
judges, search warrants 
and blood draws to gather 
evidence from individu­
als suspected of Boating 
While Intoxicated or 
Driving While Intoxicated 
and will involve roving, 
mobile DWI/BWl intoxi- 
lyzer units around the lake. 
The Lake Conroe effort is 
the first in Texas to focus 
on a public water body.

Enforcement of boat­
ing safety laws is just 
one aspect of a coordi­
nated statewide campaign 
over the coming summer 
that will include multiple 
Nobody’s Waterproof edu­
cation and outreach events 
across the state.
