The “'me” God sees and loves

I just returned from a few days on the Alabama coast where I learned
bikinis come in all shapes and sizes. That’s right, ladies. Whatever your
weight, height or age, there is a bikini made for you.

[ sat in my sand chair wearing my one piece, I might add, as women
in bikinis walked by. I was in awe at their utter lack of concern for how
they looked in their bikinis.

So why couldn’t I join in their beach brigade? 1 own several new
bikinis that I longed to wear. Honestly, I’ve been waiting for my final
unwanted fifteen pounds to drop before I feel worthy of being seen in a
two-piece. As some of the bikini-clad women walked by, I kept telling
my daughter, “I wouldn’t do that.”

But did it really matter so much what other women looked like in
their bikinis?

No! So why did I think anyone would care about what I looked like?

[ was not bothered or surprised that bikinis come in so many different
shapes and sizes.

It eventually occurred to me that | was embarrassed and ashamed
of my extra pounds and lack of tone. Indeed, I suffered with a severe
case of self-consciousness. Or in other words, | struggled with an acute
sense of self-awareness, which was exacerbated by my many shortcom-
ings.

My self-image was being negatively influenced by my inner critic.
And my inner critic had an image of what I should look like but didn’t.

My daughter says my biggest problem is lamenting over what |
looked like twenty-five years ago. Regardless, it became clear that |
was not happy with my appearance today.

We all have a mental picture of who we are, how we look and

what our weaknesses might be. And it’s this point of view that has
more to do with how we feel wearing a bikini than the actual shape and
size of our body.

So how can I soften my harsh viewpoint? Feel good about myself?
Appreciate myself -- right now? This doesn’t mean I no longer want
to drop those fifteen pounds -- because I do. But in the meantime, I do
think I need to change my inner voice from critic to cheerleader.

To begin with, perhaps rather than being so preoccupied with my
body and its flaws, I should give at least equal attention to my thoughts
and attitude as well as my abilities and skills. Perhaps I should begin
with pondering the “me” that God sees and loves. God most definitely
sees what is good about each of His children -- cherishing our talents,
celebrating our accomplishments. We should do no less.

While we may all have things about ourselves we would like to
improve or make better, we also do many things and have many traits
deserving of recognition, appreciation and honor.

My mamma has always taught me to look for and see the good in
everyone. But sometimes I forget to include my own self in that prac-
tice. Focusing on the good we see in ourselves -- especially when we
base our opinion on what God sees in us -- gives us encouragement
to continue on a progressive path. Our inner cheerleader will point us
onward and forward to higher goals and improvements, assuring us that
anything is possible, obtainable and reachable.

Criticizing or condemning ourselves and our features can trap us in
a self-sabotaging pattern that is difficult to get out of. We may become
impossible to please and never appreciate the progress we make. This
can lead to an endless cycle of discouragement and dissatisfaction.

“Beauty is in the eye of the beholder” wrote Margaret Wolfe
Hungerford in 1878. No doubt the human opinion of what is beautiful
is as varied and different as there are people. This statement was actu-
ally written in various forms that expressed much the same meaning
dating back as early as the 3rd century BC in Greek.

But the Creator of us all will always behold the unique beauty of each
of His children. Look at yourself and others and embrace the beauty
that is God-given. As we upect to see the beauty the divine Beholder
sees, we’ll discover how really beautiful we each are -- regardless of
the size of our bikinis.

It seems to me that life is cyclical. Maybe better said, “History
repeats itself.” We seem to go through a particular stage in life, have a
blessed exit from that stage, only to enter back into it again.

Trials are like that. Sickness seems to be like that. Here at the church
we are in one of those “lots of people sick” stages. Illnesses, hospital-
izations, surgeries, and the like are popping up all over lately.

The real problem with this “illness stage” is that it is happening to
people we know and love. They are folks we hurt with. People we
grieve over. Some we would trade places with, if we could.

But in one way, that’s what the fellowship of the church is all about.
We are all members of one body. “And if one member suffers, all the
members suffer with it; or if one member is honored, all the members
rejoice with it” (1 Corinthians 12:26).

Likewise, we are commanded to “bear one another’s burdens and so
fulfill the law of Christ” (Galatians 6: 2). Please listen closely again
to this statement: Bearing each other’s burdens FULFILLS the law of
Christ.

In other words, the law of God, with all of its commands and truths
and points, can find its ultimate fulfillment—achievement—comple-
tion in our helping to shoulder one another’s burdens. Pretty potent
stuff.

Or it
might involve sharing the love of Jesus with them—realizing they have
a great spiritual need.

need in a hurry. Label the
front cover and spine with
your child’s name, year and
semester.

* Go Nuts with Nutrient-
Rich Snacks: Nuts and seeds
make terrific protein- and
fiber- rich snacks in lunch-
boxes. They contain heart-
healthy fats and satisfy the
craving for crunchy foods.
Choose nut mixes with low
sodium and no trans-fat or
heavily processed sweeten-
ers -- and go beyond boring

trail mixes. Liven things up
with all-natural, kid-friendly
glazed nut blends, such as
Sahale Snack’s “Almond
PB&J” blend of nuts, straw-
berries, raspberries and
ground vanilla beans.

* Make Calories Count:

region’s economy, outdoor
recreation opportunities
and natural legacy.

“Many conditions are at
work that makes us won-
der; will the lesser prairie-
chicken go the way of the
passenger pigeon?” asks
an early brochure section.
“The lesser prairie-chick-
en symbolizes a vanish-
ing heritage, and there are
also many practical reasons
private landowners should
pay attention to what this
bird is telling us. For in
fact, what’s good for the
lesser prairie-chicken is, in
many cases, good for land-
owners and their business.”

['he 12-page, color pub-
lication emerges at a time
when the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service is consid-
ering whether to place the
bird on the federal threat-
ened or endangered species
list.

Limitations imposed by
the federal Endangered

Species Act (ESA) could
affect day to day opera-
tions involving livestock
production, including lim-
iting some common activi-
ties. Further, oil, gas and
wind energy production
could be directly impacted
if the bird is listed, as ESA
rules could affect the loca-
tions and scope of these
activities.

The scale used to iden-
tify urgency of threat to
a Candidate Species runs
from 12 to one, with one
being almost certain that
a species will be listed as
threatened or endangered.
T'he lesser prairie-chicken
recently rose on this scale
from an eight to a two.

The federal wildlife
service and state wildlife
department have devel-
oped a program to work
with West Texas pri-

vate landowners in the
lesser prairie-chicken
range. This Candidate

Conservation Agreement
with Assurances (CCAA)
allows landowners to uti-
lize conservation options
and protect themselves
from restrictive land use
policies that may arise if/
when the lesser prairie-
chicken is listed.

The CCAA is voluntary
and offers landowners a
place at the table, as well as
resources to help in future
land use planning. This
program has the goal of
working with landowners
