;; The Dallas Zoo decided 
|to keep Jenny and added 
a  new companion, Gypsy, 
last year. Two Affican 
female elephants — Kamba 
'and Congo — were recently 
brought in, and two more 
are expected to arrive diis 
month.

The new shipment 
!will include 41-year- 
old Stumpy, who weighs 
,10,500 pounds, and Mama, 
37, who weighs 4 trais.

The elephants are kept 
separate for now but will 
be introduced to each other 
gradually over the coming 
weeks. They are sched- 
.uled to go on display over 
Memorial Day weekend, 
when the zoo’s S40 million 
Giants of the Savatma habi­
tat opens.

Gregg Hudson, director 
of the Dallas Zoo, said there 
were discussions of closing 
the elephant exhibit when 
he arrived in 2006 because 
of the cost of maintaining 
the animals. He said offi­
cials decided to keep and 
expand die elephant ftcil- 
Hy because “when people 
bring their kids to the zoo, 
the kids want to see an 
ekphaoL”
