HOUSTON (AP) — A
Texas judge who came
under criticism for his rul-
ing declaring the death
penalty unconstitutional
took back his controversial
decision on Tuesday.

However, Judge Kevin
Fine said he still wants more
information on whether the
state’s death penalty statute
is unconstitutional because
it allows for the possible
execution of an innocent
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Tuesday, Fine rescinded
his ruling, which he made
last week in granting a pre-
trial motion in a capital
murder case. But he asked
Harris County prosecu-
tors and defense attorneys
to submit motions on the
issue.

A hearing in the case
is set for April 27, and
Tuesday’s decision will
delay the trial, which had
been set to begin with jury
selection at the end of this
month.

Fine said there was no
precedent to guide him in
resolving the issues raised
by defense attorneys in
a case involving a man
accused of fatally shoot-
ing a Houston woman and

judge rescinds anti-de

wounding her sister during
a robbery in front of their
home in June 2008.

Attorneys for John
Edward Green Jr. argued
Texas’ death penalty stat-
ute is unconstitutional
because it violates their
client’s right to due “pro-
cess of law under the 5th
Amendment because hun-
dreds of innocent people
around the country have
been convicted and sent to
death row and later exoner-
ated.

Fine said in his ruling
Thursday that it is safe
to assume innocent peo-
ple have been executed.
A string of high-profile
Texans, including Gov.
Rick Perry, strongly criti-

cameras in the city’s parks.

The governor’s office is
offering $21,208 in crimi-
nal justice grants to cit-
ies in the state. Rushing
is hoping to get $21,208
in matching funds from
the Pampa Economic
Development Corporation
for a total of $42,416. He
said the grant for which
he’s applying requires a 50
percent match of funding.

“We had been talking
before this about some
ways to enhance the safety
and security in our parks,”
Rushing said.

He said there have been
problems in specific places
in the city parks with van-
dalism, disorderly conduct
and suspicious activity.

“We had suspected sex
offenders, predators, in the
park area,” Rushing said.

He also pointed to a

drowning and a near
drowning at Recreation
Park.

“We’ve been discussing
ways we could enhance the
security out there,” he said.

Rushing said he hopes
to use a criminal justice
grant available from the
governor’s office to install
cameras in at least three of
the city’s parks.

“After speaking with rep-

resentatives of the PRPC
(Panhandle Regional
Planning Commission),”
Rushing said, “they
thought we should go
ahead and apply for grant
funding in order to place
some surveillance cameras
in certain areas.”

He said the city was con-
sidering placing the cam-
eras at Recreation Park,
Central Park around the
skateboard area and at the
Super Playground.

If the city is able to get
the grant, Rushing said he
would like to have enough
money to also install cam-
eras at the new aquatic cen-
ter when it’s built.

Rushing explained that
the cameras would be set
up with an internet con-
nection that would allow
officers to keep an eye on
the parks from the police
station at city hall.

“It would provide a valu-
able resource in the event
of any kind of an incident,”
he said.

The police department
could record video footage
of any problems.

The grants for which the
city is applying will be
awarded in July or August
for Fiscal Year 2011.

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Americans have come to
detest Congress ever more
deeply as it nears the end
of a nasty fight over health
care. But more than half
still back President Barack
Obama, a bright spot for a
Democratic Party counting
on its leader to help stave
off expected losses in elec-
tidns this fall.

The latest Associated
Press-GfK poll found that
fewer people approve of
Congress than at any point
in, Obama’s presndcncy
Support has dropped sig-
nificantly since January
to; a dismal 22 percent
as the health care debate
has roiled Capitol Hill.

Neither Republicans nor -

Democrats are safe; half of
all people say they want to
fire their. congressthan.

Conversely, Obama’s
job-performance standing
is holding fairly steady at 53
percent. And over the past®
two months, the Democrat
has gained ground on
national security issues,
specifically the subsiding
Iraq war and the escalat-
ing Afghanistan war, as
he has spent most of his
time - at least publicly - on
domestic matters like the
economy and health care.
On those issues, he still has
the support of about half
the people.

“l agree with what
Obama is trying to do,
but nobody is listening to
him,” said Grace Pope of
Waterville, Maine. But
this 75-year-old Democrat
added, “I don’t think that
the Congress is doing any-
thing.”

Such sentiments and the
survey’s results make clear
that Obama remains far
more popular than House
and Senate members as he
leads a Democratic Party
facing a volatile election-
year environment that, so

far, seems to be trending

in Republicans’ favor
Judging by his standing at
this point, Obama seems
to be an asset for his rank
and file.

But, given the fickle-
ness of this electorate, the
uncertainty of the health
care debate and the stub-
bornly high unemployment
rate, the president could
just as quickly turn into a
liability. His own clout will
be on the line in the first
midterm elections of his
presidency. And the out-
come is certain to shape the
remainder of his first term,
if not his likely re-election
bid in 2012.

For now, it’s unclear

can do to prevent mid-
term - election shellack-
ings.'Democrats lost recent
statewide elections in
Massachusetts, New Jersey
and Virginia even though

‘he campaigned for them.

Presidents. typically lose
House and Senate seats in
their first midterm elec-
tions. And the party in
power usually bears the
brunt of voters’ ire when
the country is in turmoil.

Thus, another of the
poll’s findings may not
bode well for Obama and
his Democrats: A clear
majority of Americans -56
percent - now say the coun-
try is headed in the wrong
direction.

Democrat Benny
Newman of Tulsa, Okla.,
laid the blame for the
nation’s ills on both Obama
and the Democratic-
controlled Congress.

“Just bundle them in the
same bag,” said Newman,
who at 79 just lost a job
with a local public school
district because of budget
woes. “I don’t think either
one of them is interested
in the general public. ...

Wildfire risk heightened

on 'Texas southem plains &

COLLEGE STATION,
Texas — A potent, upper
level system is expected to
cross the Southem Plains on
Wednesday, heightening the
risk of wildfire, according to
a forecast from the National
Weather Service in Midland.

The dry, windy weather

notches victories in rooting
out suspected terrorists.
By comparison, Con-
gress’ approval rating has
dropped 10 percentage
points since January, per-
haps an indication that peo-
ple are blaming lawmakers
more than the president for
gridlock that has paralyzed

Washington on a host of

fronts.

2007 - Yearlong talks on the future status of Kosovo
between Serbia’s government and the disputed prov-
ince’s pro-independence cthnic Albanian leadership
end in deadlock with Serbia rejecting a U.N.-mediated
proposal.

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Cussing and other legislative issues

“What in the h-e-dou-
ble-hockey-sticks did
California lawmakers think
they were doing?”

“Ah, yes, you speak of
a resolution the California
State Assembly passed
recently to make the first
week of March ‘Cuss-Free
Week.” It embraced the
idea from a teenager who
had formed a No Cussing
Club in 2007 at his school.”

“But considering what
California’s overzealous
politicians have done to
their state -- spending, high
taxes, high unemployment
-- cursing is one of the few
occupations Californians
have left!”

“You make a fair point.
With a $20 billion defi-
cit in the state’s budget
- and many of the state’s
lawmakers still living in
denial about cuts that need
to be made -- some argue
there are more important
matters to deal with. The
California Senate decided
to shelve the resolution
until the budget is dealt
with.”

“They should kill the
gosh-darn thing! Why
should any state govern-
ment try to control the
words people use?”

“Good intentions. Some
politicians feel that the res-
olution - unlike a law, a
resolution has no penalties
associated with it -- might
encourage more civility
among citizens, something
that has waned consider-
ably in recent years.”

“Ah, put a sock in it.
Cussing isn’t the cause of
incivility -- it is a symp-
tom. People cuss because

they are stressed, broke and
worried about the future.
When government bodies
overstep their bounds, they
encourage manners to get
even worse!”

“Funny you mention
that. Judith Martin, Miss
Manners, says that good
manners and etiquette are
the philosophical basis of
civilization. When manners
are strong, people restrain
their impulse to cuss or be
rude and abrasive -- with-
out the need for govern-
ment laws or resolutions.”

“Miss Manners said that.
Kiss my grits!”

“She says the chief role
of our government. bod-
ies should be to focus on
the big issues -- to punish
serious. conflict involving
the loss of life, limb or
property -- but now our
government has gotten into
the business of controlling
what people say.”

“And controlling what
people cannot say, those
dirty, lousy basset hounds!”

“The California resolu-
tion is mild compared to
what some states have
done. According to the
First Amendment Center,
South Carolina tried, last
year, to impose criminal
penalties of up to five years
for cursing in public plac-
es. Many other states have
laws that ‘prohibit profane,
vulgar or blasphemous lan-
guage.””

“You’re shishkabobbing
me!”

“What is interesting
is that all such laws are
unconstitutional. The First
Amendment ‘protects pro-
fanity in the public sphere
unless it crosses the line
into true threats, fighting
