Curious Pampans flocked
around the armored vehicle
parked briefly in a lot along
Highway 60 yesterday after-
noon. Some simply wanted
a chance to gawk at the TIV2
(Tornado Intercept Vehicle),
while others sought autographs
from Sean Casey and crew -
faces they recognized from the
Discovery Channel’s “Storm
Chasers.”

Casey was busy most of the
time talking before cameras that
were documenting this latest
effort, an independent IMAX
film production (“Tornado
Alley”) whose ultimate goal is
to film from inside the vortex
of a tornado.

Marcus Gutierrez, a scien-
tist (and Sean’s friend of 15
years) who is also working on
this project, said the crew will
be on the road until mid-June
chasing storms all over tornado
alley.

“We picked this area because
it has the conditions right now
for a likely tornadic outbreak,”
said Gutierrez, “We actually

have scientists right now up in
Kansas chasing a tornado and
there are some guys south of
us down by Turkey (TX). Most
likely we will head east from
here.”

Gutierrez said he had heard
some “amazing” stories
about tornadoes from local
residents and he had a few to

relate himself.

“I've been inside four tor-
nadoes,” he offered, including
one in which he view 55 gal-
lon drums spinning around the
vehicle.

Schoolhouse
fundraiser set
for tomorrow

Many in the area are getting
together this weekend to help
raise money to save a beloved
local landmark.

The roof of the Little Red
Schoolhouse in neighboring
Roberts County is badly in need
of repair. To gather funds for
the project, the Wayside Club,
which helps maintain the his-
toric building, will be hosting
a Barn Party from 6 p.m. to 10
p.m. on Saturday at the Lewis
Davis Barn, about four miles
north of town on County Line
Road just west of Highway 70.

Tickets for the party are $10,
with kids 7 and under admit-
ted free. The price of admission
includes a barbecue dinner and a
show from local bluegrass band
The Oldies Three.

There will also be both a silent
and live auction, including sev-
eral donated items such as a
fiberglass stock tank, a Ruger
automatic .22 rifle, a John Deere
walk-behind mower, an oil-
change, tire rotation and front
end alignment and three semi-
truck loads of Type A Grade 3
TXDOT flexbase.

The barm party will be the
final fundraiser for the new roof.
Wayside Club member and event
co-organizer Denise Downs said
that many local businesses and
civic organizations have contrib-
uted to the project or donated to
the barn party auction.

“It’s great to see that,” she
said. “It shows you how much
people around here really do
care about it.”

Downs, who lives in Gray
County only miles away from
the schoolhouse, said that, to
many in the area, the school-
house is more than just an old
building.

“It’s a real historical building,”
said Downs. “Some of the mem-
bers of the community went to
school there and can remember
it well. Years ago, when our
kids were young, we started tak-
ing the second graders there and
someone who went to school at
the schoolhouse told them all the
stories about it — about how all
the grades were together and you
had to bring your lunch, and you
had to go to the outhouse to use
the restroom.

chassis based on the 2008 Dodge 2500 4x4 with a 1/8th
inch welded steel plate body over a steel frame) that has
a 92 gallon fuel tank with a range of 750 miles.

On April 23, 1910, former President Theodore
Roosevelt delivered his famous “Man in the Arena”
speech at the Sorbonne in Paris.

Randall Pribble
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Government needs to do its homework
before taking on immigration reform

Right now President Obama and
Congressional Democrats are in the
midst of pressing forward on financial
reform legislation. Fresh from victory
on health care reform, they are not
shying away from tough issues in this
Congressional election year.

Instead, they are bulldozing on
through an unusual and brave
strategy. Most politicians up for
reelection (as is the whole US House
and a third of the US Senate) famous-
ly put off controversial legislation
until the election is over.

Financial reform is something we
desperately need. As long the leg-
islation keeps banks from making
risky investments such as those that
led to the 2008 financial meltdown,
and doesn’t end up subsidizing bad
behavior by banking executives, I'm
all for it.

But immigration reform, that’s
another story. Financial reform is
on the front burner, but immigration
reform may be up next. Everyone
in Washington is trying to guess
whether Democrats will cave into
the Hispanic lobby and press through
“amnesty” or the so-called “pathway
to citizenship” for individuals here
illegally for quite some time.

Official government estimates are
that immigration reform would legal-
ize 12 million illegal immigrants.
The path to citizenship would require
them to get in line, pay fines and fol-
low the normal bureaucratic route,
green card and all. Some think tank
experts who follow the issue closely
say there are really more like 20 mil-
lion illegal aliens who would qualify
for citizenship under Obama’s plan
for reform, not the 12 million govern-
ment figures refer to.

Allow me to
say as | always
do when I write
on this most
touchy of issues
that it is not
individual immi-
grants | oppose.
‘Most immigrants
are good people
and hard work-
ers, desperate to
escape the lack of
economic oppor-
tunity in their countries of birth. But
massive illegal immigration is dev-
astating the U.S. environment and
forcing overdevelopment of land and
placing massive strains on our natural
resources.

Before approving any kind of
change to our immigration policy,
we need to sit down and take a
calm, logical look at the costs and
benefits of reform. Society at large
benefits when we let in fewer, more
highly educated immigrations. We
need more doctors, businesspersons,
entrepreneurs and hi-tech engineers.

Yet some 80 percent of immigrants
to the U.S. do not even have a high
school diploma or equivalent. They
provide business with cheap labor —
so that’s of great benefit to one part
of society. But they add billions tc the
cost of public education and health
care, which is an unfair burden on
middle-income taxpayers.

If you’re wondering why air and
water pollution are worse now than
they were a couple of decades ago,
why commutes are longer and why
suburban sprawl now surrounds most
of our big cities, look at immigration.
Ever since the 1950s, the bulk of

population increases in this country
have been driven by immigrants anc
their children.

Our immigration policy should take
this country’s financial and environ:
mental needs into account first anc
foremost, but currently it does noth-
ing of the kind.

Pardon me, too, if I’m a bit skep-
tical that immigration reform wil
suddenly halt the flow of one millior
illegal immigrants into this country
annually. I covered Congress in the
mid-1980s and watched the now-
infamous Simpson-Mazzoli bill make
its way through both chambers. I
was signed by President Reagan ir
1986 and is now known as the 198¢
Immigration Reform and Contro
Act.

That law made it illegal for employ:
ers to knowingly hire or recruit ille-
gal immigrants and granted amnesty
to certain illegal immigrants whe
entered the United States before 198
and stayed here continuously.

Guess what else? It granted a “patt
toward legalization” for seasona
workers who had been in the coun
try for four years. It was supposec
to end illegal immigration. Now 24
years later, illegal immigration ha:
increased and we’re having the same¢

arguments we had before IRCA. Bu -~
we’re acting like we’ve never tried tc =

resolve this issue before.

So pardon me if I'm a bit cynical or -
the immigration reform front. We’ve -
been there and done that and there’: °;

no need to do it badly once more.

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'I'exas uninsured rate to plummet under new law -

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) -
Texas’ uninsured popu-
lation will drop from 6.5
million this year to 2.3 mil-
lion once the federal health
care overhaul is fully imple-
mented, and about a third
of the remaining uninsured
will likely be illegal immi-
grants, a state official said
Thursday.

A panel of House law-
makers charged with sort-
ing through the 10-year,
$938-billion federal plan met
for the first time Thursday,
with state agencies present-
ing estimates of how the

new law could affect them.

Health and Human
Services Executive
Commissioner Tom Suehs
said that in addition to ille-
gal immigrants, the bill also
won't bring health insurance
coverage to people who are
eligible but won’t seek sub-
sidies. Others won’t qualify
for subsidies.

Suehs said the Medicaid
expansion outlined in the
federal plan will cost Texas
about $27 billion between
2014, when many of the
law’s major provisions
go into effect, and 2023.

The Congressional Budget
Office has projected the law
will cost Texas only $1.4
billion from 2014 to 2019.

Childless adults will be
the “single biggest new
population to be covered by
Medicaid under the expan-
sion,” Suehs said.

“It is a wide ranging piece
of legislation with a lot
of details to get our arms
around,” said Rep. Gamet
Coleman, vice-chair of the
House Select Committee
on Federal Legislation, at
the opening of the panel’s
first meeting. “Pieces of it

are moving very fast ... it’s
important that we under-
stand what our options are.”

Some Democrats on
the House committee also
warned officials not to
ignore potential boons from
the bill, including a reduc-
tion of annual costs to the
state from uninsured and
billions of federal dollars
that will be flowing into the
state’s economy.

The federal legisla-
tion didn’t include provi-
sions to deal with health
care for illegal immigrants,
said Joy Johnson Wilson,

health policy director for
the National Conference of
State Legislatures.

But some Democrats on
the committee warned offi-
cials not to ignore potential
boons from the new law,
including a reduction of
annual costs that the state
currently absorbs because of
uninsured residents. Billions
of federal dollars spent on
health care in the plan also
will be flowing into the
state’s economy.

“That’s money that will be
spent in Texas and, because
we had the highest num-

ber of uninsured people ...
we actually get more money
than any other state from
the federal nt,”
said Coleman, a Houston
Democrat. “It’s a cost to
our budget, but that money
is coming in and it’s going
to be going out across
the state into ’s com-
munities.”

Community health centers
and prevention and wellness
centers also will get more
money under the bill.

Iceland volcano eruption strands foreign students in El Paso

The University of Texas
at El Paso has become an
academic lifeboat for almost
60 international graduate
students and faculty who
were marooned in El Paso
because of air travel restric-
tions brought on by the April
14 eruption of the Iceland
volcano.

Professors and students
from Imperial College, a
science-based institution in
London known for its teach-
ing and research, will use
UTEP’s resources to prepare
for final exams until their
scheduled departure to the
United Kingdom, April 29
and 30.

UTEP is the only univer-
sity in the country with a
predominately Mexican-

American student popula-.

tion (more than 80 percent).

The research university
in Far West Texas also is
renowned for its Bhutanese
architecture (http://www.
bhutan.gov.bt/government/
index_new.php).

Imperial College’s leaders
reached out to UTEP offi-
cials this past Monday after
they were told that flights
to England were cancelled
as a result of the dangerous
ash-laden skies over much
of Europe.

Many of the students
were concerned because
they have projects due and
final exams scheduled the
week of May 3. For some,
doing well on these final
exams is crucial for their
future job prospects.

UTEP has given the visit-
ing students computer access
at the Geology Building and

UTEP Library. It also made
its recreation facilities avail-
able to the visitors, includ-
ing - Memorial Gym and
the Swimming and Fitness
Center.

“We are very grateful to
the University,” said Cedric
John, assistant professor
of carbonate sedimentol-
ogy at Imperial College and
one of the group’s lead-
ers. “Everyone has been so
nice to us. Things are quite
exceptional.”

The students came to the
UTEP campus Wednesday
after
the past few days in their
Holiday Inn hotel rooms
near the El Paso airport.
The students broke into
groups and were given tours
Wednesday by UTEP geol-
ogy graduate students of the

spending most of

places they could utilize on
campus, such as the library,
the Undergraduate Learning
Center, the Geology
Building, as well as the
University Bookstore. The
delegation includes students
from England, Denmark,
Kazakhstan, Lebanon,
Nigeria, Russia, Thailand
and Venezuela.

“We are pleased to be able
to share UTEP’s campus
resources with our British
colleagues and their stu-
dents,” said UTEP President
Diana Natalicio. “If this
unfortunate situation were
reversed, we’re confident
that the university commu-
nity in the UK would like-
wise extend a helping hand
to stranded UTEP Miners.
We wish our guests safe
travels home and hope that

they will carry with them
good memories of UTEP
and the Paso del Norte.”

The Department of
Geological Sciences, one
of the University’s oldest
departments, trains the next
generation of educators and
geoscience professionals in
the backdrop of the El Paso
region’s rich and unique
geologic setting.
