take to streets
this Monday

Individuals who did not mail
their United States Census
Forms can count on a visit from
Census Enumerators beginning
Monday, May 3rd. The Census
Bureau will be going door-to-
door conducting a Nonresponse
Follow-Up (NRFU) in an effort
to achieve an accurate count of
the population of the City of
Pampa.

tant political, economic, and
social decisions that affect our
city and impact our daily lives,”
said Jildardo Arias, an Engineer-
in-Training with the City of
Pampa.

A more accurate, higher popu-
lation count opens the doors to
federal and state grants that may
be available only to cities of cer-
tain populations.

Census data also helps deter-
mine the allocation of federal
funds for community services,
such as school lunch programs,
family support programs, senior
centers and new construction,
such as highways and hospitals.

Accurate counts also assure
proper _representation in state
and local government.

Enumerators can easily be
identified by the badge that they-
will be wearing with a United
States Department of Commerce
watermark. The Census Taker
may also be carrying a bag with
a Census Bureau logo and may
provide you with supervisor
contact information for verifica-
tion if asked.

Census Workers will not ask
for citizenship status, Social
Security numbers, credit card or
banking information. All Census
Takers have undergone an FBI
name check and an FBI finger-
print check.

“I highly encourage people
to take a few minutes out of
their busy lives to answer a few
simple questions for the Census
to ensure an accurate count of
the population of the City of
Pampa,” City Secretary Karen
Price said. Census Takers will be
working daily between the hours
of 8 AM and 8 PM until they
have comtacted every address
that did not return a Census
Form.

1992 - U.S. President George Bush orders 1,000
riot police to Los Angeles, torn by ethnic rioting,
and puts 4,000 army troops on standby while Rodney
King, whose beating by white police officers and their
acquittal sparked the riots, appears in public to appeal
for calm.

1993 - Sri Lankan President Ranasinghe Premadasa
is killed by a Tamil separatist rebel suicide bomber in
Colombeo.

1994 - U.N. tank fire kills nine Serbian soldiers in
Bosnia, and another three are killed by British troops in
some of the worst clashes between U.N. peacckeeping
troops and Serbs.

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Top judge on criminal
appeals court fined $100k

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
— The top judge on
Texas’ highest criminal
appeals court has been
fined $100,000 for not
fully reporting her income
and property holdings as
required by law.

The fine against Court
of Criminal Appeals Judge
Sharon Keller, who is also
facing separate charges of
misconduct for refusing to
allow the court to accept a
late appeal before a 2007
execution, is the largest
ever imposed by the Texas
Ethics Commission.

Keller’s sworn per-
sonal income statements
for 2007 and 2008 didn’t
include properties valued
at more than $2 million and
other income sources total-
ing about $183,000.

The panel issued the
order Wednesday.
Keller’s attorney, Ed

Shack, said Friday that
Keller is “very disappoint-
ed at the excessive pen-
alty” and plans to appeal.

He said Keller did not try
to mislead anyone and filed
corrected reports when she
learned of a problem.

Texans for Public
Justice, the liberal watch-
dog group that filed the
ethics complaint over the
financial disclosures, said
Keller “deserved a substan-
tial penalty.”

“It sends the wrong sig-
nal when top state judges
don’t follow the law. I
think this fine is the Ethics
Commission’s way of say-
ing that public servants
will be held to the high-
est standards,” said Texans
for Public Justice Director
Craig McDonald. “Nobody
can put themselves above
state ethics laws.

Keller, a Republican, has
been on the court since
1994. The financial report-
ing misconduct complaint
came after The Dallas
Morning News reported
that Keller’s routine annu-
al financial disclosures
did not include two Dallas

homes and commercial
land.

Keller later filed amend-
ed reports to include the
properties and income. She
explained that she had mis-
takenly omitted the prop-
erty assets from previous
disclosures because her
father, Dallas landowner
and hamburger restaura-
teur, Jack Keller, hadn’t
told her of them.

The Ethics Commission
ordered Keller to pay the
fine by Aug. 10.

In the death row case,
the state Commission on
Judicial Conduct is sched-
uled to meet in June to
decide whether to pun-
ish Keller for refusing to
let twice-convicted killer
Michael Wayne Richard
file a late appeal in the
hours before his execution.

On the day he was
scheduled to be executed,
Richard’s attorneys saw a
window of reprieve when
the Supreme Court agreed
to review a challenge to

Kentucky’s three-drug
combination used in execu-
tions. Texas uses a similar
lethal cocktail, which was

the basis of Richard’s final
appeal.
Prosecutors allege

Keller “cast public dis-
credit” on the judiciary
and denied Richard the
right to be heard. When
Keller received a call ask-
ing whether the court could
stay open past 5 p.m.,
prosecutors said she was
required by court proto-
col to direct the call to

the appellate judge on duty
that night.
State District Judge

David Berchelmann, who
presided over Keller’s trial
on the misconduct charges,
found that Keller showed
“highly  questionable”
judgment.

But he recommended
that she receive no repri-
mand “beyond the public
humiliation she has surely
suffered.”

Xcel Energy seeks approval for generator

AMARILLO
Anticipating future electric
load growth, Xcel Energy
is seeking approval to add a
new, 168-megawatt natural
gas-fired combustion tur-
bine at its Jones Generating
Station near Lubbock.

Xcel Energy, through
its Amarillo-based subsid-
iary, Southwestern Public
Service Company (SPS),
filed an application to
amend its certificate of
convenience and neces-
sity (CCN) Friday at the
Public Utility Commission
of Texas, opening a pro-
.cess to prove the merits of
installing another generator
in the SPS service area.

Jones Station, located

southeast of Lubbock, is a
natural gas-fueled, steam-
electric generating station
with two operating units

Jones Unit 1 completed
in 1971 and Jones Unit
2 completed in 1974.
The plant currently has
a generating capacity of
486 megawatts. Pending
regulatory approval, Xcel
Energy plans to build Jones
Unit 3 by 2012, equipped
with a Siemens Energy gas
combustion turbine with a
summer capacity rating of
approximately 168 mega-
watts. The project will cost
approximately $116 mil-
lion.

Initially, Xcel Energy
expects to use the addi-

tional power to help meet
summer demand, tradition-
ally higher than any other
period of the year.

“Our regional oil and gas
industries have expanded
even as the national econo-
my slumped, and we know
that these and other indus-
tries are planning more
development and more jobs
over the next few years,”
said Riley Hill, president
and CEO of Southwestern
Public Service Company,
an Xcel Energy company.
“We want to prepare for
this anticipated growth
with additional resources
that are clean, reliable and
cost-effective.”

Perry rejects health insurance risk pool

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)

- Gov. Rick Perry told
U.S. Health and Human
Services Secretary
Kathleen Sebelius on
Friday that Texas will not
submit plans to operate a
temporary high-risk insur-
ance pool.

The high-risk insurance
pools are part of the federal
health care overhaul and
Sebelius had asked states
to submit their plans by
Friday.

The high-risk pools will
offer coverage to people
with pre-existing health
conditions who have been
uninsured for 6 months,
at a cost similar to what
everybody else pays. In
states that decline to run
the pools, the federal gov-
ernment will step in and
run them.

Perry said the state can’t
commit to the new pro-
gram due to the “lack of
program rules or reliable
federal funding.”

“As we've seen in fed-
eral education and stimulus
programs, the administra-
tion is again asking states
to commit to a program
without knowing the rules
of engagement,” Perry
wrote in a letter to Sebelius.
“I do not believe that the
aggressive implementation
and the lack of assurances
on financial solvency of
the program are in the best
interest of Texas taxpayers,
families, patients or health
care providers.”

Perry has been one of the
.nation’s most vociferous

critics of the health care
legislation and has said he
will continue to oppose
provisions that eventu-
ally will require most
Americans to buy health
insurance or face a fine.
Texas is one of more than
a dozen states that are chal-
lenging the new health care
law. Among other things,
critics argue it is unconsti-
tutional because of the man-
dates to buy insurance and
because it violates states’
rights protected under the

10th Amendment.
Although Congress has
committed $5 billion for
states to run the risk pools
for at least four years,
Perry said he has found the
amount to be insufficient.
“In the coming years,
state officials could be
forced to reduce health
coverage, raise premiums
or ask state taxpayers to
pay for these high-risk
pools once federal funds
run dry,” he wrote.

fast approaching in June
and experts are sure the
oil will still be flowing
by then. Though it might
seem counterintuitive, a
big storm could help by
dispersing and diluting the
worst of the oil, Overton
said.

“A hurricane is Mother
Nature’s vacuum cleaner,”

cleans things up. But that’s
not a solution with a con-
tinuing spill.

Americans that have guns
in the home either for pro-
tection or for hunting.

child would gain access”.

Drilling stocks sell off amid industry scrutiny

NEW YORK (AP) - Investors sold
shares of companies with ties to oil
drilling in the Gulf of Mexico as the
industry came under greater scrunity
as oil from a massive spill reached
the marshlands of Louisiana.

As the extent of the spill unfold-
ed, investors tried to determine the
near- and long-term impact. Shares
of companies that operate offshore
rigs fell while major oil producers
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that reported healthier first-quarter
earnings this week fared better.

Oil spewing from the deepwater
well where an explosion occurred 10
days ago reached Louisiana’s wet-
lands as storms threatened to deter
efforts to protect the environment.

President Barack Obama directed
that no new offshore oil drilling
leases be issued unless rigs have
new safeguards. He gave Interior

Secretary Ken Salazar 30 days to
report on what new technologies
are needed.

Representatives of energy com-
panies are following the investiga-
tion into the cause of the explo-
sion. They’re awaiting more details
of what Obama’s position will be
on drilling after Salazar’s report is
complete.
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Palo Duro Canyon State Park upgrading acoess

CANYON -
Spectacular, rugged and
starkly beautiful, Palo
Duro Canyon State Park
has always been a worthy
Texas bragging point. To
make sure everyone has
an opportunity to enjoy
the canyon’s scenic splen-
dor, early this summer
Texas Parks and Wildlife
begins making more of
this 76-year-old park cur-
rent with the Americans
with Disabilities Act.
Construction is expected
to be completed in spring
2011.

“There are accessibil-
ity issues that have to be
conquered to give every-
body the same access,”
says Park Superintendent
Randy Ferris.

Thanks to bond funding
authorized by the Texas
Legislature and approved
by statewide voters, Texas
Parks and Wildlife is
repairing and renovating
several Palo Duro Canyon
facilities to make them
ADA compliant.

At the same time, TPWD
is protecting the histori-
cal integrity of park struc-
tures. At the park head-
quarters, that is a partic-
ular challenge because it
was built by the legend-
ary Civilian Conservation
Corps. Six CCC companies
labored from 1933 to 1937
to build the park. Their
work is carefully protected
by the Texas Historical
Commission and other
entities.

“The main part of the
building is a CCC-era
structure,” says project
manager Ronny Gallagher.
“There are two restrooms
in the headquarters that are
extremely small but are in
that older, historic area.”

The building also has a
newer section, built in the
CCC style but only about
40 years old. That sec-
tion will be renovated so
people in wheelchairs can
easily access the building.
The headquarters service
counter also will be made
accessible. But the histor-
ic area’s small restrooms
defied being altered with-
out destroying their origi-
nal character.

“So we are taking anoth-
er building that is adja-
cent, a CCC building that
was used to house a water
tank,” Gallagher says. That
structure had the space to
alter it without desfroying
its historic nature. “We are
going to modify that tank
and put restrooms inside
there.”

The more than $600,000
in improvements at Palo
Duro Canyon are part of
a long list of major Texas
State Parks rejuvenation
projects “underway this
year, all aimed at keeping
the parks fun, safe and cus-
tomer friendly. Texas State
Parks general obligation
bonds have been sold to
fund more than $44 million
in repairs and renovations
to park cabins, bathrooms,
electrical and water sys-
tems, and other state park
infrastructure. In addition
to fixing up more than 40
state parks, the bonds pro-
vide $25 million to dry
berth the Battleship Texas.

Another ADA restroom
update will be done in Palo
Duro Canyon’s Chinaberry
Day Use Area. The walls
of that non-CCC structure
will be moved outward
several feet to provide
adequate wheelchair turn-
around room inside, and
the doors will be widened.

I was traveling with my
mother, we made a pit stop
and, as usual, I headed for
the large stall.

[ told her I disagreed,
thinking that a few
moments in the potty is
different from a few hours
in a parking space. Was my
mother right? Her voice
still rings in my ears every
time | step into the larger
stall. I'd appreciate your
input. Maybe it’ll silence
my mother’s voice.

DEAR JENNIFER:
Because you have diffi-
culty fitting into a regular
stall, I see nothing wrong
with using the larger one.
If a woman in a wheel-
chair entered the bathroom
at the same time as you,
then good manners would
dictate that you defer to her
because she’d be unable
to use a smaller one.
However, there’s no rea-
son for the stall to be kept
empty at all times, so stop
being so hard on yourself.

DEAR ABBY: My
husband and I have two
children, a 3-year-old and
a l-year-old. He has been
deployed since June. We
talk frequently on the
phone, and I have been
managing well since his
deployment.

My problem is, I'm
afraid I have managed too
well. I am terrified that
when he gets back we will
have grown apart.

“We are going to be
doing some elevation
work, some grading,
adjusting the picnic pad to
make sure it’s the right size
and allow easy access from
the camper to the pad,”
Gallagher says. “And we
will put an ADA walkway
between those campsites to
the restrooms.”

Palo Duro Canyon is
indisputably one of Texas’
most spectacular state
parks. It is often called the
“Grand Canyon of Texas,”
although the experience,
for many guests, is more
intimate than visiting the
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national icon. The Grand
Canyon is so vast, deep
and challenging that most
visitors see it only from the
rim. A visit to Palo Duro
Canyon State Park means
driving — using a road
originally built more than
70 years ago by the CCC
— down the canyon wall
and right into the heart of
the canyon.

Ferris says it is the amaz-
ing contrast of the canyon
with the surrounding land-
scape that most enthralls
people. “You've driven
across the Panhandle’s
flat farmland and ranch
land. Then all of a sudden
you’ve got the second larg-
est canyon system in the
United States.”

The park features numer-
ous examples of CCC
handicraft. The visitor’s
center, originally the
Coronado Lodge, was

one of the first structures.
Others, Ferris says, include
the Rim Cabins and the
Cow Camp Cabins. The
latter were built as open air
shelters and later modified
into cabins using the CCC
design. The CCC boys also
constructed a number of
the park’s bridges and pic-
nic areas.

The almost 30,000-acre
park also boasts great geo-
logic and military history.
It took 250 million years
of water erosion to carve
out the 120-mile long, 800
feet-deep canyon (not all
in the park). That story is
revealed by the layers of
rock exposed as the can-
yon deepened. The pres-
ence of iron causes the
distinctive rust red of the
Quartermaster formation,
the lowest and oldest layer
seen in most areas of the
park.
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One wonders if all this
beauty was appreciated
by the combatants — sol-
diers and Indians — In
the month-long Red River
Wars of 1874, wh_ich
essentially ended the life-
style of Plains Indians. The
final battle of that war took
place in and around the
canyon, climaxing with
the capture and destruc-
tion of the food and horses
of the remaining Native
American resistance.

Palo Duro Canyon
State Park attracted about
277,000 visitors last year
with its potent combina-
tion of scenery, camping,
hiking, cabins, equestrian
rentals and great diversi-
ty of plants and wildlife.
It is located in the Texas
Panhandle, 14 miles east of
Canyon and 30 miles south
of Amarillo.

In the top of the sixth, Pampa scored the runs they need-
ed to win the game. Madi Shults pinched hit for Bailey
Beck and drew a one-out walk. With two outs, Barker
reached on an error by the centerfielder who dropped the
ball. Emilie Troxell ran for Barker: Keown hit a 0-1 pitch
over the centerfielder and drove in Beck who came back
and ran for Shults, and Troxell to put Pampa ahead 3-1.

Teichmann only allowed a single in the bottom of the
sixth and got two of the three outs by strikeouts. Keown
said they do well as a team when they remain calm in
adverse situations.

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GDP rise not enough to
make dent in jobless rate

WASHINGTON (AP) — The numbers
would be excellent in normal times, but for
4 country recovering from deep recession,
they’re not enough.

Spending by consumers rose by the fast-
est pace in three years, helping the economy
grow at an annual rate of 3.2 percent in
the first quarter of the year, the Commerce
Department said Friday. It marked the third
straight quarterly gain as the nation heals
from the longest and deepest recession since
the 1930s.

That has not been enough, however, to
ignite a recovery capable of driving down
the jobless rate, which has been stuck at 9.7
percent since January and is not expected to
dip significantly for months.

“The recovery is slowly gaining traction,
but it’s not growing fast enough now to
bring down unemployment and let ordinary
Americans feel like they are finally off and
running,” said Mark Zandi, chief economist
at Moody’s Analytics.

Economists say it takes about 3 percent
growth in gross domestic product to create
enough jobs just to keep up with population
growth. Growth would have to be about 5
percent for a full year just to drive the unem-
ployment rate down by 1 percentage point.

After the last severe recession in the early

1980s, GDP grew at an annual rate of 7 per-
cent to 9 percent for five straight quarters,
and the unemployment rate plunged from
10.8 percent to 7.2 percent in 18 months.

Economists don’t see anything like that
happening this year or the next. In fact,
growth in the first quarter was weaker than
in the fourth quarter of last year, when the
economy grew at a 5.6 percent rate.

Facing the prospect of 9 percent unem-
ploymertt leading into the November con-
gressional elections, President Barack
Obama called the GDP report an “impor-
tant milepost on the road to recovery” but
acknowledged that the economy must cre-
ate more jobs.

Consumers increased their spending at an
annual rate of 3.6 percent in the first quar-
ter. It was the strongest showing since early
2007 — before the Great Recession. And it
marked a big improvement from the fourth
quarter, when spending grew at a lackluster
1.6 percent pace.

Americans spent more on home furnish-
ings and household appliances, recreational
goods and vehicles and clothing. They also
spent more at bars and restaurants.

Analysts, however, say consumers will
be wary of stepping up spending much fur-
ther. The high unemployment rate, sluggish
wage growth and a reluctance or inability to

borrow probably will limit spending, they
say.

Another report Friday highlighted one
of those headwinds: low wage gains for
workers. Wages and salaries rose just 0.4
percent, after a 0.5 percent gain in the fourth
quarter of last year.

Just 21 percent of Americans consider the
economy to be in good condition, according
to an Associated Press-GfK Poll conducted
April 7-12.

Robert Harris, a 33-year-old father of four
in Utah, said he’s spending only marginally
more these days. He just bought a new cell
phone and is throwing a few more items in
the grocery cart. He’s spending a tad more
on birthday gifts.

Still, he isn’t willing to go on any shop-
ping sprees, even though he and his wife
have secure jobs in an art department at a
marketing company.

What would it take for consumers to boost
their spending much higher and help cata-
pult economic growth?

Analysts say employers would need more
confidence that sales will rise enough for
them to ramp up hiring and raise workers’
pay. Shoppers need to be able and willing
to borrow more. And Americans need to
rebuild more of their household wealth,
especially equity lost from home values that
tanked during the recession.

Few people expect any of those things
to happen quickly. Many economists think
it will take until at least the middle of the
decade to lower the unemployment rate to a
more normal 5.5 percent to 6 percent range.

“How will consumers behave in terms
of spending in the coming months? On a
scale of one to 10, I’d put it at a four,” said
Richard DeKaser, president of Woodley
Park Research.

DeKaser and others predict increases in
consumer spending will slow to a rate of
around 3 percent in the second and third
quarters. That’s respectable. But it falls far
short of how much consumers spent coming
out of the deep recession of 1981-82.

The first quarter’s reading on GDP was
a tad shy of the 3.4 percent growth rate
economists were forecasting. GDP mea-
sures the value of all goods and services ,Ai
from machinery to manicures ,Ai produced
within the United States. It is the best gauge
of the nation’s economic health.

Companies helped boost GDP by restock-
ing inventories shrunken during the reces-
sion. Their first-quarter spending on equip-
ment and software rose at a brisk 13.4 per-
cent pace, after an even bigger 19 percent
growth rate in the fourth quarter of 2009.
