As of 1:30 p.m. Friday, Gray County Election 
Administrator Linda Lewis said almost 2,000 
people had voted early in the November gen­
eral election.

She said 1,978 voters, 1,803 in person and 
175 by mail, had cast their ballots in early vot­
ing for next Tuesday’s general election ended 
its 10-day run.

Lewis said that she expected over 2,000 vot­
ers to have cast their votes by the time early 
voting closed Friday afternoon.

While that nunjhermay 
vary in other parts of the 
country, Lewis said that 
in Gray County, it has 
stayed fairly steady over 
the years.

The one exception, 
she said, was when there

there is a noticeable drop in voting turnout.

Earlier this fall, Lewis said, there was a 
minor of a number of propositions on the fall 
ballot, hut the Texas Secretary of State finally 
issued a statement saying there were no propo­
sitions on this fall’s ballot.

l.ewis said that Gray County voters .should 
be commended on their diligence in making 
sure that their voices were heard.

She said that she even had an 80-year-old 
couple, who had never voted before, register 
30 days ago and show up to vote.

“It was their first time to vote," Lewis said.

Contract offers protection
Analysts say Halliburton Co. should be protected from 

most damages related to the Gulf spill under its contract 
with BP.

The analysts said Friday Halliburton’s contract has 
indemnity clauses from liability for spill damages. It 
doesn’t offer protection if gross negligence is deter­
mined.

Halliburton acknowledges it skipped a critical test on 
the final formula of a cement mixture used to seal BP’s 
well before it ruptured.

The cementing process is part of an investigation into 
the April 20 well explosion that killed 11 workers and 
caused an environmental disaster.

Shares of Halliburton rose 18 cents to close at $31.86 
after plunging 8 percent a day earlier.

Super Bowl ads sell out early
NEW YORK (AP) - Super Bowl television commer­

cials already are a sellout this year.
Fox Sports says it fias sold out all of the commercial 

airtime available for Super Bowl XLV. The game takes 
place on Feb. 6 in Arlington, Texas.

This is months earlier than commercial time sold out 
last year.

Fox spokesman Lou D’Ermilio says the improving 
economy spurred sales and some companies are return­
ing after sitting out in recent years.

PepsiCo is putting its Pepsi brand back into the game 
after sitting out last year. Automaker General Motors 
also returns after sitting out the last two years.

Fox declined to say how much ads cost. Last year’s 
ads ranged from $2.5 million to $3 million per 30-sec­
ond slot.

The news was first reported by trade publication 
Broadcasting & Cable.

Texas teen accused in death
FORT COLLINS, Colo. (AP) - A teen accused of 

kicking a rock off a cliff that ended up killing a girl in 
Colorado has been identified.

The Coloradoan reported Friday that newly released 
court records show that he’s 16-year-old Freddie 
Henderson Bailey 111 of Katy, Texas.

Bailey has been charged with manslaughter as a juve­
nile and prosecutors had refused to release his name.

The Coloradoan challenged that and on Thursday 
Chief Larimer District Court Judge Stephen Schapanski 
agreed that state law requires that the name of juveniles 
accused of felonies be released.

Seventeen-year-old Audra Brownell of Sparta, Mich, 
died in June after being hit by the rock. The coroner said 
it was an accidental death.

The newspaper said a message left at Bailey’s home 
wasn’t returned.

Higher ed funding could change
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) - The Texas Higher Education 

Coordinating Board has endorsed a revised method of 
funding public universities and community colleges in a 
money-saving move.

Board members, during a meeting Thursday in Austin, 
also approved plans for putting a greater emphasis on 
merit for certain financial aid.

The cost-saving proposals go to Gov. Rick Perry and 
the 2011 Legislature.

A preliminary count found statewide enrollment this 
fall is up 7.2 percent from a year ago, to 1.5 million 
students. The figures include all postsecondary institu­
tions except private, for-profit colleges, according to the 
.board.
; The recommendations on cost-cutting were developed 
for the coordinating board by a 20-member advisory 
■panel of higher education leaders and business execu- 
•tives, the Austin American-Statesman reported.
; The board wants 10 percent of the base funding for 
luniversities to be indexed to so-called “student ouf- 
Icomes,” such as graduation rates, total degrees awarded, 
'degrees awarded to students from low-income families 
or those otherwise deemed at-risk, plus degrees in sci­
ence, technology, engineering and math.
’ About 10 percent of community college funding would 
be on the basis of degrees awarded, certificates com­
pleted, college-level math course completions and other 
^rformance measures, according to the proposal.

Clinton’s comments criticized
WASHINGTON (AP) - More senators are criticizing 

Secretary of Stote Hillary Rodham Clinton for remarks 
she made earlier this month that suggest support for a 
proposed $7 billion pipeline to carry Canadian oil to Gulf 
Coast refineries.

A group of 11 mostly Democratic senators sent a let­
ter to Clinton Friday urging her to make sure the State 
Denaiiment conducts a thorough review of TransCanada’s 
Keystone XL proposal before deciding whether to grant it

ter representó states along the pipeline’s path, which 
would cross Montana. South DakoU, Nebraska, Kansas,
Oklahoma and Texas. «

Several other senators c n t i c i^  Clinton last week after 
her Oct. 15 remarks were publicized.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A “sanity” rally blending 
laughs and political activism drew thousands to the 
National Mall on Saturday, with comedians Jon Stewart 
and Stephen Colbert casting themselves as the unlikely 
maestros of moderation and civility in polarized times.

Organizers insisted the Rally to Restore Sanity amf 
or Fear, just days before the congressional elections 
Tuesday, wasn’t about politics. Still, supporters and left­
leaning advocacy groups hoped it would rekindle some of 
the voter enthusiasm for Democrats seen in 2(X)8, particu­
larly among young adults.

Festive crowds swarmed on to the mall hours in 
advance, stickers and signs reflecting the call for people 
to chill out. “Vote sanity,” stickers said. Slogans urged 
“relax.”

But also: “Righties, don’t stomp on my head,” a refer­
ence to a Republican rally in Kentucky at which a liberal 
activist was pulled to the ground and stepped on.

Stewart, host of Comedy Central’s “Daily Show,” is 
popular especially with Democrats and independents, a 
Pew Research Center poll found. Colbert of “The Colbert 
Report” poses as an ultraconservative, and the stage 
Saturday was stacked with entertainers associated with 
Democratic causes or President Barack Obama’s 2008 
campaign.

Even so, Stewart said the day was about toning down 
anger and partisan division. “Shouting is annoying, coun­
terproductive and terrible for your throat,” he said on hiS 
website.

The list of entertainers included musicians Sheryl * 
Crow and The Roots. Actor Sam Waterston and Don 
Novello, who years ago played Father Guido Sarducci 
on “Saturday Night Live,” were also expected to appear.

The rally generated actensive buzz on the Internet, 
with more than 226,000 people on a Facebook page cre­
ated for the event saying they would attend. The liberal 
Huffington Post was sending a caravan of 10,000 people 
on 200 buses from New York, while Oprah Winfrey 
expressed her support by providing travel expenses to a 
“Daily Show” studio audience of about 200 members so 
that they could attend.

Comedy Central’s park permit puts the crowd estimate

at 60,(X)0. There were plans for satellite rallies in cities 
including Los Angeles, Chicago, ITenver and Honolulu.

Stewart and Colbert encouraged attendees to bring 
signs with slogans such as “Real patriots can handle a 
difference in opinion,” ” lt could be worse but let’s not 
make it that way,” and “Death to Nobody.”

Organizing for America, Obama’s political operation 
based at Democratic National Committee headquarters, 
was setting up a “Phone Bank for Sanity” after the rally 
to urge people to vote on Tuesday.

Groups planning to enlist supporters at the event 
include Naral Pro-Choice America; D.C. Vote, which 
aims to give D.C. a voting representative in the Hou.se; 
and backers of California’s Proposition 19 to legalize 
marijuana.

“The vitriol and hatred toward our president and 
Democrats, it has become so extreme that it kind of scares 
me,” said Margaret Espaillat, 49, of Orlando, Fla., who’s 
hoping the rally will improve the political tone and galva­
nize Democrats. She planned to attend with her three sons 
who are in college and her husband, an Army colonel.

Saturday’s event mirrors the “Restoring Honor” rally 
held in August by Glenn Beck, the Fox News commenta­
tor popular among conservatives and tea party support­
ers. Beck, too, played down his event as a political rally; 
Stewart has described his simply as an alternative format 
for the miKk-news humor seen by millions of Comedy 
Central viewers each night on “th e  Daily Show” and 
“The Colbert Report.”

On his radio show this week, conservative commenta­
tor Rush Limbaugh mocked the Saturday event. He says 
it will give the tea party and other conservatives a chance 
to build voter turnout for Tuesday while Democrats go 
to Washington to “smoke some doobies” and listen to a 
“couple of half-baked comedians.”

The rally is promoting charitable causes. Stewart is ask­
ing attendees to help restore the National Mall, which has 
a $400 million backlog of deferred maintenance. Colbert 
is asking people to contribute to Donors Choose, which 
raises money for school supplies; proceeds from sales of 
rally merchandise also w ill go to the Yellow Ribbon Fund 
to help injured soldiers.

Plane with Yemeni cargo searched in NY
NEW YORK (AP) — A 

commercial passenger jet 
carrying cargo from Yemen 
landed in New York under 
military fighter jet escort 
and its cargo was searched 
Friday, as parcels in tran­
sit across the globe were 
scrutinized after authorities 
overseas found two explo­
sive packages from Yemen 
bound for Chicago.

No explosives were found 
aboard Emirates Airlines 
Flight 201 after a search, 
FBI spokesman Richard 
Kolko said. He said the 
plane flew in to John F. 
Kennedy Airport under 
escort as a precaution.

President Barack Obama 
called the coordinated 
attacks a “credible terror­
ist threat.” Packages were 
found aboard cargo planes 
in Dubai and England and 
U.S. officials said they were 
increasingly confident that 
al-Qaida’s Yemen branch 
was responsible.

The Emirates Airlines 
plane, a Boeing 777, land­
ed shortly after 3:30 p.m. 
Passengers walked off the 
jet on two covered stairways

and onto the tarmac, drag­
ging their luggage behind 
them. Several police cars 
surrounded the airliner.

The flight crew didn’t 
mention any issue with 
cargo, passengers said. 
They were told there was a 
heightened security concern 
and that their bags would be 
searched but weren’t told 
why. They also didn’t know 
about the interest in their

aircraft until they saw it on 
TV screens in the airport 
and glimpsed the mob of 
waiting reporters.

“We .saw a lot of police 
and they instructed us that

we would be getting on a 
bus. And that all our luggage 
would again be screened,’’ 
said Nick Chan, 32, who 
was returning to Manhattan 
from a business trip.

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Every little bit helps, especially with MDA
October’s a good month.
There’s, of course, Halloween, 

which is always fun. The Northerner 
in me is enjoying the cooler breezes. 
And we sure can’t forget World 
Scries baseball, especially this year 
(sorry, everybody, but I’m rooting 
for the Giants).

It’s a good month for causes, too. 
We’ve all seen the city peppered with 
pink for weeks now, and though it’s 
not my color, it’s still refreshing to 
see. The first half of October is also 
the last half of Hispanic Heritage 
Month, which should never be over­
looked. especially in a community 
such as ours. And not -too many 
people know that October is National 
Arts and Humanities Month — I’m a 
writer, so 1 try to push it when 1 can.

There was. though, one particu­
lar benefit that caught my fancy 
this month. Thursday’s Muscular 
Dystrophy Association Lock-Up 
wasn’t any more news-making than 
anything else on face value — it was 
one-day event, and most of the “jail­
birds” were out in an hour or so.

It’s the beneficiaries of that hour or 
so that make the whole thing so big.

Part of the money raised through 
the Lock-Up. you see, goes towards 
sending children afflicted with MD 
and other motor neuron diseases to 
MDA camps. Daily life can be diffi­
cult for these kids, many of whom are 
confined to wheelchairs due to mus­
cle loss. But the camps are wceklong 
getaways for them, with accomtvda- 
tions catered to their special needs 
and activities tailored to underplay 
their di.sabilities.

These camps are unique opportu­
nity for these kids; there, they can 
socialize, relate and interact with 
each other in ways that aren’t often 
possible in their everyday lives. It’s 
a chance to play, relax and let loose 
in ways that, if even just for a week, 
broadens their independence to hori­
zons defined by their imaginations, 
not their wheelchairs.

Shortly before he was “arrested” 
for the MDA Lock-Up on Thursday, 
Chamber of Commerce President Pat 
Montoya stopped by the news office 
to show me a letter. It was from 
the mother of a seven-year-old girl 
named Elvira who is suffering from 
spinal muscular atrophy.

Elvira, the letter said, had ear­
lier this year contracted pneumonia, 
a common ailment that could have 
been fatal due to Elvira’s condition.

“Her health was so bad in Jaruai>' 
that I thought I was going to lose

her,” wrote 
Elvira’s mother. 
“Luckily she 
made it. After 
two long months 
of fighting the 
pneumonia, she 
beat it.

“All Elvira 
could think about 
was going to 
MDA camp,” the 
letter continued. 
“She knew that

if she was still sick she wouldn’t be 
able to attend camp.

“She attended MDA camp for 
the first time last year and loved 
it. Today, my daughter is counting 
dowm the days and is very excited... 
(Your) donations are what put a 
smile on her face every year when 
she knows it’s time to go to camp.”

The whole thing reminded me of a 
kid I met when in Indiana two years 
ago, one of the first stories 1 ever 
covered as a reporter. His name was 
Glen Brant Jr., a 13-year-old who 
was in a motorized w heelchair due to 
Duchenne’s muscular dystrophy.

Of the nine known types of MD, 
Duchenne’s is the most prevalent. 
It was a disease that robbed Glen of 
the use of his legs early in his life 
and one that will, in all likelihood, 
take him from this world many years 
before it should.

Not that you’d have been able 
to tell by talking to Glen himself 
An affable young man with a wide, 
toothy smile, he’s the kind of kid 
you could talk to forever.

He likes baseball. He likes super­
heroes. His favorites are Superman 
and Wolverine. He has a little brother 
who can be annoying sometimes, he 
told me, but he loves him anyway.

I met Glen and his family at a Lock- 
Up event similar to Thursday’s, with 
the money going in part to finance 
Glen’s week at MDA camp that year.

1 remember asking Glen if he was 
looking forward to the camp. He just 
nodded yes and grinned.

“It’s bigger than the Super Bowl 
for him, even,” said his dad. Glen Sr.

There’s a different theme to each 
camp, Glen explained, with the cab­
ins named after that year’s themer. 
The camp before, the theme was 
“Superheroes,” which of course 
made Glen’s year.

“My cabin was Superman,” he told 
me, Uiat big. toothy smile washing 
back across his face.

1 sat with the Brants for over an

hour that day, listening to stories 
from camps past: Zip lines and squirt 
gun fights. Harley rides and tempo­
rary tattoos. Glen told me about the 
day they let a pig loose inside one 
of the girts’ cabins, almost laughing 
himself out of his chair.

It was an eye-opening day, for sure, 
but 1 think the thing tliat I’ll remem­
ber most about it was what Glen 
Sr. said to me just as 1 was about to 
leave.

I asked him if there was anything 
he’d like to say to the community 
that helped raise the money to send 
Glen to camp. He looked pensiveK 
at me for a second before giving his 
reply,

“Thank you,” he said, half-stam­
mering his words as he held back 
tears. “Just... thank you. I’m speech­
less. Seeing people do this, it's some­
thing that words can’t describe,

“It just really brings back your faith 
in humanity to know that everybody 
is so willing to help.”

1 shook his hand and turned to 
leave, and even nowvl still remember 
the gratitude in that father's eyes. 
I’ve lost touch with the Brants now. 
unfortunately, but every so often I go 
back to that conversation, like every 
time 1 drive by folks at an intersec­
tion with a boot or a hat. 1 think, in 
some small, maybe stupid way, it‘.s 
one of the reasons 1 always keep 
change in my car.

So to everyone who participated in- 
Thursday’s Lock-Up, here's to you. 
it’s often a struggle for nonprofits 
like the MDA to continue to raise 
funds in such a volatile economic 
time, but its your generosity that can 
truly make a lifetime for children like 
Elvira and Glen.

And as Ashley McGee of the 
Muscular Dy.itrophy Association told 
me on Thursday, there are plenty 
of opportunities to contribute to the 
MDA throughout the year.

"Whether it’s the Lock-Up or 
V Fill The Boot program or the 
Sliamrocks, Pampa has always beer, a 
good place for us,” McGee said. “We 
have benefits all year round. Even if 
it’s just a dollar, every dollar goes a 
long way.” y'

For helping kids like those feel likp 
Superman for a w eek— ye.s.sir, I'S 
have to agree that’s well worth thd 
extra dollar.

Hail, heavy rains hammer South plains
COLLEGE STATION —  Hail and 

heavy rains struck some South Plains 
cotton on Oct. 22, but it’s too early to 
get a handle on the extent of the d ^ -  
age, said a Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service expert.

“The bottom line is that we had 
quite a bit of rain in some places, 
perhaps 4 inches or greater depending 
upon where you go,” said Dr. Randy 
Boman, AgriLife Extension cotton 
agronomist based in Lubbock. “

There were also heavy hail storms 
mixed with rain, he said. ,

Boman said the hardest hit areas 
started near Plains and followed Slate 
Highway 380 to Brownfield, and 
stretching as far south as the small 
town of Loop, a strip about 50 miles 
long and 15-20 miles wide.

The hail followed this path as well, 
but “skipped out,” according to reports 
he had heard, Boman said.

That doesn’t mean all cotton fields 
in the band of storms were damaged, 
Boman said. First, the hail wasn’t con­
stant throughout that strip, and sec­
ond. quite a bit of cotton had already 
been harvested in those areas, about 
15-20 percent.

“It was bad, of course, if you w ere 
under it, and had cotton still out,” he 
said, “A lot of fields were completely 
stripped by the hail. Other fields still 
had leaves because they hadn’t had 
harvest aids applied, and those might 
not have been as badly damaged.” 

The rest of the South Plains received 
from 1 inch to 3 inches but no hail, as 
did the Rolling Plains area, according 
to regional reports.

Armyworms continued to be a prob­
lem in Baylor County, especially in 
newly emerged wheat. Producers were 
spraying young wheat stands, hoping 
to give them a chance to outgrow the 
worms. Many producers were hoping 
for a hard frost to kill armyworms. 
Livestock were in good condition, and 
producers expected the recent rains to 
encourage enough forage growth to 
maintain livestock sustained through 
the fall.

Rodoflo Perez, 73, a 
retired electronics worker, 
didn’t have to be con­
vinced to vote for White. 
He’d already cast his vote 
for White and all other 
DemtKraLs on the ballot.

“First d ay ,’’ Perez said. 
"Straight tick et.”

He said h is fam ily m em ­
bers are w orried  about 
rising c o lleg e  tuition and 
think that W'hite w ill help  
curb the increase.

“ fh e  new spaper is say ­
ing that h e ’s behind, but 1 
doubt it becau.se I’ve been  
talkiirg to a lot o f  p eop le .” 
Perez said, adding that he 
know s som e R epublicans  
w ho are \o t in g  for W hite.

P erry , m e a n w h ile ,  
stum ped in his hom e turf 
o f  W est le x a s . eontldently  
urging supporters to d r i\e

up turnout so they can send 
a message to the target of 
his populist ire: President 
Barack Obama and the 
Democrats in Washington.

At Roasters CofTee &

“Texas Secede” T-shirt at 
the Amarillo event. He said 
Perry was one of the few 
U.S. governors who are 
“standing up to Obama.”

"You’ve got to get radi­

cal with radicals,” Russell 
said. “We don’t need the 
federal government. They 
need us.”

During his speech. 
Perry repeatedly referred 
to Obama, saying he was 
tired of the White House 
“telling us how to run our 
state.” He also urged his 
supporters to call on their 
friends and relatives in 
neighboring states to go 
vote for Republican can­
didates.

Later, at an event in 
Lubbock, supporters were 
raising money off Perry’s

buying $20 raflle tickets, 
benefiting the local GOP, 
had a chance to win pay­
ment for two concealed 
handgun licenses and two 
“coyote special” handguns.

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Costumes:
Make sure your costume is short and snug.
Baggy sleeves or billowy capes and skirts can trip vou 
up and catch fire if they brush against jack-o-lanterns 
or candle flames.

Dalhart ‘D’, running game too much for Harvesters

Like the previous two weeks, thè Pampa 
Harvesters faced a pair of strong run­
ning backs Friday in Dalhart. Pampa 
was unable to stop the Golden Wolves 
offensive attack and couldn’t overcome 
Dalhart’s defense in a 38-6 defeat.

This was the last regular sea.son game 
for both teams. Head coach Heath Parker 
said he was disappointed with the result.

“Coming in, we felt like we were getting 
better and better as well," Parker said. “1 
certainly thought we would give them a 
better game than what we gave them."

Dalhart head coach Stephen Young .said 
his team wanted to finish strong and cred­
ited Pampa for how they played.

“We just played hard," Young said. “I 
give Pampa credit, they played hard. We 
were just a little bit better tonight."

The first quarter was very competitive. 
The Harvesters opened with a lead when 
senior linebacker Trent Carter returned a 
fumble 29-yards for touchdown 32 sec­
onds into the game. That lead stood until 
1:55 left in the quarter. Noah Jesko threw 
an eleven-yard touchdown pass to Harper 
Scofield. The Golden Wolves led 10-6 
after the first quarter.

The Golden Wolves’ running backs 
Adrian Ruiz and Davonte Burks dominat­
ed the second quarter. Ruiz rushed for 134 
yards and scored on a 76-yard touchdown. 
Burks ru.shed for 27 yards and scored on 
an eight yard run.

Carter said Ruiz and Burks were very 
good running backs.

“Burks is so shifty,” Carter said. “1 
don't think I played anyone that shifty in a 
long time. He’s quick. They had excellent 
vision and could read their blocks.”

The Harvesters weren’t able to muster 
anything on offense. Three drives ended in 
punts and one that ended in a turnover on 
downs at the Golden Wolves 33. Harper 
Scofield on their defensive line knocked 
down several passes.

Senior receiver Garrett Ericson said it 
was tough to get anything going all game.

“(Dalhart) consistently brings five to 
six players,” Ericson said, ‘i t ’s difficult 
to get open on that especially when their 
defensive ends are knocking down balls.”

Young said they pride themselves on 
playing good defense.

“We just prep to what they do and we 
executed very well tonight,” Young said.

The Golden Wolves (9-1, 2-1) also had 
a 69-yard touchdown pass and led the 
Harvesters 31 -6 at halftime.

Both teams have byes next week before 
starting the playoffs. Dalhart will play 
in the Division II brackets as the district 
runner-up and will face Lubbock Estacado 
in two weeks. The Harvesters will play 
in the Division I bracket against Lubbock 
Cooper.

Parker said they will spend some of their 
bye week healing up.

“We know that we are in the playoffs 
and who are opponent is,” Parker said. 
“Cooper has to play a district champi­
onship game this upcoming Thursday. 
Basically we are going to the ice whirlpool 
for a couple of days and get started on our 
gameplan Tuesday.”

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Francoeur can remind Texas mates about ‘96  Yanks

ARLINGTON (AP) — Jeff Francoeur might want to 
remind his Texas Rangers teammates about the 1996 
Atlanta Braves.

A kid in Atlanta then, Francoeur saw his heroes — 
the reigning World Series champs, no less — go up 
2-0 on the American League club, just like the San 
Francisco Giants have done to the Rangers going into 
Game 3 on Saturday night.

In ‘96, the New York Yankees roared back and won 
the next four games, devastating the little boy who 
would grow up to play for the Braves.

“We all thought it was going to be back-to-back 
World Series,” Francoeur said Friday. “That thing 
turned around in a hurry. To me, you turn it around by 
pitching. We have good pitching. Yeah, we had a little 
meltdown in the eighth inning (of Game 2), but I think 
if you ask anybody in this locker room we have confi­
dence ... in all those guys to go out there and throw and 
throw well.”

Francoeur

After the Rangers lost Game 2 in San Francisco on
Thursday night, Francouer’s wife reminded him that 
his former Atlanta teammate Brian McCann is partly to 
blame for the predicament Texas is facing.

In July, McCann hit a three-run double that won the 
All-Star game for the National League, earning home- 
field advantage for the NL champions. The Rangers are 
the first AL champions not to have home-field advan­

tage in the World Series since that 
became a reward for winning the 
All-Star game.

“All these years 1 pulled for the 
NL to win the All-Star game,” 
Francoeur said. “They finally did 
and now I’m in the AL.”

Francoeur believes it made a dif­
ference, too.

“People say home-field advantage 
doesn’t matter, but 1 think it does 
in the World Series,” he said. “San 

Francisco is a tough place to play. I mean, it’s a huge 
outfield, the weather is crazy — cold, windy — and 
with their pitching they know how to play there.” 

RETURN OF PANDA POWER: The San Francisco 
Giants are getting another bat in the lineup for Game 3 
of the World Series — Pablo Sandoval’s.

With the Series shifting to the home of the American 
League champion Texas Rangers, the Ciiants get to 
add a designated hitter. San Francisco manager Bruce 
Bochy chose Sandoval, the guy whose physique earned 
him the nickname “Rung Fu Panda”

Sandoval hit .268 with 13 home runs and 63 RBIs this 
season. He’s started four of 12 postseason games and 
played in a total of five, batting 3 for 14 (.213) with 
two RBIs.

“I’m just trying to prepare,” Sandoval said following 
a session in the batting cage Friday.

The Giants scored 20 runs in the first two games at 
home, so having another bat can only help.

“In our situation, it’s not really any disadvantage,” 
Bochy said. “We have a couple guys who have experi­
ence DHing. ... We could change it every day.”

TURN THE PAGE: A college coach helped Texas’ 
Derek Holland grasp the concept that what’s done is 
done, good or bad — whether it’s holding down the 
Yankees to win Game 4 of the ALCS or walking all 
three batters he faced in his World Series debut.

“Today’s a new day, dude,” Holland said Friday, 
“They’re going to call me again, so I’m not worried 
about it.”

Holland looked helpless in Game 2 against the Giants. 
Asked to get the third out in the eighth inning, with the 
Rangers down 2-0 and a runner on first, he began a his­
toric meltdown by throwing 11 straight balls.

“It’s just one of those thingi^hat happens,” he said. 
“It was like a freak accident.”

Really? Every kid who plays baseball dreams of 
being in the World Series. He finally got that chance, 
messed it up and chalks it up as a bad day at the 
office?

“A one-time thing,” he said; “ When 1 get back out. 
I'll be back to my normal self.”

Rangers’ W orld Series takes over football in Dallas area
ARLINGTON (AP) With the home 

team struggling, the crowd began to 
chant, “Let’s go Rangers! Let's go 
Rangers!”

Down on the field, the Dallas Cowboys 
weren’t inspired. But that rallying cry 
heard during their game Monday night 
sent a clear message: the Dallas-Fort 
Worth area is no longer dominated by 
football.

Not this fall, at least.
And certainly not this week.
The Texas Rangers may not be 

“America’s Team,” but they are 
American League champions, and right 
now that's more important.

They’ve brought the World Series to 
Arlington this weekend, a first in the 
franchise’s 39 years here. Fans are so 
giddy that not even opening the .series 
with a pair of crushing losses in San 
Francisco can dampen the mood.

“1 think it’s fantastic,” former Cowboys 
great Roger Staubach said. “It would be 
phenomenal if they won it ”

How’s this for a sign of the times: 
At a luncheon Thursday marking the 
100-day countdown to the upcoming 
Super Bowl being played in Arlington, 
former Cowboys greats Troy Aikman, 
Emmitt Smith, Daryl Johnston and Drew 
Pearson, plus team owner Jerry Jones, all 
slapped on red Rangers hats.

“When you’ve got the World Series in 
town,, this should be a baseball town," 
Jones said.

It’s pretty wild to think the World 
Series is beating the Super Bowl to town, 
especially considering the pedigree of 
both teams and the popularity of both 
sports in the Lone Star State.

The Rangers moseyed into Arlington 
in 1972, just a few months after the 
Cowboys won their first Super Bowl 
title. W'hile the Cowboys have won four

more Super Bowls, the Rangers never 
even won a postseason series until this 
month.

They’ve been so bad for so long that 
it seemed like there was a secret clause 
when they moved from Washington 
the Rangers were allowed to borrow the 
sports spotlight from April to August, 
then had to get out of the way for pro, 
college and high school football. After 
all, the joke in Texas is that there are 
only two seasons: football and spring 
football.

Now the Rangers are messing with 
Texas traditions in a big way. They're 
playing meaningful games later in the 
calendar than the Cowboys, Longhorns 
and .Aggies.

"It you would have looked at the sea­
son and said the Rangers arc going to 
be in the World Series and the Cowboys 
are 1-5, you would think somebody was 
smoking something," Staubach said.

Aikman said the Rangers being up 
while the Cowboys are down has helped 
the baseball team’s rise in promiijence.

“And, good for them," Aikman said. 
‘They’ve embodied, really, what team is 
all about. It's been a good story. I've cer­
tainly been proud to watch them and the 
way that they've played. I hope they can 
pull it around and win a World Series."

Aikman has lived in the area for 21 
years, so he's not too surprised by the 
shift in loyalty among local fans.

‘T ve always said Dallas is a winner’s 
town," he said. “It might be a Mavs town 
next week."

Clive it two weeks, at least.
Rangers merchandise is selling so 

quickly that stores are replenishing 
their inventors daily. Interest was rising 
throughout the playoffs, then became 
overwhelming the minute the Rangers 
beat the Yankees for the AL pennant.

"The line was wrapped around the 
store in fact, behind the parking lot," 
said Robert Desimone, promotions coor­
dinator for .Academy Sports & Outdoors, 
who was at his chain's store about 25 
miles from the stadium in the Mesquite 
suburb. “We had fans just going nuts, 
screaming, doing the wave. People were 
driving by honking horns. You can tell 
every body has Rangers l ever."

Jamey Newherg has been a Rangers 
fan since 1976, when he went to his first 
game at age 7. He was one of those kids 
who sneaked a radio under the covers to 
follow games that ran past his bedtime. 
Now he's a lawyer who finds time to 
maintain a website devoted to the hard­
core Rangers fan. His newbergreporl. 
com is no rah-rah chat room, either. It’s 
aimed at the connoisseur fan, crammed 
with re.spected analysis and detailed 
reports on minor leaguers.

“I was going at a rate of 500-800 
subscribers every year; this year, 1 have 
3,000 new subscribers,” Newberg said. 
“The site is now getting I million hits 
per week. Those are pretty good indi­
cations the casual sports fan in town is 
jumping on the Rangers’ bandwagon.”

Another indicator is all the claw and 
antler displays.

For the uninitiated, that is the team’s 
shtick for celebrating key plays. A pow­
erful hit or throw is acknowledged with a 
hand held up like a claw. Hustling plays 
are recognized with fingers splayed 
alongside the head like antlers, an hom­
age to running like a deer.

Folks are gluing sticks to batting hel­
mets for homemade antlers and holding 
up mannequin arms (even prosthetics) 
with the fingers bent into claws. T-shirts 
featuring claws on front, antlers on back 
are among the top sellers. That’s what 
the people who started the Rangers chant

at the Cowboys game were wearing.
Expect even more Rangers gear at 

Cowboys Stadium on Sunday.
Dallas plays at noon, then a few hours 

later the Rangers play Game 4 at their 
ballpark right next door. Staubach is 
among those planning to make it a dou­
bleheader ami he can’t wait. He was a 
baseball player years before becoming 
a quarterback and this will be his first 
World Series game.

As popular as he is, Staubach isn’t 
throwing out the first pitch.

For game 4, it’ll be a pair of former 
U.S. presidents: George W. Bush, whose 
last job before politics was as manag­
ing partner of the Rangers, and his dad, 
George H.W. Bush.

Nolan Ryan has the honor for Game 3 
and hopefully the radar gun will be on. 
He sure cranked up the o f  Ryan Express 
before Game 1 of the ALCS.

Ryan has been the club’s president 
since 2008 and a part-owner since the 
summer. His role in the club’s tum- 
arouhd can’t be understated, which also 
is part of the charm of it all. (Oh, if 
you hear a roar before the game starts, 
check the video board. They’ll probably 
be showing his pommeling of Robin 
Ventura, which remains a wildly popular 
clip.)

A few nights ago, Ryan was surprised 
to hear Jay Leno mention the Rangers. 
Then he realized how often he sees 
people wearing team merchandise, even 
in a New York airport or on the streets of 
San Francisco.

“Our fans didn’t even wear it to the 
ballpark when I came in 2008,” he said.

They sure didn’t wear it to a football 
game back then. Probably not even last 
season.

What a difference a World Series 
makes.

Rangers don’t stir excitement in old home
• WASHINGTON (AP) * When 
the Texas Rangers finally made the 
World Series, there was only one 
logical reaction from old-time ba.se- 
ball fans in the nation’s capital

“First Minnesota, and then Texas. 
My heavens!” Charlie Brotman said. 
“Everybody but the real thing is 
there."

Brotman was the public address 
announcer for the Washington 
Senators, who are now making their 
long overdue debut in baseball’s big­
gest show — albeit 39 years and one 
relocation too late for local support­
ers.

The Senators left Washington for 
Texas after the 1971 season, with the 
final game at RFK Stadium ending in 
a forfeit when angry fans stormed the 
field with two outs in the ninth. It was 
the second blow for D.C. baseball 
in little over a decade: The original 
Senators bolted after the 1960 season 
and became the Minnesota Twins, 
who won championships in 1987 ^nd 
1991.

Tom Grieve made his major league 
debut with Washington in 1970 and 
was part of that original team in 
Texas.

“I lived in Maryland and when I’d 
drive to the stadium. I’d go past the 
White House and the monuments. I 
loved being in D.C. I think most of 
us loved it there,” Grieve said before 
(3atne 2 of the Texas-San Francisco 
fnatchup.

“When we first heard we were 
going to Texas, I’d say the reaction 
was mostly negative. We didn’t want

to move to Texas. It was a football 
state and still is." he .said.

(irieve played six years for the 
Rangers, later became their general 
manager and now announces their 
games.

“Turned out, Texas became a great 
place to be,” he said.

.So now that the Senators-tumed- 
Rangers are playing for the title, are 
long-dormant feelings coming back 
to the surface in D C. to cheer the 
team on as it faces the Ciiants?

Uh, no.
It’s safe to say there’s no buzz, 

not even a ripple, of excitement in 
Washington about the Rangers.

“The street talk, it’s one of those 
things, if anything, it’s almost a 
downer for the Washington fans,” 
Brotman said. “There’s no real hon- 
est-to-goodness feeling for the Texas 
team. It just isn’t there.”

Brotman said Washington fans felt 
more of an allegiance to the Twins 
than they ever did to the Rangers. 
The original Senators had been 
around for most of the century and 
had won American League pennants. 
The sequel Senators were perpetual 
losers, led by owner Bob Short.

“When the second Senators team 
moved to Texas, we disowned them,” 
Brotman said. “Everybody was so 
mad at Bob Short. The team was so 
bad. And we felt it would be only a 
year or two before we had another 
team."

Didn’t happen. The city waited 
decades for baseball to return, with 
patience worn beyond thin by the

time the Montreal Expos relocated to 
Washington in 2005.

Now D.C. has its own team — and 
a new league — to support.

“Since we’re National League now, 
we’ll probably be rooting for the 
Giants,” Brotman said. “And we’re 
not crazy about them, either.”

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There’s that certain niche in Hollywood 
occupied by those movies that leave you 
searching for the right compliment when 
you’re walking out of the theater.

“What did you think?” your friend 
would ask. you’d nod and you’d 
smile, and you’d say, “It was ftm.” 

“Entertaining,” maybe. Or ,“I enjoyed 
h.” Or “I’m glad I saw that.”

What you always stop short of saying is 
that the movie was “good.”

We’re always so hesitant with that word 
when it comes to movies. In a medium 
where everybody defines “good” so dif­
ferently, it’s a label now often reserved 
for those epic “Godfathers” and “Avatars” 
and “Bravehearts” of the universe.

The other ones? They’re entertaining, 
and amusing, and fun.

That’s where “RED” comes in. Nowhere 
near the strata of the aforementioned films, 
“RED” nevertheless gives you exactly 
what you warn when you go in to see H; 
Solid performances, wicked explosions, 
some laugh-out-loud moments arid Bruce 
Willis doing some freaking cool stuff.

“RED,” based on a comic book minise­
ries by renowned scribe Warren Ellis, cen­
ters on Willis as Frank Moses, a lonely, 
retired Black Ops man reduced to making 
up excuses to phone Sarah (Mary Louise 
Parker), the call center girl who handles 
his pension checks. When a hit squad 
comes to knock down Frank’s front door, 
he calls in a few favors from some geriat­
ric, kindred ex-operatives (steady Morgan 
Freeman, drug-addled John Malkovich 
and always refined Helen Mirren) to help 
save his hide and clear his name.

That’s pretty much it, really. There’s 
isn’t the smartly dressed slickness of an 
“Ocean’s Eleven.” There’s no mind-bend­
ing plot twist like “The Usual Suspects.” 
There’s no nonstop popcorn-fueled roller 
coaster ride a la “Die Hard.”

But so what? There’s absolutely nothing 
wrong with what “RED” gives you, and a 
lot that’s right. The action is sound and 
the fireworks are satisfyingly ridiculous 
(Helen Mirren shoots off a machine gun 
in a white evening dress, for crying out 
loud). The script doesn’t take itself too

seriously, so much 
so that “RED” might 
be mme effective as 
a fast-paced comedy 
than the actioner the 
poster suggests.

Plus, you can tell the actors are all hav­
ing a blast, which Just makes the whole 
experience even more enjoyable.

Sure, it’s a cheap thrill, but who cares? 
It’s a good cheap thrill, and it’s a thrill 
you won’t want to miss — entertaining, 
amusing and fun in the best way possible.

Paramount Pictures 
released “Paranormal 
Activity,” a low- 
budget haunted 
house film, into 13 
theaters across the 
country.

Through word of 
mouth, the movie, 
made on the fly for 
less than $15,000, 
became one of the 
year’s highest gross­
ing horror films. 

The movie focused on a young couple, 
Katie and Micah, as they documented 
strange sounds and moving objects in 
their home. What started as something 
spooky, turned into a deadly game of 
cat and mouse between homeowners 
and demon.

Because of the movie’s success, it

announced they were releasing a sequel. » 
Rather than being the rush job that 
many assumed it would be, ftiough, « 
“Paranormal Activity 2” does something '  
few sequels are able to: It expands our ^  
knowledge of the first film in such a '  
way that our enjoyment of both films is ^ 
increased.

“PA2” follows a new family-— father 
Daniel, new mother Kristi, Knsti’s step­
daughter Ali, and toddler Hunter — u  
they are faced with a situation very simi­
lar to that of Katie and Micah. At first, 
the two stories seem unrelated, but we 
soon learn that Kristi is Katie’s sister. 
Both girls have memories of something 
that kept them scared during most of 
their childhoods, but neither or them 
wants to talk about.

Katie and Micah from the first film 
both appear in “PA2,” as it serves as 
both a prequel and sequel and covers 
periods of time both before and after the 
original movie.

Like the first movie, PA2 is told 
exclusively through video recorded by 
the family. The main difference in this 
film is that the house has security cam­
eras all over it, which allows the movie 
to cover more ground more quickly. 
Much like the original, PA2 does a good 
job of ratcheting up the tension as the 
film goes on. At first we hear a strange 
noise or see a door open, but soon there 
are cabinets flying open and people 
being dragged down the stairs by unseen 
forces.

However, the movie was not as fright­
ening or as disturbing as the original, 
partly because at this point we know 
what we’re dealing with.

While the movie may not pack quite 
the punch of the first film, it is definitely 
a much better sequel than most horror 
sequels, and easily the scariest movie 
I’ve seen since the first “Paranormal 
Activity.” k
