‘“‘and very often have enough
money with them to pay for the
particular item they took several
times over."’

The officer said the average
theft is $15, but the fine for
taking that $15 worth of
merchandise is $200.

2 cups sifted all purpose flour
1 teaspoon baking powder
4 teaspoon salt
Yacup shortening
1 cup granulated sugar
1 egg
Y cup milk
14 teaspoon lemon extract

Sift together the flour, baking
powder and salt; set aside. In a
mixing bowl blend the shorten-
ing and granulated sugar and
mix in the egg. Add dry
ingredients alternately with milk
and lemon extract and blend
thoroughly. Chill dough over-
night.

Preheat oven to 400° F. Roll
dough to '’ thickness on
floured pastry cloth.

partially or totally.

Various timed cycles are
available on the new surﬁe
power unit, said Bruno, as he
explained how the system op-
erates.

He said the unit is pro-
grammed, and breaks into
cycles, choosing the cycles, with
four programs available.

‘‘Last year's unit was smart,
but it took a lot of energy to
operate,”’ said Bruno. “‘The
new unit will cut energy
consumption to one-twentieth of
last year’s cost. The self-

erpetuating solar panel will
Eeep the unit going indefinitely.
A battery will last approximate-
ly two weeks in a unit without
the solar panel, while three
hours of sunshine will keep the
new unit fully charged.*’

The P&R Surge System op-
erator also explained that re-
conditioned units will be avail-
able.

In a time when energy costs
are high, and water igsybeing
depleted and not replaced, the
new solar powered units are
expect-d to be a boon to the
area farmers and ranchers,
according to the developers.

Sgt. Holmes told the business
people what to particularly
watch for in attempting to spot
potential shoplifters, and meth-
ods shoplifters use, including
professional shoplifters.

Emergency ~are attendants,
ECA, CPR, certified individuals
and firstaiders are among lower
levels of trained volunteers in
the area.
