THE FOLLOWING WERE THE TOP STORIES IN 
THE WALL STREET JOURNAL ON MONDAY:

1.  Gu Kailai, the wife of ousted Communist 
Party official Bo Xilai, was found guilty and 
given a suspended death sentence on Monday 
for the murder of British businessman Neil 
Heywood. The judgment paves the way for an 
announcement on how the party plans to deal 
with Bo.

2. Aetna has struck a deal to buy Coventry 
Health Care for $5.7 billion in cash and stock, 
a move that will make Aetna one of the largest 
providers of government-financed health care.

3. General Motors is close to reaching an 
agreement with labor representatives to short-
en the workdays at some of its German plants, 
a move to help stem financial losses in its 
European operations.

4. The Chicago Mercantile Exchange Group 
plans to establish a European derivatives 
exchange and will submit its license applica-
tion to the U.K.’s Financial Services Authority 
“within days.”

5.  Lee Raymond, the brusque former chair-
man and chief executive of Exxon Mobil, will 
have the last say on James Dimon’s role in the 
“London Whale” trading fiasco-an arrange-
ment that presents risks for both men.

6.  Belize, a Central American nation with 
an economy the size of Pine Bluff, Arkansas, 
is running out of money to pay its debts. But 
the tiny country is playing hardball with its 
lenders.

7. Novartis AG goes to India’s Supreme 
Court on Wednesday to seek patent protection 
for its blockbuster cancer drug Glivec in a case 
that could deliver far-reaching ramifications 
for multinational pharmaceutical companies 
operating in India.

8. Royal Dutch Shell is spending billions of 
dollars to drill the first oil wells in U.S. Arctic 
waters in 20 years, backed by an Obama 
administration eager to show it wasn’t opposed 
to offshore exploration.

9. Asian consumers have kept their coun-
tries’ economies humming while exports to 
Europe and the U.S., long key sources of 
growth, have been a drag. Now there are signs 
consumer spending also is ticking down, which 
is bad news for one of the global economy’s few 
bright spots.

10. U.S. regulators are delaying rules that 
would allow hedge funds and other firms to 
solicit investors more broadly, a win for advo-
cates who said hasty changes to solicitation 
rules could increase fraud.

11. A federal court jury this week is set to 
begin tackling a question that has consumed 
the mobile-device market: Did Samsung 
Electronics Co rip off features of Apple Inc’s 
iPhone and iPad? But there are actually many 
questions.

 • 1331 – King Stephen Uroš III, after 
months of anarchy, surrenders to his son and rival 
Stephen Dušan, who succeeds as King of Serbia.

 • 1680 – Pueblo Indians capture Santa Fe 
from Spanish during the Pueblo Revolt.

 • 1689 – The Battle of Dunkeld in Scotland.
 • 1770 – James Cook formally claims 

eastern Australia for Great Britain, naming it New 
South Wales.

 • 1772 – King Gustav III completes his 
coup d’état by adopting a new Constitution, ending 
half a century of parliamentary rule in Sweden and 
installing himself as an enlightened despot.

Charlie Daniels: On the subject of competing ...

As a fitting finale to the 
successful U.S. Olympic 
team, the president has 
announced his support for 
a bill to make the win-
ners’ medals, and the cash 
awards that go with them, 
free from federal income 
taxes. President Barack 
Obama was respond-
ing to a bill proposed by 
Republican Sen. Marco 
Rubio of Florida to make 
the winnings tax-free. And 
several state legislatures 
have also introduced bills 
to eliminate the state tax on 
the winnings. 

Clearly, both political 
parties can come together 
on the value of rewarding 
excellence instead of pun-
ishing it by taxing success. 

The big question is: Why 
can’t they agree on that 
same principle in real life, 
acknowledging that profits 
are the rewards of excel-
lence determined by free 
markets? 

Let’s set aside the value 
of those gold medals for a 
moment. It turns out they 
aren’t really made even 
mostly of gold, despite the 
photos of athletes biting 
into them — a traditional 
measure of testing pure 
gold, which is softer than 
alloyed metals. 

In fact, the gold in each 
gold medal is worth only 
about $655 — reflecting 
the fact that there is only 1 
percent gold in those large 
discs, with the remainder 
largely made up of sil-
ver. The silver medals are 
worth about $335, and the 
bronze less than $5 each, 
based on the metal weight 
of these prizes. 

But the U.S. medal win-
ners also get cash prizes: 
$25,000 for gold, $15,000 
for silver and $10,000 for 
bronze. The award money 
comes from the U.S. 
Olympic committee. Under 
current tax laws, that 
money is taxable income to 
the winners. 

(By the way, that cash 
prize bounty is not unusual. 
In fact, it is relatively small. 
An Italian gold medal win-
ner would receive more 
than $182,000 for a gold 
medal, and a Russian gold 
is worth roughly $135,000 
in U.S. dollars. My advice 
to those winners: quick-
ly convert from rubles or 
euros into real gold!) 

For most struggling 
American amateur athletes 
who have relied on spon-
sors to pay their way, the 
income tax on their awards 
won’t amount to much. 
They’re likely in the lowest 
tax bracket. Or they have 
training expenses to write 
off against their winnings. 

But some carping crit-
ics of the plan to elimi-
nate taxes on the medal-
ists have pointed out that 
Olympic superstars — 
including LeBron James, 
Kobe Bryant, each with 
more than $50 million in 
annual endorsements, and 
even Michael Phelps, with 

a reported 
$10 million in 
endorsements 
— do not 
“need” a tax 
break. 

W h i c h 
brings us right 
back to the tax 
debate we’re having here in 
America. Even the Olympic 
spirit cannot overshadow 
the divide between those 
who want to tax success 
and accomplishment by 
determining who is “wor-
thy” of keeping the rewards 
of their success and who 
should have the rewards of 
their personal efforts taxed 
and distributed to benefit 
others who are more needy. 

Put in those terms, the 
argument sort of makes 
you squirm. 

There is no denying that 
the success of these ath-
letes did not come from the 
“community” — although 
their supporters cheered 
them on. It came from their 
personal efforts to be best 
at what they do. Even the 
president has acknowl-
edged that. 

These gold, silver and 
bronze medalists are indeed 
in the top 1 percent — elite, 
special, successful through 
their own untiring efforts 
and innate, special athletic 
abilities. 

Does anyone have a 
“right” to a piece of their 
winnings? Do we really 
have the temerity to tax 
their efforts, to share in the 
results of their hard work? 
Is there an excuse to say 
that they don’t “need” the 
rewards of their hard work 
as much as others? 

It’s hard to make a case 
for taxing success when it 
is so clearly the result of 
personal effort. But lately 
it appears less easy to see 
how that same principle 
applies to entrepreneurs — 
whether they are founders 
of companies like Apple 
or Microsoft or just small-
business owners with big 
dreams. 

This is not an argument 
against all taxes. We need 
taxes to fund government 
activities that benefit soci-
ety. But it is an argument 
against levying special 
taxes against those who are 
most successful. Sure, the 
Olympians would likely 
strive for victory in future 
games even without finan-
cial rewards. Great Britain 
doesn’t pay any bonus to 
medal winners, and their 
teams were very success-
ful. 

Many of the Olympic 
medal winners — whether 
they are American gym-
nasts and swimmers or 
Jamaican runners — will 
now reap huge financial 
rewards from endorsements 
and speaking engagements. 
We don’t begrudge them 
their financial bounty. In 
fact, it serves as an addi-
tional inspiration to future 
competitors. 

That same principle 
applies to entrepreneurs 
and business builders. They 
earned the rewards. And 

because they are the win-
ners, they not only inspire 
us, but they create jobs for 
us. They should be encour-

aged, not hit with special 
tax penalties. And that’s 
The Savage Truth.

Japan’s Olympic medal-
lists brought downtown 
Tokyo to a standstill 
on Monday in an open-
top bus victory parade 
witnessed by around 
500,000 flag and fan-
waving supporters.

The convoy of five 
buses caused gridlock 
as fans and shoppers in 
Tokyo’s upmarket Ginza 
district help celebrate 
Japan’s record haul of 
38 medals (seven gold, 
14 silver and 17 bronze) 

at the London Olympics.
People working in 

offices above street 
level leant precariously 
out of windows to cheer 
as the athletes navigated 
through a vast sea of 
supporters in Japan’s 
first Olympic celebra-
tory parade of its kind.

Attended by 71 of the 
country’s 76 medal-
lists in total, the ath-
letes, sporting their red 
Olympic jackets, waved 
as fans crammed the 
pavement in swelter-

ing summer heat and 
screamed their names 
and messages of con-
gratulations.

One athlete carried 
placards in support of 
the northeast region of 
Japan devastated by last 
year’s deadly tsunami.

“Japan’s sportsmen 
and women have done 
so much to lift spir-
its since last year’s 
disaster,” 33-year-old 
sales assistant Yurie 
Miyajima told Reuters. 
“They were fantastic in 

London.”
Some of the biggest 

cheers were reserved 
for the Japanese wom-
en’s soccer team, who 
took the silver medal in 
London after their stun-
ning World Cup success 
in Germany last year.

Japan’s ‘Nadeshiko’ 
team - named after a 
frilly pink carnation - 
had come to embody the 
spirit of a nation bat-
tling to recover from the 
tsunami and subsequent 
nuclear crisis.

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Phyllis Diller, sassy deliverer of rapid-fire comedy, dies at 95

Phyllis Diller, whose 
sassy, screeching, rapid-
fire stand-up comedy 
helped open the door for 
two generations of funny 
women, died on Monday 
at her home in Brentwood, 
Calif. She was 95.

Diller, who became 
famous for telling jokes 
that mocked her odd 
looks, her aversion to 
housekeeping and a hus-
band she called Fang, was 
far from the first woman 
to do stand-up comedy. 
But she was one of the 
most influential. There 
were precious few women 
before her, if any, who 
could dispense one-liners 
with such machine-gun 
precision or overpower an 
audience with such an out-
rageous personality.

One chestnut: “I once 
wore a peekaboo blouse. 
People would peek and 
then they’d boo.”

Another: “I never made 
‘Who’s Who,’ but I’m fea-
tured in ‘What’s That?’ ”

Diller, a 37-year-old 
homemaker when she took 
up comedy, mined her 
domestic life for material, 
assuring audiences that 
she fed Fang and her kids 
garbage soup and buried 
her ironing in the back-
yard. She exudedan image 
that was part Wicked 
Witch of the West (a role 
she actually played in a St. 
Louis stage production of 
“The Wizard of Oz”) and 
part clown.

In her many television 
appearances she would 
typically sashay onstage 
wearing stiff, outsize, 
hideous metallic dresses 
(she did this, she said, so 
she could lie to her audi-
ences about the state of 
her body, which was really 
trim and shapely), high-
heeled shoes or boots stud-
ded with rhinestones, and 
a bejeweled collar better 
suited to a junkyard dog 
or a fur scarf she claimed 
was made from an ani-
mal she had trapped under 
the sink. Slinking along 
on skinny legs, her feet 
invariably pointed out-
ward, penguin-style, she 
originally carried a long 
bejeweled cigarette holder 

that held a make-believe 
cigarette from which she 
continually flicked imagi-
nary ashes. (Diller, who 
did not smoke, later dis-
carded the cigarette hold-
er.)

Her hair was the blond 
flyaway variety, some-
times looking as if it was 
exploding from her scalp; 
her eyes were large and 
ferocious, her nose thin 
and overlong (she ulti-
mately tamed it through 
plastic surgery). And then 
there was that unforget-
table, ear-shattering voice, 
which would frequently 
explode into a sinister 
cackle that seemed per-
fectly matched to her 
image as the ultimate 
domestic demon.

Among Diller’s few 
female predecessors was 
Jean Carroll, sometimes 
called “the female Milton 
Berle,” who made numer-
ous appearances in night-
clubs and on Ed Sullivan’s 
variety show, where she 
mined her marriage and 
family for laughs. There 
were others: Minnie Pearl 
got laughs as an outra-
geous Southern spinster, 
Moms Mabley as a raun-
chily outspoken black phi-
losopher.

But Diller’s hard-hitting 
approach to one-liners — 
inspired by Bob Hope, 
who became an early 
champion — was some-
thing new for a woman. 
Her success proved that 
female comedians could 
be as aggressive or uncon-
ventional as their male 
counterparts, and leave 
an audience just as dev-
astated. She cleared the 
way for the likes of Joan 
Rivers, Roseanne Barr, 
Whoopi Goldberg, Ellen 
DeGeneres and numerous 
others.

Although Diller used 
writers to help create her 
act, she estimated that 
she wrote 75 percent of 
the jokes herself. Her 
approach to humor was 
methodical. “My material 
was geared toward every-
one of all ages and from 
different backgrounds, 
and I wanted to hit them 
right in the middle,” she 
explained in her autobiog-
raphy, “Like a Lampshade 
in a Whorehouse: My Life 
in Comedy” (Tarcher, 
2005), written with 
Richard Buskin. “I didn’t 
want giggles — I could 
get those with my looks 
— I wanted boffs, and I 
wanted people to get the 
joke at the same moment 
and laugh together. That 
way I could leave every-
thing to my timing.”

She liked jokes that 

piled on the laughs in 
rapid succession. A favor-
ite of hers was this one: “I 
realized on our first wed-
ding anniversary that our 
marriage was in trouble. 
Fang gave me luggage. It 
was packed. My mother 
damn near suffocated!”

Phyllis Diller was born 
Phyllis Ada Driver on 
July 17, 1917, in Lima, 
Ohio, the daughter of 
Perry Driver, an insurance 
executive, and the former 
Frances Ada Romshe. As 
a child she developed a 
strong interest in classi-
cal music, became accom-
plished on the piano and 
other instruments and sang 
well; by the time she got to 
high school, she also had 
an interest in writing and 
dramatics. In 1935, her 
last year at Central High 
School, she was voted the 
school’s most talented stu-
dent.

After briefly attend-
ing the Sherwood 
Conservatory of Music 
in Chicago, she entered 
Bluffton College in 
Bluffton, Ohio, near Lima, 
with thoughts of becom-
ing a music teacher. She 
met Sherwood Anderson 
Diller in her senior year 
in college, and they were 
married in 1939.

She never taught music. 
The Dillers moved to 
California, where he was 
an inspector at a Navy air 
station and later held vari-
ous other jobs — none, 
by Diller’s account, for 
very long. They struggled 
financially, even with 
Diller working too. She 
wrote a shopping column 
for a newspaper in San 
Leandro and advertising 
copy for a department store 
in Oakland, then moved 
on to a job as a copywriter, 
continuity writer and pub-
licist for a radio station in 
Oakland before joining a 
San Francisco station as 
director of promotion and 
merchandising.

She started to move 
toward a career in show 
business without realizing 
it. She was poor and unhap-
py, and she would meet 
other poor and unhappy 
women at the Laundromat 
and have them in gales of 
laughter with her account 
of her home life. She 
also tried to inject humor 
into the advertising and 
publicity copy she wrote. 
Word spread about Phyllis 
Diller, and soon she was 
being asked to give pre-
sentations at parties and 
P.T.A. meetings.

Her husband thought she 
should be paid to make 
people laugh. She lacked 
the confidence to do it until 

she read a self-help book, 
“The Magic of Believing” 
By Claude M. Bristol. 
Inspired by its message of 
empowerment, she began 
to write her own comedy 
routines, hired a drama 
coach to give her more 
stage presence, and took 
whatever paid or unpaid 
performing jobs she could 
get: at hospitals, women’s 
clubs, church halls.

She made her bona 
fide professional debut at 
the Purple Onion, a San 
Francisco nightclub, in 
1955. At first her act con-
tained as much singing as 
joke-telling, with Diller’s 
persona more mock 
sophisticate than house-
wife from hell — her sig-
nature numbers included 
“Ridiculous,” a parody of 
the Eartha Kitt number 
“Monotonous” — but she 
gradually developed the 
character and the look that 
would make her famous.

She was soon being 
booked at nightclubs all 
over the country, and she 
became nationally known 
after several dozen appear-
ances on Jack Paar’s 
“Tonight Show,” begin-
ning in 1958.

She was believable as 
well as hilarious when 
she talked about her hus-
band, Fang; her mother-
in-law, Moby Dick; and 
her sister-in-law, Captain 
Bligh. She was so believ-
able that shortly after she 
divorced Sherwood Diller 
in 1965, his mother and 
sister sued her for defa-
mation of character in an 
effort to keep her from 
talking about them in her 
act. She insisted that she 
was talking about a fic-
tional family, not them, 
and eventually settled out 
of court.

Diller was never real-
ly the grotesque-looking 
woman she made herself 
out to be; her body, in fact, 
was attractive enough that 
when she posed nude for 
a Playboy photo spread 
the pictures ended up not 
being published — the 
magazine was going for 
laughs, and decided that 
they looked too good to 
be funny.

And despite her self-

deprecating humor, she 
was concerned about her 
appearance, especially as 
she began to detect signs 
of aging in her television 
appearances in the early 
1970s. She became one 
of the first celebrities not 
just to have plastic surgery 
but also to acknowledge 
and even publicize that 
fact. By the 1990s she had 
had more than a dozen 
operations. There were, 
among other things, two 
nose jobs, three face-lifts, 
a chemical peel, a breast 
reduction, cheek implants, 
an eyeliner tattoo and 
bonded teeth.

She never tried to 
conceal this fact and 
even kept a plastic sur-
gery résumé, which she 
would give to anyone who 
asked. And she continued 
to make jokes about her 
appearance. “The ugly 
jokes would remain a part 
of my act because my 
image was already so well 
established,” she wrote 
in her autobiography. 
“Audiences had bought 
into it because, facially at 
least, it had been the truth, 
and for them it would con-
tinue to be the truth.”

Although Diller was a 
frequent guest on other 
people’s variety shows, 
her own network televi-
sion ventures — “The 
Pruitts of Southampton” 
(1966-67), a sitcom, and 
“The Beautiful Phyllis 
Diller Show” (1968), a 
variety hour — were both 
short-lived. Late in life she 
had a recurring role on 
the soap opera “The Bold 
and the Beautiful” and did 
voice-over work on vari-
ous cartoon shows, includ-
ing “Family Guy.”

Her movie career was 
not particularly distin-
guished. While she made a 
number of films, including 
three with Bob Hope — 
“Boy, Did I Get a Wrong 
Number!” (1966), “Eight 
on the Lam” (1967) and 
“The Private Navy of Sgt. 
O’Farrell” (1968) — none 
were as funny as she was.

But her career was not 
limited to movies, tele-
vision or stand-up com-
edy. Between 1971 and 
1981 she appeared as a 

piano soloist with some 
100 symphony orchestras 
across the country under 
the transparently phony 
name Dame Illya Dillya. 
Although her perfor-
mances were spiced with 
humor, she took the music 
seriously. A review of one 
of her concerts in The San 
Francisco Examiner called 
her “a fine concert pianist 
with a firm touch.”

She also appeared on 
Broadway, stepping into 
the lead role in “Hello, 
Dolly!” for three months in 
late 1969 and early 1970. 
She painted, too. And she 
wrote a number of books, 
including “Phyllis Diller’s 
Housekeeping Hints,” 
“The Joys of Aging and 
How to Avoid Them” and, 
most recently, her autobi-
ography.

Her marriage to 
Sherwood Diller lasted 26 
years; in 1965, the same 
year the Dillers divorced, 
she married Warde 
Donovan, an actor. That 
marriage, too, ended in 
divorce. She never remar-
ried, but she was the com-
panion of Robert Hastings, 
a lawyer, from the mid-
1980s until his death in 
1996.

Diller is survived by 
a son, Perry; a daugh-
ter, Suzanne Mills; four 
grandchildren; and a great-
granddaughter.

When she appeared in 
Las Vegas in May 2002, 
three years after suffer-
ing a heart attack, Diller 
announced that this would 
be her last stand-up per-
formance. She stuck to 
that decision. Her final 
performance was captured 
in the 2004 documentary 
“Goodnight, We Love 
You,” directed by Gregg 
Barson.

Asked by Bob Thomas 
of The Associated Press 
in 2005 whether she 
missed performing, Diller 
answered: “I don’t miss the 
travel. I miss the laughter. 
I do miss the actual hour. 
I don’t want to sound like 
I’m on dope, but that hour 
is a high; it’s as good as 
you can feel. A wonderful, 
wonderful happiness, and 
great power.”

Seniors Terra Truitt and 
J’Cee Holmes are expected 
to lead the Lady Harvester 
cross country team this 
season when they open the 
new campaign Sept. 1 at 
the Borger Invitational.

Holmes and coach Mark 
Elms think the girls have 
a chance to win the dis-
trict title and possibly fin-
ish among the top three 
in Region I and quali-
fy for the state meet in 
November.

“I’m excited,” said 
Holmes who won the 
overall female title at the 
Sunray 5K (3.1 Miles) 
road race Friday night in 
20 minutes 35 seconds.  
“We have a full team this 
year.  I think we’ll have a 

good team.”
Numbers have been 

a problem for the Lady 
Harvesters, but Egan 
expects to have at least 
five strong scoring runners 
this year to allow Pampa 
to enter the team competi-
tions.

“Right now we have six 
girls that look good,” Elms 
said.  “I don’t want to jinx 
us, but we look good.”

Truitt qualified for the 
state meet as an individual 
last year by finishing in 
the Top 10 at the region 
meet and should lead the 
team along with Holmes 
who has been one of the 
better runners in the dis-
trict the past three years.

“Terra and J’Cee give 
us a strong one and two 
punch,” Elms said.  “The 
other four are running 

close and improving every 
day, so I think we’re look-
ing good.”

While the class 4A and 
5A girls will move up to 
the 3.1 mile distance run 
by every other state except 
one, the class 1A and 3A 
superintendents voted to 
keep the two mile distance.

“We’ll keep our two 
mile distance and see how 
it goes,” Elms said when 
asked if his team would 
enter any meets against 
state Class 4A powers 
Canyon High and Canyon 
Randall.
