Rela-
tives promised to visit but
didn’t. A foster dad kept
him two days and returned
him.

John carried my crum-
pled CASA business card
in his back pocket. When
I visited him, he would
retrieve it and proudly
tell me, “I still have your
card.” I was the only con-
tinuity in his life as I con-
sistently and adamantly
advocated for him.

While CASA struggled
to find permanency for
John, he deteriorated,
growing angry, combative
and aggressive. He broke
his own arm hitting a wall.
He was put on five medi-
cations. He saw bugs in his
food and heard voices. He
refused to eat.

After exhausting possi-
bility after possibility for
permanency, John finally
got the home he deserved.
Rafaela, his great aunt,
wanted to be his mother.

Single, working full time,
she already had three chil-
dren. But John needed her
and that was enough. John
was taken off all medica-
tions save one, and his
once slim frame bloomed
with a healthy 30 pound
gain. Rafaela says that
to this day she has never
been called to the school
concerning any aggressive
behavior.

It has been almost four
years since the close of
this case and just last week
CASA saw John and he
told me a secret.

He has a special box
where he keeps his most
treasured things. In it is a
crumpled CASA business
card. The same one that
CASA gave him six years
ago.

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La. sinkhole, bubbling gas linked to Texas company

NEW ORLEANS (AP)
— A collapsed wall of an
abandoned underground
salt cavern where a Texas
company had operated is
being blamed with caus-
ing a sinkhole and con-
taminating an aquifer in
a sparsely populated area
of swampland west of
New Orleans.

The Louisiana Office
of Conservation said new
data shows that a series of
problems natural gas
bubbling up in local bay-
ous and a growing sink-
hole that’s swallowed
about 4 acres of swamp
forest — are linked to the
collapse of a side wall of
an underground salt cav-
ern that Houston-based
Texas Brine Co. LLC
operated. The company
extracted brine and piped
it to nearby petrochemi-
cal facilities.

Sonny Cranch, a Texas
Brine spokesman, said
the company has not fin-
ished its own analysis of
what happened but that it
would comply with the
Office of Conservation’s
order.

The company has
acknowledged a relation-
ship between the sink-
hole, the breached cavern
and gas and oil found in
both. But the company
has suggested geologic
tremors in the area may
have caused the cavern
breach.

Texas Brine stopped
using the cavern in June
2011 after pressure read-
ings indicated possible
problems with the cav-
ern, which the company
had planned to expand,
Courreges said.

Texas Brine has not
been fined. The compa-
ny, however, may face
fines for groundwater
and surface water con-
tamination.

Wilma Subra, a chem-
ist working with the
Louisiana Environmental
Action Network on
monitoring the Bayou
Corne sinkhole, said it
appeared that the cavern
was mined too close to
the edge of the salt dome.

She said more should
have been done to fig-
ure out if the cavern was
prone to collapsing when
problems were discov-
ered in 2010.

Wells are being
installed to vent natural
gas in the aquifer. Texas
Brine has proposed
injecting more brine into
the cavern to force out
whatever oil and gas is
in there, but the state has
not approved that plan
yet. Courreges said the
state needs more data to

figure out what future
steps need to be taken to
get the sinkhole and gas
and oil releases unde:
control.

Residents are worried
and some are asking to
be relocated.

“My wife no longe:
feels safe here. She wants
to get bought out,” said
Nick Romero, a 64-yeai
old retired postal work
er.

for the governor

All of which raises the
question: Why are they
investigating a Twitter
prank poking fun at a
small-town city council?

Since at least August,
members of the state’s
150-man elite police
force are getting to the
bottom of who’s behind
parody Twitter accounts
lampooning council
members in what’s argu-
ably the law-and-order
headquarters of Texas:
Huntsville, home to the
nation’s busiest execu-
tion chamber.

I'he mock tweeters
include one council-
man’s moustache
publishing zingers that
include, “(Coucilman)
Keith (Olson) likes to
abuse his powers like |
like to abuse his face.”
Another from the handle
Laughable Loll cracked,
“I shined my head extra
special for tonight so the
camera would reflect off
of it.”

Not laughing is the
local prosecutor. He
says the tweets may run
afoul of harassment laws
and asked the Rangers
to investigate. That’s
an absurd explanation
to one of the tweeters,
who called it a waste of
taxpayer dollars, and to
constitutional experts
who say the tweets are a
cut-and-dry case of First
Amendment rights.

“When I think of the
I'exas Rangers, I think
of people who are com-
mitting felonies,” said
Katie Newman, who
says she admitted to
creating one of the fake
accounts while being
interviewed by a Ranger.
“It would strike me as
odd that a Texas Ranger
would be involved in
a parody account of
council members in little
Huntsville, Texas.”

A spokesman for the
Texas Rangers, in a brief
statement responding
to questions about why
it would look into such
tweets, said only that
the Rangers work with
district attorneys who
request assistance.

“The amount of time
spent on this inquiry is a
matter of hours so far,”
spokesman Tom Vinger
wrote in an email.

[t doesn’t even warrant
that much time, accord-
ing to some law experts.

David Anderson, a
law professor and First
Amendment expert
at the University of
Texas at Austin, said
neither prosecutors nor
the Rangers have “any
business™ investigating
tweets if the content is
simply parody or satire.
He said that even a tweet
implying that a coun-
cil member committed
domestic abuse — as
one council member
claims — would be a
libel matter taken up in
a civil lawsuit, not in
criminal court.

“It’s ridiculous,”
Anderson said.

Few badges pack more
lore than those of the
l'exas Rangers. They’ve
followed the trail of
Bonnie and Clyde,
fought the Comanches
when Texas still had its
sovereignty and snuffed
out smugglers during
prohibition. Their Wild
West legend has inspired
characters from the
masked “Lone Ranger”
to Chuck Norris play-
ing the karate-kicking
“Walker, Texas Ranger.”

Today, the Rangers
have a lower profile as
the state’s lead criminal
investigators. When
polygamist leader
Warren Jeffs built a
massive compound for
his followers in West
Texas, the Rangers were
the ones knocking on the
doors in the middle of
the night in a raid that
produced widespread
allegations of sexual
abuse. A highly secre-
tive “Ranger Recon”
team patrols the border
with the stated purpose

Funding of crisis center ensures [
victimized women have safe haven

When 1 first met Donna, she was
so badly injured that first respond-
ers thought she had been rin over
by some sort of vehicle.

No, she had been systematically
beaten and strangled by her hus-
band over a long weekend. Friends
found her barely conscious in her
home after she failed to show up
for work. I met her in the hospital
emergency room.

To my surprise considering the
extent of her injuries, she was
released and I transported her
to our shelter. After spending a
time recovering from her injuries
at Tralee Crisis Center’s shelter,
Tralee advocates and local law
enforcement helped her escape
from Pampa and find shelter in
another center.

Unfortunately, a short time later
we learned that she had returned to
her abuser. I never expected to see
her alive again.

Fast forward about three years:
An attractive young woman came
to the Tralee office and asked to
see me. She had to tell me who she
was. She told me it had taken her
11 attempts before she was able to
leave “the monster” as she called
her husband. She divorced him
and began a new life. She thanked
Tralee for how we had helped her.
Even though we didn’t see it at the
time, she had found the seeds of
courage she needed to leave her ter-
rible situation.

She told me she wanted to “pay
it forward” by serving on our
board of directors as a representa-
tive for victims. In the meantime,
she underwent numerous surgeries
to her kidneys, ears and shoulder

to repair the damage inflicted on
her by her abuser. My experience
with Donna inspired me to never
give up on a victim. But now let
me tell you “the rest of the story.”
Recently, just before our monthly
board meeting ended, Donna, who
had been a faithful member for
some time, stood up and said, “I
have something I want to tell you

all. Something I'm very proud of.”

For the first time, Donna shared
with the other board members that
she had been a victim of domestic
violence. She explained that she
had not had the courage to follow
through with charges against “the

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Monster.” She lived in fear for her
life and the lives of her family if
she did. Even as he continued to
terrorize Donna, he found another
woman to abuse. This time, though,
he was arrested and found guilty of
his crimes. In the punishment phase
of the trial, Donna was finally able
to gather her courage. She took

the stand and told the courtroom
what he had done to her. “We had
hoped that he would get 25 years,”
she told the board, her voice filled
with triumph. “He got 85 years! He
will not be back out on the street
until he is in his 80s. He won’t be

Va. escapes worst of recession, but new fears ahead

LEESBURG, Va. (AP)
Amid scenic horse

farms, vineyards, Civil
War landmarks and quaint
shops tucked in historic
red-brick buildings, signs
of prosperity are plainly
visible. The anxiety about
the economy, less so —
but it’s here.

Talk to the husband
and wife who opened a
used bookstore last year,
and they reveal they first
signed one six-month
lease, then another, not
wanting to lock into any-
thing longer until they
were sure they had a
viable business.

Or the construction
consultant who realized
government budgets
were shrinking and a
full-fledged economic
recovery was years away,
80 it was time to change
careers.

Or the restaurant owner
who wonders when the
uncertainty will fade and
people will start spending.

While Virginia escaped
the worst of the recession
— unemployment peaked
at 7.3 percent — uneasi-
ness about the future is
in the air. For good rea-
son: The state’s fortunes
are tied to the outcome
of the deficit debate on
Capitol Hill and its out-
come could dramatically
alter its economy. Unless
Congress finds a way to
avoid the tax increases
and spending cuts that
could send the nation bar-
reling over the so-called
fiscal cliff early next year,
the state could face seri-
ous pain.

The cuts could impact
federal workers, defense
firms, the state’s many
military installations and
beyond. Virginia is home
to the Pentagon, the CIA,
Naval Station Norfolk,

Fort A.P. Hill, Langley
Air Force Base, Marine
Corps Base Quantico and
more. By one account,
more than 200,000 jobs
could be vulnerable -
more than those lost in the
recession

“This would be a punch
in the face for the whole
state,” says James Koch,
an economist at Old
Dominion University.
“People here have looked
at other states such as
Florida, Ohio and Nevada
and said, ‘Oh, they have
it worse.” Now the worm
could turn a bit.”

Against this tense back-
drop, President Barack
Obama and Mitt Romney
are dueling over the
size of government and
defense cuts, pouring tens
of millions of dollars into
this crucial baftleground,
a state where military
spending adds enor-
mous sums to the local
economy. The winner will

claim Virginia’s 13 criti-
cal electoral votes — and
most likely, better odds
for capturing the White
House.

Four years ago, Obama
broke a 44-year GOP grip
on Virginia with a deci-
sive 6.3 point win over
John McCain.

The president cobbled
together a coalition of
minorities, young people
and college-educated
white voters (women
more than men) in the
affluent suburbs across
the Potomac River from
the nation’s capital, a
Democratic-leaning,
fast-growing area. Here
in Loudoun County, for
instance, the population
skyrocketed 84 percent
in the decade ending in
2010.

Obama scored victo-
ries, t0o, in the Hampton
Roads region, home to the

able to hurt someone again.”
Donna’s brave testimony aided
prosecutors in getting this man
sentenced to prison for 85 years
more than most murderers.

He will not be eligible for parole
for 42 ' years, under Texas law.
Victims from throughout an eight-
county area, which include Pampa
and Gray County, call Tralee’s
24-hour hotline, located in the
shelter, for help with crisis situa-
tions. Manned by experienced staff
members and trained volunteers
working at the shelter, this hotline
was where we first received the
call about Donna.

We provided medical accompani-
ment in the emergency room, trans-
portation for her from the hospital,
crisis intervention, support services
and peer counseling at the shelter.

Like all clients, Donna received
full access to Tralee’s advocacy
services such as assistance with

protective orders and preparing
crime victim compensation claims.
Tralee’s shelter offers a safe haven
for victims of violence while they
decide what steps to take toward

a better life. Shelter residents can
stay as long as 30 days with two-
week extensions if needed. Most
shelter residents escaping from
abusive situations must find new
places to live, a job, and child care
for their children.

The shelter also provides safety
for victims of sexual assault or
other violent crimes until the
perpetrators are arrested by law
enforcement.

In fiscal year 2012 which ended
Aug. 31, Tralee Crisis Center shel-
tered 90 victim/survivors, including
28 children.

This is a 10 percent increase
in shelter residents from 2011.
During this past fiscal year, Tralee
assisted a total of 405 new vic-
tims which included 68 children.
The agency provided continuing
services to more than 350 clients.
Approximately 70 percent of vic-
tim/survivors coming to Tralee
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Crisis Center live in Pampa or
Gray County.

To help Tralee’s shelter continue
to be the “place to go” for victims
of domestic violence, sexual assault
and other violent crimes, Tralee
Crisis Center has partnered with
the Pampa Area United Way.

For most of the agency’s 29-year
history, the Pampa Area United
Way funding has helped ensure
that Tralee Crisis Center’s shelter
and comprehensive nonresident
services will continue to be there
to protect victims of domestic
violence, sexual assault and other
violent crimes just as it has since
1983.

With the support of the United
Way, Tralee can continue to help
victims to become survivors like
Donna who was able to heal, return
as a functioning member of society
and hold her abuser accountable
the true goals of this organization.

“Romney should be
telling the story as a
Republican success —
that policies on the state
level are responsible for
the budget surplus and
overall the better eco-
nomic situation,” he says.
“That’s the political mes-
sage. Whether it has any
economic merits is an
entirely different matter.
Most economists think
it’s a stretch to attribute
better circumstances
entirely or even mostly
to state government poli-
cies.”

Despite its sound
finances, Virginia is a
land of extremes, home
to the very poor and very

rich.

Five of the nation’s top
10 wealthiest counties
are in the northern part
of the state, according
to the 2011 American
Community Survey.
Among the key reasons:
a heavy concentration
of college graduates and
two-income families,
many with good-paying
government or contractor
jobs.

That diversity spawns
two Virginia economies.
One is urban-based,
dependent on technol-
ogy and government
(including defense) and
doing well; the other is
more rural with timber,
coal and agriculture and
higher, even double-digit
joblessness, according
to Stephen Fuller, direc-
tor of the Center for
Regional Analysis at
George Mason.

“It’s a harder sell for
Romney in more urban-
ized areas to suggest

The mock accounts
in Huntsville sprang up
last year and most have
only a few.dozen fol-
lowers.

HARTFORD, Conn.
(AP) — As a truck driver
for the U.S. military in
wartime Iraq, Ed Young
racked up 7,000 miles,
facing a constant threat of
pattack that left him strug-
gling with depression and
suicidal thoughts.

Four years later, he is
driving long hauls again,
but now in the U.S. as one
of a growing number of
veterans turning entrepre-
neur. The Navy veteran
who had seen his post-war
life spiraling out of control
says his Connecticut-based
car transportation business
has helped to put him on
the road to recovery.

ment at the SBA. “We can
help prepare them for the
opportunities out there.”
Unlike GIs who played a
famed role in growing the
U.S. economy after World
War I, however, this gen-
eration is returning to the
worst economic slump
since the depression.
