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North Korea years away from reliable missiles

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — After 14
years of painstaking labor, North Korea
finally has a rocket that can put a satellite
in orbit. But that doesn’t mean the reclu-
sive country is close to having an inter-
continental ballistic missile.

Experts say Pyongyang is years from
even having a shot at developing reliable
missiles that could bombard the Ameri-

can mainland and other distant targets,
though it did gain attention and the out-
rage of world leaders Wednesday with its
first successful launch of a three-stage,
long-range rocket.

A missile program is built on decades
of systematic, intricate testing, some-
thing extremely difficult for economi-
cally struggling Pyongyang, which faces
guaranteed sanctions and world disap-
proval each time it stages an expensive
launch. North Korea will need larger and

more dependable missiles, and more ad-
vanced nuclear weapons, to threaten U.S.
shores, though it already poses a threat to
its neighbors.

“One success indicates progress, but
not victory, and there is a huge gap be-
tween being able to make a system work
once and having a system that is reli-
able enough to be militarily useful,” said
Brian Weeden, a former U.S. Air Force
Space Command officer and a technical
adviser to the Secure World Foundation,

a think tank on space policy.

North Korea’s satellite launch came
only after repeated failures and hundreds
of millions of dollars. It is an achieve-
ment for young authoritarian leader Kim
Jong Un, whose late father and predeces-
sor, Kim Jong Il, made development of
missiles and nuclear weapons a priority
despite international opposition and his
nation’s poverty.

Kim said the achievement “further con-

New airport terminal halfway through construction

It will never get as much traffic as
O’Hare in Chicago or Hartsfield-Jack-
son in Atlanta, but if more business
and industry is to locate in Pampa and
Gray County, then having a modern
and attractive airport needs to part of
the quotient.

That’s the consensus of Judge Rich-
ard Peet of the Commissioners Court
and Paul Loyd, a pilot who serves as
president of the Gray County Airport
Advisory Board.

About four miles north of Pampa
among the farms and cattle ranches
along Price Road sits the Perry-Lefors
Airport. The land, terminal and large
hanger are owned by the county, while
the numerous smaller hangers are pri-
vately owned.

Halfway through its construction
is a new 3,275-square-foot terminal,
which will be a replacement for the old
metal structure that has been moved to
the fair grounds to be used as a storage

building. A trailer has been set up as a
temporary terminal.

Construction of the terminal began
about two months ago and is expected
to be completed in early March, Peet
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said. The total cost is $700,000, with
$300,000 coming from the state and
another $300,000 from the Pampa
Economic Development Corp. The

The Pampa City Commission at its regular
business meeting Tuesday voted unanimously,
upon first reading to deny Southwestern Pub-
lic Service Company’s (SPS) application of its
statement of intent to increase
rates.

City Manager Richard Mor-
ris said the commission’s re-
jection allows the city up to 90
days to study the utility com-
pany’s proposal.

“Hopefully, here we will
have a chance to have a negoti-
ation for a rate change, instead

Richard of what was proposed,” Morris
Morris said.
Morris reported that the

city’s legal representation had recommended
the city reject Southwestern’s application.

Morris said that even as the city prepares
to enter negotiations with SPS, residents can
expect continued rate increases in their utility
bills.

“We’ve already seen an Atmos rate increase,”
he said. “We’re going to see an increase from
Southwestérn at some time.”

Morris explained how the application pro-

Celanese coal stack
to come down Saturday

T'he public is welcome to witness a change of
the Panhandle landscape Saturday morning as
the 300-foot coal stack, boilers and associated
structure will be removed in spectacular fash-
ion with explosives six miles west of Pampa on
Highway 60. A specific time has not been set
yet, but The Pampa News will post it on Face-
book when it is known.

The Celanese Chemical Plant went into pro-
duction in 1952. After closing the plant in 2008
the Pampa Economic Development Corp. was
able to purchase the site in 2011, which in-
cluded the coal boilers, utilities, railroad spurs,
buildings, land and water rights, to be used-as
an industrial park. It is now called the Pampa
Energy Center.

The site has provided key economic contribu-
tion to the Pampa community and surrounding

How to develop a credible business plan

plan.

ago, it’s important to re-
visit and refresh your plan.
In recent years, the econ-
omy, technology and con-
sumer habits have changed
rapidly and dramatically,

affecting every aspect of

your business. That makes
it absolutely vital to re-
evaluate your short- and
long-term strategies.

One of the most critical
elements of any business
plan is your marketing
strategy. Too often, people
don’t think through that
all-important component
with the same rigor they
tackle aspects like pro-
jected cash flow and long-
term goals.

Or, they do put thought
and effort into planning for
market research, promo-
tion and positioning - and
then never follow through
on their great ideas.

One problem is that most
entrepreneurs (or profes-

sionals or authors) don’t
have marketing experi-
ence. They may be skilled
tradesmen, savvy financial
advisers or talented writers
- the expertise they plan to
build their business around
- but they’re not market-
ers. Some don’t realize
that executing a solid mar-
keting strategy is essential
to any venture’s success;

The marketing compo-
nent of your business plan
should include a budget
for time (if you’re going
to tackle the job yourself)
and/or money.

For instance, a collapsible
coffeepot may be just the
thing for a college stu
dent’s tiny dorm room.
That’s your initial target
audience. But his parents
and grandparents, who are
helping outfit that dorm
room, might also be audi-
ences. If they’ve down-
sized their living quarters,
they might just want one
for themselves, too. In
fact, it could be great for
campers, boaters - anyone
living in a small space.

* Which are the appro-
priate media outlets for
a PR campaign? Social
media is great for niche
products because online
forums build communities
around common interests.

Once you
have decided who your au-
dience 1is, figure out what
they’re watching, listening

* What’s your budget?
When you've answered
these  questions, you
should be able to deter-
mine how much market-
ing you can do yourself (if
you’ll be doing any at all)
and how much you’ll need
help with

If you’re handling it
yourself, budget for the
time it will take to do
things like keeping your
website active with fresh
blog posts once or twice a
week; posting content on
social media; developing
pitches to get print, radio
or TV interested.
