Soon after the start of the Top

Along with the heavy rain,
hail was reported several times
throughout the evening, according
to the National Weather Service in
Amarillo.

At 6:27 p.m., hail stones a half-

diameter were reported inside the
city.

Though more heavy storms are
still possible today through Mon-
day, Tabatha Seymore with the
NWS said Friday the likelihood
will diminish.

The storms that may develop are
described as “strong to severe,”
so don’t forget your umbrella
if you’re planning to attend the
events downtown or heading out
to the rodeo grounds later on.

Attorney General Greg Abbott said
Thursday he would never give up the
fight against Obamacare, but the front-
running candidate for Texas governor
declined to embrace a temporary shut-
down of the federal government —
one of the key strategies promoted by
U.S. Sen. Ted Cruz and other Tea Par-
ty-backed Republicans in Washington.

Obamacare, officially known as the
Affordable Care Act, was the topic

of conversation at a
campaign event Ab-
bott staged at a busi-
ness in north Austin.
(As it turns out, the
company is one of

Abbott’s  campaign
contractors).
Greg Employing the
Abbott town hall format,

with questions from
an audience packed in advance with
supporters, Abbott highlighted his ef-
forts to fight the federal law in court

and said its financial
burdens on employ-
ers would kill jobs in
Texas.

“The flaws and false
promises of Obam-
acare are now being
exposed,” Abbott said.
“Obamacare is the
wrong prescription for
American health care
and I will never stop

fighting against it.”

USDA extends CRP emergency
srazing deadline

Gray/Roberts  County USDA
Farm Service Agency (FSA) acting
Executive Director Cecelia Cloud
announced that the original Con-
servation Reserve Program (CRP)
emergency grazing deadline was ex-
tended to Sept. 30.

The CRP emergency haying au-
thorization was not extended and
will expire on Aug. 31, 2013. How-
ever, under this current authoriza-
tion, producers are permitted to sell
hay that is harvested prior to Aug.31
as long as the hay was not sold from
the same land under contract any-
time during 2011 or 2012.

Producers who take advantage
of the emergency grazing exten-
sion will not incur an additional
CRP rental payment reduction, and
through a recent FSA National Of-
fice initiative, the 25 percent CRP
payment reduction is reduced to 10
percent for 2013 emergency grazing
and haying authorizations.

If a producer chooses to lease eli-
gible CRP acres, the producer can-
not profit on the lease agreement.
The amount charged for lease of
CRP emergency grazing acres can-
not exceed the value of the rental
payment reduction.

Texas CRP participants who
were previously approved for man-
aged grazing may elect to switch
to emergency use by contacting the
Gray/Roberts County FSA office
to request approval. The restrictive
emergency use criteria must be met
for each site to qualify for the new
emergency designation approval.

Based on a revised policy deci-
sion made by the Texas FSA State
Committee, CRP acres grazed dur-
ing fiscal year 2011 or 2012 will be
considered eligible for emergency
grazing if NRCS verifies, on a case-
by-case basis, that the conservation
cover will sustain grazing. CRP
acres grazed in the fall/winter of fis-
cal year 2013 will not be eligible for
spring/summer grazing. FSA’s fiscal

year runs from October 1 to Septem-
ber 30.

“The grazing extension was ap-
proved by the Texas FSA State
Committee in order to provide more
resources for livestock producers
facing forage and feed shortages as a
result of drought,” said Cloud.

The eligible CRP acreage is limited
to qualified acres located within the
approved county. Eligible producers
who are interested in grazing CRP
under this emergency authorization
and current CRP participants who
choose to provide land for grazing to
an eligible livestock producer, must
first request approval from their lo-
cal FSA office and obtain a modified
conservation plan from the Natural
Resources Conservation Service
(NRCS) to include site specific graz-
ing requirements.

A few minutes later,
while taking questions
from the audience, Abbott
was asked if he supported
efforts by conservative Re-
publicans in Washington,
Cruz in particular, to de-
fund Obamacare, includ-
ing the threat of a partial
government shutdown to
achieve it.

Abbott said he supported
anything that will “get rid
of Obamacare, whether it
be defunding it or stripping
it down altogether.” But he
repeatedly refused to give
his views about shutting
down the government.

“As far as the internal
machinations, the way the
Congress’ budgetary pro-
cess works, that’s outside
the sphere of my exper-
tise,” Abbott said. Later,
pressed on the same topic
by reporters, Abbott again
demurred, saying he didn’t
know “the mechanics of
how all that works.”

Cruz, an Abbott protégé
who served in the office of
attorney general as solicitor
general, has emerged as the
most ardent defender of us-
ing a potential government
shutdown as a way to strip
funding for Obamacare
and, presumably, forcing
Democrats to give up on it.
Cruz is floating a propos-
al, similar to one used by
congressional Republicans
in the 1990s, to oppose a
“continuing resolution,” or
CR, that keeps the govern-
ment fully funded in the ab-
sence of a broader budget
agreement.

The current budget ex-
pires in less than two
months, so in order to keep
the government going the
U.S. Congress has to adopt
anew budget or pass a tem-
porary CR before that.

“Any elected official
who casts a vote for this
continuing resolution that
funds Obamacare is af-
firmatively voting to fund
Obamacare,” Cruz said
during a speech at the con-
servative Heritage Foun-
dation a few days ago.
Other conservative GOP
senators, including Mike
Lee of Utah and Marco
Rubio of Florida, have
joined Cruz in promot-
ing the shutdown idea but
more moderate Repub-
licans, including former

Republican  presidential
nominee Mitt Romney,
oppose it.

Abbott’s  Republican

opponent, Tom Pauken,
told the Texas Tribune he
had “not formulated a fi-
nal opinion” about wheth-
er a shutdown would be
effective.

Abbott’s event in Austin
coincided with an Obama
cabinet member’s visit to
Austin to tout and help

explain the benefits of
Obamacare. U.S. Depart-
ment of Health and Hu-
man Services Secretary
Kathleen Sebelius met
with city officials and
health care leaders as part
of the rollout of the law.

Abbott, citing delays in
the implementation of the
law, said no amount of
sugar coating can hide its
flaws.

“The problem isn’t the
marketing of Obamacare,
or the selling of Obam-
acare. The problem is
Obamacare,” he said.

Though Abbott warned
of massive financial and
regulatory burdens of
the federal health care
reforms, he said he sup-
ported two of its major
provisions — one that
bans insurance companies
from putting lifetime caps
on insurance policies and
another that bars them
from refusing coverage
due to pre-existing condi-
tions. The attorney gen-
eral said those two provi-
sions should be adopted
in the law as stand-alone
measures.

One reporter noted
that Texas has the high-
est number of uninsured
people in the nation and
asked Abbott what he
planned to do about it.
Abbott expressed support
for permitting insurance
companies to sell policies
across state lines but also
suggested the problem
isn’t as bad as some sug-
gest.

“Just because someone
may be uninsured does
not mean they don’t have
access to health care,”
Abbott said. “The per-
centage of people in the
state of Texas with access
to healthcare is in the mid-
to high-90 percent range.
People still have access to
quality health care in the
state of Texas.”

The carefully orches-
trated event, held at Texas
Mailhouse, a mailing ser-
vices company, featured
testimonials from a coun-
try doctor and several
businessmen who harsh-
ly criticized the federal
health care law. They said
it would lead to higher
premiums, increased reg-
ulations and downsizing.

“It’s only going to make
our profit margins thin-
ner and thinner,” said
Bob Thomas, co-founder
of Texas Mailhouse and
president of Thomas
Graphics.

Both Texas Mailhouse
and Thomas Graphics are
among Abbott’s campaign
vendors. Thomas Graph-
ics, a printer of direct
mail for Texas Republican
candidates, has received
$458,000 from Abbott’s
campaigns since 2000
and Texas Mailhouse has
received $36,000, cam-
paign records show.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Barack Obama
made it clear Friday he
has no intention of stop-
ping the daily collection of
American phone records.
And while he offered “ap-
propriate
reforms,”
he blamed
govern-
ment leaks
for creat-
ing  dis-
trust of his
domestic
spying
program.

In an af-
ternoon news conference,
the president acknowl-
edged the domestic spying
has troubled Americans
and hurt the country’s im-
age abroad. But he called it
a critical counterterrorism
tool.

“I am comfortable that
the program currently is
not being abused,” Obama
said. “I am comfortable
that if the American people
examined exactly what
was taking place, how it
was being used, what the
safeguards were, that they
would say, ‘You know
what? These folks are fol-
lowing the law.””

Because the program
remains classified, how-
ever, it’s impossible for
Americans to conduct that
analysis beyond the assur-
ances his administration
has given.

“Understandably, people
would be concerned,” the
president said. “I would’

Obama’s news confer-
ence came at the end of a
summer that forced the ad-
ministration into an unex-
pected debate over domes-
tic surveillance, a debate
that soon prompted the
most significant reconsid-
eration yet of the vast sur-
veillance powers Congress
granted the president after
9/11 attacks.

The debate began when
former government con-
tract systems analyst Ed-
ward Snowden leaked clas-
sified documents exposing
National Security Agency
programs that monitor In-
ternet and phone data.

Every day, the NSA
sweeps up the phone re-
cords of all Americans.
The program was autho-
rized under the USA Pa-
triot Act, which Congress
hurriedly passed after the
Sept. 11, 2001, terror-
ist attacks. The NSA says
phone records are the only
information it collects in
bulk under that law. But
officials have left open
the possibility that it could
create similar databases of
people’s credit card trans-
actions, hotel records and

669-CHIC (2442)
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Obama said he wel-
comed the debate, but his
national security team also
said it never intended to
tell Americans about the
highly classified phone
program, which it falsely
denied existed.

The speech followed a
week of leaks in which
government officials
anonymously  described
a serious al-Qaida threat
revealed in a phone con-
versation intercepted by
U.S. surveillance. Obama
reminded the public of that
threat as he began his jus-
tification for the massive
data collection programs.

As a senator, Obama
criticized the Patriot Act
provision that underpins
the telephone surveillance.
But he denied that his sup-
port for the program now
represents a change in his
views. When he took of-
fice, he said, he reviewed
the surveillance tactics,
made some changes, and
believes they are useful
and lawful.

To allay concerns,
Obama endorsed modest
oversight changes to a pro-

gram he says already has
plenty of it. None of them
significantly changes the
programs, and the presi-
dent acknowledged they
were intended to appease
Americans, not to curtail
the surveillance.

His most significant
proposal would create an
independent attorney to
argue against the govern-
ment during secret hear-
ings of the Foreign Intelli-
gence Surveillance Court,
which reviews requests
for surveillance inside

the U.S. As it stands now,
prosecutors alone can go
to the court and make their
case unopposed.
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In defense of
Larry Summers

[ don’t know who the
president will — or should
— choose to replace Ben
Bernanke
as Fed
chair. The
president
himself has
identi-
fied three
possible
succes-
sors: Janet
Yellen, the
current Fed
vice chairwoman; Don-
ald Kohn, a former Fed
vice chair; and Lawrence
Summers, former Treasury
secretary and president of
Harvard University.

While I don’t pretend to
be an expert on monetary
policy, I do know that
Summers does not deserve
the vicious battering he
has taken in the press.

Summers isn’t being
bashed — and there re-
ally is no other word to
describe it — because of
his economic views.

He isn’t being bashed
because he lacks experi-
ence; that, in light of his
record during the Bill
Clinton years and his role
as one of candidate Barack
Obama’s chief economic
advisers in 2008, would be
laughable.

He is being bashed be-
cause of his allegedly anti-
woman record as president
of Harvard. This is some-
thing I do know about. I
used to be a professor at
Harvard. I’ve spent the
past 30 years fighting for
women’s rights. I’ve never
been shy about naming
names when it comes to
men, or women, who do
not support equality. Larry
Summers is not one of
them.

These days, most col-
lege presidents make their
names not by addressing
controversial issues, but
by raising large sums of
money. They are judged
by the number of buildings
they leave behind, not by
the hard issues they tackle.
Tenured professors are,
and I say this as one, in-
clined to be divas. Strong
presidents who make
waves are rarely appreci-
ated by their faculties.

Summers raised plenty
of money, but at Harvard,
that’s almost easy. He
also generated contro-
versy, most notably with
his unscripted comments
asking whether the stub-
born under-representation
of women at the top in
science might actually be
rooted in nature and not
nurture, a function of real
differences and not persis-
tent discrimination.

Many leading women
in science were enraged.
They argued that he had
the science wrong and that
universities, Harvard in-
cluded, need to do more to
examine their own tenden-
cies toward “unconscious”
discrimination. As I recall,
I said as much at the time.

But Summers is hardly
the only smart person
to hold such views. And
by articulating them, by
daring to be politically
incorrect, he stimulated a
critically important debate.

Depending on whom
you ask, the debate cost
him the presidency of
Harvard. It wasn’t the only
thing, but it was a big-
gie — and it’s what has
continued to haunt him.

In my view, Summers
was wrong about women
in science. But those who
would damn him for it,
those who would hold it
up as a reason for why he
is not qualified to lead —
whether it’s Harvard or
the Fed — are guilty of an
even more serious wrong.

For all the pious talk
you hear from professors
about academic freedom,
academia is not a very
“free” place.

I hate racism and sex-
ism, but the answer is
debate, not denunciations;
the answer is to prove your
case, not punish those
who disagree for daring
to speak out. If Summers
loses out on the Fed chair-
manship because he dared
to raise a very troubling
question, his critics should
understand that they are
doing women a grave dis-
service.

I will spend the rest
of my life fighting for
equality for women. It
is a battle I once thought
would be over by now.
But it will never be over if
men who dare to disagree
with me and my feminist
colleagues are punished
for it, if presidents and
professors and students
are penalized forever for
speaking out.

Larry Summers is a bril-
liant economist. Like most
of us, he isn’t right about
everything. But the nation
should not lose out on his
talents because he was
wrong about a politically
sensitive point. We will
not achieve equality by
chilling debate and punish-
ing those who disagree
with us. Quite the contrary.

Do these triumphs of
American Israel Public
Affairs Committee and the
War Party, of neocons and

liberal internationalists, tell

us where we are going? Or
are they the last hurrahs

of the interventionists, as
America’s long retreat
proceeds apace.

If we take what Richard
Nixon called “the long
view,” the trend line seems
unmistakable. Under Presi-
dent Obama, America has
pulled all U.S. forces out
of Iraq and has scheduled
a full withdrawal from
Afghanistan in 2014.

Despite his “red line”
in Syria having alleg-
edly been crossed, and the
cawing of Hill hawks like
Sens. Lindsey Graham
and John McCain, Obama
seems the very portrait of a
reluctant warrior in Syria.

A large majority of
Americans, too, want no
part of that civil war.

On Iran, the Pentagon
seems to concur with

Obama, in opposition to a
new Mideast war. And as
Congress votes new sanc-
tions on Iran and new bil-
lions for an Egyptian army
that just arrested its elected
government, Defense
Secretary Chuck Hagel is
laying out scenarios for re-
ducing the size, reach and
power of the U.S. military.

“Without the controlling
principle that the nation
must maintain its objec-
tives and its power in equi-
librium, its purposes within
its means, and its means
equal to its purposes, its
commitments related to its
resources, and its resources
adequate to its commit-
ments, it is impossible to
think at all about foreign
affairs.” So wrote Walter
Lippmann in 1943.

That is our situation
today.

During World War II, we
were united in defeating
Germany and Japan. After
the war, we became united
on a new foreign policy
— containment of commu-
nism and a Soviet Empire
that had spread from the
Elbe River to the Bering
Sea. Through great sacri-
fices we ensured that our
resources were adequate to
our commitments.

Vietnam shattered the
Cold War consensus.

Yet enough of it survived
for Ronald Reagan and
George H.W. Bush to lead
the nation and the West to
victory.

Bush I then set out to
build his “New World Or-
der.” He invaded Panama,
drove Iraq out of Kuwait
and put U.S. troops into
Somalia. The country sent
him packing.

After 9/11, Bush II in-
vaded Afghanistan and Iraq
and undertook to nation-
build in both. The country
removed his party from
power in both houses of
Congress in 2006 and from
the presidency in 2008.

George W. was going
to “end tyranny in our
world.” Enough said.

Obama began the long
retreat of American power
that proceeds today despite
a bellicosity on Capitol
Hill redolent of the Cold
War.

Today, as government at
all levels consumes nearly
40 percent of gross domes-
tic product, as the deficit
is growing three times as
fast as the GDP, as China
continues to grow at four
times the U.S. rate, we
need to ask ourselves:

What should we fight
for? Whom shall we
defend? What can we af-
ford in the way of national
defense? What must we
afford?

Consider America’s
alliances, almost all of
which date to a Cold War
no American under 25 can
even remember.

NATO was formed in
1949 to protect Western
Europe from a Soviet Bloc
and a Soviet Union that
disappeared a generation
ago.

U.S. treaties with Japan
and the Philippines date to
the 1950s, when Chairman
Mao was exporting com-
munist revolution. Should
these treaties now require
us to go to war with China
to defend disputed islets
and rocks in the East and
South China Sea?

Our treaty with South

Korea dates to a war
against the North that
ended in a truce 60 years
ago. South Korea today
has twice the population of
the North and 40 times the
GDP.

Must we still deploy a
U.S. army on the Korean
DMZ?

In 1977 we undertook to
give $5 billion in annual
foreign aid to Israel and
Egypt. After 35 years,
how long should the Unit-
ed States, whose middle
class has not seen a rise in
real income since 1977,
borrow from China to pay
Egyptians and Israelis $5
billion a year not to fight
each other?

Through a mindless
adherence to policies that
date to a long-dead past,
America is forfeiting her
future.

Through our abandon-
ment of economic pa-
triotism and embrace of
globalism, we have run
up $10 trillion in trade
deficits since Reagan. We
have fought two trillion-
dollar wars in 12 years.

Every year we go into
world financial markets to
borrow tens of billions for
the International Mon-
etary Fund, World Bank
and foreign aid to send
to regimes that routinely
vote against the U.S. in
the United Nations.

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‘D’ written on those killed in Fort Hood shooting

FORT HOOD (AP) —
The soldier knew she had
to decide quickly who she
could save, so she grabbed
a black marker and wrote
a “D” on the foreheads of
the dead.

To people lingering
over those killed amid the
chaos of the 2009 shoot-
ing rampage at Fort Hood,
she shouted: “You need to
move on!”

Sgt. Ist Class Maria
Guerra recalled those
moments while testify-

ing Thursday during the
trial of Maj. Nidal Hasan.
The Army psychiatrist
is charged with killing
13 people and wound-
ing more than 30 others
during a rampage at the
sprawling Texas military
base.

When prosecutors asked
Guerra to describe the
scene inside the Soldier
Readiness Processing
Center, where she worked
on the base, her voice be-
gan breaking.

“I see bodies. I see bod-
ies everywhere. And I see
blood,” the soldier said.
“No one is moving. There
was no movement. There
was no sound. So I yelled
out, ‘Is everybody OK?
.. I started hearing, ‘Help
me. I’'m bleeding. I’ve
been shot. Help me.””

Guerra is among dozens
of witnesses giving emo-
tional testimony about the
attack to help prosecutors
build a rock-solid case
for the death penalty in a
court system known for
overturning such sentenc-
es.

The testimony resumed
Friday morning.

Hasan is acting as his

own attorney and has said
little during the trial.

But he raised a rare ob-
jection when Guerra said
she heard the gunman si-
lence a woman who was
crying out, “My baby! My
baby!”

Hasan interrupted to ask
the judge, “Would you re-
mind Sgt. 1st Class Guer-
ra that she’s under oath?”

The judge, Col. Tara Os-
born, did so. But Guerra
responded by saying she
didn’t want to change her
testimony.

It was the only time
Hasan objected as more
than a dozen witnesses
testified Thursday, con-
tinuing a mostly silent
defense strategy that has
caused tension with his
standby attorneys. Hasan
took responsibility for the
attack during his opening
statement, and the lawyers
— who have been ordered
to help Hasan during the
trial — believe he is try-
ing to secure himself a
death sentence.

The military lawyers
had asked the judge to
either allow them to take
over Hasan’s defense or
bar him from asking for
their help with a strategy
they oppose, saying his
strategy was “repugnant
to defense counsel and
contrary to our profes-
sional obligations.”

“We believe your or-
der is causing us to vio-
late our rules of profes-
sional conduct,” Lt. Col.
Kris Poppe, Hasan’s lead
standby attorney, told the
judge earlier Thursday be-
fore witnesses testified.

Study: Dolphins can problem solve like humans

GRASSY KEY, Fla. (AP)
— A dog may be man’s best
friend, but dolphins can imi-
tate human actions, and even
how they solve problems.

When a dolphin has one of
its senses blocked, it can use
other senses to mimic a hu-
man’s movements, accord-
ing to a recent study.

A Dbottlenose  dolphin
named Tanner was blindfold-
ed and instructed to mimic
the actions of a trainer in the
water with him. When Tan-
ner wasn’t able to use sight
to figure out the movement,
he switched to another tech-
nique: emit sounds, listen to
the echo and interpret the
resulting sound waves. This
ability — known as echolo-
cation — allowed Tanner to
replicate movements by the
trainer, such as spinning in
the water.

The study, conducted at
the Dolphin Research Cen-
ter in the Florida Keys, ex-
pands on previous studies
looking at how dolphins are
able to imitate other dolphins
while blindfolded. To see if
a change in sound would af-
fect their imitation, research-
ers used humans instead of
dolphins to make the move-
ments in the water.

Dr. Kelly Jaakkola, re-
search director of the non-
profit marine mammal cen-
ter, said researchers were
surprised by Tanner’s use of
echolocation.

“He outsmarted us,”
kola said.

She explained that dol-
phins must decide when to
use echolocation, “and that’s
problem-solving.”

Janet Mann, a professor
of biology and psychology
at Georgetown University
who was not involved in the
study, said the results were
not surprising in that they
were consistent with how
dolphins act in the ocean.

“Of course they would
use their echolocation to get
more information. Dolphins
have to solve problems all
the time in the wild,” she
said, adding that dolphins
use echolocation more at

night as well.

During a recent demonstra-
tion in an enclosed lagoon in
Grassy Key, a Florida island
where the Dolphin Research
Center is located, trainer
Emily Guarino got Tanner’s
attention by asking, “Are
you ready to play? Let’s play
the research game.”

Guarino indicated to Tan-
ner that he was supposed to
imitate, and placed latex eye-
cups over each eye. Another
trainer in the water was then
shown a clipboard with a
written behavior to perform.
Wordlessly, that trainer be-
gan to spin in the water with
his arms wrapped across his
shoulders. Tanner then did a
similar spin.

For the study, published
online in the scientific jour-
nal Animal Cognition, re-
searchers tested a dozen be-
haviors that Tanner already
knew, including bobbing up
and down, blowing bubbles
underwater, swimming like a
shark with the tail — or feet

— moving side to side and
floating on top of the water.
Each behavior was tested
twice at random, with and
without the blindfold, as re-
searchers recorded echoloca-
tion sounds underwater.

Tanner was just as accu-
rate at imitating a human
— blindfolded or not — as
he was at imitating another
dolphin, researchers deter-
mined. The study included
six sessions spread over a
nine-day period.

That kind of flexibility
with imitation is more com-
monly associated with hu-
mans. But humans and dol-
phins are separated by about
90 million years of evolu-
tion, and their imitation skills
likely evolved separately. So
exploring imitation in those
species “has the potential to
give us clues into why imi-
tation ever evolved at all,”
Jaakala said.

Further testing is needed to
see if other dolphins can imi-
tate as well as Tanner.
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sume their advisory role.
The attorneys said they
would appeal, though no
appeal had been filed by
the standby attorneys as
of Thursday evening at
the Court of Appeals for
the Armed Forces, accord-
ing to the court’s clerk.
A message left with the
Army Court of Criminal
Appeals wasn’t immedi-
ately returned.

Jeff Corn, a law profes-
sor at South Texas Col-
lege of Law, predicted that
such an appeal wouldn’t
delay the trial and would
likely be dismissed.

“As sympathetic as [ am
to him (Poppe) and the
miserable position he’s in,
I think he’s stuck.

The law is clear: If you
are a standby attorney for
a pro-se defendant and the
defendant wants to make
decisions tactically disas-
trous, that’s his preroga-
tive,” Corn said.

But it could also be an
intended strategy to spare
Hasan the death pen-
alty, said Joe Gutheinz,
a Houston-area attorney
and former Army intelli-
gence officer.

“The judge allowed him
to defend himself, you
raised a timely objection.
That is the basis for the
appeal.

And it was brilliant on
the part of all the parties
involved. If somebody
thought up this idea, it
was great,” Gutheinz said.
“I really believe this is
the only way, at end of
the day, he will not be ex-
ecuted.”

As during previous days
during the trial, Hasan
rarely spoke Thursday as

witness after witness de-
scribed a chaotic, bloody
scene inside the Army
post’s processing center
where soldiers had been
preparing to deploy.

Asked to describe the
rate of gunfire, Staff Sgt.
Michael Davis quickly hit
his hand on the ledge of
the witness stand.

“I still thought it was
a drill, but I heard some

screaming that didn’t
sound like it was fake,”
Davis said.

Davis testified that he
saw blood spray when
someone was shot and
quickly took cover under

a desk. When he thought
it safe to flee, he stood up
but was quickly shot in
the back.

“It was just a cold, cal-
culated, hard stare as
he shot everything that
moved,” Spc. Megan Mar-
tinez testified.

She recalled watching
Hasan reload his pistol and
the weapon’s green and
red laser sights sweeping
through the thick, hazy
smoke produced by the
gunfire.

“He was walking back
and forth, shooting for
what felt like an eternity,”
she told jurors.
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Fla. murder suspect posted
photo of wife’s body

SOUTH MIAMI, Fla.
(AP) — The post to his
Facebook friends was
as chilling as the photo-
graph that followed it.

“Im going to prison or
death sentence for killing
my wife love you guys,
miss you guys takecare
Facebook people you will
see me in the news,” said
the Thursday morning
post on Derek Medina’s
Facebook page.

The South Florida man
then apparently posted
a photo of his 26-year-
old wife’s body slumped
on the floor and turned
himself in to police, who
late Thursday charged the
property management su-
pervisor with first-degree
murder.

Miami-Dade police
said the 31-year-old Me-
dina turned himself in
to police after Jennifer
Alfonso was fatally shot
inside the couple’s home
in South Miami, a suburb
of Miami.

When officers respond-
ed to the home, they
found Alfonso’s body, as
well as her 10-year-old
daughter, who was un-
harmed.

According to the af-
fidavit, the 6-foot-2,
200-pound Medina said
the couple became in-
volved in a heated argu-
ment in an upstairs bed-
room when he armed
himself with a gun and
pointed it at her.

He said Alfonso left the
bedroom, returning later
to say she was leaving
him.

He says he went down-
stairs and confronted her
in the kitchen, when she
began punching him. He
claims he went back up-
stairs to get his gun and
confronted her again, at
which time she grabbed
a knife. Medina said he
was able to disarm her
and put the knife in a
drawer, but that when

she began punching him
again, he shot her several
times, the affidavit says.

The post about the slay-
ing on a Facebook page
identified as Medina’s
went out to friends at
11:11 .a.m. Thursday.

The post claimed that
his wife was punching
him and that he wasn’t
going to stand any more
abuse.

However, YouTube vid-
eos linked to his Face-
book page -earlier this
week show him working
out in a martial arts stu-
dio, punching and kick-
ing a heavy bag.

The next and final post
— also at 11:11 am.
and titled “Rip Jennifer
Alfonso” — was a grue-
some photograph show-
ing a woman in black
leotards slumped on the
floor. She looked like she
had fallen backward from
a kneeling position, with
her legs bent to her sides
and blood on her left arm
and left cheek. The photo
was up for more than five
hours before Facebook
removed the page late
Thursday afternoon.

A Facebook spokes-
woman said in an email to
The Associated Press that
she couldn’t comment on
a law enforcement inves-
tigation but could provide
a general comment from
the company.

“The content was re-
ported to us,” the spokes-
woman wrote. “We took
action on the profile —
removing the content and
disabling the profile, and
we reached out to law
enforcement. We take ac-
tion on all content that
violates our terms, which
are clearly laid out on our
site.”

Police declined com-
ment on the Facebook
posts.

Public records show
that Medina and Alfonso
first married in Janu-
ary 2010, divorced in
February 2012 and then
remarried three months
later. Medina bought the
condominium unit where
the couple lived in March
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2012 for $107,000.

On his Facebook page,
Medina claimed to be a
supervisor at a property
management  company
and to have appeared in
the Miami-based crime
drama “Burn Notice,”
though his name doesn’t
appear in online credits
for the show.

On a personal blog to
which the Miami Herald
linked, someone named
Derek Medina touted e-
books of his on subjects
ranging from saving mar-
riage through communi-
cation to “humans who
are gifted and can see the
supernatural spirit ghost
world we live in.”

“The author was with
his wife in New York and
his wife was attacked
by a ghost,” he writes,
describing the e-book.
“She was seeing a ghost
and was being taunted
and messed with. She in-
formed her husband and
he told her to go to sleep
and he would watch over
her.

Minutes later he was
attacked by a demon
ghost and he was sick and
throwing up.”

Photos posted by Me-

dina on Wednesday show
the family enjoying a
meal alongside an un-
named marina and loung-
ing beside a swimming
pool.

Police said in the ar-
rest affidavit that Medina
never called 911, only
turning himself in to po-
lice after going to see
family and confessing.

Thursday night, police
had taped off the area
around the condo com-
plex where the couple
lived. The complex is
made up of yellow-peach
colored townhouses with
faded wood roofs.

Several cars filled the
parking area in front of
the townhouses as police
questioned neighbors and
possibly friends of the
victim. Some of those
gathered were crying.

Neighbor Phil Eby said
he didn’t know the couple
very well but expressed
surprise at the shooting.

“I met him a couple of
times. He seemed like
a pretty nice guy,” Eby
said. “But I don’t remem-
ber her at all.”

It wasn’t immediately
clear if Medina had an at-
torney.

Dallas police say in the
arrest affidavit that the
family friend identified
Bowser as the shooter.

Police say after Wednes-
day’s shooting in Dallas,
the 44-year-old Bowser
went to a DeSoto home
and killed his estranged
wife and her daughter.

He also wounded two
boys.

Bowser is  already
charged with two counts
of capital murder in the
DeSoto killings.

M 67th annual Top 0’ Texas Rodeo kicked off Thursday night.

The 67th annual Top O’
Texas rodeo kicked off
Thursday night with storms
looming in seemingly every
direction. The cold front that
barreled through the Texas
Panhandle on Thursday night
made for a cool (for West
Texas) 83 degrees.

Ticket holders were treated
to not just a pre-rodeo show
that featured single barrel
races for a Ram Pickup belt
buckle, but also a bar-b-que
being served up by the fine
gentlemen at the Hoover Fire
Dept.

The rodeo took just around
two hours and had all the
classics. The events that were
included, but not limited to,
barrel racing, bareback bronc
riding, saddle bronc riding,
steer wrestling and, of course,
the main event: bull riding.

There were more than just
the serious events. Children
six and under were invited
to come down to the ring and
participate in a dollar drop

The weather played a fac-
tor at first, as the cool temper-
atures had attendees ready to

watch the event. A storm cell
blew through to kick off the
event, but lasted no longer
than 10 minutes.

“Weather will bring a
bunch of people out if it don’t
start raining,” Thomas said.
“I figure we should have at
least 2500 to 3000 people.”

After the first storm, people
filed back into the stands to
enjoy the rest of the show.
The weather behaved itself
up until the final event, the
bull-riding.

When a storm that brought
strong winds, lightning and
pea-to-quarter-sized hail
caused people to leave. The
rodeo went on and the torren-
tial weather made the event
more interesting for those
competing in the bull riding.

Consider myself guilty
as charged. In fact, my
fantasy team is part of
my waking up routine, as

well as my leaving work
and going to bed routine.
If a game coincided with
my shift when I worked
retail it wouldn’t be
surprising for my super-
visors to find me snuck
into the back room just
to check on my fan-

tasy team. I didn’t get in
trouble because most of
the time they were doing
the same.

Arguably it is another
form of gambling, too.
My wife and I are both
bought into a league that
had a $10 wager, with the
winning champion getting
the jackpot, which in our
case will be $120, since it
is winner-take-all.

Pro football isn’t the
only sport that has a
fantasy sport to be played.
Major League Baseball,
NASCAR, the National
Basketball Associa-
tion and NCAA college

football all have some
sort fantasy sport. Let’s
not forget about filling
out a “March Madness”
bracket for NCAA college
basketball.

So what is it that
captivates sports fans to
fantasy sports?

In fantasy sports for
NFL, NBA and MLB
points are determined by
the performance of each
player. Fantasy football
goes as far as a head-to-
head points match-up in
which points are awarded
based on how your player
performs. (i.e. say you
have Tom Brady and he
has 250 yards and two
touchdowns. In most stan-
dard leagues you would
be awarded 18 points,
one for every 25 yards
and four points for each
touchdown.)

Fantasy football is like-
ly most popular because it

is based on head-to-head
match-ups and feeds the
competitive nature of
people. But what makes
these sports the most fun
is the degree to which you
play it.

You can be a fantasy
football (or other sport)

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Broncos backup QB Osweiler shows he’s learned plenty
from future Hall-of-Famer Peyton Manning

ENGLEWOOD, Colo.
(AP) — That’s what 18
months as No. 18’s under-
study looks like.

Brock Osweiler followed
Peyton Manning’s cameo
appearance Thursday night
with his most productive
day in a Broncos uniform
in Denver’s 10-6 preseason
win at San Francisco.

Although he didn’t pro-
duce any points as the
Broncos’ battered offen-
sive line had its hands full
with the 49ers’ relentless
pressure, the second-year
pro displayed his accuracy
and athleticism in complet-
ing 13 of 18 passes for 105
yards.

After completing just two
passes as a rookie, Oswei-
ler has looked much more
comfortable in running
Denver’s offense this sum-
mer, helping the Broncos
breathe easier and giving
Manning a high-quality
backup, the likes of which
he never really had during
his time in Indianapolis.

While it was pretty much
accepted last year that all
bets were off if Manning’s
neck issues resurfaced
or he otherwise got hurt,
there’s no longer a forebod-

ing sense that there would
be a huge drop-off if Os-
weiler is pressed into duty.

The second-year pro
looks nothing like the
wide-eyed rookie he was
a year ago when he began
his apprenticeship under
Manning with his head
spinning, his mechanics
needing tweaking and his
selection in the second
round of the NFL draft by
a team with championship
aspirations being hotly de-
bated by a fan base eager
for immediate help.

He’s decoding defenses,
threading throws over de-
fenders, letting plays de-
velop downfield.

A lot like Manning, actu-
ally.

“Yeah, that is a tribute
to his work ethic,” Bron-
cos coach John Fox said.
“He has got a pretty good
teacher there at 18 and
he has handled that very
well. He has grown from
it and I think he just con-
tinues to improve.”

Osweiler said another
year under his belt has
him feeling much better
under center.

“Last year, things were
coming at me a mil-

lion miles per hour,” he
said. “Things have really
seemed to

slow down.
I think a
large credit
to that is
just the
fact of hav-
ing an off-
season. In
that offsea-
son, I was
given time
to  study,
look into
the playbook further. Why
are we calling this pass
play? Why are we call-
ing this run play? What
does this protection actu-
ally do? Now things have
slowed down to the point
where I’m able to just go
out there and play and not
think as much.”

Because his head’s no
longer spinning, “I’m able
to make more plays down-
field, which I wasn’t re-
ally ready for last year. It
was a lot of check-downs,
quick throws, because I
didn’t understand the of-
fense completely,” Oswei-
ler acknowledged.

Broncos boss John El-
way took a lot of heat for
selecting Osweiler in the

second round out of Ari-
zona State last year rather
than drafting, say, running
back Doug Martin, who
was snatched up by the
Tampa Bay Buccaneers
and had a Pro Bowl sea-
son.

The Broncos sure could
have used a bruising run-
ning back in the playoffs,
when they couldn’t run
out the clock and were up-
set by the Baltimore Ra-
vens in double overtime.

Elway, though, sub-
scribes to the philosophies
of former Green Bay gen-
eral manager Ron Wolf,
who drafted a quarterback
almost every year despite
having Brett Favre under
center, and he insists his
selection of Osweiler will
pay dividends for years to
come.

Osweiler might have
been the first quarterback
taken in this year’s draft
had he stuck around for
his senior year at Arizona
State, but he figures learn-
ing from the best in the
business is better for his
football future anyway.

And he swears he never
laments landing in Den-
ver, where there’s already

a four-time MVP under
center, instead of another
city where he might al-
ready be the starting quar-
terback.

“He hasn’t come to me
complaining that he thinks
he’s better than Peyton at
this point,” Fox cracked
last week.

Osweiler insists he’s
happy to bide his time.

He replaced Manning
on Thursday night after
one drive and completed
his first six passes. His
best was an 11-yard rope
to well-covered tight end
Julius Thomas. His best
drive came when he took
the Broncos from their
own 2 to the Niners’ 7,
where rookie running
back C.J. Anderson was
stopped just short on a
fourth-and-inches plunge.

“Brock  has  really
worked hard this offsea-
son,” Manning said. “I
think he’s really learned
a lot from (quarterbacks)
Coach (Greg) Knapp,
who’s been around the
block quite a bit. He’s
put in a lot of time on his
own and I know he en-
joyed playing tonight. He
didn’t get to play as much

last year in the preseason,
so I know he enjoyed the
amount of reps that he got,
and I thought he really did
a good job.”

Manning figures to play
plenty at Seattle on Aug.
17, the Broncos’ last pre-
season road game and
Manning’s last chance
before the regular season
to work in the deafening
din of a road stadium with
his new teammates Wes
Welker and Louis Vasquez
along with new center
Manny Ramirez and new
tight end Thomas.

“The more this offense
can play together, I think
the better we can be,”
Manning said.

Osweiler will also get
plenty more snaps in the
preseason.

If there’s one thing he’s
learned above all else
from Manning, it’s to pre-
pare as though he’ll be the
one starting.

Because one day he will
be.

“People say I'm the fu-
ture, I’m the heir apparent.
Those are only words,”
Osweiler said. “I have to
go out there, [ have to earn
that right.”

went 22-16 and haven’t
even challenged for a Big
12 title let alone been in the
hunt for a national one. But
Brown clearly feels like
the last three seasons, from
the disastrous 5-7 in 2010,
have led to this point when
he’s got 19 returning start-
ers in a league that seems
as wide open as ever.

Brown is even opening
up the doors to the place
(sort of) to the fans to
come see what he’s talking
about. Unlike the last few
years when Brown retreat-
ed behind closed practices
to spare his program and
young players from intense
fan and media scrutiny, the
Longhorns are inviting
fans to watch three prac-
tices this week.

“The attitude of the en-
tire team is we get this
thing, now we’re older,”
Brown said.

But Brown, who enters
his 16th season as Texas
having won just two Big
12 titles, also noted talk
is cheap until the season
starts.

“Now we’ve got to shut
up and do it,” Brown said.

For Texas coaches and
fans who still remember
the heady days of Vince
Young and Colt McCoy,
Ash has been a figure of

Brown said he sees new
maturity in Ash and a new
confidence propelled by
last season’s come-from-
behind win against Oregon
State in the Alamo Bowl.
Plus Ash no longer has to
look over his shoulder at
backup Case McCoy, who
spent most of the summer
on a mission trip in South
America.

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Ackman pushes
for Penney
chairman to go

NEW YORK (AP) —
Activist investor Bill Ack-
man said Friday he has lost
confidence in J.C. Penney’s
board and its chairman
should be replaced.

The statement is the lat-
est development in the in-
creasingly public squabble
between Ackman, whose
Pershing Square manage-
ment has a nearly 18 per-
cent stake in the company,
and the rest of J.C. Pen-
ney’s board.

The disagreement is over
how long it will take to find
anew CEO for J.C. Penney.
Ackman says the process
should take 30 to 45 days.
The board has said CEO
Mike Ullman is the right
person for the job for now.

In a lengthy letter to the
board Ackman complained
that Chairman Thomas En-
gibous didn’t call a proper
meeting to discuss his
views that J.C. Penney’s
search process should be
speeded up.

“Boards must have the
ability to deliberate openly
amongst one another so
that all points of view can
be adequately discussed,”
he said. “By not calling a
meeting, Tom prevented
the board from properly
functioning and fulfilling
its fiduciary duties.”

He also questioned the
board’s hiring and firing
practices and “aggressive”
inventory purchases.

Ackman has suggest-
ed former CEO Allen
Questrom should replace
Engibous. Questrom said
Thursday that he would
rejoin the company but not

under a hostile board situ-
ation and only if he agreed
with the choice of the next
CEO.

Ullman, who had been
Penney’s CEO from 2004
to 2011, took back the reins
in April. He took over from
Ron Johnson, who was
supported by Ackman but
was ousted after 17 months
on the job after his radical
makeover of the chain led
to disastrous massive loss-
es and sales declines.

Ullman has been working
to stabilize the business by
bringing back basic mer-
chandise and more frequent
sales that were eliminated
by Johnson in a bid to at-
tract younger, hipper cus-
tomers.

But some analysts be-
lieve that while traffic is
improving, there has been
no evidence of a turnaround
yet as the company heads
into the bulk of the critical
back-to-school  shopping
period. Moreover, concerns
are growing about Penney’s
financial liquidity.

Analysts had expected
Ullman’s reign the second
time around would be tran-
sitional until Penney hired
a replacement.

The squabble comes
ahead of Plano, Texas-
based Penney’s second-

quarter results scheduled to
be released Aug. 20.

Shares fell 88 cents, or
6.4 percent, to $12.79 dur-
ing midday trading, after
rising the same amount on
Thursday. The stock has
traded between $12.50 and
$32.55 over the past 52
weeks.

Man gets 30 years in
prison for Fed plot in NYC

NEW YORK (AP) — A
22-year-old  Bangladeshi
man who begged for leni-
ency after pleading guilty to
terrorism charges for trying
to blow up the Federal Re-
serve Bank in New York was
sentenced Friday to 30 years
in prison.

“I’m ashamed. I'm lost. I
tried to do a terrible thing.
[ alone am responsible for
what I’ve done.

“Please forgive me,” Quazi
Mohammad Rezwanul Ah-
san Nafis said before his sen-
tence was handed down in
Manhattan federal court.

He apologized to the judge,
the United States, New York
City and his parents.

Nafis became radicalized
at his university in Bangla-
desh and came to the U.S.
with aspirations of jihad, ac-
cording to lawyers on both
sides.

He said personal problems
also were a factor.

The defendant had said in
a five-page typed letter to
Judge Carol Bagley Amon
that he no longer believed in
radical Islam.

“My actions are inex-
cusable and cowardly,” he
wrote. “After giving a deep
thought I truly hate my ac-
tions and I know that I will
never pursue such behavior
again that is not only un-Is-
lamic, but also destroyed my
family and my life.”

He was charged in Octo-
ber with attempting to use a
weapon of mass destruction
and attempting to provide
material support to al-Qaida.
He pleaded guilty in Febru-
ary.

Nafis told the judge he had
a stammering problem and
no real friends in his native
country.

“For being a very simple
guy I fall for people very
easily,” he wrote in explain-
ing how he fell in with a
group of radical students
at his university there. “I
was becoming religious but
never realized that 1 was
misguided slowly but surely
with the wrong teachings of
[slam.”

He originally came to the
United States to study cyber-
security at a Missouri col-
lege where he also became
vice president of the school’s
Muslim student association.
But he was put on probation
because of poor grades, he
said, and came to New York
to find a job.

While in New York, he
discovered a woman he
cared about back in Bangla-
desh was cheating on him,
he said.

Authorities say Nafis ad-
opted increasingly —more
radical views and began us-
ing Facebook and other so-
cial media to seek support
for a terror attack. One of his
contacts turned out to be a
government informant who
notified authorities.

While under investigation,
Nafis spoke of his admira-
tion for Osama bin Laden
and talked of writing an ar-
ticle about his plot for an al-
Qaida-affiliated magazine.
He also talked about want-
ing to kill President Barack
Obama and bomb the New
York Stock Exchange, offi-
cials said.

As the plot progressed,
Nafis selected his target,
drove a van loaded with
dummy explosives to the
door of the bank and tried to
set off the bomb from a hotel
room using a cellphone he
thought had been rigged as
a detonator, authorities said.
No one was ever actually in
danger because the explo-
sives were fakes provided by
the government.

Nafis said he has been
shown great kindness while
in the U.S. — and in prison.
“Everybody is very respect-
ful towards religion,” he
wrote. He has been allowed
to pray, and given halal food
and fresh fruits.

His parents, who live in
Dhaka, pleaded for mercy
in letters to the judge. His
mother, Rokeya Siddiqui,
described her son as shy,
ridiculed and unfocused. He
was, she said, “just a kid.”
“He doesn’t have any idea
around the world.”
