HUNTING AND SNAKE SAFETY

Texas hunters have
more to WOoxrry about
than what game to hunt.
There are four kinds of
poisonous snakes living
in the United States,
and unfortunately for
Texas hunters, they all
can be found the
Lone Star State.

The Texas - Medical
Association recommends
that hunters and others
who hike through
countryside learn
recognize snakes
their appearances:
Rattlesnakes,
cottonmouths (also
called water .moccasins)
and copperheads all
fall into the category
of pit wvipers. They all
have vertical pupils in
their eyes, similar to
the eyes of cats. Pit
vipers have a deep pit
on each side of the
head between the eye
and the nostril. :

— - Any snake with a
rattle at the end of
its tail is poisonous.
Coral snakes must
be identified by their
color patterns--black
and red rings separated
by narrower rings -of
yellow.

The Texas Medical
Association also urges
hunters to take precaut-
ions against snakebites:
Most snakebites
occur on the legs below
the knees. Wear heavy
knee-high leather boots
or other thick covering
to prevent the fangs
from penetrating.

Identify the snake type
if possible without
taking risks or delaying
medical care.

Wearing proper cloth-
ing and being alert for
poisonous snakes can
prevent accidents and

make a fall hike or
hunting a more enjoy-
able, healthy experience.

GET LAWN IN SHAPE FOR SPRING

Homeowners can take
steps now to get their
lawns in shape for next
spring.

Weed, disease and in-
sect control along with
fall fertilization can
help get lawns off to a

fast start next year.

Chinch bugs, white
grubs and armyworms must
be controlled during
late summer and fall.
Insect damage weakens
turf and allows weeds

to invade the lawn. Ti-
mely applications of in-
secticides such as dia-
zinon or chlorpyrifos
(Dursban) will control
most lawn insect prob-
lems.

Fall fertilization
maintains the lawn's
green color and promotes
early spring green-up. A
dense, vigorous turf
producted@ by proper fer-
tilization also keeps
winter weeds from invad-
ing lawns.

We recommend applying
a complete fertilizer
with a 3-1-2, 4-1-2 or
similar ratio of nitro-
gen, phosphorus and
potash at a rate of 1
to 2 pounds of nitrogen
per 1,000 square feet.

Iif winter weeds have
been a problem in past
years, apply a premer—
gence herbicide (chemi-

cal weed killer) for
additional protection
against weeds. Pro-

containing atra-
zine, benefin, ben-
sulide, dacthal or sim-
ilar materials provide
preemerge control of
many winter annual
weeds. Some preemer—
gence herbicides are
available in formulat-
ions with fertilizers,
which simplifies appli-
cation.

As far as disease

control is concerned, a
suggested application of
a fungicide on St
Augustine lawns to pre-
vent damage from brown
patch. Not only is
brown patch unsightly,

but weeds will invade
the lawn in disease-
weakened areas. Also,

spring recovery is de-—
layed in areas damaged
by brown patch.
Fungicides containing
PCNB (Terraclor, Ortho
Lawn Fungicide), benomyl

(Benlate, Tersan 1991)
or chlorothalonil (Dac-
onil) control brown

patch when applied ac-
cording to label instru-
ctions.

Homeowners should also
raise the mowing height
in October to 2-% or
3 inches for St. Augus-
tine and 1-% or 2 inches
for bermuda lawns. The
taller grass provides
more cover and insula-
tion for the growing
points of the grass and
reduces the chance for
winterkill.

Another fall task for
homeowners is to re-
move excess accumila-
tions of grass clipp-
ings or tree leaves from
the lawn.

hues, cotton sweaters
now match the muted and
earthy wool tones.

SOLUTIONS TO FABRIC
SOFTENER STAINS

Fabric softeners have
. great benefits when
properly used. They give
fabrics a smoother,
softer, fluffier feeling,

and a pleasant smell.
They decrease static
cling, {vrinkling , drying
time, and make  ironing

easier. When used impro-

perly however, fabric
softeners can leave
stains.

The Soap and Detergent
Association says stains
can occur in the washer
or dryer. Washer added
softeners may leave
greasy looking blue or
gray stains. Dryer added

softeners may leave

colorless oily spots.
Fortunately, both

types of stains can be

removed by wetting the
stained area and rubbing
it with a bar of soap.

After that, rinse the
fabric and wash it.
Before putting it in the
dryer, make sure the
stain is gone. The
dryer's heat may set the

stain.

To avoid problems with
fabric softeners, use
them as directed. Never
add a rinse softener to
the wash cycle with any
other laundry additive.
The products react
together and cause
stains. Rinse softeners
are only to be added
during the rinse cycle.

Stains can also be
caused by pouring un-
diluted softener on to
fabric. It's Dbest to

dilute it with a cup of

water, and still not
pour it directly on a
fabric. If the washer

has an automatic fabric
softener dispenser, do
not 1ift the 1id after
the wash cycle. If the
washer stops after the
first spin, staining
could occur from improper
dispensing of the soften-—

er.

Stains can be caused
in - the dryer if it is
‘overloaded and the
softener isn't allowed
to tumble freely. Stains
can also occur if the
dryer is underloadad,
but that can be easily
solved by adding a few
towels to the load. It's
also important to remem-—
ber that too high a heat
setting for synthetic or
permanent press fabric,
and adding softener
after the dryer has
already started can
cause stains.

HOW TO REMOVE
MUD STAINS

The Soap and Detergent
Association maintains
that mud stains should
be allowed to dry before
pretreating. After the
mud dries, brush off as
much of it as possible.
Apply a 1liquid laundry
detergent booster, or
make a paste of a gran-
ular detergent and water
and rub on the stained
area. For heavy stains,
pretreat or presoak the
stain with laundry
detergent or a product
containing enzymes.
After this, laundry the
fabric and the stain

should be gone.
