Texas, 43 states reach $105 million 
agreement with pharmaceutical makers

AUSTIN – Texas Attorney General Greg Abbott and 

43 other state attorneys general today secured a $105 
million agreement with drug maker GlaxoSmithKline, 
LLC (GSK). The agreement resolves a multistate in-
vestigation against GSK for unlawfully promoting its 
asthma drug Advair and its antidepressant drugs Paxil 
and Wellbutrin.

Under the settlement agreement, GlaxoSmithKline 
must pay the State of Texas a total of $6.2 million. Ac-

cording to the states’ investigation, GSK violated state 
consumer protection law by misrepresenting the uses 
and qualities of Wellbutrin, Paxil, and Advair. State and 
federal law generally prohibits pharmaceutical manu-
facturers from marketing their drugs for “off-label” uses 
that have not been approved by the U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration (FDA).

Among its terms, today’s judgment prohibits GlaxoS-
mithKline from the following actions:

Making false, misleading, or deceptive claims about 

any GSK product;
Promoting or distributing information describing any 

off-label use for a GSK product;
Representing in promotional materials that a GSK 

product is better, more effective, safer, or has less seri-
ous side effects than has been demonstrated by substan-
tial evidence or substantial clinical experience;

Presenting favorable information or conclusions in 
promotional materials about a GSK product from a

Draft of state GOP platform cuts 
guest-worker language

As Texas Republicans prepare to 
convene Thursday in Fort Worth 
for their three-day state party con-
vention, an early draft of the party’s 
platform shows that language — ap-
proved two years ago — supporting 

a guest-worker program could be re-
moved.

The draft, which was obtained by 
the Texas Tribune, shows that the 
language calling for a guest-worker 
program has been replaced with lan-
guage to support the enactment of a 
provisional visa program. The guest-
worker program language in 2012 

was an unprecedented change to the 
offi cial state party platform. It called 
for a national temporary worker pro-
gram, which would allow foreign 
nationals to come to the U.S. when 
jobs are available but citizens are un-
available.

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clinical study that is inad-
equate in design, scope, or 
conduct; and

Providing GSK prod-
uct samples to health care 
professionals who would 
be expected to prescribe 
the sampled product for 
an “off-label” use – rather 
than for an FDA-approved 
use.

To the benefit of patients, 
today’s judgment also con-
firms a major change in 
the way pharmaceutical 
sales teams are motivated 

and compensated. Under 
the terms of today’s agree-
ment, GlaxoSmithKline 
is required to continue its 
“Patients First” program 
at least through March 
2019. The “Patients First” 
program reduces financial 
incentives for sales repre-
sentatives to engage in de-
ceptive marketing. Scien-
tifically trained personnel 
must develop and approve 
unbiased and non-promo-
tional responses to health 
care provider questions.

Oregon and Illinois led 
the Executive Committee, 
which included attorneys

the guest-worker language 
should be stripped because 
it doesn’t properly respond 
to the influx of undocument-
ed immigrants already in the 
country and could be con-
sidered amnesty. But sup-
porters of the guest-worker 
plank say they will work 
to keep the language in the 
platform because it would 
help satisfy the need for 
workers in Texas without 
granting blanket amnesty to 
undocumented immigrants.

The proposed change to 
the platform indicates that 
a provisional visa program 
would be intended to “mod-
ernize” immigration laws 
by replacing the current visa 
system — which sets quotas 
for the number of individu-
als who can enter the U.S. 
from other countries — and 
instead calls for a system 
that “responds to labor 
shortages,” according to the 
early draft.

“In order to deal with the 
current undocumented pop-
ulation, we urge Congress to 
enact a provisional visa pro-
gram that does not provide 
amnesty, does not cause 
mass deportation and does 

not provide a pathway to 
citizenship but does not pre-
clude existing pathways,” 
the platform draft reads.

Steve Munisteri, chairman 
of the Republican Party of 
Texas, declined to comment 
on the early draft of the im-
migration plank because he 
said it still has to be fully 
vetted and approved.

“We won’t know what the 
language will be or will not 
be until it finishes the pro-
cess,” he said.

Through the proposed 
additions to the immigra-
tion plank of the platform, 
the state party also specifies 
that it supports ending the 
annual green card lottery 
and urges Congress and the 
Legislature to “strengthen 
enforcement and penalties 
on employers that do not 
comply with labor and em-
ployment laws to ensure an 
equitable labor market.”

Those penalties would not 
apply to employers that use 
“employment verification 
systems.”

The temporary platform 
committee, which is con-
sidering the change, will 
provide a report of the draft 
to the full convention on 
Thursday during the first 
general session. The lan-
guage will then be consid-
ered by the permanent plat-
form committee and then 

debated by delegates this 
weekend.

Munisteri said he expects 
that the proposed language 
that calls for a provisional 
visa system will be ap-
proved by a majority of 
delegates, but he anticipates 
a lively debate on the final 
language in the immigration 
plank.

“It’s not unusual for polit-
ical parties to have passion-
ate, sometimes even heated 
debates, on the issues,” he 
added.

The draft also shows the 
addition of language that 
says the U.S. has benefited 
from the “productive, in-
dustrious and gifted” immi-
grants who have been drawn 
to the country, but that the 
nation’s broken immigra-
tion system and “patchwork 
attempts to mends its defi-
ciencies” hinder progress 
toward a system that pro-
motes legal immigration.

“It remains imperative to 
create fair and consistent 
procedures that will again 
enable freedom-loving, 
hard-working and law-abid-
ing immigrants to join us, by 
providing them an efficient, 
practical method of legal 
entry, so they can lawfully 
take positions where their 
labor is needed, without ex-
ploitation or harassment,” 
the draft reads.

Hillary versus 
the truth  

on Benghazi
The liberal media 

consistently dismiss or 
condemn hearings into 

Obama 
scandals as 
unneces-
sary and 
rabidly par-
tisan, and 
reach those 
conclusions 
before said 
hearings 
even begin.

explain why the public 
doesn’t always line up 
with that opinion.

A new ABC-Washing-
ton Post poll shows 51 
percent of those polled 
support the new House 
investigation into the 
scandalous lack of secu-
rity for our personnel at 
the Benghazi, Libya, con-
sulate. ABC and the Post 
found 58 percent think 
Team Obama engaged in 
a cover-up, and only 32 
percent denied reality and 
claimed they “honestly 
disclosed” what they 
knew.

Perhaps it is because 
we are approaching 
the second anniversary 
of that attack, and this 
administration simply 
refuses to account for its 
actions that night.

Worse yet for the 
liberals, 50 percent of 
Americans surveyed 
disapproved of Hillary 
Clinton’s handling of 
Benghazi, and only 37 
percent approved.

This is a serious con-
trast to the media, which 
approve of everything 
Clinton does, says and 
thinks. It’s been proven 
all over again with the 
obsequious previews of 
the new “Hard Choices” 
memoir on her State 
Department years. It is 
classic, calculating and 
Clintonian: She released 
excerpts from the chapter 
dealing with the Beng-
hazi fiasco, knowing it 
would generate media 
support for her actions. It 
worked.

On May 30, ABC 
evening substitute anchor 
David Muir boasted Hill-
ary “is ready to fight back 
on Benghazi.” Reporter 
Martha Raddatz touted: 
“she comes out swinging, 
her anger aimed at con-
gressional Republicans 
who she accuses of politi-
cizing the tragedy. ‘I will 
not be a part of a political 
slugfest on the backs of 
dead Americans,’ writes 
Clinton.” CBS and NBC 
also channeled the “defi-
ant, not defensive” spin, a 
stale rerun of “What dif-
ference does it make?”

This is exactly the same 
pose Clinton struck in 
every other scandal in 
which she’s been neck-

deep, including her dis-
honest “Vast Right Wing 
Conspiracy” interview 
with Matt Lauer in 1998. 
She never defends; she 
only attacks. And the 
media swallow it whole. 
She could deny, distract 
or lie her face off about 
her husband’s sexual dal-
liance with an intern for 
months, and when all the 
lying about his affair was 
undeniable, Dan Rather 
nominated her for Person 
of the Year.

It won’t be any differ-
ent when she does the 
interview rounds for the 
new memoir. Washington 
Post media blogger Erik 
Wemple channeled the 
conventional wisdom that 
this is “bound to be a pa-
rade of Clinton-favorable 
coverage.” It will fall to 
Bret Baier and Greta Van 
Susteren at Fox News to 
push beyond the brick 
wall of her “defiance.”

But Van Susteren didn’t 
push harder on Clinton 
than the other networks 
when she was granted an 
interview on Jan. 29, only 
asking two brief Beng-
hazi questions (packaged 
together): Are our embas-
sies safer in 2014, and 
should we re-establish a 
consulate in Benghazi? 
Van Susteren let Clinton 
ramble for a minute and 
offered no response when 
she placed the blame on 
Congress for inadequate 
funding.

In her book excerpt, 
Clinton tries to shred the 
question of her Sunday-
show skipping after the 
attacks and slams people 
who “fixate on the ques-
tion of why I didn’t go 
on TV that morning, as if 
appearing on a talk show 
is the equivalent of jury 
duty, where one has to 
have a compelling reason 
to get out of it.”

It is not an obsession. 
It is a serious question 
deserving an answer, and 
the press should not let 
up. Van Susteren should 
have asked.

This woman wants to 
be president. But she 
doesn’t want the “jury 
duty” of submitting to 
media scrutiny. All the 
years of network puffery 
have made Clinton sound 
like a spoiled child who 
refuses to admit any er-
ror for anything. All this 
contempt for the public’s 
demands for answers 
should make journalists 
understand someday that 
all along it was contempt 
she had for them.

Why prosecuting Snowden is unfair 
— until NSA answers for misconduct
What America learned 

from Edward Snowden’s 
interview with “NBC News” 

anchor Brian 
Williams on 
Wednesday 
evening was 
much less 
than what 
we still need 
to know. 
Snowden 
described 
himself as 
a highly 

trained espionage agent, rath-
er than a low-level hacker; 
he insisted his actions were 
patriotic, not treacherous; 
and said he yearns to return 
to the United States. He 
claimed to have warned his 
superiors about the surveil-
lance excesses committed by 
the National Security Agen-
cy, and he doesn’t believe a 
fair trial would be possible 
for him under the Espionage 
Act if he did return.

But we still don’t know 
exactly what Snowden took 
when he stole millions of 
files from U.S. intelligence 
computer systems. We don’t 
know why he chose to take 
what he did. The officials 
charged with investigating 
his actions have charged 
that only a tiny fraction 
of the documents that he 
“exfiltrated” from top-secret 
computers had any con-
nection to whistleblowing 
about questionable domestic 
surveillance activities by the 

government.
Instead, he reportedly 

focused on documents that 
would expose secret U.S. 
operations against the Chi-
nese and other NSA targets 
that were conducting their 
own cyber assaults on our 
systems. 

He revealed NSA op-
erations and capabilities that 
have probably forewarned 
terrorists and other U.S. 
adversaries to change their 
communication methods. 
And, of course, his revela-
tions about spying on foreign 
governments and leaders 
gravely embarrassed the 
United States in ways that 
may incur lasting economic 
and diplomatic consequenc-
es.

The full dimensions of his 
actions will remain murky 
until the government some-
day unseals the evidence 
compiled against him. 
Knowing what is in those 
files, however, the Obama 
administration and the U.S. 
intelligence community, 
which includes members 
of the House and Senate 
intelligence committees, 
believe that Snowden must 
be prosecuted.

A powerful argument can 
be made that his revelations 
about domestic surveillance 
served a public purpose 
and should mitigate any 
punishment. Indeed, an 
American jury might simply 
nullify the charges against 

him for that reason. Still, if 
the government must carry 
out significant intelligence 
and diplomatic activities 
that require discretion, how 
can its legitimate secrets be 
protected if any contractor or 
agent may purloin them with 
impunity?

Yet impunity is also a 
burning issue at far loftier 
levels of the intelligence 
hierarchy, as Snowden noted 
in another recent appearance. 
Speaking via video link from 
Moscow at the Ridenhour 
awards in Washington, D.C., 
last month — where he and 
filmmaker Laura Poitras 
received the “truth-teller” 
award for whistleblowing — 
he outlined a double standard 
that would raise hard ques-
tions about any indictment 
issued against him.

Specifically, he pointed an 
accusing finger at NSA chief 
James Clapper, who testified 
before the Senate in March 
2013 — just before Snowden 
uploaded documents prov-
ing that the spy agency was 
monitoring and collecting 
massive amounts of data on 
American citizens — that it 
was doing no such thing.

“Does the NSA collect any 
type of data at all on millions 
or hundreds of millions of 
Americans?” asked Sen. Ron 
Wyden, D-Oregon. “No, sir,” 
Clapper replied, adding, “not 
wittingly.”

At the Ridenhour event, 
Snowden drily recalled that 

moment. “There’s been a lot 
said about oaths. The oath 
that I remember is James 
Clapper raising his hand and 
swearing to tell the truth and 
then lying to the American 
public.”

Going on to describe 
reported abuses by other 
NSA employees who used 
the agency’s technology to 
spy on their wives and girl-
friends, Snowden wondered 
why only he faces legal 
jeopardy:

“When they committed 
these crimes — when James 
Clapper committed a crime 
by lying under oath to the 
American people — were 
they actually held account-
able? Was anyone tried? 
Were charges brought? It’s 
been years since these events 
occurred. Whereas within 24 
hours of the time I went pub-
lic, three counts of charges 
were filed against me 
personally. We have to ask 
ourselves if we can hold the 
lowest, most junior members 
of our community to this 
high standard of behavior, 
why can’t we ask the same 
of our most senior officials? 
James Clapper is the most 
senior intelligence official in 
the United States of America, 
and I think he has a duty to 
tell the truth to the public.”

Here in 
Gray county, it is a privilege 
for low risk inmates to be a 
trustee. Well, the following 
day without any reason was 

given to us, they put two of 
us in seg. and one of us in 
D-tank. Usually, if someone 
is put in seg., it is for a disci-
plinary case that that person 
has received. We asked 
why we were taken out of 
the trustee tank and put into 
seg., but no one seems to 
have any answers for us.

We have not been given 
any disciplinary actions 
against us. There is a rumor 
going around that some 

of the trustees managed to 
get back there to where the 
women are housed. How is 
that possible? I have yet to 
figure it out considering all 
of the cameras in the hall-
ways and locked doors.

When my family called 
up here, they were told that I 
was in seg. for smoking, yet 
I have not received any kind 
of disciplinary action. 

I feel that Gray County 
has put me in seg. for no 

other reason except that they 
don’t like me for some rea-
son. They violated my civil 
rights as well as my right to 
be treated like every other 
inmate, which includes be-
ing housed in population and 
having the same privileges 
as all other inmates who 
have no type of disciplinary 
actions.

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Murder ink? Tattoos can 
be tricky as evidence

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) 
— Teardrops for murders. 
Spider webs for prison time. 
Penal code numbers for 
crimes committed.

Criminals have long used 
tattoos as indelible ink on 
their own bodily rap sheet. 
And for just as long, police 
have used them as a way to 
identify suspects, a distin-
guishing characteristic to jog 
a memory or catch the pub-
lic’s eye.

But only rarely does body 
art play a pivotal role as 
evidence posited as proof of 
wrongdoing.

Prosecutors trying to con-
vict former New England 
Patriot Aaron Hernandez 
in a pair of homicide cases 
could try to use the one-time 
football star’s tattoos against 
him: They are seeking the 
artists who worked on Her-
nandez, saying they could be 
witnesses.

Criminal justice experts, 
however, say it’s hard for 
law enforcement to deter-
mine whether someone with 
a tattoo linked to a kind of 
crime actually did the deed. 
As Todd Bettencourt, a tattoo 
artist in North Attleborough, 
Massachusetts — the town 
where Hernandez was living 
at the time of the killings — 
said, “some people just get it 
because it’s cool.”

Much of Hernandez’s up-
per body is covered in tat-
toos: The open-mouthed face 
of a lion sits atop his right 
bicep, ringed by the words 
“It’s about the fight in you;” 
‘’1989,” his birth year, spans 
the fingers of his left hand 
and a 10-word phrase fa-
vored by his father, “If it is to 
be it is up to me,” runs down 
his left forearm.

It is Hernandez’s right fore-
arm that has piqued the inter-
est of investigators, though 
they will not specify which 
design they have focused on.

Hernandez is accused of 
fatally shooting two men — 
Daniel de Abreu and Safiro 
Furtado — and wounding a 
third in Boston in July 2012. 
He also is charged in last 
year’s killing of Odin Lloyd, 
whose body was found near 
Hernandez’s home. And he 
is being sued by an associ-
ate who says Hernandez shot 
him in the eye in Miami last 
year.

Photos of Hernandez show 
he has had five stars and oth-
er tattoo work added to his 
right forearm over the past 
few years. While many star 

tattoos have nothing to do 
with crime, they can some-
times be used to represent 
killings, said Kevin Waters, 
a criminal justice professor at 
Northern Michigan Universi-
ty and former agent with the 
federal Drug Enforcement 
Administration.

“I would say the cops prob-
ably see the stars and know 
in some circles that a star 
does represent a kill and want 
a tattoo artist to come in and 
see if he (Hernandez) said 
anything about that,” Waters 
said.

Every once in a while, 
criminal investigators do hit 
the jackpot. That was the 
case with Southern Califor-
nia gang member Anthony 
Garcia, who was convicted 
of murder and sentenced to 
65 years in prison in 2011 
after a homicide investiga-
tor discovered that Garcia 
had the scene of an unsolved 
2004 murder inked on his 
chest.

In April, an Indiana judge 
ordered William Clyde Gib-
son to grow out his hair to 
cover a new tattoo — “Death 
Row X 3” — before the 
twice-convicted murderer 
went on trial for allegedly 
killing a third person. That 
same month in Kansas, Jef-
frey Chapman was given per-
mission to wear a turtleneck 
to cover a tattoo of the word 
“murder” spelled backward 
on his neck, amid concerns 
it would prejudice the jury at 
his upcoming murder trial.

In Hernandez’s case, offi-
cials said they have received 
several responses to their 
plea for information for tat-
too artists who worked on 
him, but they wouldn’t elab-
orate. Boston police and the 
Suffolk County District At-
torney’s Office said the art-
ists would be considered wit-
nesses and are not accused of 
any wrongdoing.

Even if investigators do 
find the artists who created 
the tattoos they are interested 
in, it’s not clear they would 
talk. Artists say clients do of-
ten share personal informa-
tion, but there is a split within 
the tattoo community about 
whether there is artist-client 
confidentiality.

Bettencourt, who said he 
never worked on Hernan-
dez, said there are no clear 
rules and, besides, the stars 
on Hernandez’s arm could 
have been added just as part 
of a design to make the tattoo 
work appear fuller.

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Marino withdraws 
concussion suit

MIAMI (AP) — Dan Ma-
rino says he inadvertently 
became a plaintiff in a con-
cussion lawsuit against the 
NFL and is withdrawing 
immediately.

The Hall of Fame quar-
terback said he doesn’t suf-
fer any effects from head 
injuries.

“Within the last year I au-
thorized a claim to be fi led 
on my behalf, just in case I 
needed future medical cov-
erage to protect me and my 
family in the event I later 
suffered from the effects of 
head trauma,” Marino said 
in a statement Tuesday. “I 
did not realize I would be 
automatically listed as a 
plaintiff. ... I have made the 
decision it is not necessary 
for me to be part of any 
claims or this lawsuit, and 
therefore I am withdrawing 
as a plaintiff.”

Marino’s withdrawal 
costs the litigants a high-
profi le plaintiff. He was by 
far the best-known of 15 
former players who fi led a 
lawsuit in federal court in 
Philadelphia last week.

They joined more than 
4,800 others who allege the 
NFL misled players about 
the long-term dangers of 

concussions. The league 
has denied those allega-
tions.

“I am sympathetic to oth-
er players who are seeking 
relief who may have suf-
fered head injuries,” Ma-
rino, 52, said in his state-
ment.

The NFL and the original 
group of players agreed on 
a $765 million settlement 
last August, but that deal 
was rejected by a federal 
judge in January.

Marino spent his entire 
17-year career with the Mi-
ami Dolphins and retired as 
the most prolifi c passer in 
NFL history.

He worked as an analyst 
for CBS from 2002 to 2013 
but wasn’t retained for this

Along with him comes 
his son Brian Poynor.

“When the job came 
open, I was at the hospi-
tal, and Brian was about 
to have our first grand-
child,” Greg said. “It was 
actually Brian who came 
up and said “Dad, this 
is a job you need to go 

after.”
Greg said when he 

came to Pampa for an 
interview, he was im-
pressed with the town.

“The thing that kind of 
put me over the top was 
when I was able to meet 
with the superintendent 
and the principal of the 
school, and just saw a 
great administration team 
we have,” he said.

Greg started the day af-
ter he was introduced as 
the head coach, and has 
been able to get to know 
all the players. He also 
wants to get to know the 
middle school players as 
well.

He will be implement-
ing an air raid offense.

“We’ve had a lot of suc-
cess the last few years 
with our offense,” he said. 

“We always tell people 
we’re going to throw it a 
lot, hope we catch it some 
too. We had a really good 
spring with that. I think 
the kids took to our new 
offense.”

While Greg has a pass-
heavy offense, he also 
likes to run the ball.

“Everybody likes to 
talk about us throwing 
the ball, and we love to 
throw the ball,” he said.

Parker 
cleared
SAN ANTONIO (AP) 

Tony Parker’s left ankle is 
ready for the NBA Finals.

The San Antonio point 
guard has pronounced him-
self ready to go for Thurs-
day night’s Game 1 of the 
title series against the Miami 
Heat, after spending much of 
the last few days recovering 
from a sprain.

“I think he’ll be fi ne,” 
Spurs coach Gregg Popovich 
said.

Parker acknowledged that 
he still has some concerns 
about how the ankle will 
hold up over the course of the 
fi nals. He and Popovich both 
indicated in recent days that 
treatment has helped consid-
erably.

“I’m trying to be very posi-
tive,” Parker said. “I’m try-
ing to do everything I can, 
eat healthy, get my rest, go 
through treatment and just 
trust my body. I’ve been go-
ing for four years nonstop 
since 2010, no vacation. ... 
But I’m still here and I trust 
my body to hold up for the 
whole series.”

The Heat expect nothing 
less than the best of Parker.

“Defi nitely, he’ll be 100 
percent,” Heat guard Mario 
Chalmers said. “I doubt he’ll 
sit out any time during the fi -
nals.”

Parker sprained the ankle 
in Game 4 of the Western 
Conference fi nals against 
Oklahoma City.
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 Rockies going through inevitable summer slump.
While my colleagues all 

tend to be Texas Rangers 
fans, it is no secret that I 
am a Colorado Rockies 
fan.

For a while, the Rock-
ies and the Rangers were 
playing like polar oppo-
sites. Rockies were scoring 
enough runs that even 

Rockies pitchers can over-
come a game where they 
allowed three or four runs. 
But what happens when the 
bats go cold in Colorado? 
Oh yeah, they drop below 
.500 and are 28-29 as of 
Wednesday morning.

The Rockies have not 
won a series since May 

18 against the San Diego 
Padres, where they scored 
16 runs over three games. 
Before that they lost a 
two-game series against the 
Kansas City Royals and a 
three-game series against 

the Cincin-
nati Reds. 

The Rock-
ies were at 
the height of 
their blazing 
bats when 
they scored 
29 runs on 
the Texas 
Rangers 
over three 
games 
before drop-

ping a “meaningless (to the 
series)” fourth game to the 
Rangers. Since that series, 

they have gone 6-14, 
winning only four road 
games. They lead in batting 
average and slugging per-
centage; and are second in 
on-base percentage. They 
have scored the third-most 
runs in MLB with 285.

Prolifi c shortstop Troy 
Tulowitzki is still hitting 
a ridiculous .353 overall 
hitting with 15 home runs 
and 38 RBI. 

I wish I could say that 
they have gotten better at 
pitching, but that would 
be a lie. The Rockies’ ace, 
Jorge De La Rosa, boasts 
and 3.68 ERA on the road. 
He defi nitely can’t think 
himself for his winning 
record of 6-4. 

While fourth-year pitcher 
Jordan Lyles also has a 
3.46 ERA overall with a 
5-1 win-loss record, I am a 
little more optimistic about 
him, only because he had 
two games where he gave 
up more than fi ve runs, 

eight versus San Diego in a 
loss and six at Philadelphia. 
He has one game where he 
had an ERA of 4.32. 

I was optimistic about 
the Rockies, as many pun-
dits were, when they were 
winning two out of three 
of their series’ games. But 
now they have fallen from 
their mile-high cloud back 
down to reality as they just 
fi nished a long road trip. 
The Rockies are 12-21 on 
the road and 16-7 at home. 
Good teams win on the 
road too. 

The leaders of the NL 
West, the San Francisco 
Giants, are 18-12 on the 
road. Across the bay, and 
league, the AL West lead-
ing Oakland Athletics are 
19-10 on the road. Both of 
these teams lead many dif-
ferent power rankings.

The Rockies can hit all 
they want and try to win 
slug-fests. But it comes 
down to keeping the bats 

alive on the road and in the 
month of June. 

The Rockies can gain 
some ground in the month 
of June, despite having 
lost one game against the 
Diamondbacks at time of 
print. They have home 
series against, Arizona, the 
Dodgers, Braves, Milwau-
kee and St. Louis. Unfor-
tunately, the Cardinals are 
the only team that is below 
.500 of that pack. 

The Rockies can still 
salvage the series against 
the Rockies, as they have 
Lyles and Juan Nicasio 
who have combined for a 
10-4 record. 

Either way, the Rockies 
need to come up with a 
plan to get back above .500 
before the NL West gets 
away from them.
